AChinese Mine—Jumper's I>e»lli nt Mich-
igan Bar.

Sheriff McMullen, Assistant District At-
torney Bruner, Court Reporter Davis and
Deputy Coroner Clark returned from Mich-
igan Bar about lo'clock this morning, where
they went to inquire into the death of a
Chinaman who died on Saturday from the•

fleets of a gunshot wound. An inquest
»v Meld, at which it was developed that
the shooting was dona byan old man named
James Jordan, who owns a gravel mining
claim a short instance from Michigan Bar.
Jordan has lived at Michigan Bar for over
thirtyyear*,and had th« reputation ofbeing
a peaceable and industrious man. Several
week* ago a horse bo was riding fell, throw-
inghim to the ground and breaking one of
ins ribs. He was not able to be about, and
Chinamen, itis said, took advantage of the
occasion and robbed the old man's mine.
On Friday last a Celestial went to
Jordan's cabin and told him that a
Chinaman was at that time working in
his ciaiin. Jordan toon a shotgun, loaded
itwithNo. 6 shot, au^l hobbled up to his
mining possession*, Therr, sure enough,
was a Mongolian busily engaged in secur-
ing dirt which the aged miner had labori-
ously gathered from the bedrock.

Jordan

called to the trespasser to cease operations,
and the Chinaman, go Jordan swore,
dropped his pick, seized a shovel and
started toward the owner of the mine.

".-Stupl" shouted Jordan, "or1willshoot."
The Chinaman continued to advance, and

Jordan put his gnn tohis shoulder and tired.
Anumber of the best citizens ofMichigan

Bar testified to Jordan's good character for
peace and quiet, and the jury rendered a
verdict of justifiable homicide.

The verdict, it is believed, will have a

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Coufefanc* of Land.
An action was begun in the Superior

Court yesterday by D. Cassassa against
John Bailiff et al. to compel the conveyance
to him of half of forty-eight acres of land
in Sonoma County, under a copartnership
agreement whereby hv, the linn of G. Pas-
quiui and others were to plant tbe land in
tteoi and vines, he to receive therefor half

of the same after four years. Cnssassa has
withdrawn from this partnership, and
wants the Court to appoint a receiver pend-
ing the dissolution aud also aconveyance
of his share.

CLARKE'S SENTENCE.
The Death Penalty I'ronocnced on Him

for Murder.
Charles E. Clarke, recently convicted of

the murder of Captain Duncan Losian, was
taken before Judge Murphy yesterday
morning to receive the death sentence.

When asked for reasons why sentence
should not be passed, Clarke said that he
had been convicted on the false and per-
jured testimony ofhis companion Oscanyon,
and then endeavored to make it appeal that
it was a case of mistaken identity. He
charged Captain Lees and other officers
with having tried to induce him to confess
the crime, promising him immunity from
the death penalty for so doing.

Judge Murphy, in passing sentence, le-
viewed the circumstances of the crime, and
stated that there could be no doubt as to
the identity of the prisoner. The Court
said itwas satisfied that Clarke went to tilesaloon of Jean Labot to commit robbery
and to commit murder if necessary, aud
did killa law-abiding citizen.

The prisoner was urged to lay aside all
hop" of escape, as the Court was satisfied
the Supreme Court would not reverse the
judgment. Clarice was then sentenced to
be hanged. The lime of the execution will
be fixed hereafter.

How a Deputy ltrcorder Obtained Some

A colony of bees some time ago settled

in the boxing of the porch of a residence in
the southern part of. the city. The presence
of the buzziug insects caused the inhabi-
tants of the domicile considerable annoy-
ance, but it was thought best not to disturb
them until they bail accumulated a store of
honey; so they were left unmolested until
a few day-* ago, when itbecame evident the
little honey-;;aiherers had about led their
quarter* with the sweets of flowers.
But how to set at their nectar store;
that was the question. There was none
in the household so rash as to assail the
stronghold of so well-armed an enemy.
Finally, Mr. L. it. Paxton. one of
County Recorder Francis' able depu-
ties volunteered to accompli -ill the rob-
bery for a share of the booty. Muffling
up his head and placing a wire screen overbig face, and buckskin gauntlets on hishands, at ithe went. He thrust his arm
boldly into the hole among the buzzing,
seething mass of bees, and proceeded to
tear out the combs of delicious honey, liut
instantly lie felt a shock a* it from an
electric battery. A thoii«and red-hot
needles seemed to penetrate his hand. The
buckskin gauntlets proved to be not bee-
proof. Their poisoned spears were thrust
again and again through the clove, but
fortunately they could not sting deep into
bis hand. With a nervr. that U be^ot of a
determination to win, Mr. I'axton bore the
pain aDd completed his task. The honey
was secured and the bees exterminated.
When his gloves were taken off, twenty-
three stingers were removed therefrom,
JJow many more stings were received Is notknown, but it was several days before his
hand was reduced to its normal propor-
tions. This is believed to be the most con-
secutive case of bee stings without serious
results on record.— L,os Angeles HeraldMay 19th.

It sceint be was unrorltinate la his
speculation, and when bis own money cavo out
lie bunded the brokets the stocks belonging to
Mis.Jarjsenai.d Nielseu assecurny. Mrs. Jausen
had one hundred shares of Hale fc Norcro^s and
liflyshares of Savage. Ni«!isen had fifty shares
of Hale & Norcioss and nflyor Chollar, all of
which Clement! gave to bis broker*.

Mrs. Jausen and .Melseu pressed him for their
stocks of late, and when he saw that lie could
Dot keep them quiet by promises of a '^reit rise,
eic, be attempted lo commit suicide, leariug;
that they weiecolng to have him arrested tor
embezzlement.
