She xept a lodglog-house where
ihe Meuaozas stopped In Aprll, 1888, The dae-
ceased was in the habit of baving men visit her
duslog the hours when the defendaunt was away,
aud on one occaxion wituess saw her sitting ina
sLiange man’s iap.

FLADUNG RECOVERING.

He Asgerts That [t Was His Deand Wife
Who Used the Pistol.

Edward Fiadung, the survivor of the
tragedy in which he and his wife figured
last Monday evening, at 326 Ellis street, is
improving, and his recovery is now hoped
for by the Police Surgeon. The stronger
be grows the more persistent is he in his
assertions that his wife shot him while he
was seated io a chair in her rooms.

Taking into consideration the nature and
pesition of his wound, as well as the course
of the bullet that entered his forehead and
passed downw ard into the mouth, the phy-
sicians are inclined to believe that his state-
went is true.

Yet they maintain that it would be almost
impossible for Mrs, Fladuug to have in-
flicted the fatal wound upon Yxerself. as the
course taken by the bullet would indicate
that she had been shot while beneath the
person with the revolver.

They Went Armed.

Eugene E. Brackett, charged with drunk-
enness and carrying a concealed weapon,
wus seutenced yesterday by Judge Rix to
pay a fine of 250 or be imprisoned in the
County Jail for 250 days. Brackett stated
ln court that he was the American Consul
at Costa Rica, and came to this city a month
ag0 to regain his health, but the Judge did
oot believe his story.

A commuunication concerning the Postoffice
site in THE CALL of last Wednesday, over the
signature of ““I.,”” shoula Lave been signed by
the contributor’s full name. The writer, while
opposing a water-frout location, has certainly
given the subject sere thought in the right di-
rectlon. Unwiltingly, however, he has given
some good reasons why the location should be
in that immediate vicinity. It 18 by no means
certaln that a I'ostoflice building will be usea by
the United States courts, Uuired States Marshal
and other oftices of the Goverument, but if such
departments are to be provided for in the bulid-
1ng, most assuredly the locaiion should be close
to the central bustuess portion of tue cily.

It is obvious at a glauce that the great volume
of busiuess in the Federal courts and depari-
meuts comes from thedmaritime and mercantile
interests of the city. A water-front loeation
would especially accommodate these offices aud
the public most foterested.

As 10 Station D the writer takes a superheial
view. True ewsough its facilities hastened the
dellvery of incoming letters and the diapatch of
outgolng letter mails destined for New York and
Intermediate points, but the newspapers, pack-
ages and malis of other important classes are not
haudled there The great bulx of mail matter
goes lo the g ral office. All the foreign mails
for trapsmission by water are dispatched fiom
the General Postoffice and received there. 1n
view of these existing couditions It Is essential
1o the publie seivice that tibe Postoffice shouid
be near to the water front and central business
section of the city.

Tur Cary’s centributor s correct in his views
concerning the Howard-street property. The
location is not desirable and tue price is beyond
all reason.

Discussion on this subject Is timely and re-
freshing. It will tend to eugage popular atten-
tlon and excite a wholesome sentiment in the
commuuity that will not permit tue Governimeut
to be deceived and public rights disregarded.

Wanted Arnold’s Money, His

Wife or His Life.

Witness Butler Adds Another Chapter to the
Sensational Trial—The Evidence All
Before the Jury.

The Arneld case is drawing to a close, and to-
day the jury which has been selected for that
purvose witl decide upop the guiit or innocence
of the man who shot Samuel W. Garness to death
in the now historic private room in the rear of
the Peerless Salcon.

From the day of the opening of the trial the in-
terest has been intense, and the evidence, at all
times sensational, has been at intervals of a
highly dramatic nature.

From a trial of Arnold it has been allowed to
drift into a trial of the deceased, and the char-
acter of Garness has been fully exposed in the
unfolding of the gigantie plot wiich he bad laid
10 levy blackmail upon the man at whose hands
be met his [ate,

Nota link in the chaln of startling evidence
has been overlooked by the attorneys for the de-
fense, and now (hat the evidence is all in the
readers of Tur CALL are now in possession of
the facts in oue of the most daring and cunningly
devised black-malling schewmes ever unravelled
10 a court of law.

When the tital was resumed yesterday morning
aud tbe call of the jury had been completed Jolin
J. Butler was recalled to the witness-stand and
subjected to arigid cross-examination. Nothing
was eliclted to shake the story which he re-
lated on Tuesday, and which was prioted in full
in these columns y esterday morning.

In answer to Attorney Hosmer’s inquiries, he
stated that he was at present keeping a book-
store on Elghth streer, the means to purchase
which bad been given hlm by [riends. His first
acqguaintance with Garness was at Bancroft’s,
where they were both employed, but in aifferent
departments. His wife’s aunt died in 1886, and
at that time Garness had stated that he had

KEPT IT TO HIMSELF.

