THE PRESBYTERIANS.
Conference Report on the Question of

Revision of Faiih.

Saratoga, May 22.—The General Trea-
ty teriau Assembly received tlio report from
the Couimitlee on Amendments to the Con-
fession of Faith and Constitution. The
committee reported insubstance as follows:
Amendments or alterations in tlic form of
government. Book of Discipline and the
Directory for Worship may be proposed by
the General Assembly to the presbyteries,
but shall not be obligatory on the church
unless ikmajority of nil the presbyteries ap-
prov« iv writing. This ovenules the piop-
osition made by the anti-revisionists that
Ihe presbyteries alone could make overtures
unasked by the assembly. The Chairman
ol tire committee explained the report. Jle
said it uas a compromise on both sides.
Tliren dillrreut methods may be used if the
amendments were desired, where formerly
there was but one. First— Iftwo-thirds of
the presbyteries approve of the chance the
General Assembly shall enact. Second— lt
I*made obligatory on the assembly to sub-mit to the presbyteries any overture sub-
mitted to itby oiie-thirtf of the presbyteries.
Third—Nothing in the chapter proposed by
the committee shall be construed to affect
the right of two-thirds of the presbyteries
to propose amendments or alterations of
the Confession of Faith, or of the General
Assembly to auree to and enact.

The committee unite ivsubmitting the re-
port.

Dr. I'alton said he was entirely satisfied.Uiscussi'm rose over the method of classi-

fixation adopted by the committee in can-
vassing the answers of tho presbyteries.
Dr. McCracketi made the affirmative 135 and
the uegative G7, including Albany and Sac-
ramento in tlie affirmative list instead of the
negative. The classification of these two
decides whether two-thirds havo or have
not desired a revision, Dr. Patton explained
the classification. Dr. Ecob of Albany pro-
tested against the classification of that pres-
bytery. Judge Thornton of Sau Francisco,
of the Canvassing Committee, defended its
report. The report was referred back to
the committee.

The report of the Revision Committee
was adopted. The committee to canvass
answers concerning the question of re-
vision then reported that i;« presbyteries
had voted in the affirmative, sixty-eight in
the negative, fivohad failed to vote, seven
declined to vote and iv two presbyteries
there was a tie vote. Eighteen presby-
teries were willing to leave tho question of
the extent of revision to the General As-
sembly, sixteen desire a supplementary
creed, and lifteeu desire a creed which will
represent the concensus of the doctrine of
the reformed churches, but will not iuter-
fere with the present standards. Of the 133
that voted in tlio aflinuaiive sixty-four ex-
pressly said they desired no revision which
impairs the system of doctrines contained
In the confession of faith;100 desired Chap-
ter 111 on the decrees to be amended ;102
desired the paragraph on the election of
infants amended; seventy-one desired a
more explicit statement or decree of God's
great love to the world, and forty-four de-
sired anexplicit statement of the church's
duty ivthe work of evangelization of the
world.

A resolution to provide for the appoint-
ment of a Committee of Revision to present
to the next General Assembly a report em-
bodying such chaugei in the confession of
faith in a form ready to be turned over to
the presbyteries as will meet the present
needs of our church, as these needs have
been made known to the uresbyterics in
their answers to inquiries presented to them
by the General Assembly of IS'JO, was made
the special order for to-morrow.

The afternoon teuton was devoted to a dis-
cussion oi clitncli building.

The Theory That He Wai Murdered Is Ex-
ported by H:s friends -He Wat D>

apoDdent and Wished to Die.

Ex-Senator Charles Kent, who was found dead
la the bay Wednesday morning, is now genei-
ally believed to have co lilted suicide, ami the-
theory of murder at hist advanced Uh< lost
ground considerably lv o:ie day. Still, the way
Iv wuicli lie came tonts end Is only a inatier of
conjecture.

That lie was murdered first and then thrown
Into the bay was at ouce. considered beyond
doubt immediately after the post mortem ex-
amination; but this theory relied altogether on
precedent established by science, llwas like so
much chcuinsUutlal evidence. And now there
llfound similar evidence of a summer naluie In
favor of (lie suicide theory. He bad told 1.1-
--lilends that lie Intended to commit suicide, and
lie did attempt to drown himself hum the ferry-
boat .Piedmont Monday alternoou, but was
(topped by a deck-hand of the steamer.

Kent was well known all over this State and in
Nevada, lie was at one time Shei illof Nevada
County (or two terms aud Slate Senator In 1873.
lie was a member of the pork-packing linn of
Caslieu.V Kent about I;\u25a0>'.;."> la Nevada, and was
once reputed worth a million dollars, but the
money slipped llnouglitillfingers and In Hie end
lie was reduced ;< almost a sti'.e ol beggary.
Politics, which brought him v contact with
many men, led him Into the habit of drinking
fieely, aud then business began to fall and lie
drau:< harder thau ever.

