“WOMEN DON'T WANT TO VOTE.”

That JIs What the Automaton Has
Sgueaked When the Strirg Was Palled.
Editor Woman's Column, Morning Call:

Very many see, that to name our Govern-
ment a republic while one-half of its sub-
jects are not allowed a voice in its manage-
ment is a misnomer, yet they complacently
assert that nothing better can be done, de-
cause “women do not wish self-representa-
tion,” in other words ‘“‘women don’t want
to vote.” That is not true. More woinen
have petitioned for the ballot than for any-
thing eise; again and again have petitions
of thousands of names been sent both to
Congress and to our State Legislatures
asking for women’s enfranchisement; one
was long enough to go around the Senate
chamber in Sacramento, and several have
been stretehed around the Senate chamber
at Washington ; yet our Representatives tell
us that when women want to vote they can;
that men are simply holding us back be-
canse we cannot be induced to come for-
ward: and people ignorantly repeal the
falsehood. A greatmany women do want to
vote, if their names on petitions mean any-
thing; but should it be true that only a few,
only one wishes to be iree, or should it be
true that none see the connection between
the ballot and

PERSONAL INDEPENDENCE,

The fact that women are responsible
human Dbeings, endowed with talents
for which they must render an ac-

count, is a reason why no one should inter-
fere with the freedom of the owner to do as
each pleases with her own until that free-
dom is used to injure another. If we have
duties we have rights, and those rights are
invaded when we are circumscribed by the
will of others; the theory of just govern-
ment is mutual concession for the good of
all, with the consent of thuse who concede;
denial, repression of rights is not republi-
can in its nature, it is a legacy from our
feudal ancestry and hostile to the spirit of
freedom. Through no fault of the present
generation men wonopolize all. political
power, as not long since they monopolized
business, education and freedom to walk
the streets; now many woemen ask to share
that power, they wish not to rob men, but
simply to have their own, and the claim is
S0 just, so in accordance with our political
theories, that our wisest men see and
recogunize the right, helping in every way to
secure for us what we lack of equality. As
a rule women who have experieuce, who
are inclined to take responsibility, who are
philanthropie, ask for equality, but there
re many
TOO IGNORANT TO SEE
That equaiity would ease mauy causes of
woe; there is always a large class of both
men and women who shirk pioneer work,
who come in at the eleventh hour. There
are many so situated that their advocacy of
the subject, would point to perscenal griev-
ances: and there are some so happy intheir
home life that they feel no burden, and
have a false idea that it is not loyal for a
wife to say anything of rights, fancying
that such a claiwm is areproach to husbands,
wlereas no sensible husband feels thus.
He kuows that he is not 1esponsivle for in-
herited conditivns more than his wife, but
that both are responsible if the inequity
continue. Considering that the ballot 1s an
abstraction to many, that 40 per cent of
men—often our mostexemplary—stay away
from the polls because of corruption; that
religiou has been divorced from polities and
the latter given up to evil, no wonder that
chained woman has not seen, what most of
her brothers have not seen, that politics is
simply national, State or city housekeeping,
an avusolute necessity but of varying qual-
ity, according to the housekeepers; that the
* filthy pool” is not polities, ouly the en-
vironment of our most important earthly
science, and that
NO TRUE PATRIOT CAN REFUSE

To rescue the science and give it proper
management. If wowmen, as a rule, do not
wish to vote they need not, no one proposes
compulsion, but if one wishes to represent
herself there should be no bar. It was pro-
posed tiiat wownen be alilowed to attend the
public schools, and it was declared that
women did not wish it, but the schools
were opened and the girls flocked in. 1t
was proposed to open colleges and profes-
sions, the same objection was made,
‘*women don’t want tbem open,” but it did
no harm to open thew, and women by ac-
capting the advantages showed whether
thiey wanted higher education or not, and
the only way to tind what they wantis to
let them choose for themselves. When, a
few years ago, it was proposed that women
be alluwed to hold property, to vote in re-
gard te bank stock or othier joint property,
the same automaton was puiled, and as
usual squeaked ** women don’t want it”;
many women said the same, but the law
allows them to control lands and stocks.
Many are glad to do so, and justice to them
does not prevent her who prefers from
trusting the maunagement of her affairs to
some man. No oune is interested in all
things; some vote on one thing some on
another; women do not all think alike more
than men; vut they show as much unity on
the subject as men, and uno elass of dis-
franchised men ever worked so hard for
liberty us have many of the wost cultured
wowmen of this country, 8.

