THRUWN FROM A HORSE.

Walter Troy Narrowly Escapes Death
After n Colligsion.

Walter Troy, 18 years of age, in the em-
ploy of Nolan & Fedders, liverymen on
California street, had a narrow escape
from death yesterday about 5 o’clock in the
afternoon.

He was riding a saddle-horse owned by
his employers, when the animal became
unmaunageable, running with its riderdown
California street, and at the corner of Polk
colliding with Car 28 of the Polk-strest
branch of the Sutter-street line, throwing
the rider to the ground.

Troy was rendered insensible by the fall,
and was conveyed by Officer O’Sullivan to
the Receiving Hospital. An examination
of his injuries showed that he had received
two severe lacerated wounds on the face,
and a piece of flesh as large af the palm of
the hand had to be sewed together on his
forcgead. The horse was but sligntly in-
Jured.

ATTEMPTED SUICIDE,

An Autopsy Shows Death to Have Been
From Bright’s Disense.

George Cosun, a Greek fisherman 77 years
of age and living at 11% Vallejo street, was
found dead in an outhouse in the rear of
his home last night, with a razor by his
side.

When the body was taken to the Morgue
it was found that he had six wounds on the
stomach caused by razor euts. His elothes
were not cut, and there was very little
blood on them.

All the wounds were large scratches, as
if the deceaced had been too weak to use
the weapon effectively. None of the in-
juries were sufficient to cause death, which,
23 an aulopsy revealed, was produced by
chronie Bright’s disease. Cosun had heen
ailing for some time and dependent for his
living on his countrymen,

It is supposed that when he found him-
sel dying he endeavored tu end his misery
by eutting himself, but had not sufficient

:itrength left to carry his design into execu-
on.

ARNOLD AGAIN,

Has a Street Altercation
With a Witaness.

He

D. H. Arnold, ex-Sheriff of Colusa
County, who was on Thursday acquitted

of the charge of having murdered Samuel "

W. Garness, was yeslerday afternoon one
of the principals in an altercation on
Kearny street,

While Police Surgeon Williams and as-
sistant to the Coroner Dr. Estes were pro-
ceeding down that thoroughfare they met
Arnold and his brothers. Dr. Williams at
once offered to congratulatée Arnold on hig
acquittal, but it appears that he met with
an unexpected rebuff.

“You tried to cinch me,” said Arnold,
““and I want nothing to do with you.”

According to the statements of the differ-
ent parties, Arnold labored under the most
intense excitement and gave Dr. Williams
a push. Others said he struck the Police
Surgeon in the chest. The men then separ-
ated or were separated.

This passage at arms was greatly magni-
fied by dame rumor, and during the evening
some very sensational versions were given
of the encounter.

A reporter of Tue CALL saw Dr. Will-
iams and asked for a statementof the meet-
ing. Dr. Williams was disinclined to speak
of the affair. He said that he had uninten-
tionally given offense to Arnold in his testj-
mouy in the case. When he met Arnold in
the afternoon the latter was laboring under
great excitement. ‘The doctor denied havy-
ing been struck, but sald that Arnold
talked rashly. Further than this Dr. Will-
iams was non-committal.

Dr. Iistes was also seen, and corroborated
the statements of Dr. Williams about Ar-
nold’s excitement. He also affirmed that
Williams was not struck. He said Arnold
simply gave him a push, and both men then
separated, each going his own way. The
case was similar to those misunderstand-
ings which occur between men every day,

When Arnold was visited at his quarters
in the Commercial Hotel be exhibited the
same reticence as the other parties.

*Did you strike Dr. Williams?” he was
asked.

*I have not been arrested for it,” he re-

ied.

He stated that he had nothing to say in
regard to the matter, and no explanation
whatever to make.

l Arnold leaves to-day for his home in Co-
asa.

Last night, accompanied by his friends,
Arnold paid a visit to the City Prison,
where he had been incarcerated while await-
ing preliminarv examination in the Polics
Court. T'he vbject of his visit was to thank
the various officials for the kind treatment
he had received while occupying one of the
tanks.

THE ARNOLD VERDICT.

Comments by the Press Outside of San
Francisco.
[From the Sacramento Bee, May 23d.]

To the verdict of acqguittal in the Arnold
case every man and woman in California
will say “Amen.” Garness deserved his
death. Arnold was right in shooting him,
and he would not have beeu far from right
if other conspirators had met the fate of
Garness. When a man, inspired by the
spirit of hell, can act with the Satanie
m aievolenoe that characterized the doings
of the dead man, he deserves no other end
than that Wshich Garness received at the
point of Arnold’s pistol. He was not mur-
dered. He was a just sacrifice to a spirit of
public sentiment which maintains and will
ever maintain that a dog should die the
death of a dog.

Ex-Sheriff D. H. Arnold, for some days
on trial in San Francisco for the killing of
Samuel W, Garness, was given his freedom
Thursday night. The case was ably con-
ducted, closing arguments being made by
ex-Judge C. B. Darwin, for the prosecution,
and Mr. Delinas, for the defense. The jury
after being out three hours agreed upon a
verdiet of “*not guilly.” This aceords with
the views of most readers of the testimony.
More atrocious conduct than that charged
and proved against Garness it would be
difficuly to describe. It invited and re-
ceived a violent quietus and the injured is
justifiea by his gountrymen in striking down
the would-be wrecker of his home, It may
prove a wholesome lesson to others of the
slander-circulating ilk. The man who says
of his fellow-man, ** [ will bave his money,
his wife or his life,” and with devilish de-
liberation proceeds to earry out such threat,
is after evasive game, and generally en-
sures for himself an ignominious end and
writes for himself an iguoble epitaph. The
work of juries is often severely criticized.
Iu this easa it is without hardly a dissent-
ing voice commended.

Last month the house of Truman ¥. Chapman,
& miulng man, was enterea by burglars, and a
pumber of articles slolen. Since that time Mrs.
Chapman, afraid of a repetition, has carried the
family diamonds 1o a chamois bag in her
pocket. She attended the commencement exer-
cises of Snell Seminary at the First Congrega-
tional Church on Thursday evening, a daughter
bhaving been a member of the graduating class,
They went into the parlors of tue church after
the exercises, and before leaving ber seat In the
church Mrs. Chapman ascertained that her
jewels were In her pocket, but shortly after she
discovered that they were missing. Mrs. Chap-
man and her daughter both remembered then of
having been crowded by a young man, who
brushed against them a number of times while
passing from the church through the crowded
passageway to the parlors. The dlamonds are
valued at about §7000, and consist of the fol-
lowing:

One gold cross containing eleven diamonds, of one
carat each; one diamound bracelet consisting of two
gold parallel bands with nineteen diamonds set in
between, varying from one-half to three-quarter
carat each: one pair of three-carat diamond soli-
taire ear-rings; one pair of one-carat ear-rings;
one set of round gold sleeve-buttons, with three-
quarter carat diamonds set in each; three diamond
shirt-studs one-half carat each, the shanks of the
studs having alittie nut to screw on; one gentle-
man’s collar-button with one-half carat stone, one
lady’s breast-pin with three diamonds, one geuntle-
man’s plain gold ring with one-carat stone, one
lady’s gold ring with a two-carat diamond, one lady's
gold riug with onyx bar contaluing three diamonds
of three-quarter carat each, three gentleman’s
cameo shirt-studs wich engraved head, one lady’s
three-carat diamond collar-button.

The Police Department was notified, but the
young man had time to take a train and go to
San Frauciseo. Mrs. and Miss Chapman are
certaln they could identify him if they should
see him.
