Oue of the conspicuous events of our present
theatrical season is the first appearance in San
Fraucisco at the Baldwin Theater to-morrow
night of Mr. Wilson
Jarrett and his com-
p:ny of English play-
ers. According to
those who know the
actor and hls meth-
ods, he has done wise-
1y in deciding to In-
troduce himself to our
play-goers in **Claud-
fan,” a picture of an-
cient Byzantium, a
city of Greek tradi-
tion, flavored with the
then distant O:ient.
The play was made
familiar to Amer:can
theater-goers in the
East during Mr. Bar-
rett's tours. A sy-
nopsis of the story is
annexed. “Claudian”
while made familiar
to the older cities is, however, entirely new to
this part of the world, ano not only 1s the play
novel, but the style of the stage mouniings and
the completeness of all the preparations, both of
stage and players, are so uufamliiar that the
piece in all its parts will, without doubt, be some-
thing of a revelaticn in dramatic art.

THE STORY.

“Claudian’ is a drama fn a prologue and
turee acts. Il was written for Wilson Barrett
and nis company by Henry Herman and W. S,
Mills, Thte story Is a simple one. Claudian
Aun diates, 2 young Byzantine noble of great pos-
sessions and headlong dlssoluteness, buys for a
siave the wife of a poor sculptor, and is about to
arag her from the protection of a holy hermit, to
wliom she bas fled for safety. In the act of ob
taining possession of his prey, Claudian Kills
the holy eremite. The aying map pronounces a
curse upen Claudlan and dooms him 1o eternal

lif- and eternal youtb; he can unever do good
w it an evil consequence. Nelther friends,
1 1ess nor a hope in the hereafter can console
118 life. One hope alone remalns. A pure and

yerfect love may give him the choice of torturiog
sacrifice and thus atone for hiserime. Ciaudian
rescues a beantiful woman from the machinations
of a powertul persecutor, and loves her. But
the time has come. His palace is wrecked ana
rent asunder by an earthquake just as the pas-
sionale declarations of ut{ecn(vu are upon the
lips of the lovers. Amid the ruins the spirit of
theeremite appears and announces that the choice
of Clandian must be made. By the supreine
sacrilice alone can he obtaln absolution and the
release of his soul. The woman he loves appears,
and the confiict between love and the desire for
a'onement rises to the sublime. Finally the
Ler both tortured and inspired, calis upon
death and completes his explation.
A “HAMLET” NIGHT.

Mr. Barrett will present * Claudian’ all of this
week. excepting Thursday evening, wheu the
first special night performance of the season
will be given. is will be his arrangement of
Shakespeare's iamiet.” Barrelt has Lis own
idea of the Prince. We never met an actor who
was not in the same case. The English actor’s
conception 1s said to be rot so much of the typi-
cal melincholy Dane as of the mrief-stricken,
loyal son whose burden of sorrow turus to a de-
sire for vengeance that peimeates his every
thought and deed.

BARRETT'S COMPANY.

The Sothern Engagement,

Mr. E. H. Sothern’s * Highest Bidder” closes
at the New Callfornla to-night, and to-morrow
he will present his pet piece, * Lord Chuinley,”
wiitten for him by Dave Belasco and De Mille.
He produced the same piece here last year, and
thioughout the East it is the fashion to identify
him with it as his father was Identified with
Dundreary. The son is, of course, in the ““ same
boat,” as regards stage work, in which his
father pulled; but, as Jerrold once told a pre-
tentious indivigual who wished to place himself
on the literary thwart with Dr. Johuson, * not
with the same sculis.,” In tins plar. two Amerl-
cans give ihelr ideas of a few Euglish types; in
“Qur American Cousin,” his father presented
‘his couception of American chbaracter. Wh-n
*Lord Chumley” was first submitted to Mr.
Sothern, he hesitated se¢riously to accept it,
fancyving its success would be jeopardized by the
Jeading cbaracier being too much like that
which bis fatber had made proininent. As he
renhearsed into the part, however, hie individaal-
1zed it so thoroughly that such a comparison was
out of the question. The only aadition to the
company for **Lord Chumley” will be Miss
Maud Adams, daughter of Mrs. Annie Adams,
now grown to be a very comely young lady, and
withal, one of the most interesting Ingenues on
the siage. She was the original Jessie Deane,
but did pot appear here with Mr. Sothern last
year.

A “CHUMLEY"” INCIDENT.

