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TROUBLE BREWING.

Dispute Over French Fishery
Privileges.

Sets of English Fishermen Confiscated in
SL Georges Bay.

Tie British Man-of-war Emerald Sent in
Response to a Demand lor

Protection.

St. Jouxs (X.F.), May 25.—Reports have
been received from St. Georges Ray, on the
east coast of the island, forming a part of
what is known as the French shore now in
dispute between England and France, that
fresh outrages have been perpetrated on
English fishermen by the French, aud that
the coast from Cape Ray north to Cape St.
George is in a state of war almost. A
French man-of-war is now cruising in the
bay of St. George, watching the coast over
which France, by the treaty of Utrecht,
claims exclusive fishing privileges, aud she
lias ran down several English fishermen,
who were setting their nets, and has ordered

them to take them up. The Englishmen re-
fused to obey the order, whereupon the
Frenchmen sent boats' crews and removed
the nets by force, confiscating them. The
Englishmen went ashore and called a meet-
ing of their friends, who passed a series of
resolutions protesting agaiust the French-
men's action, which were telegraphed hither
and thence cabled to England. 'Ihey also
resolved to re-begin fishing operations, and
ifinterfered with to arm themselves an-
ight the French.

The news ou being received last night
caused the wildest excitement. A public
indignation meeting was held and stirring
resolutions were passed demanding that
England protect the Newfoundlanders in
their rights, and also to require France to
give compensation for the outrage at ouce.

Late last night orders were received by
Captain Mr Baldwin Walker, commanding
the man-of-war Emerald, twelve guns, to
proceed at once to SU Georges Bay and look
after the interests of the English fishermen
there. The Emerald sailed this morning.
It will take her two days to reach the scene
Of the outrage. Before leaving an endeavor
was made to learn from Sir Baldwin the de-
tails of his instructions, but lie declined to

give the information, but said, however,
significantly: "Iam ordered to protect En-
glish fishermen and England's rights. How
1will do itIdon't know until1get to St.
Georges."

When the man-of-war left the harbor
thousands of people along the shore wished
her success and cheered tumultuously.
There is great excitement here and the out-
come is awaited with Intense anxiety by
the English portion of the inhabitants. The
French are offered many insults, and a
proposition which is receiving much favor
is to arm a party of meu and go to the
French shore and drive the French fisher-
men out. The more coolheaded of the peo-
ple, however, are working hard to prevent
any violent demonstrations occurring.

A WARNING.

Owners of Yetssls Cautioned in Regard to
Sealing in the Bearing Sea.

Ottawa, May 25.—The Government has
informed owners of sealing vessels on the
Pacific Coast that they can offerno assur-
ance that their vessels will be free
Irom molestation if caught by Ameri-
can cruisers in the Reining Sea; that
In hunting seals in those waters they
have to take the whole responsibility for
what may follow. This is the outcome of
the recent conference at Washington.
Mr. Tuppei, the Minister of Marine and
Fisheries, returned to Ottawa disappointed
at tbe result of his mission. He says he Is
not ln a position to say bow the matter
Stands between Blame aud British Minister
Pauncefote. as any hint as to the work that
has been done would seriously impair the
negotiations and possibly defeat auy ar-
rangement.

SERIOUS SIORM.

Paris Visited by a Sudden and Destructive
Shower of Hail.

Paris, May 25.—The most sudden and se-
verest ball-storm for years occurred to-day.
The day bad been sultry, and consequently
there was a general exodus to the country.
At 5 o'clock the sky became clouded, and
hall fell, so that objects a short distance
away were obscured. Limbs of trees were
out and much damage done. Thousands
were caught in the storm and had their
clothes ruined. Hail simply fell in sheets.

A lively fight occurred about 12 o'clock

A
number of young men residing at the Mis-
sion had been to a dauce at B'nai B'rith
nail and afterward went to the coffee-
saloon. There they met another party, that
had also been to the dance.

