MODERN BIG GUNS.

Now that this country is going into the
busipess of building a national navy it is
well Lo study what other natious are doing.
The two erack ships of the British navy are
the Trafalgar and the Nile. These are sup-
posed to be the very last and best thing in
battle ships. Clark Russellin his Life of Nel-
son, just pablished, says that the Trafalgar
could have sunk the entire British and
Danish fieets at Copenhagen with little or
no aamage to herself. She is a turret ship
with 20 inch armor on the turrets; her dis-
placement is nearly 12,0600 tons; her motive
power equal to 12,000 horse-power; she car-
ries, besides eight 2-ton guns, four guns of
67 toos each, throwing a missile weighing
1250 pounds.

This mounster has just had a trial trip, on
which her guns were tested. The big guus
were first fired with small charges of pow-
der, which did no damage to speak of be-
yond knocking a few wheels off the capstan
and blowing some odds and ends overboard.
But when a 67-ton gun was loaded with a
full service charge of 650 pounds and fired
at an elevation of three degrees the deck
was depressed two full inches, the deck
beams were bent and one mess- deck
stanchion was broken short off. The guu-
ners declared that a second shot with the
same charge would bavedepressed the deck
four inches, wou!ld have broken more beams
and opened the seams below so as to adm it
the water, and that half a dozen shots would
have disabled the ship so that she would have
had to steam outof action. In other words,
while these crack new ships can infiict ter-
rible injury on an enemy, and their turrets
are practically impregnalle, they are cer-
tain to do themseives up after an engage.
went of a quarter of an hour. What is the
good of war-ships like that?

There is a limit to the volume of powder
which can be used in a gun and to the size
of the bore. The force exerted by the ex-
plesive power of powder in expanding the
air is so vast that beyond a certain point it
ic as fatal to the surroundings of the gun
as to the object at which its shot is aimed.
Very few objects eould stand the impact of
a shot weighing five-eighths of a ton and
driven through space by 600 pounds of
powder, but if the power which impels the
shot is distributed laterally and vertically
from the gun’s muzzle with such force as to
depress z gun-deck two inches and to break
steel stanchions like pipe-stems the gun
will evidently do as much damage to the
battery in which it stands as it can inflict
on the enemy.

It is proposed to build for the protection
of San Francisco forts armed with the
newest and heaviest artillery. As the
Italians and the French are using guns
weighing 100 and 110 tons, it may be taken
for granted that among the guns sent here
for our new forts will be some that will
weigh over sixty-seven tons, which is the
weight of those of the Trafalgar. How
would it answer if when they were fired
they blew the fortification to pieces, with
the gunners at their posts? Every one
who has witnessed an artillery drill remem-
‘bers the concussion produced by the firing
of a ten-ton gun. It is not pleasant to
stand within the area reached by the ex-
pansion of the air near the muzzle; it is
fatal to be too near that muzzie. What,
then, would be the effect of a discharge
from a gun six times the size, with a caliber
of thirteen or fourteen inches? If the
missile from such a gun hit an enemy’s
ship that would be the last of her. But
what would be the condition of the fortand

its defenders?

THE HIGHER LAW.

A thoughtful writer, discussing upon the
recent verdicts by which the principle has
been reaflirmed that the assailant of female
virtue or reputation may be slain with im-
punity by a mule relative of the lady at-
tainted, avers that the doctrine enables any
woman, if respectable, to accomplish the
death of any man with absolute safety. He
adds that he questions the practical expe-
diency of permitting an infuriate husband
to appoint himself judge, jury, prosecuting
attorney, witness and public executioner in
the case of a man whom he considers his
enfuriator. There is something in the
thought—enough to warrant its careful ex-
amination.

It is undoubtedly true that a woman may,
by false assertions, rouse her husband to
such a pitech of fury against one whom she
hates that he may take life in fancied vin-
dication of her honor; and thavif, on the
trial, he testifies that his exasperation at
his wife’s story had for the Lime bereft him
of reason, the chances are that the jury will
acquit him, Jut this supposes that the
Prosecuting Attorney will be so unskillful
as to be unable to elicit the truth. The
first question which a judicious District
Attorney engaged in such a case will put to
himself is, was thie wife's confession true?
cr did she concoct the story to get even
with an enemy? Was she, in a word, a
modern reproduction of Potiphar’s wife?
If the attorney be endowed with ordinary
keenness of intellect he will be sable to
satisfy himself on these heads without
much difficulty. It is not easy to combine

le thieads of a false accusation of outrage
in such a way as to defy detection. Under
skillful eross-examination the fals e witness
is pretty sure to contradict herseli, or to
make statements which are irreconcilable
with the facts. It is just possible that a
woman may falsely accuse her enemy, and
may frame her accusation so artfully that
it shall passcurrentas truth; but the chance
is so remote that it is hardly worth guard-
ing against by a rule of law.

