
FIGHTING AFOREST.

Alpbonse Daudet Tells a Fantas-
tic Story of America.

His Quaint Idea of a Mushroom Town's His-
sed Fall—How the Forest Resisted

the Encroachments cf -lan.

The site was superb for building a town.
They had only to clear the river bank by
felling a part of the forest, of the immense
virgin forest rooted there since the begin-
ning of the world. Then, sheltered all
around by wooded hills, the town would
descend to the quays of a magnificent har-
bor established at the mouth of the Ked
Klver, but four miles from the sea.

As soon as the Government at Washing-
ton had granted the privilege carpenters
mid wood-choppers went to work. But you
never saw such a forest. Clinging to the
soil withall its vines, with all its roots,
when they felled itat oue end it sprange up
again at the other, acquiring fresh youth
from its wounds; and each blow of the ax
brought out green buds. The streets, the
town squares, barely marked out, were in-
vaded by vegetation. The walls grew less
quickly than the trees, and, as soon as
raised, crumbled beneath the upheaval of
the still livingroots.

To overcome this resistance that dulled
the blades of the hatchets and axes tney
were obliged to have recourse to lire. Bay
end night suffocating smoke filled the densethickets, while the tall trees above flamedlike wax caudles. The forest strove to con-tinue the struggle, retarding the coulligra-
tion with floods of saD and the airless cool-
ness of its compact foliage. Finally winter
came on. The snow fell like a second
death upon the broad lands full of black-
ened trunks and charred roots. Now they

A SOMBER AND MENACING MASS.
Soon an enormous town, all in wood.

like Chicago, stretched along the bank 01
the Ked Biver, with its broad, straightstreets, numbered and glittering about Ussquares, its .Merchants' Exchange, its mar-kets, its churches, its school-houses and thewhole maritime train of sheds, Custom
house stations, docks, depots ana ship-
yards. The town of wood (Wood-town, as
they called it), was speedily peopled by the
plaster-dryers of new places. A feverish
activity was displayed in every quarter, but
upon the surrounding hillscommanding the
crowded thoroughfares and the harbor
packed with vessels a somber aud men-
acing mass extended in it semi-circle, lt
was the forest looking ou.
Itwas g;i/.iu_ at the insolent town that

had taken from it its place on the river
bank and 3000 gigantic trees. AllWoods-
town was made of Its life. The towering
masts that swayed down in the harbor,
those innumerable roofs, inclined one to-
ward the other, even to the last hut of the
mist distant suburb, it had furnished ev-
erything—even the instruments of toil, even
the furniture, limiting its service only by
the length of its blanches, Hence what
terrible halted it cherished against thai
town of thieves.

While winter lasted they perceived
nothing. The people of Woodstown heard
occasionally a hollow cracking in their
roofs, in their furniture. From time totime a wall was cleft asunder, a store-
counter noisily burst in twain. Butnew
wood is subject to such accidents, and no
one attached any importance to them.However, at the commencement of spring—
a sudden, fierce spring, so rich in sap that
they heard it beneath the ground like thebabbling of brooks— the soil Degan to bo
agitated, upheaved by invisible forces, ln
each bouse the furniture, the partition
wails, swelled, and they saw upou the floors
long bulges such as mark the passage of a
mole in the fields. Neither doors nor win-
dows—nothing, in fact, worked any longer.
"Itis the daiupiioss," said the inhabitants.
"When warm weather comes that will be
over."

AN APPALLING MIRACLE.
Suddenly, on the morrow of a groat stormcome from the sea, which brought summer

amid its scorching lightning and lukewarmrain, the town, when it awoke, uttered a
cry ofstupor. The red roofs of the public
buildings, the belfries of the churches, the
floors of tne houses and even the wood ofthe bedsteads were sprinkled with a green
tint, thin as mould, tilmy as lace. Closelyexamined, itwas a quantity of microscopic
buds, in which the rolls of leaves could al-
ready be distinguished. This freak of the
rain amused without causing alarm, but
before evening bouquets of verdure were
blooming every where— upon the furniture
upon the walls. The branches grew as
they looked at them. Lightly grasped by
the hand, one felt them grow and struggle
like fluttering wings.

