The Alameda County Foard ofSupervisors yes-
teiday adopted _i resolution requiring the Contra
Costa Water Company to furnish a statement to
the board by JulyIst containing ihe names, resi-
dences and location of all the rale-payers of the
coiporallon other than lnany city or town Id the
couuiy, also a detailed list of all canals,
ditches, Humes, water-closets and all prop-
erty actually used and useful to the ap-
pi epilation and furnishing of water tn the
county, belonging to the water company,
together with their value, and a statement of the
annual reasonable expeuses, including cost of
repairs, management and operation ef me water
works, and a statement of the annual
gross receipts of tbe corporation from all sources,
the statement* and lists to he vertlied by the of-
ficers of the company. The claim of the South
f'acilic Coast Bailroad Company for repairs on
Hit- Webster-street bridge was rejected, as the

lranchtse of Ibe company piovldes that it shall
keep the bridge in repair, v, un the excepti >v of
the floor, Ihe new liquor license ordinance re-
stricting the sale of Intoxicants Inside of cities
and towns was passed. 1lie license fee remains

al $20 per quarter, as in the old ordinance, but
the provisions of the new- law aro very strict
witb reference to the sale to minors and drunks.
llalso requires the closing at midnight.

SHE KEPT HER WORD.
A Young Girl Suicides for Fear

of Her Father. .

Victoria Valencia Marlsco.a girlDearly 17 years
of age. wbo was afraid of ber father, took her
own lite yesterday afternoon liithe bouse of Mrs.
Kelly,9 Morris avenue, oil Harrison street,' with
a dose of rat poison containing arsenic. The
poor girl was driven almost Insane with fear,
whether real or magnified, of her parent, and
prefened death tolivingnear him.

On Juue 27, 1888, when only 15 years of age,
she was taken from the care of her father, H.
Maiisco, livingat 227 Gicen street, and placed

In the charge of Ihe Hoys' and Girls' AidSociety.
At the time Marisco was arrested for cruelty to
the child, and it was shown at the trial thai be
bad whipped her most brutally because of the
loss of a dog, which declaimed bad escaped from
Hie bouse on account of the girl's negligence.

Her mother bad theu beeu dead about a year
and tbe neglected girl was \u25a0ufteriiig from gross
carelessness aud cruelty. She Had never been
to school, bad never been taught toread or write
aud wondered what clocks were lv Hie world
for. She could uot tell the time ot day by the
dial. Half-star veil,nearly Idiotic,altogether an
outcast bearing the mail's of parental brutality,
she was found by the Society lor the Prevention
of Cruelly In Children and given a temporary
home with the Aid Society. After spending

_
short time (here she was employed by Mrs.Kellyand taken to9 Morris avenue. There she
Improved intellectually, became brighter andhappier and liked her mistress.

Hut lust week her father visited her at Mrs.
Kelly's residence and Inhumed the gillthat be
was about to take steps to nave her rutin to
his charge. Alter he had left the house, Victoria
appealed lobe terribly frightened, and more thanones Informed Mis. Kelly that sooner than re-
turn toiler lather's bouse and stand his abuse
she would commit suicide. Allat ouce her happy
disposition changed and sue grew frellul and
uhivous. she was afraid to go ..lone on the
street., and was still more frightened at the
prospect of her father's return to take her back
to Hie terrible tile ou Green street.

"I'll die first," she exclaimed between her
sobs, Saturday night, "I'lldie rather than re-
turn with him."

She kept her word faithfully.
The neighbors and Mrs. Kelly heard the

threat, hut thought Itwas an Idle statement only.
They endeavored to pacify the girl,but did not
pay particular heed to bei threats, brlievlugthat
she men used them show her dislike forher
father and bad no intention of putting them luto
execution.

Early yesterday morning Mrs. Kelly went toOakland, leaving Victoria in charge the house.
About noon a neighbor heard the girlietching

and moaning, and went tober assistance.
"I'm not veiy sick," sard Victoria,a.suilugly,

and the neighbor went away.
She was found by her mistress In the after-

noon vomiting large quantities of blood. She
then told Mrs. Kelly, iv answer to thai lady's
searching questions, llial she had boiled hall
a can of rat poison with some coffee and had
swallowed the mixture. Drs. Grazer and Deas
were immediately summoned, bul when ihey ar-
rived could do nothing to save the unfortunate
girl,as the poisou had already permeated her
whole system, aud she was in the agonies of
death.

'1he body was removed to the Morgue for ofli-
eial Investigation. It was found that the poison
bad beeu purchased as a proprietary article In
Frazer's drug-store on the coiner ol Sixth and
Harrison streets.

The unfortunate young suicide was a native of
this city,aud would have been 17 years of age
on the t'lh ol June. The acquaintances she baa
made un Morris avenue weie loud lv iheir de-
nuueiattons of her father.

SECOND BRIGADE.

The Drill un the Avenue Was Not -
llov-liofi*Su<*c_a_.

The brigade drill on Van Ness avenue
last evening was uot a howling success,
though the hundreds of spectators ou the
street did not know any better. The at-
tendance was disappointing.

The street was also ina bad
condition, aod a bowl went up when the
men found that they were required to tramp
down the newly laid macadam. The few
movements of the programme were executed
satisfactorily enough by the otlicers and
men of the respective battalions, though, as
a consequence, in the first the divisions be-
came inverted, as also the fours, a discovery
which was not made until quite late, when
some movements not on the programme
were attempted in tbe endeavor tostraighten
things out.

This having been accomplished the bri-
gade staff ascertained that tiie movements
agreed upon could not be executed anyhow
on the ground and in the darkness that pre-
vailed, moreover, and the commanding offi-
cer wisely concluded that he had enough,
and the brigade was dismissed at 10:13
o'clock.

With the changes which have recently
taken place in the brigade itwill not be
difficult- for the citizen to distinguish the

battaliou. of the brigade when on parade
as such hereafter. They hold now placet
in line according to their numbers, as fol-
lows: First Infantry, Second Artillery,
Third and Fifth Infantry.
