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A Continued Good Showing Com-
pared With 1889.

Decline in Cereals— Advance in Sugar—Quick-

silver Very High-Metals Dull and

£;>y—Shipments of Wine.

While there was considerable complaint
of dullness among dealers in produce last
week the returns of the local Clearing-
house show no loss from last year, the ex-
changes for the week being SH,_-7,000,
against 813,612,000 for tho same week in
18... But it must not be forgotten that
May, Juue and July are not particularly
lively mouths at best. City folks are out of
town and the retail stores feel their ab-
sence, while in the country the farmers are
too busy harvesting to buy goods. Taken
all in all this is thus far a good year and
we certainly have no cause to complain
of it.

Tin: CEREAL MARKET.
With the exception ofcorn, the important

cereals are very weak. For Xo. 1 shipping
wheat Sl '-'_ is now a good average figure
and trade is very dull. Ships continue
scarce and this aggravates the dullness.

Barley has been going down for some lit-
tle time and $1 is now about the best price
for good feed. Improved crop prospects
cause the decline. Brewing descriptions
continue quiet

Oats, too, have dropped and the market is
at least 51 per ton lower than last week.
Sellers are now wining to make liberal con-
cessions, but buyers hang bach and purchase
only Irom hand to mouth. Trade i. there-
fore very dull. Nothing more is heard of
the corner.

Bye is held steadily at 921,4 to _.}_-, with
an occasional sale at 93c.

Corn is very stiff. There is practically
no yellow in first hands, and the last sales
were at Sl 25 forlargo and .1 27% for small.
Sales of large yellow at £1 25 to arrive are
now being made.

Buckwheat is neglected, nobody wants it.
Bran and middlings have shown no change

during the week. Ground barley is lower,
in sympathy with the raw article.

GENERAL COUNTRY PRODUCE.
The wool-growers are enjoying a firm and

active market this spring, sales being large
at slowly advancing prices. The week's
business amounted to about 700,00;) pounds,
aud several descriptions were advanced _
to 1cent a pound.

Hops are also firm, but trade is of a retail
character, there being few ifany round lots
left in the State. One authority figures 1510
bales of all descriptions left in California,
aud about 100 bales in Washington. There
are reports of contracts for new hops rang-
ing from 11, 12U and 13 cents for PacificCoast, hut this business Is so light that it
is hardly worth mentioning.

Most dealers report hides quiet at un-
changed prices.

The new crop of dried fruit is attracting
some attention. More California prunes
for fall delivery are reported sold, the last
sales being at 6)4 and 6_ cents per pound
for the foursin s, and small sales of apricots,
summer delivery, at 11\t_ tv13 cents have
been made. .No future sales of peaches are
reported. Spot slocks of 1889 fruit are re-
duced to almost nothing, and quotations
are therefore largely nominal.

Nuts are quiet with moderate stocks.
The new crop of honey is coming for-

ward slowly, and although some small
sales of comb at about 12'/, to13 cents for
choice while are reported the market is uot
yet established.

New hay is selling at £6 to $10 per ton.
Some of it is coming in damp aud hot Old
hay is rather easier.

Offerings of beans are more libera!; all
kinds are weak, and whites and pinks have
declined.

Receipts of new and old potatoes are
larger, and the latter have declined materi-
ally since last review, while new potatoes
are firm under a good demand.

New onions are slowly weakening uuder
increasing receipts.

Butter and cheese are In large supply
and very weak at a decline. Butler is par-
ticularly demoralized. Many good dairies
are coming in soft and out of shape, ov, ing
to the recent hoi spell, and this further ag-
gravates the depression.

Good fresh ranch eggs have advanced andare not over abundant, while common eggs
are in large supply, more or less stale,
owing to the hot weather, aud very hard to
sell.

The exports of California wine from this
port during the first four months ol 1890were the largest on record, being 2,801.555
gallons, valued at about 175,000.

