VICTORIA'S DEATH. -

Her Inhuman Stepfather Will Not
Bury Her Body.

Veto Marisco, stepfather to Victoria Va-
lencia Ureas, otherwise known as Victoria
Marisco, bas paid no attention to the young
girl’s death. She committed suicide at 9
Morris avenue Monday afternoon by taking
rat poison. Her body was removed to the
Morgue, where it still remains waiting for
Mrs. Kelly, her employer, and the Boys’ and
Girls’ Aid Society to give it a decent burial.

It was made more certain yesterday by
the statements of persons intimatelv ac-
quainted with the Marisco family that the
girl took her own iife through a terrible
dread of her stepfather. She feared Lim so
very much that dving was a pleasure to the
unfortunate one in comparison with living
in his clutches.

The girl’s mother, Valencia Ureas, went
to Livermore some years ago after her hus-
band’s death and kept a questionable resort,
where Marisco met and married her for her
money.  They moved to this city with
Valencia, and then Marisco began to ill-
treat both his wife and the girl. It is said
his cruelty caused the untimely death
of the mother in 1886. This, however,
seewed to have no effect on Marisco, and he
continued his inhuman treatment of his
stepchild. She was never sent to school nor
cared for in any way,

Marisco was a Neapolitan fisherman, and
is now driving an express wagon in this city.

SEA AND SHORE.

Captain Anderson of the Oneida
Files His Protest.

Arrival of the Harvester From Tacoma—Coal
for the Belgic—Catch of the Sealing
Schooner C, H. White,

&

Captain Anderson of the ship Oneida,
whieh was lost on a sunken rock near Sanak
Islana, Alaska, on April 26th, has filed his
protest. The following is a synopsis of it:
We had on board outfit, material and labor-
ers for a cannery at Thin Point, Alaska.
Had fair weather up to April 26th, when at
uoon were abreast of Ungamak and four
miles off shore. A thick fog came on which
continued all afternoon and evening. Ran
on a course of northeast from Ungamak.
At 9 o’clock in the evening the vessel
struck a sunken rock and eommenced to fill
rapidly and in less than two hours was com-
pletely broken up on the rocks. The of-
ficers and crew, as weil as the white labor-
ers and thirty-three Chinese, were saved.
Seventy-seven Chinese !laborers were miss-
ing at the time we left Samak. The vessel
was so quickly broken up that nothing was
saved, not even the ship’s log book or pa-
pers. .

The hull of the Oneida was insured for
§15,000 and the cargo for $42,000 in the
Anglo-Nevada Assurance Corporation, and
$4000 was insured elsewhere, making $61,000.
The Anglo-Nevada reinsured to a cunsid-
erable extent, and the risk is distributed
generally among the insurance affices doing
business in this city.

ARRIVAL OF THE HARVESTER.

The ship Harvester, Captain Schnauer,
arrived yesterday afternoon, after a passage
of eight days from Tacoma. Captain Sehinau-
er fell down the ship’s ho'!d while the ves-
sel lay at Tacoma, and was seriously
injured. He is still very ill, although im-
proving, and Captain A. P. Lorentzen, the
insurance broker, navigated the ship down.
Captain Sehnauer’s daughter committed su-
icide in this city about six months ago, ana
i‘.(-ccasiuned considerable comment at the
time.

The steamer Montserrat arrived l1ast even-
ing from Nanaimo with a cargo of 1300 tons
of coal, consigned to John Rosenfeld’s Sons.
On arrival she went alongside the steamer
Belgie, at the Pacific Mail Dock, and, com-
mencing this morning, will discharge into
her 1000 tons of her cargo.

The weather was cloudy at Point Lobos
yesterday, and the wind light from the west
until 3 o’clock in the afterncon, when it
veered to the southwest. The barometer
read: 8 o’clock in the morning, 29.90; noon,
29.90; 5.0’clock in the evening, 29.95.
