AT THE BRIDGE.

LIFTING THE CAR.

A CALL reporter rowed out to the suvken car
Lo gel & view of the interior, and whea the long
rope fasiened 10 the car begau to lift it out-of the
waler. rescuers enléred it and lifted the dead
into their boats.

A toy locomotive was the first thiog found,
and then came bats and coats. A few more lifts
and the dead came fully ih view, lying peace-
fully as tbey had died, whlie the sea-weed and
debrls diifted over them.

THE BLAME OF 1T,

J. N. Dunlap, the county bridge-tender, was
seen al his post of duty in the middle of the
biidie at a late hour last night.

* The whole 1hing took place 8o suddenly,” he
said, “tbal it is impossible for me Lo deserive
it, but the bridge was closing when the train
plunged in. Ay the time of the accldent I think

the bridge was fully three-quarters open. I saw
that the train was coming preity tast and that
nothing on this eaith could save it. A moment
later and all was over. ‘lhere was no great
nolse, even when she struck the water, and théh
all was silent save the noise of the water dashing
agaiust the bridge. I did notlook back at the
cars that did not go over, but my entire atten-
tion was (urned to the doomed car. The fireman
jumped, but I feel sure that the engineer went
down. I do not think he could have had time to
Jump after he gave the one short whistle.
A PART OF THE FLAG-POLE.

‘‘Here 1s a part of the flag-pole,” said he, as he
exbibited avout four iuches of the hioken stick
which was struck by the locomotive, adding:
‘‘The rest, which the locomotive carried with it,
waus taken out of the water and I Lave it for evl
dence. 1 feel sick at heart and sad beyond con-
solation, yet Idid all that I could do on this
earth to save tae train.

* Tue eugineer, I anf told, had been promoted
from a fireman only thirty days ago. He was
somewhere 1o biame, for the Hag which was
placeda in the middle of the track can be seeun a
long distance, and he was comiog pretty [ast
when the train pluoged in.”

Officer Thomas Dowuney corroborates the
bridge-tender’s story that the fag sigual was
properly set.

ENGINEER AND FIREMAN.

Eugineer Charles O’Brien probably jumped
and got away tly wounded, tor there were
mauy of his friends who sald they saw him, Ile
absolutely refused to be interviewed by them
apd no reporter eould find his whereabouts.

Whether engineer Sam Duwvn was killed is
doubtful. There was a rumor last night that he
had been seen hobbling along the track on lLis
way from the mole, but the siory is not credited
by those who were there, The general belief is
that he is 1o the locomotive under thirty feet of
water,

RAILWAY OFFICIALS.

A. N. Towne and a number of subordinate
officials arrived at the scene about an hour after
thie disaster, but they refused (0 give any vel-
sion of the affair.

GECRGE HAWLEY'S ESCAPE.

George T, Hawley, the v ell-known capltalist.

ANXIOUS INQUIRERS.

As fast as possible anxious inquirers were ad-
milted to the place (0 see the gremawns, and after
tbey had inspected them and found no dear ones
among the dead, they gave way to the most em-
phatie expression of joy, althought nearly all ex-
pressed sorrow for the dreadful aceident.

Oue poor woman came in and asked frantie-
ally to be shown a corpse that nad preceded her.

Lie covering was drawn back aund the features
exposed, when she exclaimed, “Thank God, 1t is
not Le,” iu her fervor nearly fainting,

County Clerk Boardmau feared that his daugh-
ter Dottie was on the tiain, and he anxiously
souglit the charnel-Louse, but she was not oue of
those laid out there,

W. B. Hamilton feared that his wife was on the
traiu, but she was seen later.

General Superintendent J. A. Fillmore of the
Southern Pacific Company, accompanied by a

{ number of railroad officials, visited the Morgue

about 5 o’clock and looked at the remains.

At tbis hicur the erowd outside had giownto a
£00d-sized mob, and it became necessary for the
Chief of Police 1o send a squad of men dowu to
Keep the restless crowd fiom charging into the
place. 5

A SISTER’S GRIEF.

