_SAN FRANCISCO'S PROSPERITY.
_The Colusa Sun has come to the conclu-
sion that San Francisco is not a prosperous
city. 1t derives its special information
from two sources—the inability of inexype-
rieneed men to take a school census and the
vaperings of an evening paver which has
taken a contract to provide the city with a
new transcontinental railroad. The spread
of-the city over new ground, the steady in-
crease in-the volume of business shown by
the Clearing-house reports, the construc-
tion of costly and handsome buildings, and
the Assessor’s reports which find each year
néw property to be taxed have no weight
with our Cclusa contemporary. There are
persons in every large city who expect to
make a personal profit out of munieipai en-
terprises. If these persons cannot persuade
the city to do all the foclish things they ask
it to do, they fall to and abuse the city. It

are under the control of persons of such
aims, and consequently a degree of publi-
city is given to what they represent as the
lack of enterprise of the city. We cannot
remember when these persons did not exist.
They have been here in all the stages of
progress the city Las experienced, If one

The coin of both metals weould at all tlmes
be legal tender, and, us such, constitute the
measure of value for commodities. Theact
of 1573 dropped the 412%-grain silver dollar
from the list of American coins, After
that date there were no silver dollars to be
added to the gold dollars in constituting
the money which should serve as a nieasure
of value for commodities. The only silver
tliat could be coined was the light-weight
minor coins, which were legal tender for §5
only. Had not the act of 1873 dropped the
silver dollar fron: the list of American coins
the decline of silver which followed the
discovery of rich silver mines would have
caused silver to be coined into dollars. The
two metals would have continued to serve
as a measure of values for commodities, the
one that was the cheaper at the time being
the more largely coined., Butthe act shut
out silver from the mints and led to the de-
preciation from which it has not yet recov-
ered. It is not correct, under these condi-
tions, to say that the law of 1873 had little.
or nothing to do with the demonetization of
silver.

Mh MOIRS.

TALLE\ lh\\ D

Political and literary circles are agitated
at the prospect of the publication of Tal-
leyrand’s Memoirs. The dispatches state
that the memoirs should have appeared in
1868, but at the request of the Emveror Na-
poleon were withheld for twenty-two years
bevond the period set by their author.
This is probably a mistake, It has always
been understoed that Talleyrand’s will di-
rected his executors and their suecessors to
keep the memoirs in manuseript till fifty
vears had elapsed after his-death, He died
in 1838 and the fifty years were up in 1888.
Meanwhile a number of persons, including
Monsieur Thiars, M. de Blowitz ot the Lon-
don Times, and others, have had access to
the papers and have published extracts from
them from time to time.

To be of service to history personal
memoirs should be published before all the
persons mentioned in them are dead. Other-
wise they may contain errors and false
répresentations which cannot be contra-
dicted. - Bat the publisher of secandalous
anecdotes about living persons runs risks

- which ean easily be appreciated, nor would

any kindly person willingly give to the
world stories calculated to-wound those who
have done him no wrong. ~Hence writers of
memoirs have -not unfrequently required
their executors to refrain from printing un-
til the personages with whom they had as-
sociated had passed away, thtas to some
extent sacrificing the vaiue of their work to
regard for the feelings of their acquaint-
ance. Mme. de Remusat’'s memoirs were
not published till fifty-four years after her
death; when Viel Castel’s executors has-
tened to publish his journal as soon as he
was laid in the grave, the effect produced
was very unfavorable to the family of the
deceased.

Talleyrand’s memoirs derive their chief
charm from the length of his life, the ex-
traordinary number of eminent personages
whom he had known and the large share
he had taken in public affairs. He was
made Abbe by Mme. Dubarry before our
War of Independence broke out; he died
when Van Buren—whom he had known at
London—was President. During the inter-
vening sixty-seven ‘years he liad associated
on terms of intimacy with almost every
prominent mon:.rch, statesman, soldier,
authior and artist in the civilized world, and
had had perhaps as large a share in shaping
the destinies of Europe as any other man of
his time. When he said of Napoleon that
he was an intellectual giant without moral
force he described himself. It does not ap-
pear that he was ever affected by moral re-
straints. He probably attached no meaning
to the word principle and had no clear con-
ception of right or wrong. But he bad a
marvelous insight into character and a

He foresaw Napoleon's
career when .he was a mere gunner and
to his fortunes; he was

the first to” detect the indications of his
downfall and :to. plet. against him. He

WHAT DEMONENIZED SILVER?

“Siiver,” says cur ceptemporary, ‘‘never
made an important part of the American
monetary system, and only $£8,000,000 were
coined in the whole history of the nation
before 1873."" It is true that during the
vears preceding 1873 silver was higher in
the legal ratio than gold. The silver in a
412%-grain dollar was worth as bullion a
trific more than the gold in a 25.8-grain
gold dollar. Under these conditions not
much silver was coined, except the light-
weight balf-dellar and its subdivisions.
But silver and gold together constituted the
measure of valus for commodities. It
was known that all the silverin the country
and all the gold in the country might be
converted into legal-tender moneyv. When
gold should be cheaper than silver gold
would be colned, but when silver should be

EDITORIAL

Two ocean steamers have recently had
VETy DAarro®-gscapes from being sunk as
Lme-7esTlt of collisions with icebergs. The
Hamburg line steamship Normania on
her maiden voyage to New York collided
with an iceberg, smashing five plates, and
only averting a more serious catastrophe by
the timely operation of the twin-screws,
which swung the ship around in time to
prevent her running full tilt into the crys-
tal mass. The Thingvalla, with 550 souls
aboard, on May 19th, struck a gigantic floe,
and had about eighteen feet of her iron
stem crushed in. Both of these mishaps
occurred during dense fogs

The Fifty-first Congress has a remarkable
record in the number of changes made in
the roll of members since it met in Decem-
ber. There are now sitting in the House
nineteen members who were not declared
elected to it in the election of 1888, and two
vacancies are still to be filled, owing to the
death of Representative Wilbur of New
York and the promotion of Carlisle to the
Senate. This number is to be further in-
creased by the probable action of the House
on the three remaining contested election
cases, the Committee on Elections having
reported in favor of the contestants.

The right of the State to require the vac-
cination of children before admitting them
to the public schools has been affirmed by
the Supreme Court Commissioners. The
efficacy of Jenner’s method of preventing
the spread of small-pox was recently strik-
ingly exemplified by the experience of the
members of Stanley’s expedition, an epi-
demic playing sad bavoc with a number of
his followers who refused to submit to vac-
cination, while nearly all who did passed
through the trying experience with little or
no sickness.

Assistant Postmaster-General Clarkson is_

about to make a tour of the Pacific Coast to
obtain a thorough knowledge of its postal
needs. His belief that the far West is
entitled to better postal facilities is shared
by the merchants of San Francisco and
Portland, whose business was badly de-
moralized at times during the past winter.