“1am quite positive,” he coutinued, “that I
did not speak with apyoue in refereuce to my
conversation with Garness about the clrculars
until after his death. It may be tbat I should
have informed Mr. Arnold of what was going on,
but at the time I did not consider that it was
auy of my business, and so sald nothing about
the matter. In fact 1was anxlous to avoid being
mixed up tn the case. 1 told Garuess after our
Palace Hotel conference, although I never met
bim again by appouintment, that there were
dozens of repoiters beiter equipped for the
wolk than I, but he responded thhat while he was
aware of that, he also knew that they would be
sharp enough to refuse to divide the boodle.
{(Laughter in the court-room.]

“1think it was about two weeks later that I
told Mr. Pettigrew about it, but I exacted from
Iiim a momise that he would say nothing about
it. I was questioned by a number of peopie, to
sconie of whom I toid a portion of the facts, but
withheld Garness’ name. 1 also related the
story afier the shooting to both Detectives Cur-
tin aud Berry., As 1 stated, 1 had boirowed
money [rom Garness, but did not repay i, as 1
liad been informed that the note had been pard.
During all this time 1 knew that Garness was on
terms of Inthnacy with some of the Examiner re-
porters, and I becawe suspictous of bim.”

Three Painters Dashed From a
Swinging Stage.

** Hurry up, there, boys; we must have it done
by to-morrow night.”

The speaker was a member of the firm of Burt
& Tilley, painters, 3 Mint aveuue, aua he was
giving this urging order to three of his men em-
ployed cn the American Biscuit Factory, Battery
street and Broadway, at about 2:30 o’clock yes-
terday afternoon.

“1f he bad not been in such a great hurry I
kunow this aceident would not have happened,”
moaned one of the three in the City Receiving
Hospital about an bhour later. The Injured
painter was repeating the words to- himself be-
tween the darts of paiu from his injured limbs.

The wen—Edward Siskron, living at 456 Fif-
teenth street, ;Joseph Jairdine, 13 Gardiner
street, and John Huck, 352 Waller sureet—were
precipitated from the top of the factory building
Lo the patent stone sidewalk fifty feet below,
passing four storles in their tertibie fall, but all
escaped miraculously an awful death. Toelr
linbs were Lroken, however, and they sustained
painful 1uternal injuries. When their employer
Spoke to them they were prepating & swinging
Stage on the street, and then burrledly fixed the
iron hooks to the top cornice and hoisted them-
selves on the treachierous perch. Up they went
with buckets of drab paing, and at ouce began
their working, without carefully inspecting the
Stage upon which they were seated.

Without a moment’s warnlug it snapped In the
middie, dashing them headloug from the dizzy
bheight. It was omly a ladder with light boaias
lald along the rungs. The whole coutrivance
parted lu the center.

The pamnt covered the men from head to foot
when failling and caused their eyes to smart aud
also found its way iuto their ears aud mouths.

Huck sustained a bad fracture of the right
kuee and a deep wouud over the right eve,
bruises and internal iujuries. He was uncon-
consclous after the fall.

Jardine had both aunkles broken, having struck
upon the pavement feet first. He was also badly
bruised about the head. This was bhis fifth fall
from swinging stages.

Siskron eéscaped with a broken arm and a con-
tused slae.

They ali suffered greatly from the shock and
asked for sthmulants, which revived them at the
teceiving Hospital, Police Surgeon Bunker aud
bis assistant, Doctor Somers, attended thein.

It was stated by one of their employers that the
scalfolding was quite new.

THE INJUNCIION DISSOLVED.

Whittier, Fuller & Co. Score One Im-
portant Point in Thelr Litigation.

Judge Hoffman yesterday dissolved the
injunction restraining the Southern Pacific
Railroad Company from hauling the oil-cars
of Whittier, Fuller & Co. of this city. This
order is a complete triumph for the tirm
named in its litigation against the Standard
Oil monopoly.

The ‘Standard Company invented and
used certain cars for transporting-oils to
the Pacific Coast. These cars were made
with tanks at each end in which to transfer
the oil and with an open space in the mid-
dle for the storage of other sorts of mer-
chandise. By this device the Standard
Company was able to send its oil out here,
and in returning the cars other freights in
the middle open compartments, thus sating
the $95 treight for the return cf each car.

This gave the company an advantage of
that suin per car in competing with other
oil firms, but Whittier, Fuller & Co. had
constructed certain cars in which the oll-
tanks were placed in the middle of the cars
and the open spaces at each end. They
were thus enabled to compete with the big
oil monopoly. The Standard Company, un-
known to Whittier, Fullér & Co., and in al-
leged collusion with the Southern Pacific
Company, obtained an injunction restrain-
ing the latter from hauling the rival cars,
upon the ground that the cars were infring-
ment of their patent,

Whittier, Fuller & Co. accidentally learned
of the move and managed to interplead be-
fore their rights were destroved.