HIS -MINI!AFFECTED.
About six months ago Ills wile died, when lii»

friends noticed a change for Hie worse in his
mind, and these filends are inclined to believe
tint his death was from suicide while despond-
em over 111-forlune.

Within (he last month ho borrowed sni.il
amounts of money from a number of his old
fileuds and squandered It all in liquor. He was
on a spite InModesto last Friday aud was robbed
of his watch aud Cham aud what money he
possessed. A frkmd bought hima ticket for this
city and be arrived here without a cent iv bis
locket. Again lie managed to borrow a fewdollars, which alao went over the bar.

On Monday ulleruuon he went to the ferry-
lauding aud acted Ivsuch a peculiar manner Hi.a
he alliacird the attention of Corporal Avon and
ox-Senator Haw ins, who Is now employed at
the narrow-gauge wharf. They thought that he
Intended di owning himself thru, and a threat to
take him lulu custody bad ih« edict ut allying
him away from the wharf. While couver*hiK
with Haw he Midthin he was badly In need
ol money, but lUwKiihwould not give him any,
as he was under the tnttui'iiue of liquor.

Is Exonerated by a Jury

of His Peers.

ONLYSIX BALLOTS WERE TAKEN.

Dramatic Scenes Enacted in the
Court

Room — The Weeping

Wife and Daughters of the Ac-
cused—Sobs of the Black- Robed
Sisters of the Deceased—Con-
gratulations.

"
Not jrullty,"was the response of the

foreman of the Jury in the Arnold case
lnst night, la reiponie to it question from
the Judge, and Immediately the prisoner
w«s Riven hia liberty.

Judge Murphy's court-room was packed yes-
terday to suffocation wIU) a surging, elbowing
mass of humanity, all eager to witness the clos-
ing scenes In the trial ol 1).H. Arnold lor the
shooting of Samuel W. Uaruess.

Even within the railing every seat was occu-
pied and every foot of standing-room was pre-
empted by eager listeners.

liiilllttMcCarthy, as Is his custom, rose to meet
the occasion, aud succeeded in making himself
as objectionable as possible under the circum-
stances. lie had managed to Una seats Intoe
vicinity of the reporters' table fur his constitu-
ents, aud frowned down all efforts to dislodge
them.

The Czar of all Ike Russia* is not more abso-
lute nor more offensively tyrannical than Is this
peculiar bailiff, and he wields hi;power with an
iron hand.

MRS. ARNOLD INCOURT.
For [he first time since the opening of the trial

the family of the accused man were Incourt and
followed eagerly the arguments of the attorneys.
Krect, but with a serious expression upon his
pallidface, Arnold sat facing tliejuiy, withhis
youngest daughter, a bright little child of 18,
upon his knee.

On his lei with her features heavily veiled,
and clasping his baud in hers, sat his wife. Her
features were completely hidden fiom view, but
a tremor of enioiiun swept over her at time;, and
her handkerchief, Itwas noticed, was frequently
raised to her eyes.

But once, and then only fur a moment, was the
somber veillifted, and even then it was Impossi-
ble to catch the expression of her Lice. She
hastily brushed the bis tears from her cheeks
and the veil fell to remain till the end of the
scene.

Next her sat Geneva, the eldest daughter,
holding her mothers hand, and at times the big
tears welled up In her eyes, but with a strong
effortof ihu willshe would choke them back aud
stifle the emotion that was struggling to burst
[\u25a0Mill in a torrent of grief.

ll.ick of the prisoner his two brother!, who
have been with him throughout (he trial, sat
with their eyes Intently fixed upon the faces of
the jurymen, while one of them held upon bis
knee a falihalred little boy, whose childish
eyes looked wondcrluely on the strange drama
that was being enacted about him.

Grouped about them all were a score or more
of the best ol Colusa's citizens, many of them
with whitening hairs, who had known the de-
fendant in his happier days, and who had come
from their homes to testify to the previous good
name of their friend, who was on trial for all life.

THE OAR.VESS FA3ULV.
Robed inblack aud adding a somber effect to

the solemn scene, the mother and sisters of the
dead man with eyes red with weeping listened to
Hie scathing denunciation of the sou and brother
which Attorney Delmas delivered In the course
of ills argument. When he leferred to the vil-
lainy of the deceased they bum into tears, and
their sobs were audible to those near them.