AN ANSWER TO 8. S.
Some Ressons Why Men Who Can Will
Not Cast a Ballot.

Editor Woman’s Column, Morning Call :
In pursuing the article on the ballot and
* why men who can will not vote,” by
S. S., I am led to believe that she thinks
that the simple act of putting a little piece
of paper in a box called a ballot-box, and
said paper having a list of printed names
upon it, gives men the power to choose their
rulers here in the United States. I infer
from her letter, also, that she imagines that
people in foreign lands do not vote, and that
the ignorant foreigners who came here seek
or are given the franchise, and because they
never enjoyed it before they know and care
nothing for its power, “but they learn with
us that it is a potent weapon.” Now, Mr.
Editor, if you will be so kind as to permit
me to show S. S. that thinking men have
found our present ballot system a snare
and a delusion, I will be very glad, for I am
a great admirer of every strong true thought
that friend S. S. gives us in the Woman’s
Column of the MoRNING CALL, and her
words are teaching many women that they
have other duties than to pet poodle dogs
and spend their time and money in fashion
and folly. But to return to the question.

WHAT IS SUFFRAGE?

We know that scientists who run in the ruts ot
the *“bhas beew” (or, as Fourler puts it, having
eyes ouly in the backs of their heads)and poll-
ticlans, who live by expedients and trade upon
the g neral acceptance of “‘they say so’s,” will
tell you that suffrage means the power of ilie
majority of voters to conirol the Governincn!,
But gradually tne thinkers In the worid have
made, from careful and long-continued.observa-
tions in several countries, this startling discov-
e1y: thatunder our present so-called “represen-
tative” process men have the power to put a
plece ol paper, called a ballot, in a box, called a
ballot-bux; but 1hat a power which they pot
only do nol but canunot control dictates the
names upon that paper and holds the fort in the
count. All who have cleared from their vision
the false medium through whieh public aflairs
are viewed have learned that our boasted ballot
gives Lo the voler no freedom of cholee, but only
an option of masters; that this practical dis-
Iranchisement exteyds not only to Lthe moral,
eaucated and intelligent, Lut to the entlre mass
of maie adults, excepling politicians and their
employers. As 1o sex, the only difference is
that, while men are penmitied to go through the
forms of voting, so far as to have option between
twu sets of men, nomitnated not by them, but for
them, women are not even permlited the appear-
ance of a cholee, though they are the mothers of
the race, and musi abide by the laws whieh ma-
Jonities of men are falsely assumed to make, but
which are really made for them by two or more
combinations of political managers. In eliher
case the political results are the same, one sex

being willlng slaves and the other the uncou-
sclous tools of manipulators,
THE PRESENT BALLOT PROVED FRAUDULENT.

Why isiihis? What are the mathematics of
the subject?

Wheu there are partles, it 1s rarely that one
exceeds the other by more than ten tonine; aud
the number who stay away from the polls is
never less than one 1o six, and often one in four,
who might vote if they so chose, Consequentliy,
the members of a legislative body are seldom
even voted for by one-half of thelr constituency,
never taking mto consideration all the women
Aduits that have to ablae by laws made 1o (his
manner,

But does this haif (beiter say a third) that do
vole really wanl (hem? Not at all. hey vote
for‘one o1 two tickets because they are made to
believe Lhat ihe one they vote for is not quite as
bad as the other. Neither the half, nor a ma-
Joiity of tuut balf, had anyibing 1o do wi b the
nowinativg conventions,  The Century Maga-
zine says In a late article on “Bailot Reform':