During the performance of “Lord Chumley” in
a ceitain metropolitan ¢ity not long ago, Mr.
Sothern’s business manager was approached by
a benign looking elderly gentleman, who sald he
nad brought some little girls to see the comedian
and they were so delighted with his performnance
tial they would never Know happiness until they
sbould meet the actlor personally, Couldu’t Mr.
Sothern see them for a minule between the acts ?
Tne manager consulted the star, who agreed Lo
receive them on the stage after the performance.
The local manager, who was a [riend of the gen-
tleman with the girls, agreed Lo see the pariy
safely through one of the prosceniuin boxes, and
when the curtaln fell Mr. Sothern’s manager
kuocked at that gentiemnn’s dressing-room.

: “The chilaren yon were to meet are walting,”
said the manager.

- By Jove, 1 forgot all about them,” sald Mr,
Sothein. “Look ai the state I'm in, will you?”

The manager looked and saw Lhe actor in a
senii-dressed condition, with half of bis “malke-
up” still on.  Mr. Sothern desir-d not to disav-
point the ehildren, however, and throwing ou the
voluminous dressiog-gown used in ihe second
act of “Lord Chumiey,” Le asked to be taken Lo

them. His vmotions when he beheld them were

Mr. William H. Crane believes in the Amerlcan
dramatist, as he has reason to do after his ex-
perience with Bronson Howard. While, there-
fore, the success of * The Scnator’ has been
great, not ouly in the East but also most exira-
ordinary for the opening week 1o this clty, and,
in dramatic parlance, Is *“good” for several
seasons to come, the fortunate actor, in pursu-
ance of his creditable policy, has already ea-
gaged Henry Guy Carleton to write a comedy on
lines that he iy almost certain will ensure him a
rattliing good play. Mr. Carleton 18 not unknowa
in San Franelsco. He speunt his boyhood days
heie, in fact, and his later career in the East as
a litterateur has surprised and deliznted all his
friends 1o California. Returning to My, Cran®’s
present success, we lhave (o state that full
houses at the Bush have been the ruie all the
week, and, judging by the continued demand on
tie part of ihe public, the geueral appelite has
so rar on!y been whetted by what has been seen
and heard of the play and the players. We have
taken oceasion to commend Crave’s sagacity ln
surrounding himself by a capable company. The
more we seé of it the better ure we satisfied of
its well-adjusted balance and the :ld.u:t.am'my of
each member to the character assigned. Nearly
all of the ladies and gentl=man comprising the
company bave been re-engaged for the next
s ason, as Seoator Hannibal Rivers believes
there would be great difiicuity in linproviog bis
organization were hs to make any material
change. The ecall for more prompiness in rais-
tng the curtain bas had its effect, and with a
shortening of the waits berween acts there is no
1eason why the audience should not be dismissed
1D {Le time 1o come at 11 o’clock.

From School-Room to the Stage.

The ingeuue, Miss Jane Siuart, now playing
Josie with W. H. Craue’s * S=pator” company,
at the Bush-street, may be said to have stepped
from the school-room to the stage, and the inci-
dent, as told by the New York Chipper, is worth
repeating: “ It was during the commencemeut
exercises held at Grammar School 36, in East
Niuth street, this eily, five years ago. that ber
dramatic talent was detected. She was assigoned
a slmple part in an ordinary schiool play, which
she rendered so tntelligently as to cause univer-
sal comment and surprise. Shortly afterward
she becaine a pupll of George Edgar, and had
taken but four lessons. One day, the late Geo
Fawcett Rowe, in company with Maunager Wesley
Sisson, visited Mr. Edgar, to aseertain if he bad
among his pupiis a woman who could personate
a girl of 15 years, who was to be the hervine of
lis new Japanese play, * The Lily of Yeddo.” *I
nave no woman, responded Mr. Edgar, ‘ who
can play the part, but I bave a fourteen-year-old
school-girl who can fiil the bl * Nonsense!’
sald the author; *there is no girl of that age,
and particularly a girl still at ber geography and
arithmetie, to whoin 1 would think of Intrusting
s0 impoitant a role in tue play.’ Mr, Edgar
reileraied his beliel that she could. The girl was
sent for, and the manuscript of the part was
handed her. Wuen she linished reading she was
told to attend rehearsal the next day. Her
parcils were opposed, ou accouut of her tender
years, to the scheme, but finally agreed to per-
mit her 10 appear for vue week. Fouraays atter
the first rebearsal she apoearcd, on April 11,
1886, upon the stage of the Criterion Theater,
Brooklyn, as the Lily of Yeddo. Her perform-
ance astonished every one who witnessed it. At
the close of & week’s engagement she returned
to Nintn-street School to continue her studies.
Subsequently she wus taken from the:e to play
Ernestine in * Baron Rudolpb,” Syivaine de
Sereue iu Miss Moiton’s n-w play * Helene.’
Sbe never appeared again upon Lie stage until
sihie jolned Mr. Craune’s present company. Jane
Stuart is of slender ligure, and 1s endowed with
pleasing, mobile features. Sne possesses an ex.
quisite voiee, so clear and distinct that every
word she utiers can be heard in any part of the
theater.”