William Harper was also
cut in the right breast, but the knife did
not penetrate his flesh, onlycutting through
his coat and vest. The coat was ripped for
about twelve inches. After the row Dooley
and Harper were found wandering aim-
lessly onMarket and Eddy streets byOfficnr
Atkinson ami taken to the Receiving Hos-
pital. Ittook almost an hour to stitch the
wounds on Uooley's head. Both young
men were very reticent about the affair and
were not inclined to give the true particu-
lars of the fracas, prefering to bear what
they got without a murmur than give away
the true cause of the row.

ing that the Count went to Italy for a holi-
day, and probably it was General yon
Caprivi's Intelligent appreciation of his
Majesty's essay which first recommended

All they could get
was a small flat-bottom skiff, into which
all crowded. When within sixty yards of
their destination a wave came aboard, and
in trying to escape wetting their feet the
women upset the boat, and only four of
the men reached the shore. Those drowned
were: Samuel Wittles, wife and two
children; Mrs. Leviua Buckley and two
little boys, and Willie Turner. The chil-
dren were allunder 19 years.

NOBLE OLD IRONSIDES.
Very Little Now Left of the Original

Frigate Constitution.
The Constitution is one of the six frigates

built to protect American commerce from
the depredations of the North African pi-
rates. Her keel was laid in 1794 at Hart's
ship-yard, in Boston. She was victorious
Inevery battle, and took the Guerriere, the
Java, the Cyaue and the Levant. Of the
original ship there remains only a small
part of the deck and two iron stanchions.
She was repaired frequently, but in 1848 she
had become a mere hulk, and it was pro-
posed to break her up.

The proposition called forth Dr. Oliver
Wendell Holmes' . poem, which caused an
outbreak of popular feeling, and the glori-
ous old veteran was rebuilt in 1850 at more
than her first cost, by Hart, the son of the
original builder. In1870 she was again re-
built at Philadelphia by the grandson ofHart, for there was always much sentiment
associated with tbo old ship. She never had
steam power, but always remained the
frigate Constitution.

Her last duty was transporting goods to
the French Exposition of 1878, since when
she has been In honorable retirement as a
receiving-ship atPortmouth.— N. Y.Herald.

TREASURES INCABS.

A few days ago Miss Agnes Bouta, one of
the best-known young ladies of this county,|
while walking through the yard was at-
tacked by one of [lie rabid animals, which
pursued her to her room and kept her there
until she was rescued by members of her
family.

More tban a dozen persons have been bit-
ten, and Mary Heath. Jane Ellison, Katie
Vauderpool and Tommy Hlldebrand. all
school children, were badly mangled by
cats. Nearly all the domestic animals in
the neignburhood have been bitten, and
there is no telling where the thing willend.
The schools are closed and the men are
hunting for the cats and the pop of the rilie
is heard ou all hands.

An organized effort will be made tokill
every cat in the township and every animal
that shows the least sign of rabies willbe
killedinstantly. The bitten persons are in
the bauds of physicians and every effort
will be made to save them from hydro-
ph.bia.—Pittsburg Dispatch.

army.

NATIONAL. FINANCES.

Congressmen ..easy Over the Enormous Sum
for Contemplated Appropriations.

Washington, May 25.—Conservative
members of Congress are beginning to feel
uneasy over the enormous appropriations
pending and contemplated, aggregating over
5500.000,000. For the fiscal year 18-1
Treasury estimates place the revenues (from
all sources) at 000,000. If these esti-
mates of appropriations and revenues are
correct a deficit of over Sloo.OOO.ix-J will
occur at the end of the fiscal year IS9I. The
Pres ident is said to be very much dissatis-
fied with the lavisii appropriation* and itis
feared he willveto the River and Harbor
Bill,as well as numerous public building
bills.

and Josephus Reeder, also wealthy and in-
fluential, and living in the same neighbor-
hood, owned a flock ol sheep. Somebody's
dog got among the sheep and there was a
slaughter. Reeder had reason to believe
that Ford's dog was the four-legged butcher,
and when he met the animal in the road he
filled his carcass with buckshot. Ford
and Reeder iret soon after and
high words passed between them.
Ihe outcome was that Ford filed a
suit against Reeder for 850 damages for the
loss of his dog. The trial began Tuesday
and was concluded Wednesday evening, tho
jury failing to reach a verdict The case
will be called for trial again at the August
term of court. The costs are now up inthehundreds, and, as both men are deter-mined, it is probable they will reach the
thousands before the end comes. Walker &
Walker are attorneys for the defendant
and Charles W. Millikeu and Charles B.
Moore represent the plaintiff. The people
in the neighborhood have arranged them-
selves on either side and there will be no
surprise should there be bloodshed.—
Louis Globe-Democrat.