Nobody holds that a man is justified in
taking the law into his own hands when
there is ample machinery of justice to pun-
ish wrong. All that is claimed by the
apologists for the recent verdicts is that,

when the administration of justice is slow,
unsure and corrupt, there is some excuse
for a return to the primitive methods of the
ages when every man was his own execu-
tioner., The excuse is not a justification.
It is simply a plea in extenuation for an
admitted wrong. When the wronged hus-
band blows out the brains of the supposed
wrecker of his home he is a murderer,
er more nor less, and without streng
palliative circumstances be is subject to the
penaity for murder. But in practice society
does not regard the wachinery which the
law has provided for the punishment of the
invader of the conjugal or paternal domicil
as adequate for the offense, and it views
with leniency a resort to a more heroic
remmedy. Herein society moves on the lines
of common human nature, which aims at
due compensation in all things. It tacitly
admits that omissions in the statute or de-
fects in its administration may excuse sup-
plementary proceedings.

Where a law is unduiy harsh juries will
mitigate its severity at the cost of lightly
regarding their oath. They will acquit in
the face of the clearest evidence. And in
like manner where the law does not seem
to infiict due punishment for a wrong juries
will sanction punishments outside of the
luw. When the penalty for sheep-stealing
in England was death it was next to im-
possible to convict a sheep-stealer., When
the law in this country enabled a slave-
owner to recapture bis fugitive slave in the
free States no evidence would satisfy juries
that the tugitive had been a slave. The
law in both cases was bent out of shape.
Juries adwinistered it not as it was but as
they thought it ought to be. And so now,
when the avenger of domestic wrong takes
life contrary to the form of the statute
made and provideq, juries will forget the
strict obligations imiposed by their oaths by
rendering a verdict in accordance with their
notions of simple eq uity.

‘A BUOOK HONESTLY COME BY.”

James Russell Loweil is quoted as saying
that next to a good book is a book honestly
come by. The *‘honestly come by’ fling is
directed to publishers of foreigzn books who
do not pay the foreign authors a rovalty.
Of course an Eunglish publisher who should
issue a reprint of one of Mr. Lowell’s
works without paying a royalty to Mr.
Lowell wouid be classed with American
publishers of foreign reprints as producers
of books not honestly come by. There is a
society of authors in New York who fully
agree that a reprint of an author’s works
in a foreign country is as much an act of
theft as if a book were taken from an
author’s library. One of the chief aims of
the society is the promotion of the idea that
literary property is as real a thing as prop-
erty of any other description. This brings
up the question as to the extent to which
ideas are property. A very good example
is found in General Lew Wallace’s novel of
Ben Hur. General Wallace thinks he ought
to be allowed property rights in the leading
idea of the book which was taken from the
four gospels. A population ef 60,000,000 has
accorded General Wallace property rights
in the use he has made of the idea which he
borrowed from a source open to everybody.
The writer now thinks he is an ill-used man
because his version of the story told in the
four gospels and repeated in a new form in
Ben Hur is not made property in the

sense in which a wateh or a suit of
clothes is property. All writers, not ex-
cepting James Russell Lowell, borrow

largely from their predecessors and contem-
poraries. Our laws give them a property
right in 21l they invent and in all they bor-
row as far as our jurisdiction extends. Is
not that reasonable protection? The only
trouble an author has in this country is to
get readers. If his works sell he makes
fame and money. If they do not sell in this
country there is mnot much inducement to
publish them in another country. The
copyright is secured in this country with-
out regard to the proportion which the
borrowed matter bears to the original. Our
courts have often been occupied in compar-
ing two works bearing such strong resem-
blance to each other that the “deadly par-
allel” method was the only one by which
the difference between the two could be
perceived.

EDITORIAL NOTES.

Gladstone in his reeent article on the
“Rights and Responsibilities of Labor” de-
clares “Labor will soon be eapital’s equal,
but she cannot dispense with it, nor is it
essential to her strength that she should.”
The ex-Premier makes a popular bid for
workingmen’s votes in the shape of legisla-
tion he would like to see carried out regard-
ing the electoral franchise and other ques-
tions affecting their interests. The article
is to be circulated by the miilion as a cam-
paign document.