The following day all the apartments had
the appearance of green-houses. Vinesclambered up the rails of the stairways. In
the narrow streets the branches joined one
roof to another, casting over the noisy town
tho gloom of the avenues of the forest.
Matters were becoming alarming. While
the assembled scientists were deliberating
over this case of extraordinary vegetation,
the crowd hastened out-of-doors to see the
different aspects of the miracle. The excla-
mations of surprise, the astonished noise ofall these idle people gave solemnity to this
strange event. Suddenly some one cried
out: "Look at the forest I" And it was
observed with terror that in the last two
days the verdant semi-circle had approached
very much nearer. Tim forest had the air
of descending toward the town. A whole
advance guard of briers and vines bad
stretched out 03 far as the first houses of
the suburbs.

A STRANGE INVASION.
Then Woo-stown coinoieiiceii to under-

stand and be afraid. Evidently the loreat
was coming to reconquer its place on the
river bank, and its felled, disponed and
transformed trees were liberating them-
selves to go and meet it. How was tho in-
vasion to l>e resisted ? With fire they would
run the risk of burning the whole town,
and what could the axes do against that
constantly appearing sap, those monstrous
roots attacking the soil from below, those
thousands of Hying seeds that sprouted as
they burst and caused a tree to spring up
wherever they fell?

Nevertheless, everybody fell bravely to
work with scythes, harrows and axes, and
they made an immense abattis of boughs.
Butinvain. From hour to hour the con-
tusion of virgin forests, amid which the
twining of vines joins gigantic saplings to-
gether, invaded the stretts of Woodstown.
Already the insects and reptiles were pour-
ing in. There were nests inall the comers,
a great flutter of wings and multitudes ol
chattering little beaks, lv a single night
tbe granaries of the town were emptied by
the newly hutched broods. Then, like

_
touch of irony in the midst of this dis-
aster, butterflies of all sizes, of alt colors,
sailed above tho clusters of blossoms, and'
the provident bees that seek sure shelters
installed their honeycombs in the hollows
of the so swiftlygrown trees as a proof of
their intention to remain.

Vaguely, amid the noisy swell of the
foli.me, the hollow strokes of the axes aud
hutches were beard, but on the fourth day
all work was admitted to be impossible.
The grass grew too high, too thick. Climb-
ing viues hooked themselves to the arms of
the wood-choppers, prevented their move-
ments. Besides, the houses had become
uninhabitable; the pieces of furniture,
loaded with leaves, had lost their shape.
The ceilings broke open, pierced by the
lance of the yuccas, the long spear of the
thorn trees, and in the place of the roofs
spread out tho immense dome of the oatal-
pas. "Allwas over. Only flight remained.

A DIFFICULT EXODUS.
Across the network of plants and

brunches, that was tightening more and
more, the terrified people of Woodstown
rushed toward the river, bearing with them
as much as they could of their wealth, of
precious objects. But how difficultit was
to reach the water's cd.c! The quays uo
longer existed; nothing was to be seen of
them but gigautic reeds. The ship-yards,
in which vessels had been inprocess of con-
struction, bad given place to forests of
pines, and in the harbor, all in bloom, the
new ships looked like littleislands of ver-
dure. Happily some protected frigates
were there; upon these the crowd took
refuge, and from their decks they saw the
old forest victoriously jointhe new.

Gradually the trees united their tops, and
beneath the blue sky fullof sunshine tho.
enormous mass of foliage extended from
the bank of the river to tne distant horizon.
Ho longer a single trace of the town, either
of roofs or of walls. From time to time
the hollow sound of something falling, the
last echo of the ruin, or the stroke of some
infatuated wood-chopper's ax, resounded in
the depths of the foliage. Then nothiuir,
but the vibrating silence, rustling, buzzing
clouds of white butterflies whirling over'
the deserted river, and down there toward
the open sea a ship inflight, three tall green
trees looming up amid its sails, bearing
away the last fugitives from what once was
Woodstown. •