Mutton is firm at a slight advance. Beef,
veal and pork continue abundant and weak.

tOIiOCERIES A.ND PROVISIONS.
Sugar has gone up again, tiie CaliforniaRefinery having marked its list up '_\u25a0

on Monday. There is a brisk call fur this
article. Ivfact, almost all grocery staples are
reported selling very well, coffee being an
exception. The dullness in this article is
thus explained by Mr.Ilochkoller's latest
circular to the trade:

The continued depression of the article lvNewlorn, (and in European markets also) lia» a

quiie dull with a gradual decline In prices, tbe

without Increasing the volume of business, inaword, conKdenee Is destroyed for ihe moment.Probably me Impetus to Hie decline of puces
throughout the world was giveu by the Increase
of the "visible supply" during the month ofApril of 142,-50 hags, where a decrease was
generally expected, cause,! no doubt by iheanxiety of dealers to reduce their slocks. Oilierstatistical conditions appear quite favorable; re-ceipts In Brazilian ports have been quite small,averaging 08.0 bags daily, and dinereut esti-
mates have been Issued ot smaller crops In Brazil
for the season of 1890-91 tunning from 6.2C0.---000 to 4,750,000 bags. In this markel the de-
mand lias been mostly for "cheap" coffees,buyers looking generally more to piIce thanquality. Medium descriptions running from
17 io 18 __ cents are 111 demand and nun; so is
pihue Guatemala on account of great scarcity.
Good Costa Ittea Is neglected, unless at strong
concessions In price; some sales of this quality
being effected at 19_ cents. Good unwashed
Salvador has declined gradually from l'.n..

with a large deficiency in stocks as comp-
ared with last year.

Provisions are fairly active nnd generally
firm. Trade in lard is cut into by the cheap
Eastern butter now coming forward.

Canned fruits are gradually clearing up.
The quiet but steady car-load shipments
East have materially diminished stocks.Small sales on future account are reported
on the Dasis of gl40 for apricots, 51 30 forplums and 51 .0 for peaches ami pears.
'1 bare is a good Eastern call for peaches,
but bids are too low for the dinners, hence
but little business has yet resulted.

Canned salmon is dull and nominal.
Most brands oi starch are higher.

MISCELLANEOUS.
Merchandise does not show many changes

this week. Quicksilver rules linn at afurther advance and is closely held.
Iron is dull and weak, and reports from

the East state that within a fortnight past
both crude and finished iron and steel have
sold at the lowest prices yet granted.

Lumber is In active demand, both onlocal and export account, but the scarcity of
vessels greatly restricts the volume of busi-
ness. .Building operation? in San Fran-
cisco and its suburbs across the bay are
remarkably lively just now.

Tobacco is quieter, aud cigars are none
too active.

Dry goods are less active and the demand
is confined to closing up gaps in stock. As
a trade contemporary aptly puts it, "thisparticular period is a sort of betwixt andbetween, too late to buy summer goods and

EARLY CLOSING.
A Hitch Among Provision and

Commission Houses.

There seems to be a momentary hitch
among the wholesale provision-dealers and
commission-houses in the arrangements as
to closing at 2 o'clock on Saturday after-
noons during the summer months.

As to the decided advisability of the move
all are unanimously agreed, ifthe plan be
only feasible. This, it is claimed by some
leading houses, is not and never can be, for
reasons given below, while others again as
confidently assert that "Where there's a
will there's a way."

Witzel & Baker are strongly in favor of
closing at the proposed hour, and, though
they have not signed the agreement to that
effect, considering their word as good as
their bond, feel it a hard, that so few
seem willingto work together in the matter.

Brighair, lloppe &Co. would liketo close
at - clock on Saturday afternoons as well
as anybody, but do not consider itwould be
fair to their country consignors. "Ifa con-
signment, say of butter," said cue member
of the firm, "arrives by boat at noon Satur-
day, we could not get it to our warehouse
by 2 o'clock, and to leave it on the wharf in
the hot sun till Mouday morning, would
mean a ruinous loss to our clients. Still,
without pledging ourselves any hard and
fast rule, our intention is to close whenever
circumstances permit."

C. G. Whitney it Co. have signed the
agreement and willclose whether or no, and
feel sure that their employes will be bene-
fited by the rest, while their country con-
signors willnot be permitted to suffer to
the extent of one cent. They are well con-
tent to hand over all the business doing
after 2 o'clock Saturdays to those who keep
open to catch it. They are of the opinion
all the large houses willclose early.

Dodge, Sweeney & Co. hone to seethe
movement a success. They contend that a
little looking ahead during the earlier part
of'the week and working to that end will
easily cause all seeming difficulties to dis-
appear.