About 7 o¢’clock a-sister of H. W. Auld was
brought down from the convent by one of the
sisters and identified a body as that of her
Lrother. When she saw the remains she began
to cry and ike scene which ensued was heart-
reading. Her brother’s watceh, tickers for Hono-
lulu and other valuables were given to her and
she was led away, alter having given orders to
have tlie body embalmed and seunt to Honolulu on
the next steamer.

A ghort time after this a sister of E. R. Robin-
son was admitted into the rear room aud fn-
sltanlly recognized her brother. She was greatly
overcome and wept loudly. A lady friend who
accompanied her finally prevailed upon her to
leave. Several of the clergy of St Joseply’s
Academy recognized the Misses Klernan and
Mis. O'Conuor. There was a doubt for some
time as to the ideutification of the latter lady,
but Mr. Powers, manager of O’Connor, Moffat &
Co.’s store, arrived iate in the evening and fully
recognized her.

HEARTLESS DEPUTIES.

The work of cleaning the bodies was begun
abont 6 o'clock by the Corouer’s assistauts.
They went about their task in the most unsym-
pathetle way, one being brutally humorous in his
remarks. The sad calamity bore no sorrow for
them, and they seemed disinclived to regard
the affair as demanding any sympathy.

They rudely stripped the dead of their clothing,
and baudied the bodies more as if they were
those of brutes rather than of human beings.
Alter the clothes were torn off a hose was used
to wash off the bodies and a dirly spouge.

THE CROWD ADMITTED.

When this brutal process had been completed
the bodies were 1emoved into a room behind the
Corouer’s office and then the clamoring mob out-
side was admitted. It had nursed its Impatience
all day, and when once admitted made a rush for
the room. Almost the entire police force was re-
quired to keep the crowd in anyiling like order,
The crowd kept pouriug in for several hours be-
fore becoming satistied.

Just before this Corouer Evers hecame groatly
excited and mcved rapldly up and down his
oftice, pulling his bair in great rage and pouring
oul anathiemas upon the heads of newspaper re-
porters, whom he styled “newsmoogers,” and
whose questionings received scant reply from
the irascible official.

He was loath to believe that Mrs. O'Connor was
among the dead, but wheu he met her weeping
relatives at the Morgue he stageered a moment
aud faltered when asked to look upoun her face.

ROSARY AND WATCH.

A handsome little wateh, diamond-stuaded,
the present of her iate husband, was taken from
ner neck: it stopped at just 20 minutesto 3
o’clock, unot long after the accident.

Thete are three surviving brothers and one
sister o this country. Miss Margaret Costelio
lived L Ler in this cily and was at home yes-
rerday n the teirible news was annauoced.
I t prostrated the sister with grief. Oue birother
1sa Uunlied States Englocer at Cineinpati, Ohilo,
oue is at New York atiending to the ageucy
thera of the local firm, aud another is stopping
at Paraiso Springs for his health.

I he dead lady was highly esteemed for her
many good and giaclous qualities, her liberal
but unostentatious chaiity and her pleasant and
sunuy disposition.

MARTIN S. KELLY,

Hou. Martin S. Kelly, another of the dead, was
a prominent man in Calffornla as a Democrat.
He was elected to the State Senate and served
two ternmus, reliring in I832. In 1883 he took
the position of Assistant Chief Wharfinger under
Mr, Corcoran, and according to William D. En-
glish’s statement at the Oakland Morgue, was
one of the best men the State ever bad In that
position. He was a brother of the late Michael
Joeseph Kelly, the well-known contiactor of the
new City Hall and other public works, and leaves
a brother hiviug lu tlius city. He was about 48
years of age

Senator Kelly was accompanying his friend,
Captain Dwyer, lo the graduating enterialument
al Dietz Opera House, but both died side by side

CAPTAIN THOMAS DWYER.
A very sad clicumstance was the death of

Captain Thomas Dwyer of Sacramento. He was
on his way (o lhear young son, W. J. Dwyer,
participate in the exercises of the Christian
Brothers’ Preparatory School, and looked for-
ward to the occasion with unfeigned pride.
He was heard to speak proudly of his boy,
and was desirous of having Senator Kelly pres-
eut to share lus pleasure. The laa was on the
siage in the Opera House wlen Lis lather was
dylug a helpless prisoncr o the murky water
ouly a few blocks distant. But the Captain was
recovered dead and disfigured and unkuown,
United States Attorney Carey informed the Cor-
ouer who the deceased was.