Judge Muri-by leaned his head against the
back of his chair at times, and now aud again
busied himself with looking over the charge
which he had prepared, while on either side of
him sal Judge Levy ol San Francisco and Judge
Uiidgelord ol Coluja. The int.- rest was intense,
and Inthe Intervals between the sentences ut-
tered by IHe attorneys the lick of the great clock
could be distinctly heard across the room.

DARWIN'S ARGUMENT.
When the Judge had taken Ins seat, and the

rollof the Jury had been called, Charles B. Dar-
win arose and opened the argument for the
Stale. In a simple, plain aud ttralghlioiward
way he presented tils tan, and at no point InIlls
remarks was there any aitempi at dramatic ef-
fect. Clearly ami concisely he reviewed the evi-
dence which had been presented, and at the very
outset pointed to the fact that while jurors had
beeu quesltoued by the defence an to tneir views
upon the question of insanity, no attempt had
beeu made to show that at the time of the shoot-
ing Arnold's mind was not in its normal condi-
tion. It was not, be said, his dulynor his Inten-
tion to attempt to shield the dead man so far as
he m connected with any plan to blackmail the
deleiidaut. IfIt were true mat such had been
the fact it was to be deplored, but iihad no legit-
imate bearing upon the case.
Itwas evident throughout it all tilat Mr. Dar-

win realized that he was making an uphilltight,
mid he grasped trifling points to draw the atten-
tion of Hie Jury from the terrible circulars which
had figured so pieminently In ihe evidence. Ills
sueech, which occu led an hour and a quarter tv
delivery, was a fairly good presentation of thecase from his standpoint, but only once, when he
denounced Butler's testimony as a "tissue offalsehood," did lie warm up to the subject.

When he concluded court adjourned until1:30
o'clock to give Attorney Delmu time to come
Into com t,he having remained at home ou ac-
count ol a slight indisposition.

DKLMAS AT HIS BEST.-
CuiloMty was on the tiptoe of expectancy whenAttorney Delmas walked Uuwaid toaddiess the

jury and every eye was fixed upou him when lie
Derail. lie appeared pale aud seemed to be suf-
lenne when he begun his argument, but as he
proceeded the color came into his face and for an
hour and fourteen mmines he pleaded eloquently
tor the man whose case nad been Intrusted to his
hands. He sketched quickly and with a bold,
fiee hand a conipailsou between ihe deceased
aud the defendant, showing the disparity between
their private characieis. lie refened to their
meeting at Los Angeles, and reviewed the cir-
cumstances of the printing and dissemination ol
the Infamous circulars.

\u25a0• Who, gentlemen," he continued, "could have
conceived such a scheme? What kind of a brainwas it that originated such an infamous plot for
heaping libel upou the heads of an innocent man,
an innocent woman and two innocent children?
What mill was lie, who, not content with seek-ing to meek a happy home, sought the Injured
mau and under the guise of friendship sought tocause him to look with suspicion on his friends?
Xhat man was Samuel \v.Garuesj, who fell In
death a victim to his own base machinations.
lie sleeps to-day Iv death, aud no oue in Ibe
community mourns his death. Society has no
place for such a man, aud society can never
nsMgu a place to such."

Ho closed Ins speech with an Impassioned ap-
peal to the jury,urging the application of that
higher law, which stands above all human legis-
latures and nil human statute-books, and de-maud, d that his client be allowed to return to
bis family a free man.

APPLAUSE FROWNED DOWN. \u25a0

When be resumed his seat theie was a burst
of applause which was promptly checked by the
Judge, who reminded the spectators that (he;
were not in attendance upon a theatrical per-
formance or a circus, and ordered the lynx-eyed
ballltt to promptly arrest any oue seen giving
vent to his feelings. ItIs almost unnecessary to
add thai Bailiff McCarthy made no arrests.

Attorney Hosmer tbeu closed the case for Che
people and the Judge delivered his charge, In
\u25a0he reading of which he was engaged for forty-
five minute.*, lie promptly aud -emphatically
controverted Mr. Deliuas' reference to a "Higher
law," and urged upon the jury the necessity of
allowingno leellngof sympathy or prejudice to
iuflueuca them in their verdict.

The jury were then conducted from the room,
and a buzz of coujectuie went round the room.
The wailing sentiment was that a verdict for
acquittal would be quickly forthcoming. Aux-loiuiy the crowd in the court-room scanned the
dial of the clock. As the minutes passed andnothing was heard a fo-ltngot alienee began
to peivade the room. Anhour went by and still
do ye and the look on Arnold's face grew
sti alned and anxious, lie casi frequent glances
in the direction of the door through which thejury had disappeared aud moved ueivously in
ins teat. Attorney Delina-. silent as the Sphinx,
aud with his overcoat collar turned up about Hisneck, betrayed no evidence of feeling.