“We have talked for years about reforming the
primaries and the nominating conveuntions, but
not one particle of progress is made. l‘ul'\llc:ll
workeis have the power to make ‘deals aug
‘dickers’ which cheat the people of their will
So ove can see rhat the old cry “let good men at-
tend primaries and clpbs”—anda S. S. says SO
too—is but a backueyed plrase to confuse the
uathinking; for experience shows, as might be
anticipated, that.in all the political moves ante-
cedent to an electicn one politiclan or-man of
leisure can carry his poinf against ten or even a
hundied men unused to political methods for
vartous reasons. One is that men who labor n}
the counting-house, at the desk, forge or farm all
day canuvol also work hard half the night®at ciub
meetings agalnst trained aond fresh politicians
any more than an uudiseiplined mob of 1000
could bold their ground agaiust 100 well-tralned
soldiers,

Comivg back to fizures, we seethat, judging
by the actual vote, the candidates elected only
jepresent al most, where (here are (wo paruqs.
one-half of the male voters. Of this haif two-
thirds of them want others in the party or out of
it to represent them ; or, perhaps, are not in sym-
pathy with the party for whose caudidates ithey
vole; or, pethaps, the piatform of the party being
* sound ”—which means, as Webster defines it,
“ a noise without signification”—they want an-
other Kind of a platform. EBEut if ihey voted for
any others than those nominated their vole
wonld not count, and demagogues have beat it
into the brains of people that it Is better to vote
for canaidates you dislike or distrust, so the vote
will count, than for one who has no possible
show of election. The following table will show
by mathematical demonstration the misrepre-
sentation of the people and why some voles do
not count. =

Here the twelve a voters—less than one-fourth

less than a fouith. That is, in our current politi-
cal treatment as ftaught fu the schools, colleges,
newspapers, ete., 12 is a majority of a body of
49,17 1s U aud 20 is less than 12, Is it uot time
for alleged “reform” organizations, parties and
papers Lo cease their indorsements of such pal-
pable 1diocles? Will not S. S. think so?

Alfred Cridee of San Frauncisco, who has made
a s ecial study of political statistics and ludus-
trlal questions generally, states that for twenly
years he has carefully investigated thie subject of
the practical distranchisement thiough misrep-
resentation of the masses of voters, and bas for
the last twelve vears had close and accurate
Kuowledge of the detalis of pariy management
and mausipulation. From thesedata he cialins Lo
have reduced to a mathematical avd practical
demonstiation the propositiou tnat not 1 per cent
of the vouing population of the United States are
actually represented iu Its State aud national
legisiatures.

Jolin M. Berry of Worcester, Mass., in the
Woikingman’s Advocate of 1887, has some
valuabie political statistics of that State, com-
pletely exploding the current fallacy of majoiily
rule, from which paper the following data are
oblalned:

Massachusetts had then 442,612 voters; its State
Senate has 40 wembers; so that a littie over 11,000
voters should elect one Senator, to carry out that
provision ol the State Constitution which requires
*a representation of the people * * * founded
upon the principle of equality.” But in fact at
(then) preceding election, 2341 voters ele
denator, 4774 voters clected 2 Senators,
voters elceted 5 Senators, 131,609 voters—less than
a third of the whole number of voters—elected the
whole 40 Senators, whiie the remaining 310,912
voters—nearly three-fourths of the whole—had no
representation In the Senate whatever. n the
Seventh Congressional Distriet William Coggswell
was elected by 9353 voters out of a total of 38,683

It is similar throughout the world, wherever
the power of merely depositing  a ballot s freely
exercised. 2

In this view of the case, and seeing that voting
1S au Integral and necessary part of represcula
tion, we advocate not enly the abolition of all
the c¢ld voting methods and an adoption of the
Austialian system, or secret ballot, but an oblit-
eration of all distrieis and ward lines; and that
where there are thr e or more Representatives,
Supeivisors, Aldermen, ete,, to be elected, each
voter shall be entitied to vote but for one caudi-
date of a kind and no more. :

Agaitn, we will turn to cold figures: Supposing
a State, say Caliloruia, Oregou or Wiscounsin,
fact any State, has an adult population of 160,000
souls; an Assembly eonsists of eighty
and a Senute forty members; theu 2000 voters
should have power to scleet an Assemblyman,
aud 4000 a State Seunator, lrnies ective of local
residence, if within the State. 1f no district
lines existed, each 2000 or 4000 voters in any
part of the State could combine anda elect their
Assembly and Senate repieseniative. ‘This rep-
resentation would not merely represent territory,
as now, but all opinions, all elasses and ail adult
human belngs, just as a statuette represeunts a
man or wollan, Or as a map may represent a
couulry.