His Ambition.

Ever since Crane and Robson appeared as as-
sociates in Shakespearcan work the former has
had a longing to ideutify himself with a promi-
nent study made by the great poet. The anoals
of the American stage are fuli of notes and com-
ments, eritical, analytical and laudatory, of the
methods of Bass, Hackett, Staik, Ds Bar and
others of the old school in the persovation of Sir
John Falstatf. Mr, Crape, partly by reading and
partly by personal observation, has compassed
all that is kpowu about the old actors In ths re-
gard, and 3 18 no recogunized SirJoln on
our stage at preseut his ambiiion is, ln his own
proper person, to restore the fat kuight to the
footlights with ail the antle bumor tnat belongs
to him. Falstaff i<, thierefore, one of Mr., Crane’s
studies at the present time, He 1S making bim-
self acquainted —getting inlo the atmosplere, as
it were—of the times and manners in which Sir
Johw lived, and is gradually perfecting himsell
by means of thie best authorities in the niceties
of detail that are necessary to glve the grueral
character ot the Knight completeness, e can
readily understand how, atier such a course of
study and with Mr. Ciaue’s talent, Le will be
able to make Sir Jobu live again in the wimic
world.
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What May Be Done.

Some day, when the right man for the purpose
appears—if hs be not already here fo the person
of Mr. Wilham Harrls—a competent playwrigbt
will approach Rhea’s “Josephine, Empress
of France,” and dethrone her dramatically, as
the Corsican divorced her from his bed and
board. Beveral ambitlous writers have air-ady
threatened to rearrauge Mr. Haven’s work, giv-
inag Napoleon the fi:st place and subordinating
Josephine. They are looking for a man able to
make a great aud distinelive Nap—a bonny part
of the KEmperor, so to speak; but such a man Is
difl t to find. Mr. Harris comes very near its
reguirements, and perhaps might meet them all
if be made a special study of the “little Cor-
porzl.” In the meautiine Mlle. Ruea will hold
her own with the play as it is, aud perhaps In
European fields reap by and by more abundant
harvesis, both of fame and mouwey, than slie has
done so far on the Amevican stage. She closed
a week’s engagement at the Baldwin last even-
lng which might bave been more profitabla tu its
results., It Is a pity this echarming woman and
pleturesque actress cannot evercome In a greater
degree (he diflicuities of our vernacular. With
her presence aud graceful action she might uame
ber own terins were she uoi tongue-tied, so far
as the Eunglish language is concerned. The in-
terest (o “Josephiue” was varied during the
closing performainces by ths appearauce of Miss
Madellne Bouton as Maria Louisa. The youug
lady, who may be consldered a debuiante, so far
as the regular staye is concerned, made a very
good showing fa the part of the fair but fickle
Austrian, particularly In the scene where she
bappens to m-et the discarded Josephine 1o the
gardens of Malmaison—a scene strougly reminis-
cen! of the interview between Mary of Scotland
aud Elizabeih of England in the wood at Fother-
ingay Castle. Tue lady requires additional train-
ing lu the maunagemeut of her voice; but, as a
general proposition, the debut was a successful
one.

“ The Upper Hand.”

Mr. Oliver Byron, who has been delighting
Alcazar audiences by the production at that
theater of characteristic melodramas, closes bis
engagement with what he calls the ‘‘latest and
best success,” the title of which is given abova,
It is entirely new in this latituge, and from what
we hear of it, we are prepared Lo believe that
Mr. Byron has ampler opportunities therein to
show Lis ability as a melodramatie actor than he
had in the pieces already vroduced. As the Jack
Lamar of the cast, he is a happy husband and
father in the first uct, a conviet lu thes second, an
outcast and wanderer in the third and fourth,
‘I here are many startling effecis in the course of
the business. The abduction scene for example,
where a spirited team of horses attached to a
sleigh dash across the stage at full speed; aud,
also, the explosion at the prison.