Tombstone (Ariz.), May 25.—Robert
Bardic, a prominent lawyer of Los An-
geles, was shot and killed yesterday even-
tag by Apache Indians In Barker Canyon,
about two miles from Mike Gray's house
and about fifty-five miles east of here,
Bardic, incompany with Dr. Francis L.
Baynes ofPhiladelphia, now sojourning in
Los Angeles, were on a visit to George
Prldhams, a prominent cattle-man of this
section, and were riding through the can-
yon when a volley was fired at them from
ambush, which instantly killed Mr. Bardic
and shot Dr. Haynes' horse from under him.
The latter secured Hardies horse and es-
caped. The number of Indians in the baud'
cannot be estimated, as after the first volley
nothing but single firing was kept up for a
while, but there can be no doubt of their
being Indians as Dr. Haynes positively as-
serts that he saw one not over forty feet
distant, and was close enough to discern
the wrinkles in his face. Great concern is
felt for families and people in this vicinity,
and indiguatiou runs high against the mili-
tary authorities, who, in the lace of con-
stant knowledge of these outrages, aud a
recent request by Arizona's delegate to
Congress to the Secretary of War that some
steps be taken to Insure the safety of our
citizens, have up to the present apparently
made no move in this direction, nor has a
man or hoof been put in tho field with a
view to that end.

To-morrow a telegram will be sent to
President Harrison containing the delibera-
tions of a Coroner's jury in this particular
case, composed of representative citizens,
coupled with a history of Indian depreda-
tions during tbe last two years, and pray-
ing that in view of this last unmistakable
evidence of the presence of a band of rene-
gade murderers in our midst some steps
may even now be taken to protect the coun-
try and its citizens. Itwill be remembered
that scarcely two weeks ago a freighter was
attacked a short distance below the Sonora
line and his wagons burned, and the same
day a citizen of this town, named Adams,
w;.s killed,and a . party of surveyor* at-

MYSTERIOUS , MURDER.

Death of a Stranger inSacramento From a Pis-
tol.Wound. ;

Sacramento, May 25.—A mysterious
killing is agitating the police to-night.
This morning a telephone message
was received at the station-house, an-
nounclngjthat a man had been shot in
,ie suburbs, near the -north- levee.
Officer Farrell went out to investigate, and
met Deputy Sheriff MikeSullivan, who was
already on the ground. Sullivan took the
officer to a little unoccupied shanty near
the river, and pointed to the prostrate fig-
ure of a roughly clad man, who had been
shot through the abdomen and was dying,
Both questioned him, but at first he refused
to tell anything. Finally he said his name
was Ed Goodwin, and that he had come
from San Francisco yesterday. Last night,
he said he hid his blankets in the brush
near the levee, and that two tramps, one a
Swede and tho other a German, who were
camped in a freight car near by saw him.
This morning, he said, he returned for his
blankets, but they were gone. He met the
Swede and accused him of their theft. The
latter denied taking the blankets and a
light ensued, which culminated in the
Swede drawing a revolver and shooting
five times at him. The latter than ran
away.

he wounded man was brought to the
Receiving Hospital, but protested all the
way, saying he did not want to go to the
police station.

The officers scoured the neighborhood and
found two men who tallied exactly with the
description of the Swede and the other man
and brought them to the station, but when
confronted with the dying man the latter
said he never had seen them. Goodwin was
told that his wound was fatal and the offi-
cers tried to induce him to make a dying
statement. He refused and said he would
tell nothing about the affair. An hour later
ho died.

The police say that the dead man was a
crook and believe that his story was not
true. Their theory is that he quarreled with
his accomplices over adivision of swag and
they -shot him. Tho country is being
scoured by the officers and they hope that
the mystery willbe unraveled.