Bismarck’s assertion that Germany will
not attack France if left to her own initia-
tive has provoked an answer from several
Frenchmen of note, who believe that in
1873 and on one or two other occasions the
republic narrowly escaped being attacked
while she was still weak, the intention
being to render France impotent as a po-
litical and warlike Power in Europe.

Another victim has been added to the
ghastly record of the bloodthirsty Apaches,
Robert Hardie, a Los Angeles lawyer, hav-
ing been shot from ambush in Rucker Can-
yon, It is high time that the murderous
propensities of these Indians were curbed.

It is the impression in naval circles that
another flying squadron will be sent to
Europe, consisting of the Philadelphia, the
fast new cruiser now being fitted up asa
flagship, the Concord and Bennington, and
the guuboat Petrel.

GERMAN IDEAS
OF THRIFT.

The Savings Bank System of
Frankiort-on-the-Main.

Consul-General Mason Tells of the Methods by
Which the Germans Are Taught to Hoard
Their Scanty Earnings.

Consul-General Mason, whose official res-
idence is at Frankfort-on-the-Main, sends
to this Government an interesting report of
the savings-bank system of that city, from
which the following brief abstract is taken:

Mauny of the great banking fawmilies of the
world had their origin in Frankfort, from
whieh braneh houses have been established
in Paris, London, Vienna and New York.
There are not less than 200 banking-houses,
public and private, in Frankfort, many of
which are institutions with enormous cap-
ital and wide-reaching connections. As
would naturally be expected in a city of
this character, which, until twenty years
ago, had an independent municipal auton-
omy, the savings-bank system not oanly in-
cludes some original features, but embcdies
in a high degree the best results of experi-
ence and competent managzement.

Nearly seventy years ago the Frankfort
Savings Bank, a private institution, was
incorporated. At that time Frankfort was
a fres city, independent of all State
allegiance and control. It has three dis-
tinet divisions or departments, as follows:
(1) The Savings Deposit Bank (Sparkasse),
which includes a central bureau and two
branch offices in different quarters of the
city ; (2) the Ersparungs Anstalt, a separate
bureau under the same management as the
preceeding, differiug from it in the fact that
it collecis from each depositor a stated
weekly deposit; and (3) the Penny Savings
Institution, which is a separate department
of the Sparkasse, but adapted in its
methods to the humblest class of deposi-
tors, whose savings are limited to a
few pennies per day or week. All
of these departments are parts of one com-
prehiensive system, each with its own ad-
winistrative officers, but all under control
of one ceniral Board of Directors, who con-
stitute and represent what is known as the
Polytechinic Association, a chartered corpor-
ation, which has under its control, besides
the savings banks above mentioned, several
other institutions, amoug whieh the more
important are a blind asylum, a stenographic
insiitute and an important industrial art
schouol. The growing authority of the
Polytechnie Association is vested in a Pres-
ident and Board of pirectors, by whom are
appointed the Directors of the savings
banks in the several departments of that
Institution,

The Polytechnic Association was founded
in June, 1816, and on the 12th of June,
1822, it created and opened the savings
bank (Sparkasse). The KErsparungs Aun-
stalt was founded in 1826 as an independent
savings institution, with the special feature
of coliecting a weekly sum irom each reg-
istered depositor, and it so remained until
November, 1866, when by a resolution of its
managers it was placed under the control
of the savings bank (Sparkasse), and be-
came a special department of that institu-
tion. A inird division was created ia Juune,
1862, called the Penny Savings Bauk, this
being intended for the benefit of the hum-
blest class of depositors.

SPARKASSE.

The savings bank proper includes a cen-
tral bureau and two branch offices. The
main oflice is open from 8 o’clock to 11 in
the moruning, and from 3 o’clock to § in the
afternven; but the branch coffices are only
open in the afternoon. Deposits may be
made in any sum from 1 mark (23.8 cents) to
2000 marks, but no ons person can deposit
over 5000 marks during the same year, and
the maximum sum which will be received
on deposit at any time from one person is
10,000 marks, except at the option of the
Directors. 'T'he present rate of interest is
3 per cent, but this may be changed by the
Board of Directors upon giving due notice.
Interest begins on the first day of the
month following thedeposit. The depositor
is furnished with a deposit-book bearing
a number and the seal of the bank,] and
containing the regulations governing the
depositors, aud in which all deposits are
entered by the cashier or his assistant, and
at the end of each year the full amount
with interest is written up.