Wheaton &Luhrs assert that they are too
busy to let things take their chance after 2
o'clock in the alternoon, although as much
in lavor of closing at that hour as any one.
Iftheir business would permit, they would
welcome many more holidays, but they
cannot seu their way cleai in this case to
make any definite promise about 2 o'clock
in tiie afternoon, only being resolved to
close then or as soon after as practicable.
They have not signed any agreement, but
had they done so, would have stuck to it
through thick and thin, their sole reason
for not signing being that they could out
see their way clear topromise toclo_e every
Saturday.

Sliattiiek & Kowalsky have not signed
cither, but intend also to close at 2 o'clock
in the afternoon on Saturday whenever
they can do so.

Our business, said Mr.

Sbattuck, "differs from that of a boot and
shoe dealer, for example: Wo cannot stow
away on shelves until Monday morning a
lot of poultry, just arriving at ior 2 o'clock
on Saturday aliernooii, and what a mess a
shipment of butter would become ifleft on
tbe wharves to take care of itself till Mon-
day! We do not want to keep open, re-
member, to sell stuff, merely to protect the
interests of our consignors, and conse-
quently our own Interests, too, by taking
due care of what they intrust to our care.
That's our view of the matter from our
standpoint."

A BOMBSHELL.
A resolution was introduced by Colonel

Taylor providing for a meeting of delegates
on Tuesday, June 3d, to take preliminary
steps to organize a World's Fall Conven-
tion. John P. Irish, on behalf of the State
Board of Trade, introduced a resolution
looking to a State World's Fair Convention
on September 9th.

This proved to be a bombshell, for many
began to squirm aud accuse the Board of
Trade of trying to take the leadership and
dictate to the rest of the State.

John P. Irish, W. 11. Millsand others de-
nied this and said that they wero ready to
make any concessions. Colonel Irish dwelt
on the fact that the Chicago World's Fair
was looked upon as an opportunity to ad-
veitise the State which would not occur
agaiu in a century. He offered the reso-
lution providing for the convention on
September 'Jth. That resolution, he said,
provided that the convention be composed
ofdelegates from all art and industrial or-
ganizations, from educational, scientific,
art, agricultural and mechanical associ-ations, from the N. S. G. W. and the N. D.
G. W.

Colonel Taylor moved that tbe substitute
be referred to a committee.

IXT AND DRIED.
W. n. Mills was opposed to any hasty

action and to any committee to call a State
convention, for that would appear to bo a
cut and dried affair, He believed that every
section of the State should be represented,
and that the basis of representation should
be popular md comprehensive. He said
that the State Board was in favor of a
broad State convention, which would give
every county representation, whether ithad
commercial organizations or not. He be-
lieved iv making the call for a State con-
vention at once.

A. K. Brlggs thought that there should
be a mure mature deliberation; that there
should be a meeting of the committees on
June 3d, at which tbe matter should bemore fully discussed before the call. He
believed that the adoption of the State
Board of Trade plan would cause tho very
dissension they were trying to avoid.

Mr. Irish again spoke urging his resolu-tion, saying that its basis was broad. Itin-
cluded women and men, and all associa-
tions of a scientific, artistic or agricultural
nature. If any man could broaden thebasis he would welcome him as a friend.

Mr. Irish moved the adoption of that part
of his resolution relative to the State con-
vention.

Colonel Taylor spoke, and W. H. Mills
said he was really anxious to have peace,
and he moved that tin: whole subject-matter
be referred to a committee to report back in
live minutes. There was some objection
and he withdrew bis motion.

A motion to adjourn, subject to the callof tne Chair, was lost.
A COUPBOM-SS COMMITTEE.

The horticultural delegation reported thatthe State Board of Trade's proposition
seemed fair. They didnot believe that theState Hoard of Trade was trying to assumeauy limine leadership.

Mr.Mills moved that the whole subject-
matter of calling a State convention be re-
ferred to a committee to be appointed by
the Chair and to report in one week.. lie
said he did this out of kind feeling and lv
the interests of harmony, It hud been de-
veloped that the Slate Board's plan was tne
strongest.

The motion prevailed and the committeewas appointed as follows: J. Q. Brown,J. L.Mosher, James I). Phelan, C. F. Bas-set!, John 0. Little, William Harney and
C. L. Taylor.

Mayer Pond was appointed ex-officio
member of this committee.