Captain Dwyer was one of the best-known
seamen on this coast and a promineut citizen of
Sacramento Couuty. He ownsa large propottion
of stock 1u the Cilifornia Transfer Company, the
Sacrameunto River line of steamers plying be-
tween this city and points far above the capital
cily. He has been popular for many years in
maritime circles, "The son heard of his deallr
late 1u the evening.

DIED IN EACH OTHERS' ARMS.

Two young ladies, one a meie girl in
bloomiong health and spirits, with a comely fuce
apd lnwocenl blue eyes, the other of a more
serious cast, although similar as sisters are,
were seated lo the doomed coach that took them
on to their fate. When its freight of souls was
dasbied into the bay, these girls were sSIUBE in
one seat. They died in each others’ arms, aud a
while later were side by side again, but on
Morgue slabs.

They were then identified as Misses Nellie and
Katie Kiernan, who lived at 630 Eddy street
with their widowed mother. Like the other
dead their faces bore evideuce of momeuts of
dire and awful distress before death. They
have a sister bere, Kkunown as Sister Mary
Aloysius, in a convent.

SPIRITUAL CONSOLATION.

The terrible affair 1udely Interrupted the exer-
clses, and priests and Christian Brothers were
eager spectators at the scene ofithe bridge or In
the Morgue. There were also svme prominent
Catholic men among them, oue of whom was
Jobn Lyneb, Grand Treasurer of the Y. M, 1.,
and a near friend of some of the victims, The
venerable Father King of Oakland wore an anx-
ious look all day as he offered words of consola-
tion 1o the afflicied relatives, while the President
of the Brothers’ College also seemed oppres-ed
over lhe catastropbe In which so mauny of his
supporters had lost their lives. Ouly a gloomy
shake of the heuad, a hushed expression of sor-
row or a hall-stifled prayer might be heaid from
tbem as they stood amidst the dead.

SAVED BY COURTESY.

A lady, whose name could not be learned, had
an escape, which would seem proyidential, from
what looked like certain death in the accident.
She boarded the second car atthe depot, and
finding It crowded, was aboul to pass on to the
forward one, when a gentleman jumped from his
seat and gallantly accommodated her. It was
the strangei’s courtesy, probably, that saved ber
life. She, too, was on her way to the graduating
exerclses to hear her son take part in the prog-
ramime.

H. W. AULD,

H. W. Auld, one of the victims, was quite a
young man, evidently not more than 30. He
was a native of Honolulu, where he held the re-
spousible position of chief of the Custom-house,
Al the tUime that he met bis untimely end he was
on his way to the Convent of the Holy Name in
Oaxlana, to arrange with his sisters, Edith ana
Maud, about goiug to their home 1n the Sand-
wich Islands to-day to spend their vacation.
Auld was of Hawalian parentage. He leaves a
wife and several childien,

HENRY 8. AUSTIN.

Henry 8. Austin was a member of the firm of
Austin & Plelps, hardware merchants, at 220
Mission street, In this city. Latterly he has
lived in the Terry cottage, on Locust-stieet Lili,
In Sauta Cruz, having retired from active mer-
cantile life. e was on bhis way to the convent
with bis two daughters to see a third child, who
Is a sister in that institution. He was about 60
years of age.

LUIGI MALATESTA,

Luigl Malatesta was a wholesale wine-dealer
at 311 Pacilic street, and resided at 20044
Dupont street. A card bearing the laiter address
was found upon him,

BRINGING OUT THE DEAD.
Depressing Scenes Witnessed—Moving the
Wrecked Train.