Atlast the auxiety was broken by tbe Judge,
who directed the Sheriff: to call In the jury.
They tiled to the box aud

-
announced that they

bad nut beeu able to agiee. They were then
scut to supper iv charge ol a deputy, aud the
crowd flowed slowly from the room.

An affecting scene occurred Iv the corridor
when Arnold passed out with the Sheriff. His
wife Insisted on accompanying him, but lie for-
bade tier doing so, and she was led away. She
clung about his neck aud wept bitterly,protest-
Ing between her sobs against leaving him.
When she was taken to the caulage she was In
an hysterical coudlliou and was driveu directly
to her hotel. ..

AN INTERESTED CROWD.
Notwithstanding the absence of the Jury anddefendant, the ciowd, which has tilled me court-

Iroom dally since the trial began, remains". A
continual buzz was malutalued by inn >«/i*us
discussions ol ibe case. Ktuboldeued by the ab-

sence of the law officer, the spectators moved
within the inner railing and pre-empted tha
chairs and desks.

A tew minutes after 8 o'clock Ihe juryreturned
and was agaiu locked up. In a short time tnt
defendant reappeared «ud tbe ciowd thic->ene«
aud the buzzing increased. The defendant re.
sinned his old seat before Isis counsel's table andwas at once surrounded by a host of friends,
who shook his hands or spoke encouragingly to
him. lie seemed very much relieved by these
attentions and smiled occasionally. His twobrothers, who came from the East lo aid him out
of the trouble, weie sealed beside him and they
talked to him inan inspiring way. After awhile)
His attorney, D. M. Deiuui, entered the court-
room.

WORD FKO.M TIIE JL'RV.
From his demeanor it was plainly discorniMa

that he expected nothing but the most favorable
outcome of iliejuiy's deliberations. The crowd
and the bum increased.

At 9:48 o'clock a loud knocklug was beard onthe floor leading lo the jmy room, and DeputyShenU McCarthy soon ascertained that Die
jurors had agreed. Inan instant the noise iq
tile courtroom increased, and Judge Murph;
was notified. Iv a few minutes hia Uouor en-
tered and took his place upou the bench.Everything became quiet and the Judge ad-
monished ihe crowd lo make no demonstration
whaiavnr the veidici might he.

The juiois were then brought into court andpolled by Clerk MeNu ty. Poreniau Fred Lax
seemed so an.vlous lo announce the verdict tuac
he did not sll down. Before Ui« Clerk could ailc
the stereotyped question, "geullemeu of the jury,
have you agreed upon a verdict?" he uttered liraword "Judge" Iva loud voice, and then he;tnujMcN'ulty's sonorous tone*, he checked himself,
aud waiting until the usual Interrogatory had
beeu fiuished, said:"

We have."
FKOKOUKOBB NOT GUILTY.

•'What Is your veidict?" queried the Judge.
"Nolguilty!"he answered.
\\hen this was said Arnold's brothers grabbed

him around Hie waist and held him Ina vise Iitsgrip, so overjoyed were they, while tears spiaug
to the defendant's eyes and a smile hovered
about the comers of his mouth.

At this insiaut a young Woman, the wife of onaof Coluaa County's prominent residents, clapped
her bauds vigorously foi Joy.

This brought Judije Murphy to his feet In anInstant, and he glaied at the lady, wuom Deputy
Shentf McCarthy had seized, threatening loscudher to jaillor her almost unpardonable sin ivvio-lating the sacieduess ol the judicial precineis,but alter a moment's thought he concluded thather act was only venial, aud he dismissed her
with anotlier searching look.

Meanwhile one of Arnold's friends, an old man
named liouehius. rushed up and embraced viaaccused, tears rolling from his eyes as IfArnoldhad beeu his own son.

As Hie juiors siepped out of tbe box Arnoldshook each one by ihe hand, saying: \u25a0•! Knew Iwas ilghi." oue of ihe juiors replied, -lou bet
SIX JIALI.OTS TAKEN,

After diligent Inquiry it was ascertained that
six ballots weie taken, but more thau this luojurors refused to di-closf, having made an agree-
meui that how they siood should uot be dis-
closed.
Itwas learned, however, that the Jury at first

stood IUlo 2, but niter several ballots had beenlaken only oue man sioou out, lie was event-
ually won over.

A< soon as they could Arnold's friends pushed,
elbowed and jostled their way uu to linn. Sumohugued him, otheis shook his hands aud all con-
gratulated him upon his acquittal.