TO BE MISREPRESENTED
Is worse than to be not represeuted at all. For
instance: The city of Sau Frauncisco sent to our
Assembly 7 Democrats in the year 1877, the
Democrats polling 60,716 voi

the Kepubli-
cans sent 3 members, polling 58

531 votes, All
the Labor party votes amounted 1o nothing. Aec-
cording to the distriet system 60,7106 is but little
more than baif of 58,631, and therefore the peo-
ple were misrepreseuted by 13 to 7, and inde-
peirdent volers wete not represented at all.

Senator Stanford was eleeted Ly a vots of 90
out of 120 members iu the Legislatie. Now, I[
thiee-fourths of a Legisluture represents but 1
per cent of its voters, how much will the whole
represenl? Answer, 135, Those who own an
arithmetic whose tables explain to them that
133 is greater than 9835 may beileve that the
laws are made by persons who represent the ma-
jority of voters. >

Wien the term of United States Sepator Van
Wyck of Nebraska was about 10 explre he, at
the eusuing eiection of -State legislators, printed
at bis own expense tickets, that the people could
cboose him or not at the eiection for United
States Senator. He won by a large majority of
voles, but when the Legislature met Lis name
was dropped and a rich cattleman was elected
by the misrepresentatives of the people Lo take
the seat he had so ably filled. What a farce on
our popular goveruweut by the people and for
the people?

1ilinols claims 500,000 well-to-do farmers; but
not a farmer repiesents her 1 Coogress. Laws-
yers constitute a very large majorMy of Con-
gress; avd their woik shows it, ju that most of
our laws, especially those atiecting exclusion of
Chinese, are so ambiguous iu expression that
they can be so interpieted as to mean anything
but that whieh they are at first supposed Lo
mean, and can be made to cover any subject ex-
cepling Lhat which they were supposed to cover.

Lhe Legislature of the State ot Obio has just
elecied a Wall-streel nancier, a resideat ol the
Stale of New York, to misrepresent that West-
ein State in Congress. Suci a spectacle is
enough to make the honest men of our vation
cry a halt! i

Aud right hers 1 want to say that Russia is the
only couniry that aflects auy soit of a modern
civilization but has a purer aud better ballot
system than we have in the Uunited States. To
be sure paupers aund pardoned crimivals cannot
vole in any country but ours, but those who do
have the baliot, aud 1n Great Britaiu and Sweden
woien who are ubouseliolders Lave the munl-
cipal franchise, as well as men, and It is sur-
rounded by such saleguaids as the Australian
system gives it. Io Switzerlaud the referendum
aud preferential vote are allowed, and this fall
two cantons will suomit Lo a vole of her people
the propordonal repiesentation system of elect-
Ing ber governing bodles, The ldea that for-
elgners soon find gul the “ potent weapon' the
ballot s in our country isan error. Quite the
coutrary; they soon Lind out that ** parly bosses”
make * party backs” of them, aud while some
are led like sheep to the shambles, in the name
of party, not patiriotisi, others become party
leaders, and drive and cajole those who imagine
there is apything o suflrage only in bawme tu our
counity.

NEEDS MORE THAN A SECRET BALLOT.

If we wish for Dbetter laws we must have a
secret ballot that canuot be contaminated by
political managers, and districts must have an
existeuce only 1 the past. Then majorities wlil
Le houest majoritles and be represenied LY ma-
Jorlties, and minorit tes will bave their minorily
representation. Then the influence of the best
and not of the worst, of the wisest and not of the
vilest, as now, will be heard in the balls of
Legislatures, the council-rooms of Supeivisors
and Boards of Educatlion. Tue houest citizeus
will o longer be the siaves of politictans, and
superior men will becuine williug represeunta-
tives,

No Legislature elected by the present ballot
willever make one law to redeem our people
fiom the chalus that time and custom have
woven aboul them, and esrecially cau this be
sald tn regard to women. And not until we have
provortional representation and a free ballot will
majorities iepiresent the will of the peoyple, and
Dol until then will all men vote, for they will
then Kuow that they are really Lelping to bring
right, justice and truth into our form of govern-
nient, and a duly now so tiresome aud uscless,
that only enslaves and degrades, will at last be-
come a pleasure and the lever that will redeem
the race from the dangers that overlhrew thie
civilizations of Greece and Rome,

FUTURE OF WOMEN’'S CLUBS.