The tirst presentation lirre of Gilbert and Sul-
livan’s latest opera, bearing this title, will be
made at the Tivoli on June 9th, tbe managers of
that theater having secured all the rights for this

Coast. This anuouncement has caused someo-

what of a stir in theatric and musical circles, and
the enterprise of the Krelings in thus measuring
swords with the managers of our leading theaters
in the production of fresh attractions is widely
commented on and umversally commended. The
score of “The Gondoeliers,” while following the
same author’s “Pinafore” In many particulars,
has more of the dash and abandon of the French
school than of the Gilbert and Sullivan method.
After being relaced by Francis Wilson, 1n some
particulars, tho opera inay be constdered a genu-
ine American success, which it was not when
originally produced in New York, For the pro-
duction here the costuming and scenery will ba
entirely new, designed from the original models,
and the cast exceptionally strong. Tickets will
be placed on sale at ouce, as the demand i3 eager.
“Douna Juanita,” by Voo Suppe, will occupy the
time 'nreceulux the production of “*Tue Gondo-
liers.”

Stahl's ‘“The Sea King.”

This drumatic opera comique, the libretto (in
part)and music by Richard Stabl, will be produced
at the Chestnut-street ‘Theater, Y’hiladelphia, to-
morrow evenicg, 26th. Mr. Webster C. Fulton
collaborated with Mr. Stahl in the libretto. The
scene of the opera is laid in Spain, the period of
action being the latter part of the sixieenth cen-
tury. Tohe story 1s romantic with much legendary
charm, and the music strikingly original, it 1s
said, and entitled to the highest rank among
legendary compositions. It is melodious, though
not of the sort termed ‘‘catchy”; it is a cou-
course of sweet sounds that will delight the ear
aud baunt the memory.

Puplls’ Volces.

Some of the puplis of Miss Marie Witlrow
gave an interesting and representative recital of
songs from modern classic peuns, at the Union-
square Hall last evening, to alarge and music-
ally cultivated audience. Usually pupiis’ efforts
are more of a bore than a pleasure to the muslical
publie. In this instance, however, the efforts
weire couspicuously free from awmateurishuess
and proved to be uniformly beyond the limit of
mediocrity, The general conception of a method
which brings the art of produeing tones to a ra-
tional basis was distinelly traceable to training
founded on principles of nature and common
sende. None of the common vices of diagging
regisiers up to unknown heights and forcing the
oigans iuto unnatural position made themselves
apparent. A certain def: covering of the upper
and a smooth roundness in delivery of the lower
and medium toues characierized all the work
done. As to phrasing and musical qualliy in
geuneral it possessed both uwouysual luteliigence
and finish. In Elsa’s Traum “Lohengrir'’ and
Non Destarmui “Romeo and Guiliette,” Diss
Jacquay showed the gift of a pure and drilllant
soprano of great compass and power. The
Vilse, with its difficult cadenzas and trills, was
executed with an uncommon degree of distinet
articulateness. So much vocal ability and intel-
ligence will command a great deal o! interest in
fuiure, The grand duo from *‘Aida’ was very
creditably sung by Misses Jacquay aud Holbron;
e lalter possesses a good coalialto volce,
which she used with commendabie dramatic
fnsight in two solos also. Mr. Fitzroy
Tobio bas a ringing high barytone volce of the
most sympatietic and brilllant quality, wiich he
emits easily and wilh perfect intonation. He
gave very adequate renderiongs of “*Lri Tu,” and
*0 thou uSblune Swee Eveniug Star.”” Miss Elsle
Withrow, Miss Charlotta Buhoer and Miss Aona
Cutminiogs sang in sywmpathetic siyie and with
musically attuned voices selections from Schu-
wanun, Weber, Doulzetti, Meyerbeer and Faure.

The Bowery and Its Storv.

The Bowery is a mile of history. Ne other
street tells so much of the story of the re-
public and its metropolis, A trail of the
warlike Wickquaskeeks when yet the
primeval forest overshadowed the island of
Manhattan and an Indian village occupied
the future site of Chatham square; a bridle-
path to the homestead of the last and great-
est of the Dutch Governors, stout Petrus
Stuyvesant, whose Bowery gave its name
to the roadway which his English sue-
cessors widened and improved; a country
%ust-ruad through which ratiled stages 10

oston and Albany, and down which the
Quaker merchant Murry lumbered in his
“leathern conveniency” from the heights
of Inklenberg, now Murray Hill, and the
wife of Frederick Phillipse, the Yonkers
Patroon, drove her four black ponies at
break-neck speed; a broad avenue that
echoed proudly to the tread of the Ameri-
can battalions that mareched in with
Washington on that November day which
saw_tha last British soldier embarking at
the Battery ; a street bordered with stately
poplars and lined with pretty rural homes
in the early years of this century; a street
in its transition state famous for its firemen
and its fights, for its theaters and its belles,
for its patriotism and its pugilism, for its
American tvpes of character and its de-
velopment of foroign methods—the Bower
is now a great historic thoroughfare, whic
all nations of the earth have combined to
make the most cosmopolitan of all streets
in the New World. From first to last it has
had the strange distinction of never having
seen a church erected upon its building-line
and yet it has always been typical of city
life, and the story of New York would be
shorn of much of its glory if no mention
were made of the mile of street which
stretches between Chatham square and
Cooper Union.—Felix Oldboy, in Frank

Tne game has been played
with a reasonable degree of success iu this city,
wheun fistic exbibitious in elubs were first Intro-
duced 10 tbe shori-necked society.