OREGON CAMPAIGN.

Refutation of Charges A.ainst the Republi-
can Candidate for'G-verncr.

Eugene City, May 25.—Hon. D. P.
Thompson and Lydell Baker addressed a
large audience in the court-house last night.
Baker made a fine speech, favoring a pro-
tective tariff and touched upon State mat-
ters at the close. Thompson, who has never
been a public speaker, astonished every-
body and made the speech of the campaign,
answering, exposing and refuting with facts
and figures each and every charge that Gov-
ernor Peniioyer has made against him, and
showing up Pennoyer's copperbeadisui dur-
ing the rebellion, his bobbies aud vagaries
since, and his neglect, incompetency aud
demagoguery as Governor. He showed that
the lock and dam swindle, as Pennoycr callsit, was prepared by Barney Goldsmith, the
present Chairman of the Democratic State
Committee, passed In 1870 by the Legisla-
ture, which was Democratic in bothbranches, and signed by a Democratic Gov-
ernor. Governor Thompson, then a Sena-
tor, did net vote on the bill, because, he
stated, he was interested in the company
and was excused from voting. He has not
owned a dollar In the company for seven-
teen years, and owns only $100 in the Elec-
tric Light Company, which gets its power
from the opposite side of the river, and has
no connection with the locks and is not in
favor of the State buying the locks. The
statements concerning his salary as Mayor
of Portland and the changing of the water-
front in his own interest were shown by the
records to be false. He will,ifelected Gov-
ernor, veto any billauthorizing non-taxable
bonds, and will not sign such bills as Pen-
noyer says he did without knowing what
they contained. ;He spoke rapidly in an off-
band manner more than one hour, hitting
the nail on the head every time and pro-
voking great and frequent applause.

DISASTROUS
SHIPWRECK.

Seventy.seven Chinese Lost in the
Arctic Sea.

Th c Ship Oneida Strikes Upon a Bock Off
Sanak Island and Sinks Before All

on Board Are Saved.

A disastrous shipwreck occurred on the
26th of April at Sanak Island, Alaska,
when the ship Oneida, from San Francisco
to the Aleutian canneries, was lost, with
seventy-seven of her Chinese passengers.

The captain, forty-five white meu and
thirty-three Chinese passengers were saved,
and it is thought probable, judging from
the meager accounts of the disaster, that
had itnot all come so suddenly upon the
unsuspecting officers and crew the terrible
loss ot life would have been averted.

The first news of the shipwreck was re-
ceived in a most casual way last evening
in this city from Captain Anderson, who
was master of the lost ship on her last voy-
age. He called upon an old friend and re-
lated his misfortune, and then disappeared
from view of all persons interested inhear-
ing an account of the ship's loss.

In just such a peculiar way the captain of
the schooner Alice Kimball, wnich brought
Anderson from Alaska, went to see his
friends without making an intelligible re-
port of his voyage to tho Merchants' Ex-
change or giving any particulars of the
shipwreck officiallyaccording to the observ-
ance of seamen on returning to port An-
derson himself did not go near the Mer-
chants' Exchange, nor did he trouble about
making an official report

LOST in a FOO.
The Oneida sailed from San Francisco

March 28th with a cargo of supplies and
provisions, 110 Chinese and 43 white men,
for Sanak. She was cleared by the Thin
Point Packing Company, a corporation
controlled by Louis Sloss &Co. of tuo old
Alaska company.

On the 20th of Aprilshe was nearlng her
destination, and itwould seem more quickly
than the officers believed, for she was then
dangerously near the hidden rocks that jet
upward from the ocean depths so treacher-
ously inportions of the Alleutian'seas. It
was foggy, though the winds were fair that
evening and the good ship was given her
head; but littledid the master think that
she was then scudding blindly along to cer-
tain destruction in the gathering gloom.

The captain had taken his bearings be-
fore the Arctic fog settled upon the sea, but
only soundings could be relied on later, and
they were puzzling in the bewildering dif-
ference of depths among the islands. He
and his mate imagined themselves twenty-
seven miles away from the rock on which
the vessel split when a jar and a grinding
of breaking timbers terrified them. The
ship had gone upon the rocks with a sud-
den and appalling force that threw men for-
ward, stunning many and wounding others.