Suws under 200 marks may be drawn out
at will by any person having that amount
to his credit; for sums between 200 aund 1000
marks a notice of four weeks must be
given, and over 1000 marks to the full
amount of one’s credit six months’ notice
must be given. Neither books nor deposits
can be sold, hypothecated or transferred,
except in case of death when passed to an
inberitor, and when the entire deposit is
drawn out the book is retained by the
bank and canceled. In 1823 the bank had
294 depositors, whose aggregate deposits
amounted to 56,234 marks; in 15870 there
were 12,314 depositors, and the bank’s capi-
tal was 7,743,882 marks,and in 1888 there were
56,697 depositors, with an aggregate capital
of 38,215,697 marks. The receipts ior that
yvealr aloue were 6,319,276 marks, and the
capital withdrawn 5,151,602 marks.

ERSPARUNGS ANSTALT.

The special object of the Weekly Savings
Institution is to induce people of small
but steady incomas to assume an obligation
which compels them to iay up a swall sum
regularly. ‘They are not compelled to go to
bank to make their deposits, but a special
nmessenger waits upon them and colleets it.
Any one wishing to become a depositor
makes a personal application at the office,
receives a copy of the statutes and rules,
and pays one mark admission fee, and one
month thereafter is admitted to membership.
He then makes a statement of the amount he
wishes to deposit weekly, say 50 pfennigs,
1, 2, 3, 4, 6,8, 10, 15 or 20 marks, and the sum
so stated and registered can only be
chhanged at the begiuning of a new year. A
bock of deposit numbered and bearing the
seal of the institution is given him when he
makes his first weekly payment, with the
date and amount written therein, and his
entire sccount is made up at the close of
the year, or whenever he shall withdraw a
portion of his deposit from the bank. Fifty
coliections are made each year, the last two
weeks in December being omitted. 1f a
depositor neglects or refuses to pay within
eight days, his account is closed. Mutual
deposits can only be made by man aund
wife, either of whom can withdraw the en-
tire sum standing to their mutual eredit.

The rate of interest is fixed by the man-
agement. Since November, 1832, it has
been 3% per cent. Changes in rates of in-
terest must be announced six months be-
fore taking effect. Weekly deposits paid in
daring the year commence to bear interest
on the 1st of January of the following year,
and the yearly interest is carried at the
close of the year to the credit of the depos-
itor. In com;uting interest, disbursements
to the depositor are only considered
when they exceed in amount the
sum of his own interest- bearing de-
posits made during the eurrent year,

and thereby reduce the amount of his in-
terest-bearing capital deposited during a
previous year. In the case of a person who
has ceased making weekly payments, and
when the deposit has not been withdrawn,
interest ceases at the end of three years,
Depositors can withdraw their money at will,
After the death of a depositor no further
collections ecan be made from the widow or
heirs, and deposits cannot be attached for
private debts except by the judgment of a
court. Books of deposit cannot be pawned
or sold.

The following rules govern payments to
depositors: I'wo hundred marks or less can
be withdrawn without previous netice; 200
to 500 marks, four weeks’ notice ; 500 to 1000
marks, two mouths’ notice, and for all sums
above that limit, six months’ notice. The
same rules govern the deyposits of a person
deceased, when his lawful representative
wishes to withdraw the deposits. The
same ruies govern the closing of ae-
counts as in the savings banks. At the end
of each vear an official statement is pub-
lished, showing the condition of the bank,
and the amount of each deposit, and all
revisions or corrections of the same, if any,
must be made within three months. Tlie
system has proved successful, On the
last day of December, 1888, the Frankfort
Ersparungs Anstalt had 10,948 depositors,
of whom 1272 had begun during that year,
and their deposits, after deduecting disburse-
ments and repayment to reliring members,
were 4,445,748 marks. The inecrease in de-
positors per annum has been 3 per cent and
on the amount of capital 8 per cent.

THE PENNY SAVINGS BANK.

This department, created in 1882, was in-
tended to reach the humblest class of de-
positors. It included such as had no time
to go to bank to make deposits and those
who, by reason of their scanty and uncer-
tain incomes, could not safely bind them-
selves to a speclal weekly deposit. For the
benefit of this class forty agents were ap-
pointed in aifferent parts of the city. They
were grocers, druggists, watch-makers, or
small shop-keepers who kept oven of
nights. These were furnished with ade
hesive stamps about the size and form of a
pestage stamp, each valued at 10 pfennigs
or 2% cents. ith these stamps are issued
gratuitously small yumbered books, each
containing fourteen leaves, one page of
which is divided by printed lines into
twen squares of such size that one
ten-pfennig stamp may be readily pasted
within each square. When the ~squares
on a page are thus filled, the sheet

‘represents a value of Lwo marks, A person

wishing to become a depositor goes to an
agent, gives his name, address and occupa-
tion, and receivesa book, each leaf of which
has the same number as that on the cover,
He then invests his spare pennies in
stamps, which he pastes in the book until
a leaf 18 filled. The agent from whom the
book was obtained sends this filled leaf to
the Penny Savings Bank, where the name,
number and address of the depositor is reg-
istered, and an account-book is sent him
through the agent. This process is contin-
ued until the book is filled. Interest is paid
on deposits from the 1st of the month sue-
ceeding the deposiit. There are 52,703 de-
positors, including children, minors and
persons who would not face the teller of a
bank with their small deposits. It is a val-
uable lesson in thrift and economy.