Alter the locomotive and car had plunged to
the bottom of the creek, the bridge continued Lo

the second car stood with the first truek pro-
jecting over the gap. The other cars back of
that were for some moments the secene of greatl
excitement, as men, women and children poured
out of them.

The lost ear completely disappeared from
sight for a moment, and then rose and rolled
over a little to one side, untll the roof alone
could be seen. The cars which remained on the
track were uninjured, and there was little to see
of the wreck, save the projecting roof of the
sunken car.

When the axes had been used awhile bits of
doors, roof and windows floated ashore and the
car was left in a shallow spot about half under
water. Thelocomotive compleiely disappeared.

SMALL BOATS QUICKLY COLLECTED.

The small boats which were sailing about the
‘“creek ” quickly collected about the scene and
formed a cordon around the wrecked coach.
The axes were soon hewing holes through the
roof, euch man woirking with a desperate resolve
as If fighting against certain fate. As soon as

boles were cut volunteers threw coats and vests
aslde and pluuged in regardiess of themselves.

THE DISASTER.

The first body recovered was that of a young
girl, who showed faint signs of life. She was
quickly carried to the upper part of ihe bridge
while other men did what they could ro recall
the glimmering spark or vitality with 11l success.

The other bodies were brought to the surface
one at a thme, but as quickly as possible under
the clrcumstances. And then ensued a scene of
wild disorder among the excited cirowd of pas-
sengers and spectators on the shore.

A PITIFUL SIGHT TO SEE.

None of them knew but that the submerged
couch contained perbaps a parent, sister,
brotuer, or a near and dear relarive or filend;
ana it was an awsome, pitifal sight to see the
anxious faces, pale and drawn, with eyes fixed

nervously oo the working rescuers about 200
feet away 1o the water
A gathering of thousands from all points

blocked
piles and

the streets, the wharves and lumber

the shores pear by wilh wonderful
quickness. Vehiclies of all kinds arrived and
made it almost Impossible to approach the
scene of the catastropbe. The people stood
thiere for hours lookiug at the operations of rail-
road men preparing the track for travel.

By means of a stroug rope and ‘a locomotive
the sunken ear was drawn upon the muddy
bzach until the water was on a line with the
seats. The men who rescued the ladies went
lnside and searched in the water for other vie
tims under the seats. Enough had died, and
they were already with the Coroner.

A gay parasol would bYe taken from the ooze
beneath some seat by a searcher, and 1ts bright
color displayed in the sunshlne; agam, a lady’s
satehel, or a wrap, or & novel would be founs
and dropped Into the boat alongside. It was
palnfuliy reallstie, this work, to many, after the
owuers had been drowned 1nside the ear.

MOVING THE WRECKED TRAIN.

The line was blocked until 4:20 o’clock, when
the wrecked train was moved away to the yards.
One car hung downward from the tracks over
the water, and to raise it into position occupied
some Lours of hard labor. This work was as
slow as house-moving, but the workmen finaily
accomplished 1t.

The train with
tracks was dragged

Depot. The bridge was closed over to the place
whete it should have becn when the ** 1:15”
plunged into the deep waler, and agaio the line
was clear,
But the heavy and cumbersome engine remained
hidden completely from sight and no attempt
wis made to move It from 1ts bed In the mud.
Jefore this hour

the rallway managers
had arrived. None of them could say
| how the sad accident had happened,

| but Mr. Brown volunteered the statement that If

the water had been deeper the whole thing,
meaning the train, would have gone down. The
first car was supported by the engine, and It, in
turn, Kept the second one from meeting a fate
stmitlar to its own.

Indignation over the catastrophe was freely
expressed by the spectators. Indeed, it merely
required a mentien of the strangeness of the
cause, when a bystander would qulckiy reply, as
one did to a CALL reporter: “That is a nice state
of affairs—a man to open the bridge wheu he
Kuows the train Is coming.”