For a while Arnold was a hero and was repeat-
edly almost lifted oilhis feet by the surging as-semblage ol acquaintances and spectators.
When he had gieeleil nearly everybody in (us
room, In which he was jubilantlyjoined by his
two brothers, Arnold left the buildingand weut
to Market street. A ciowd so Uite thai it as-
sumed the proportion of a mob followed mm.Having re died that thoroughfare lie jumped
ou h dummy and rodo downtown with a (ew ol
his intimate fiiemls, aud then hunled to his
waiting aud anxious family.

NAUGHTON TESTIFIES.

He Relates the Circumstances of
Hen's Death.

Medical Testimony as to tha Latter's Position
When Shot Through the An.

Closing of tb.3 Case.

The defense In the case.of John F. Naughton,
charged with the killingot M. H. Herr, pro-
duced yesterday Dr. M.B. Estes, who made the
autopsy on tne body uf deceas ed.

He gave the details of the autopsy aud said
that it was sometimes Impossible to follow the
direction of a missile, even Immediately after
death. If Hen's arm was hanging in a natural
posiiion, the ball would not have taken the
course it did. Under cros*-examination, the
wliuess Illustrated upon Attorney Van Duzer
the course taken by the bullet that entered
Hen's arm.

The coat worn by Herr at the time lie was shotwas put ou by Detective Hogan aud the witness
liaced on the garment with a piece of chalk tha
probable track of the bullet

Coroner j.M. Eaton testified as to being pres-
ent at the autopsy on the body of M.M. Herr,
and gave it as his bellet ihat the arm was raised
when ibe shot was received.

POSITION OF HEHR'S ARM.
Ex-Corouer W. E. Taylor was next called to

the stand and illustrated his answers by means
ofa skeleton; He staled that he had had gieat
experience iv guushoi wouudt, having been sur-
geon in the Uulted States Navy tor twenty-one
years, from 1869 lo 1880. He was also Coroner
InSan Francisco for live years.

Inanswer toa hypothetical question, he said
that had the arm been quiet the bullet would
Lave struck the lifthrib, .intend of the third asitdid. The higher up the arm was raised, mahigher the bullet would strike tne body, Iva shoe

passing through the arm. It was not possible
witn Ihe arm haugmg iv its natural position, lorabullet euterlug the aiin, as !t did la the arm otHerr, to have struck the third rib, unless the
bullet was directed from below.

The defendant was then called and testified in
Ms own behalf that on the night of ihe tragedy
he weut iuto the onlce lo obialu some money
orders aud a piitolfiom the sale.

A KNOOK AT TUE DOOR.
As he stood by the s ife tie heard \u25a0 knock at

Ihe door. He weut immediately to the door and
lilted both lalches. As he did this he feltsomebody push at the door, it was Herr, who
seemed to be very much excited. Witness spoka
lo him, but was iiiteriupted. As Herr ap-
proached the iion door he saw Brewer and
called him a foulname. Witness put his handsou Herr aud said: "For Chilst's sake, don't bavaauy more trouble. Let us go out, or go out
yourself."

Heir said: "Isuppose I'm nobody. I'llsen
who is running this office." Herr advanced on
witness, who letreated arouud the desk. Heir
all this time was using foul language. Witnessslipped against :ichair, and when he turned round
saw a teal in Hen's right baud. Herr struck
at witness twice without hillingMm. Tbeihlrd
time lieu struck at him witness drew the pistol
from his pocket aud tiied In Hen's direction. It
was done to save Ms life,bu; he did not Know
wheie me bullet weut. He did not aim at Heir,
bui Ureu Ivhis direction.

A LETTER EXCLUDED,
Under cross-examination Nauguton admitted

the wrltiugof a letter to Hen- from New York.
In which he Intimated that he wan short Innis
accouuts. He slated mat he thought ilorr came
luio ihe office to do Brewer an Injury,hul denied
having said that he shut to save Hrewer, or tint
We latter stood behind him because he was
afraid of Herr. He had always beeu a friend o(
Hen and took his part a montti before in his
att.iu with brewer. Aletter said lo be injurious
to ihe defense, as showing Naughtou's de>ire io
have Herr put outof Hie way. was olTered by the
piosecutlou, bin,under Attorney Deuprey's ob-
jection, Itwas excluded.

Knos Brown aud W. 11. Gasan. newspaper re-
porters who Interviewed Maughtuu after the
shouting, were placed on the stand by me prose-
cution in rebuttal lo impeach me deul .1 o( the
defendant that he had staled lo mem that *:
shot lo save Brewer.