What Ella Dietz Clymer Hrs to Say on
That Subjeot.

At the convention of women’s clubs re-
cently held in New York Ella Dietz Clymer,
during the course of an address on the
future of women’s clubs, said:

Before I assume the role of a prophet and
picture to you the future of women’s clubs,
perhaps I may be allowed to glance fora
moment upon the clubs of the past and the
present,

A woman’s club is a sisterhood, a train-
ing-school. The first thing women learn in
club life is to unite, to combine, to concen-
trate their forces, Secondly, to entertain
and dispense hospitality ; the social quali-
ties are thereby dsveloped. Thirdly, they
learn the advantages of employing parlia-
mentary mc.lhods of procedure in carrying
on the business of an organized body of
members,

In managing the finances of the club
womwen gain a knowledge of affairs—how
to save and invest money, how to adapt
ways to means., 1f members of clubs at-
tend all meetings regularly, wateh the busi-
ness proceedings, listen to reports and in-
terest themselves in the accounts, they will
learn many useful and practieal lessons
which may be of service to them in their
own personal lives.

Some one has wisely called women’s
clubs “ the cradles of reform.” Theyv have
Leen said to supplement the lack of a col-
legiate education, They certainly offer to
women who have left school life behind
them the means of Ligher and better cul-
ture than they could obtain by their own
solitary efforts at home. 'The club is hos-
pitable and sociable; it develops kindli-
ness and courtesy; its business meetings

ty memoers, |

are carried on according to parliamentary
usages, and teach one how the many wills
can move as one will by the exercise of the
right to vote. Women’s clubs are teaching
women, directly and indirectly, the science

of  government, the drawing up . of
constitutions, the framing of by-laws,
the presiding over deliberative bodies.
All “these things are object lessons

of the most potent character, and women
are learning by these methods the power of
organized action. They are learning the
chief of all lessons—to know themselves.
Woman is looking back through history to
sez what she has been, thereby better to
understand what she is becoming. The
Woman’s club is the little world which is fit-
ting women for greater duties and responsi-
bilities which are awaiting them in the
larger world, The President of a club is a
queen in her own little realm, and a queen
Who must be willing to adopt the most royal
of mottos, I serve.” * The greatest among
You must ever be servant of all,”” who are
the elect, the elected ones, but those chosen
to serve., The highest of all Lonors is the
honor of serving others.

ARMED CRUISERS.

Turning Peaceful Merchantmen
Into War Vessels.

Plars of the City of New York and Sydney as .

Belligerents—Work of the Board cf
Naval Inspection,

Up in the nortliwest corner of the top floor in
the Appraisei’s Building is a door bearing the in
scription, *“Naval Board of Inspection.” It is
seldom that any oueis seen golng in or out of
there, and reporters, as a rule, never call there for
news.

The door is very unassuming in itself, being
small aua in a corner of the least frequented cor-
ridor of the buildiog, and the sign on it 1s so
Very modest that ene would pass by it as if the
bureau it heralded was of little consequence.

But there is a work going on behind tue silence
of that obscure door whicii, though now given so
littie atiention to, would, in case of war, cause
all minds to be at once aud ueeply conceruned
about its results,

If, for Instance, the young Emperor of Chilna
should tuke it into his still Infantile head to imi-
Late the vigorous style of doing things so char-
acteristic of that other young monarch, William
of Germany, and should dem:and of the United
States that it cease to diseriminate against the
subjects of his Celes.ial Majesty, but that it
should, on the contrary, accord them all the
rights of tbe most favorea nation, asthe Bur-
lingame treaty guarantees; and if the Mongolian
autocrat, by way of enforcing his demand, should
send his really first-class fleet of iron-clads to
bombard San Francisco—the city, now prac-
tically without defenses, would be at Lis com-
plete mercy.