3. The start to be by wutual consent, but if the
parties are not off within fitteen minutes the referea
shall start them by sigual or otherwise,

4. The sald parties or thelr representatives shall
toss for chotee of position, the stem of each com-
peting boat to be heid by a mman in the moored boat.

5. Except where otherwise herein provided, tho
race shall be rowed according to the new rules of
boat-racing as adopted by the Oxford and Cam-
bridge University rowing crews.

6. I'he staces shall be £500 a siae, the first de-
posit of £100 a side to be made with Mr. G -orge
Adams of Tattersall's Hotel, Sydney (who I8 hereby
appointed stakeholder), upon the signing of these
articlies; the secoud deposit of £200 a side to be
made on the 26ih day of May next, before 10 o'clock
at night, and the final deposit of £200 a side to be
made on Saturday, the 21st day of June next, be-
fore the hour of 10 o’clock at night, to be made with
the representative of the stakeholder incase of his
absence,

7. In case of cutside interference affecting the re-
sult of the race the umpire shall order it to be
rowed over on the next favorabie day.

8. James Richards shulil be distance judge.

9. The decision of the umpire shall be final and
subiect Lo no appeal at law or otherwlise.

10. Either party failing to make the deposits
above mentioned at the time required shall forfeit
the depeosits aiready made,

11. Frederick 1homas of Sydney is hereby ap-
pointed umpire.

Homing Pigeons.

In former years pigeou-flying was quite a
popular sport fo this etiy. Now the Interest In
the pastime 12 gradually inereasing. The New-
castle Daily Chronicle gives a good idea of the
speed of the carrier pigeon in tbhe following
article:

The pigeon-fiying experiments made of
connection with ditfferent European armies
a writer in the current number of Ciel et Terre to
set forth many interestiug observationgon the sub-
ject, The normal velocity of a carrier pligeon in
caim weather and for short distances he finds to be
1100 meters or 1210 yards per minute. With the
beip of a moderate wind the bird may attain a
velocity of 1540 yards and with a very sirong wind
blowing in the direction of its fight 1950 yards per
mioute have been attained.

For many years carrier pigeons have been bred
and flown in cur north-country coiliery villages.
But we doubt if there is any record of a speed at-
tained comparable with the Iast mentioned. Ac-
cording to the results presented by the writer of

Lie ariticle above spoken of, the wind, as It is favor-
zble or adverse, is to be reck-ned upon to the ex-
tent of a half in the carrier piegou's velocity.

When the wind is blowing obliquely to the bird's
flight, its effect will be directiy proportionate to the
angle bLetween the ccourse of the wind and that of

he pigeon. 1t will be seen from this that the direc-
tion and velocity of the wind being known, it ought
to be possible to calculate the time of a pigecn’s
flight from a given place with almost raillway pre-
cision. Such a possibility couid not fail to be of
enormous advantage to the commander of an army
in time of war,

But Is there not left out of the calculation a factor
materiaily affecting the resuit in pigeon-flying? A
pigeon 1s not a locomotive, which can have its force
renewed on the way, and, ke every other cireature
propelled by its owua muscular energy, its speed
must decline in proportion to the distanee gone
over. The greate:t distance ever known to have
beeun traversed by pigeons was that by the Belglan
birds lu July, 1883. The fastest of them flew from
Calvi, In the island of Corsica, to Verviers, in Bel-
gium, a distance of 900 kiloweters, or 566 miles, in
27 hours. Itis fully 610 yards to the minute. There
were let off on that occasion 649 pigeons. They ali,
it is beifeved, crossed the 94 mlles of sea, but some
never reached their destination. Of those that did
the space of time between the arrival of the first and
last was conslderable.

The Spriniers.

Some Eastern foot-racers have reached this
city and will enter for the next Sheflield handl-
cap, which will be run ut Central Pari. Cinders
are being laid on the track, which will present a
good appearance when tinished.

In order to nota the coirect time of each
event the association has appointed the expeit
clockers Edward Everett and W. R. Daly. Twen-
ty-th:ee sprinters bhave aiready placed their
sigunatures on the entry books.