AX AWFUL SCENE.
Inan instant a wildand paralyzing scene

of struggling men, frantic with fright and
utter terror, a perfect panic that Itwas im-
possible to subdue, was upon the decks,
following the idle evening amusements.
The exciting jabbering of the Chinese
mingled with the shouts of the white men
and the officers' orders. The Chinese lost
all control of themselves and many gave
way to their fate without a struggle.

An order to put out the boats and man
them was promptly obeyed, but not a mo-
ment too soon, for no sooner were the frail
barks oat upou the waves than the Oneida
went crashing and creaking to the bottom.

Tliere were many desperate men strug-
gling anion, the floating wood and drifts
who bad not time to secure a seat in the
boats, and they were picked up afterward.
But this was necessarily slow work in the
heavy fog that hid everything a few yards'
distant from the view of those in the
boats aud the seventy-seven men were left
behind.

The party then headed for the Island of
Sanak, where they arrived safely shortly
after. Captain Anderson returned to this
city, but the others remained on the island.

THE FATAL ROCK.
The rock on which the Oneida struck is

known as Hennines Rock, and is situated
on the southwesterly portion of Sanak Isl-
and. Captain Anderson believed that he
was twenty-seven miles away from itsouth-
ward when his ship struck.

The captain left Sanak May sth on the
sealing schooner Alice Kimball. Captain
Rasmussen, and arrived in this port after
sail of twenty days. When towed into the
stream she cast anchor and the captains
came ashore, disappearing before eveuing
from their old haunts. A diligent search
could not find them, and so the details of
the disaster could be had only from the
captain's friend.

In the sb'-rt report submitted at the
Meiggs Wharf Station of tbe Merchants'
Exchange, no allusion was made to loss of
white men, but only that so many were
saved.

DIS FIRST VOYAGE.
Captain Anderson had been a mate in the

employ of Louis Sloss for many years and
made a good reputation for himself as
a mariner. He was given charge of the
Oneida on her trip to Alaska last March,
but did not succeed in taking her to her
destination. Whether the affair was due to
carelessness or was caused by uncontrolable
circumstances is not definitely knewu here
yet. An investigation will be made iuto
the cause of the disastrous loss of life.

The Oneida was a handsome two-decker
ship of American make and type, having
been built at Searsport, Maine, in1866. She
was registered for gross tonnage as 1130 aud
net 1074 tons. She was owned by Louis Sloss
of this city, who is at present livingin San
Rafael.

AN ALUMINUM FLY.

An Important Invention of Interest to
Trout-Flahere.

Dr. L. S. Redfield of Providence, R. 1.,
has sent us a specimen of a quite attractive
fly, of which he says:"

The inclosed flyhas nothing new about
itexcep the tinsel, wbich is made of alumi-
num. After a fair trial of aluminum as a
tinsel 1 think it willprove to be an improve-
ment on silver or its alloys. Too well all
anglers know how easily tinsels made of
metals tarnish. Not only the flies that have
been used, but, worse, those kept carefully
in fly-books rapidly grow dull, thereby los-
ing the attractiveness ofa flytied largely of
tiusel. Myouly object in bringing this fly
to the attention of anglers, through your
columns, is to add to their sport.

"As regards a name, it will be called
among my immediate angling acquaint-
ances aluminum doctor, thus retaining the
old and well-known name 'doctor' (not
merely adding to the already over-numer-
ous names for trout flies). 1could not ob-
tain an aluminum tinsel ln our tackle-
stores, end therefore had to manufacture It
for this purpose. Have tried flies tied like
the inclosed, varying the size for trout,
land-locked salmon and salmon. Have
been well pleased with the use of it, and
find the tinsel on flies two seasons old re-
tains its color practically untarnished. If
amateur fly-tiers desire further knowledge
of how to tie the aluminum doctor Iwill,
through your columns, try to enlighten
them. —American Angler.