STRATTON TO BE TRIED.

A Conference Will Make a Formal In-
vestigation.

It was further stated by Dr. Bentley that
the charges against Dr. Stratton would be
investigated by conference, and if they
were disproved he would be exonerated,
but if found true he would be relieved of
his duties as a Methodist minister.

DEDICATED.

Home of the First Evangelical
Lutheran Church.

An Attractive and Ccmmodious Structure.
Memorial Windows—Interior Fur-
nishings—Financial.

Yesterday was an interesting and import-
ant day to the people of the Lutheran de-
nomination in this city, it being set apart
for the dedication of the First English
Lutheran Church.

Not only ministers of that and other de-
nominations in the city were present, but
many others had come from interior points.

The exercises began at9 o’clock in the
morning with prayer and consecration ser-
vice, led by Rev. C. W. Heisler of Los An-
geles, and then followed the Sunday-
school’s part in the Feast of Dedication.
The sermon was preached by Rey. W. S,
Hoskinson of Sacramento, after which
there were hymns and responsive readings
by all present.

At the afternoon session the regular dedl-
catory service was conducted by the pastor,
Rev. O. C. Miller, assisted by the visiting
clergymen and city pastor of Evangelical
churches.

DEDICATORY SEEMON.

The dedicatory sermon was preached by
Rev. Samuel B. Barnitz, Western Secretary
of the Board of Home Missions, who
took for a text Isaiah xxxv:8-10, “The
Highway of the Lord.” At the close of the
sermon an offering was made for the lifting
of a small mortgage now resting upon the
church.” The pastor’s appeal for a large of-
fering did not pass unheeded, and over
$5000 was raised at the morning and after-
noon services.

In the evening at 7:45 o’clock there was a
vesper service and sermon by Rev. Charles
W. Heisler ot Los Augeles, after which the
Holy Supper was administered to all the
members.

The church is situated on Geary street,
near Gough, and both inside and ogut pre-
sents taste and neatness that speaks much
for the hard work of both pgstor and peo-
ple. The Rev. Oliver C. Miiler, as pastor
of the church, was commissioned in the
spring of 1886 by the misslonary societies
of the general synod to this field of the
work, and held the first service four vears
ago yesterday in Irving Hall. In May, 1857,
the lot was purchased for $8500, an archi-
tect secured aud plans fnr a church editice
to cost about $32,500 adopted.

FAITH AND ENERGY.

The Womap’s Mission Society of the
General Synod donated $3000, the Board of
Church Extension loaned tue congregation,
without interest for five years, $5000, and,
nothing daunted, the indefatigable pastor
went to work with faith and energy to ac-
complish the task of raising the amount,

When $12,000 had been secured in addi-
tion to the loan, the work of building com-
menced, and the corner-stone was laid on
August 26, 1888, The completed edifice is
50x120 feet, with a front of pressed brick
ana sandstone, in the ornate Gothie style
of architecture, and has a tower and spire
140 feet high. The lecture-room was fin-
ished and occupled December 23, 1888, on
which cccasion a voluntary offering of
$1000 was made by the congregation. The
Sunday-school roums, parlors, toilet-rooms,
etc., are conveniently arranged and taste-
fully furnished and finisjed, and have a
seating capacity of 600. The main audjence-
room is 120 feet by 53, with celling rising to
a height of 54 feet in the center.

MEMORIAL WINDOWS.

Tbe windows are of cathedral glass, and
all of them are memorial. 7They represent
the Annunciation Augel and choir of the
heavenly host, the Child Jesus in the
Temple, the four evangelists, Martin
Luther, Philip Melancthon and the severa)
boards of the church, besides the most
chaste designs of Christian armor, sacred
music, etc. The altar, pulpit, lecturn,
pews and pulpit furniture dre of 8olid oak,
finished in the natural wood. 7The altar-
rails are of brass and the carpeting a rich
velvet. This auditorinm is one of the finest
in the city aud was crowded to its utmost
capacity at the services yesterday.