VIEWING THE REMAINS,

Three Thousand Gaze Upon the Dead at
the Morgue. E

By 8 o’clock the bodies had been prepared for
the caskets, and each was laid upon a streteher
and coveired, except as 1o the head, by a white
sheet.  When this was done, word was passed to
Captain Fletcher of the Oakland police force,
who, with a squad of six patrolmen, was on
hand, and the pubile was admitted to the room.

It was an orderly, quiet crowd that filed in,
aod for two hours it ebbed in and out of the
building, revereutly and with uncovered heads,
viewing the motlonless hodies of those who slept
In death. It is esttmated that fully 3000 pec-
ple were admltted, and they left as quietly as
tliey came.

I'liere was a look of universal sorrow upon the
faces of all, as if each and every one realized in
all its horror the terrible calawmity that had be-
fallen the community. There was no demonstas
ton ol any kind and ouly ouce was there a scene
of peculiar pathos.

That was when a gray-haired man slipped
without a word from the line of mournful spec-
tators and lmprinted a klss upon the forehead ol
the corpse of a young man. It was over in a
moment and he resuined his place and passed
out luto the night. Tears glistened In his eyes
and the corvers of his mouth twitched con-
vulsively, but beyoud that there was no other
sign of grief,

A SCENE NOT TO BE FORGOTTEN.

The Morgue, so accustomed to scenes of sad-
ness, never, perhaps, in all 1ts Iristory witnessed
such a one as that last night. The ghastly
corpses composed 1o rest along the wall, and the
silent army of men and women who marched by
In solemn procession, made a picture that will
not easily be forgotten by those who saw li.
The faces of the dead were, in nearly every ln-
stauce, calm and lifelike.

There was no distortion of the features, as is
80 olten the case with those who meet a violent
dealh, but all were as peaceful as if in sleep.
No indication was there of the terrible struggle
with death in the fated car in the waters of the
bay, when they fought in vain to free themselves
from the terrible trap in which they had been
hnried,

B1A littie after 10 o’clock the doors of the Morgue
were closed, and those who had lingered about
slowly depaited, beariug with them sad memo-
ries of the awlul scene.

REMOVAL OF REMAINS.

Four of the bodies were removed. That of
Mrs, O’Connoy was taken in charge by Manager
Powers of the firin of O'Connor, Moffatt & Co.
and brought to her late home in this city, where
arrangements will be made for the funeral.

The corpse of Captain Kelly was looked after
by Hon. William D. English and Captain Martin
Corcoran, who had it inclosed in a ecasket and
removed to the nome of his brother on Califor-
nia stieet, in this city.

The bodles of the two Kiernan sisters were
taken by the relatives aud borne to this city and
to thelr father’s house,

AT THE HOSPIrAL.

Victims Taken in Dead—Looking for Sup-
posed Lost Ones.

Four of the vietims were taken with all possi-
ble speed to the Oakland Receiving Hospital,
but they were almost dead bLefore reaching
there. Some of them bad been treated in the
best manner possible on the beach after removal
Irom the car, and it was a hopeless effort of
superior skill In the sclence of resuscitation to
briog them back to life, for they were already
past earthly aid, Stll the pbysicians worked

beroically and untiringly, all to 2o purpose, how-
ever,

The body of J. R. Irwin, the Oakland sewing
machine agent, was laid upon a bed by the ex-
cited rescuers, A glance, however, satisfied the
doctor that the man should be in the Morgue.
Tu an adjoining room were laid the bLodles of
Captain Dwyer aud Henyy S. Austin, also beyond
buman aid.

Oue of the Miss Kearns was carried in at 2:30
o’clock, while still breathing very faintly. Every
eflcrt was resorted to to save her, but without
avall, for she breathed her last a few minutes
ialer. Later the Coroner arrived and removed
the four bodies to uis place on Washington
street.