TWO VESSELS IN OPPOSITION.

Uncle Sam, it I true, could oppose two vessels
to the formidable Chinese fleet—one of the mon-
itor type, the Comanche, now lying at Mare
Islang, and the Charleston. In such an event as
this all eyes wou!d be turned toward the opscure
door iu the coruer of the top Hoor of Lhe Ap-
praiser’s Builaing,

The Naval Board of Iospection at San Fran-
¢lsco is composed of Captains J. C. Watson and
J. W. Ibihp, Lievtenant J. C. Wilson, Chief En-
gineer F. A, Wilson and Assistanl Naval Con-
stiuctor A, W, Stabl. The ordinary duty of Lhis
board is 1o theroughly 1mspect all warships going
In and out of commission, but the most liwportaut
WOIK upou which it is now engaged 1s an exam-
lnation of all the-merchant steamers under the
jurisdiction of the United States, with reference
Lo Lthelr adaptability to use as war ships, and the
cliauges that would bave to be made iu them for
that purpose.

A desciiption of the manuer in which they do
their work upoun one steamer will serve to ilius-
trate the work upon all. Tbe bouaid, with other
WOIK, I8 making an examivation of the steamer
City of New Yorg, now in the seivice of the
Pacific Mall Steamship Company aud runniug
belween bere and Panama.

TRANSFORMATION ON PAPER.

After thoroughly mspecting the steamer her-
self 1he boarda procures plaus of her trom the
owners, From ihese plaus others ave drawn,
and then the board sets itself to the task of
Lrausforming, on paper, the innocent merchiant-
man iuto a mau-of-war. Complete plans are
drawn ofsthe ship, as she would appear alier the
pioposed chauyg s, and 1o these plans every de-
tail of the chauge, even Lo the smallest, is care-
fully considered and indicated upou the drawing.

In the City of New York, for instunce, and to
convert ber nto a cruiser, the departmeut de-
cides that the whole of the hurricanc-deck
would have Lo be removeq, a section of the main
Biloon converted into a caplain’s cabin, and the
rear cabln into an officers’ mess-room. 7The
machinery, boilers and steering-gear would be
protecied, the space now used for freight turned
Iuto extra coal-bunkers and quartess for the
men, a hospital, the arsenal, 8ic.

A six-inch giin would be placed at the bow and
&uviner at the stern. 1 wo more would be placed
on either side, making In all six Leavy guns, aud
1 aaditton a nuwber of rapld-firing guns wouid
be stationed at lntesvals along the upper deck,
and machine-guns be placed alofr. All these
things are outlined in the plans, with the sup-
poits for the guus and mauy other detalls.

ADAPTABILITY OF VESSELS.

Alter the plans are all drawn the board
fills out several blanks furnished by the Navy
Department. These contain a formidable lot of
questions as to the adaptability of the vesse!,
buth as & cruiser and as a trausport, what
chianges are necessary, how to be made, where
they can best be made, aud the time necessary to
make them,

The list of questions and answers which refer
Lo tie couvesting of the City of New York into a
cruiser the board, for state reasons, geclines to
make public. Suffice it to say that when con-
verted the ship would be like a prize fighter
siripped [or the arena, with all superfluous flesh
and clothing removed.

The list of questions relating to the steamer as
a trapsport, however, the boaird Las no cause to
Keep sceret.  From these It 18 learned that the
City of New York can be converied inio a trans-
poit boat i eight daye, workiug day and night;
that she is best adapted 1o carrying cavalry; that
she can cany sIx troops of cavalry, comprising
579 meu _and 732 horses, one company of infan-
try of 115 men and 31 officers, besides 14 four-
wheelced vehicles aud 6 two-wheeled velicies,

Tuis is for a short distance. For a long dis-
tavce she counld carry one tioop of cavalry and
the company of infautry less., These plans and
detaills are cavefully preserved, so that in any
sudaen emeigency Uncle Sam may Kuow just
what he cau do and how e can do it,
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HELPED HIM GUT.