The lady
had retired lor the night, but dressed and
went downstairs. On opening the door
she saw no one, and on going on the door-
step stumbled over a bundle. She instantly
shut the door and obtained a light On re-
turning she found an abandoned child
wrapped in the bundle. The lady's kiudheart
at once melted when she realized the unfor-
tunate condition ofthe young one, and she
did all she could to minister to its wants.
Not being in a position to keep the child,
Mrs. Fields took it at 12 o'clock to the Re-
ceiving Hospital. When taken charge of
by the Police Surgeon the child began tocry vigorously. It, is as fine a looking
baby as one would wish to see, and is about
three months old. It was dressed
In fine, clean, white clothes, and
was provided with all the require-
ments of a child of its age. The
baby when found, was only wrapped in a
small cast-off blanket aud an old tattered
shawl. It is the picture of health, with
large blue eyes, No clew could be ob-
tained as to Its identity. There was
not the least trace of any name, on
the clothing or the articles Inwhich it was
wrapped. After the Police Surgeon had
givon itsome warm milk the child ceased
its crying and dropped gently off to sleep.
Uuless adopted itwillbe sent to one of tbe
foundling asylums to-day. Itis supposed
that the infant is the offspring of soma
poor unfortunate woman whose loveforher
baby was not strong enough for her to
battle with the world in order to support it

The child is a girl, and promises to de-
velop into a fine specimen of her sex. The
police authorities will make strenu-
ous efforts to-day to discover the
parentage of the young one. All
the attaches of the Receiving Hospital fell
in love with the baby, aud .said they
wished they could keep It. After it
received proper nourishment and
was comfortably warmed it gave no
trouble whatever. Those interested Inthe
case were loud in then denunciations of the
parent that could so wantonly sacrifice such
a sweet little child. .

HUKITXliSEALS.
Experience of the _>enlia*t Schooner J.

Hamilton Lewis*
Aprivate letter was received Inthis city

yesterday from one of the hunters on board
the sealing schooner J. Hamilton Lewis,
which sailed from here on January nth on
a sealing cruise. The writer states that it
was not until the last day of the month
that the crew was able to do any hunting.

On January 30th the schooner got to the
Cordell, and on the next day captured
ninety-four seals— the highest catch ever
made on the Coast in one day by one ves-
sel. The next few days seals were not so
plentiful. After capturing 106 seals the
schooner put into Drakes Bay, shipped her
catch to this city aud then started out
again.

When sailing up the coast on March 3d,
about 3 o'clock in the morning, the main-
sail jibed and knocked the mau at the wheel
overboard. The vessel was at onco hove to
and the boats put out, but no trace could be
found of the unfortunate man. Wnen the
sail jibed, the main boom tackle broke from
its fastenings, struck the man and crushed
him against the monkey-rail, aud thus prob-
ably rendered him incapable of assisting
himself when he went overboard. The
man's uame was Jefferson Mcßeynolds, and
his parents live at Portland, Oregon.

On March Stb the Lewis encountered sev-
eral heavy snow squalls and put into NVah
Bay for shelter, and there met the sealer
LilyL, whose crew had mutinied. Alter
getting water the schooner put to sea again
and hunted down toward the Columbia
River aud Yaquina. When off the mouth
of the Columbia, on March 21st. at 2 o'clock
in the morning, a boat was discovered on
the starboard quarter containing a crew
of hunters that had been lost from the seal-
ing schooner Sophie Sutherland. The
hunters were taken on board aud twodays
later placed on a British iron ship bound
for Astoria.

The Lewis then sailed up the Vancouver
coast aud put into Clayoquot Sound for
water. Here the men who went ashore
found a human body in a trunk in a small
recess in the bank. Whether a mystery
was attached to itthey could not find out,
but they gave the body decent burial.

On April15th the Lewis put into Neah
Bay for mail, and on the next day, during
heavy snow-squalls, passed the sealer
Walter L.Rich going in with main boom
carried away. Midway between Tillamook
and Yauquiua thousands of seal were seen,
but the weather was too bad to bunt them.

Up to the time of the letter being written
the schooner had captured 370 skins and
was about leaving for the north. She ex-
pects to be at Sand Point, Alaska, about
July Ist. .