All this time the hospital was in a state of ex-
citemest. An anxious crowa had gathereda out-
side to know 1if some sapposed missing one was
inside or counted among the dead. The steward
hiad to stand outside the door and inform the in-
quiring throng that no injured passengers were
inside,

From tme to time persons would elbow their
way toward the entrance, (rembling with dread,
aud excitedly mention the name of their relative
whom they expected was on the wrecked tralp.
A negative answer would send them away a
tilile wore contented, but then they would rush
away to the Morgue.

¥iuley, who escaped so luckily, was trealed for
bruises ou the head and face and trifling wounds
of the hands, As he was saturated and stiver-
ing io s diippiug clothes the steward supplied
bim with a sult to go home In comforlably. He
Went away as contented and happy as a Inan
could be, and went stralght to lus wife to inform
Ler of Lis escape.

PERSONAL EXPERIENCES.

Details of the Accident Furnished by
Those Who Were There.

F. ¥. Finley of 732 Sutter street and Secretary
of thie Mendocino County Redwood Association
of San Francisco, was {u the doomed car when
It went futo the water. He said of his experi-
enca”

tseated in the front seat, next the en-
glne. Ax we drew near the bridge it seemed to
me thal it was open, and I began to grow ner-
vous. Allatonce I saw that I wasright and that
a learful aceident was fnevii (ble.

“Just as 1 sprang to my fect I saw & man
jump from the engine ioto the water. Then
came a crash, a horrtble crushing of timber and
a snapping of heavy ironwork. The next thing
I kinew the car was In the water and I found
myself blindly gropiug for the door, which I for-
tunately 1eached and opened.

*There was a fearful outery from those behind
me. whick almost immediately turned into a pro-
longed wail ot despatr. 1 found myself on the
piatform and by elimbing aund holding on to the
front of the ecar worked my way to the roof just
as that eud of the car rose to the surface.

“1 escaped with only a few Injurtes—a hurt
on the shoulde: aud som* slight cuts about the
liead. Tam amarried man and my wife and
famwily reside In San Francisco.”

Alter Mr. Finley escaped he was the fortunate
meaus of rescuing several othiers.

SWIMMING FROM THE WRECK.

Conductor Tom Davis was the regular con-

Miss Mary H. Austin telis a pathetie story :

Our car went down into
the waler and turned with ihe left side up. Peo-
ple screamed and tried to get over the top of the
car,

‘“The man In front of me broke the window
with his fist. He must have got out throngh the
window, I elasped my sisterand clung to uer as
long as I could, but the force of the water rush-
Ing in separated us. I don't know how long I
was under water. 1 beld my breath as long as I
could.

1 was loslug coneclousness when rescued., I
don’t know bow I got of the window, My father
and sister ara still under water. I'm sure there’s
no hope for them; they have been under the
water so long. Ob, It was so quick ! They were
mostly men In the car and a few children.”

FRENZIED INMATES.

J. A. Cavavaugh of 213 Waller street, San
Franclsco, was iu the car with his little boy, who
1s three and a half years ola.

When the car weut over Mr. Cavanaugh seized
his boy with his right band and smashed the
window next to him with his left, cutting his
hand with the glass, but before he could make a
move Lo clamber out of the broken window he
was pushedsaway from it by some of the frenzied
inmates of the car.

He sprang to another window, opened it and
launched himself out, stil} holding his boy, when
he was seized from above by another survivor,
Who was on the roof of the ear, and helped up to
a place of saflety.

AN ALAMEDA MAN'S ESCAPE.

G. W. Combs of Alameda was one of those
who had a narrow escape. He was just passing
into the first car when 1t left the track, but
jumped back in time, and was able to climb [rom
the lower end of the second car up on to the
whatf.

He thinks that there were at least twenty peo-
ple In the first ear. In the second car, sitting
near the end windows, were two young ladies.
They were thrown nearly out of the car by the

! shoek, but did not seem to be seriously injured.

So fas as he could judee the other occupants
of the second car escaped with ounly a few
scratches.

THEY WERE SMOKERS.

J. I. Freuna says that he owes his life to his
babit ol smoking. He and bis friend, W. Wil-
Kinson, staited to go Into the front car when it
was at the mole, but before they had taken thelr
seats Frenna declaied that he must have a
sinoke and the two men went back to the smoker.

They were there when the accident occurred,
and Mr. Wilkinsou, who lives at 1212 Post
street, San Franclsco, is very thankful for his
friend’s appetite for tobaccro. He says that the
first intimation be had of the accident was a big
joit. He saw the car In front of him end up.
Everybody in nis car rushed out; none of them
were i jured =o far as he could see.

SEEN FROM THE CITY WHARF.

An eye-witness, who saw the accident from
the city wharf, said that the traln was going so
fast that the engine leaped lifteen feet clear of
the bridge and looked as if it turned a somer-
sault In going over.

The passenger-car followed, end down. The
coupling tore loose after puliing the second car
about hall-way over the end ot the bridge, but it
is probable that the automatic alr-brakes kept
the otuer cars from going over.

Had they followed the first, the death-voll
would have included the passengers in the other
cars.,

A PANIC AT THE CEMETERY.

News of the disaster reached Mountain View
Cemnetery about 3 o’clock, when and where there
wis a large crowd at the gate waillng for a car.
The news causad a panie and many did not stop
for a conveyanee, put rushed pell mell down
Pledmont avenune. Tbhe news spread among
those in the cemetery and in a short time the
burial ground was nearly deserted, mourners
leaving the graves and dropping their bouquets as
they ran.

IN A STRUGGLING MASS.

A gentleman who was In the fatal car said that
as It went over the greater part of its occupants
were thrown In a struggliug mass in the lower
end. It was only those who wmanaged to hold on
to the seats who escape.

SOME OF THE SAVED,

Persons Who Were Lucky Enough
Escape From the Wreck.

THE FATAL BRIDGE.

Trains Signaled by a Solitary Flagman.
No S!gnal Tower.

A feature of the railroad company's method of
handling drawbridges is that at all places where
the bridges are automatically locked from the
signal towers, thus precluding the possibility of
any such accident as occurred yesterday, all
trains are required to stop before crossing.

But at this death-trap, which is situated on a
sbarp curve, engineers depend euntlrely for dan-
ger signals upon a man who, at a distauce of
fifty yards, caunot be seen by the engineers of
approaching trains, and these trains are not re-
quired to stop in all cases before erossing, but
are allowed to round the cuive and cross the
bridge at the rate of (wenty-five or thirty miles
an hour.

Al 3 o’clock a special traln arrived at the
scene of the accident, containing Messrs. Towne,
Fillmore and a dozen other officials.

All other rallroad bridges, of which there are
four in the locality of the aceident, are controlled
by the block system of signaliug. Before all
trains these bLridges are automatically locked
aud cannot be unlocked excepting by the tower-
mau, who controls them; consequently this is
the only bridge where an accldent of this kind
could by any possibility have bappeued.

AL this bridge three men are employed as flag-
men. One is pald by the county and the other
two are employes of the rallroad company. No
tower slgnals are given to engineers of approache-
Ing trains, and they depend entirely upon a sig-
bal from the flagman in case of dauger.

THE COROUNER’S JURY.
It Views the Remains and Will Hold the
Inquest To-Day.

After all the bodies had been removed to the
Morgue, Coroner Henry Evers summoued the
fullowing citizens to serve as jurors:

THE SEARCH ABANDONED.

All the Bodies of the Victims Thought
to Have Been Recovered.

At a late hour last evening the seareh for
bodies was discontinued, as further recoveries
were regarded as problematical.

Itis now belizvea that all the bodles have
been recovered.

Al the time the car was submerged the doors
and windows were closed, aud it is thought that
no bodies eould have Hoated out through them.

Officer Downey staled that all the people who
came (o the surface fiom the car were saved, If,
however, any bodies aid float out, It is not likely
that they will be recovered for several days.

The curient in the estuary is so strong that it
would carry them away.

It is supj osed that Grorge A. Herrick, raf-
road operator of 12 Essex street, San Francisco,
I3 among the dead. e telegraphed his wife in
Oakland tbat he would take that train with
Lis child. He has not been heard from since
and his wife is distracted.

Persons Drowned at the Oak-
land Whearf Terminus.

A similar accident bappened on July 4, 1868,
at the Oakland Whar! termiunus of the San Fran-
cisco and Overland Railroad. The Garibaldl
Guard of this city and a large number of their
friends celebrated the day in Oakland.

Oun their return by the 4 o’clock train, while
the passengers were passing on the suspension
gangplank or “apron” It gave way and about
sixty of them fell into the bay.

The heavy welght of so many people at the
same point broke the chains, and so precipitated
those on the apren into the water.

Another communication was received from the
Alameda County Federation of Trades to the
effect that that body would aftiliate with the
local council. H. E. Protitt has been elected a
delegate to represent the Alumeda body for the
next sIx mouths,

A report was received from the speclal com-
mitlee appolnted at the recent meeting to con-
sider the matter of the trouble between the
Coopers’ and ihe Brewery Workwmen’s unious,
The 1eport referred to the case of one Courad,
wlho is employed in the P’hiladelphia Brewery as
hoop-driver, and doiug work which the coobers
claim should be done by a journeyman
cooper. The coopers also desircd 1o have
the employment of coopers through the brewery
workmen abolished. As regards Conrad, how-
ever, the coopers were willing that he should be
allowed Lo continue working as a hoop-driver, as
be Is an old employe ot the brewery. ‘fhe com-
mittee submitted a resolution that Conrad be
allowed to remain at work as a member of the
Brewery Workinen’s Union, provided that where
coopers are empioyed in breweries hoop-driving
shall be done by coopers.

A long discussion ensued over the matter and
the same points made at the previous meeting
were gone over again. A substitute to the reso-
lution was made to the effect that atter this date
all hoop-drivers employed in breweries as hoop-
drivers and not as coopers shall belong to the
Brewery Workmen’s Untou. The substitute was
adopted by a vote of 17 to 9.

President Grambarth tendered his resignation,
but it was lald over for one week for action.

A MASS OF RUINS.

—

Burning of the Fort Worth
Spring Palace.

A Magpificent Ball Turned Into a Scene of
Wild Excitement,

Belief That the Number of Viclims Will Noi
Exceed Six — Description of
the Structure,

Special by the California Associated Press.

ForT WorTH (Tex.), May 30.—The grand
Spring Palace here is now, at 11:30 o’clock, a
mass of smoldering ruins, and many lifeless
bodies are roastiug in the heap.

A magniticent ball, the like of whieh, in brill-
lancy, North Texas has never seen, was given in
the palace to-night. There was a concert lasting
until 10 o'clock, when thie dancing began.

Guests were preseut from all over the South
and many from other sections, among them being
Russell B, Harrison.

A fire broke out during the dancing and a ter-
rible paoiec ensued. In the coufusion that now
reigns it is Impossible to tell how many have
perishied, but it is hoped that the number will
not exceed six.

The Spring Palace of Fort Worth was one of
the most beautiful bulidings in the Southwest,
and was erected with a view to displaying in the
wost attractive manner the varied products ol

the great State of Texas. It was a mere shell,
however, Laving been coustructed, so far as
possible, of the natural products of

the soil. It was Egyptian in its architecture,
and its exterior walls were chiefly of corn and
cotton stalks, rendering It an easy prey to the
flames. It had but just been completed, and its
opeuiug was oue of the events in the history of
Fort Worth. President Harrison aud Secretary
Blaine had both been invited to attend, but had
both been compelied to decline because of a
pressure of other engagements,

A BIG BLAZE.

Destructive Fire in Butehertown
Early This Morning.

FIFTEEN HORSES BURNED TO DEATH.

At an early hour this morning a fire
broke out in the slanghter-house of Horn &
Chapman, on the south side of First
avenue in the heart of Butchertown, South
San Francisco.
