X BIG AND LITTLE SHELLS.

The biggest shell that is to be found in
this city, or perhaps anywhere, is the gigan-
tic tridacna. a huge three-cornered monster
weighing 500 aids and useful only as a
lawn cr garden ornament. .

The smallest, a wee thing no bigger than
a pin's bead, known as the rice shell, from
itiresemblance to a tiny grain of rice, comes
in handy for various kinds of shell work.
While tbe supply is forthcoming from all
parts of the world, the South Pacific Islands
furnish the greatest variety, the l'hiliipine
islands contributing the very fine ones, in-
cluding the noted laud shells.

Illustrative of how values of different
species of the same shell family vary, one
species, for instance, of cowry shells will
fetch 10 cents, another $1 apiece, while a
perfect specimen of an orange cowry, no
larger, is worth all of $53. Apretty shell
is the spondylus from South America, with
its rose and red, lis. carmine and yellow

i
tints, giitteringly blended, the pure, clear
white being, of course, the rarest.

the SHELL-SHIP.
The nautilus— the "little sailer" from

Manilla, oftentimes known as the "Portu-
guese man-o'-war," a regular boat-shaped
shell, with its delicately curved prow, is al-

ays a favorite. These little fellows throw
up a sort of film out of their shell, which
catches the breeze for all the world like a
miniatnro sail, and -make wonderful head-
way witha fair wind. Frightened or pursued
suddenly the film collapses, and, with the
aid of au Interior pumping-gear, thirty-two
Bemi-circular sections, or water-tight com-
partments, are promptly filled with water,
to be pumped out again when the coast Is
clear for again rising to the surface.
In the 104th Psalm, where the verse oc-

curs: "There go the ships, and there is
that leviathan,"- it may net be generally
known that the poetic imagery of the He-
brew original is lost, as "ships" should read
a "nautilus,'.' the intention being a compari-
son between the large and small fish—the
whale aud the nautilus. MLJ

The California abalone, or haliatus, is of

. three varieties, the red, white and blue (or
green), and is used all over the world for
button making, as well as tor pistol and
umbrella handles, pocket-books, etc. That
dainty white mother-of-pearl that comes'
from Mexico has similar uses, the clear sorts
fetching 6 to 9 cents per pound, with an
ever-present demand for ship-loads of it.

The same
result can be obtained with a lump of clay
fashioned In the same shell-shape or with a
hut held in a similar position, or even by
the holding of another person's hands over
the ear in conch form.

Itseems a pity to be so disillusioned but,
after all, the fault does not lie with the
shell.

Mortgages and Sales Are Both

Booming.

Email Buyers Piling Up Mortgages— Fine

PriCBS for the MailProperty— Fearful In-.
crease ofBeal Estate Assessments.

From advance proof-sheets of the Real
Estate Circular, published by Thomas
Magee, we make the followingextracts:

Real estate was booming lr.st month.
There was a credit auction sale some-
where nearly every day, where buyers were
not required to put up one-third cash, but
only one-fifth to one-sixth. The result is
that, while the sales of the month up to
and inclusive of May 29th, numbered 615,
of the total value of $3,766,989, there were
023 mortgages recorded. This shows that
over five-sixths of the sales had a mortgage

attached to them. The mortgages were
mostly on sales under $3000. It is, there-
lore, small buyers mostly who are going
heavily in debt

—
clerks, mechanics \u25a0 and

laborers— people depending on a salary, and
therefore the least able to protect their
property by the payment of interest and
the principal, in the event of hard tim\u25a0\u25a0<

overtaking the city and falling prices com-
ing upon real estate.

All sorts of property are In active de-
mand, with increasing prices. The scarcity
of business property worth 52j,000 to |_oO>
000 continues. The market is over-supulled
with poor outside lots, which find ready

buyers at prices far above reasonable rules,
but itis very p;orly supplied with good In-
come property, either of a business or
dwelling character.

HEAVY MORTGAGING.
Up to the -'Mb 523 city real estate mort-

gages were recorded of the value of $1,836,-
--198, and 233 releases amounting to 81,012,-
--000. This is an exceedingly heavy mort-
gage list, and plainly shows that real estate
is being very heavily encumbered. There
was a sirong demand for money at all of
the savings banks, but private sellers of
outside lots at credit-auction sales are tak-
ing the most of the mortgages. They took
nearly as many mortgages as all of the sav-
ings bunks combined.
DOES TIIEDOLLAI!LIMITLIMITTAXATION?
ltmust be a subject of great amusement

to Buckley and his henchmen to hear some
of the daily papers boasting that the dollar
limit prevails in this city. That limit does
nominally prevail, but two points fix taxa-
tion—first the valuation of the property by
the Assessor, and, second, the lax rate,
which is fixed by the Supervisors. The tax
rate here, the dollar limit, is indeed low,
but of what use is that when the Assessor
is allowed to break property-owners' backs
by constantly increasing assessments. Here
is a recotd of such advances on a piece of
property on .Market, Front and Piue:

These figures show an increase in nine
years ol $156,2110 in the assessments, and of
this increase $35,000 was put on the build-
ing. Itother words, a building nine years
oliier is assessed at 535,000 more. The owner
of the property, iv a late petition to the
Assessor lor a reduction of assessment, says
that, during the nine years named, he has
not been able to advance his rents one
dollar, although bis taxes have been nearly
doubled in the meantime, It now takes
one-third (tour months)of his net rents to pay
his taxes. Much good, therefore, tho dollar
limit does him! And this is uot an isolated
case at all in that region, as we have twice
before shown. We again assert that the
Assessor seems to be trying to confiscate the
best business property on Market street.
Each year he makes a new assault on it,
while rents remain stationary or retrogres-
sive.

REPRESENTATIVE SALES OF MAY.
Mr. James Flood has sold the sixteen 50-

ANIMMENSE KEALESTATE TRANSACTION

IN CHICAGO. .J'.-;'.'-
There is a company in Chicago called the

Fair Company, which owns a series ol
stores similar to the lion Marehe of Paris.
Everything Irom a needle to an anchor :an
be purchased in these stores. This com-
pany last month leased a piece of land In
Chicago, 350 feet front onAdams street and
au alley inrear, and 190 feet on State and
Dearborn streets. There are 60,500 square,
feet or three and a half fifty-vara lots inall
in the whole parcel. Tbls land was leased
for forty-five and a part for ninety-nine
years, nt an aggregate annual rental of

stone and terra cotta. This buildingis to
cost $2,000,000. Atthe valuation of S3,0:10,000
the laud leased is worth nearly $000,000 a
fifty-vara lot, or 54U37.-_ per square foot.
For the best portion of it, 165x190 on the
corner of Adams and Dearborn streets,
$1,500,000 was offered and refused.
THE FACTS ABOUT BITUMINOUS BOCK

PAVEMENT.
Everybody would prefer to see so-called

bituminous rock pavement on a street rather
than stone blocks, because the former pave-
ment is smooth and noiseless, while stone
blocks, in their hardness, are very severe
on horses, and in their noise most trying
to human ears and nerves. Butstone blocks
have one merit which no one can yet pre-
tend to claim for auy patent pavement—
they do last almost forever. Ifitcould be
honestly claimed that bituminous _rock
would last for ten years without repairing,
wn would at once become one of its advo-
cates, but no such claim can yet be made
for it, therefore we say that if there were
not a corrupt ring in the Board of Super-
visors, bituminous rock would not now
have been made an accepted pavement. By
all means let property-owners lay it when
ond wherever they please, and let experi-
ence and experiment go on improving its
ability to resist the effects of weather and
heavy travel, but do not let the city accept

of ituntil it makes a much better record
than it has yet done. This is where the
Circular has stood and now stands on the
pavement question.

THE TOSTOFFICE COMMISSIONERS.
We have before said, and now repeat,

that, bad the Comissiouers for the selection
of a new site for the Postoffice themselves
selected rive orsix suitable sites and dealt
directly with the property owners, they
would have avoided the possibility of the
charge that any one was making money by
buying tho option of a site witb the calcu-
lation Ofreselling itto the Government at a
large advance. Why the Commissioners
did not do this we cannot say, unless their
official Instructions prohibited that course.
It their instructions did not allow them
to do this, then they were hampered
toUncle Sam's pecuniary injury.
ENTRANCE TO THIS CITY FOX OVERLAND

RAILROADS.
One of the most expensive items inrail-

road projection is the cost of a right of way
and the purchase of land through the
tuourbs and into the heart of a large city.
It cost the Atchison road some $05,000,000
to purchase the land requisite for an en-
trance into and depot grounds in Chicago.
Eastern roads, intending to make through
lines to San Francisco, have this great im-
peder of railroad entrance reduced to a
minimum. For a city of our population
there will be comparatively small expense
In finding a terminus. What a contrast we
offer to Chicago in this respect There
every foot of laud has to be covered almost
literally with twenty-dollar pieces, while
here we have hundreds of miles of water
front, with a bay free to all. No opposi-
tion is strong enough to prevent a new road
from reaching the bay shore, and no oppo-
sition is stiong enough to prevent a road
from buying or leasing a landing near some
cable line, Ibis advantage, together with
those of increased travel, the greater facili-
ties for freight transportation and the ben-
efits to the public of opposition, convince
us that the railroad era has only begun
here.
NEW YORK NEEDING MOKE TRANSPORTA-

TION.'
The elevated railroads of Xew York

solved the rapid transit problem for that
city about ten years ago. but those roads
now are utterly inadequate to carry the
people who have to be taken down and up
town, mornings and evenings particularly,
although the trains run at intervals of one
minute only in the hours when travel is
most pressing. The seats and aisles of each
car on the elevated roads are packed at
those hours, and each month there is greater
need of new transportation. The last Leg-
islature at Albany was expected to pass a
new Rapid Transit Bill,but did not,

GOOD BUILDINGS AMONG ROOKERIES.!
That portion of the city lying between

Market, Jackson, Front and East streets is,

and has been since the days of '40. surface-
clothed only in rotten rags of buildings, old
shaky rattletraps, clapboard-frame ruins,
old sheds and older shanties, such as that
now standing and disgracing Market street,
next southwest of Goodall, Perkins &Co.'s
building. Everybody, for twenty-five years,
has been thinking and saving bow shame-
ful it is that these old frame wrecks— not
relics of better days, either, lor they never
saw better days— should year after year be
kept iv the heart of the city, ou good busi-
ness streets, thus disgracing both. But one
man carried these thoughts into action;

HIS SUFFERING OVER.

Ex-Sergeant of Tolice Fleming
Commits Suicide. \u25a0

Despondency, Caused by Months of Painful
Illness, Led Him to Put a Ballet inHis J

Brain at the Old City Hall. \u25a0

Ex-Police Sergeant Socrates C. Fleming
committed suicide in the police assembly-
room in the old City Hall yesterday morn-
ing at 10:20 o'clock by shooting himself in
the head.

The deceased had for years been a sufferer
from heart disease and Bright's disease of
the kidneys, and on account of his poor
health was retired from the police force on
the 30th of last September under the pen-
sion law enacted by the last Legislature.

Since his retirement the ex-Sergeant suf-
fered fearful agony from his complaints.
He made several trips to health resorts in
the hope of getting relief from his pains,
but without avail.

Of late itwas noticed by his friends that
he was a prey to continued melancholy,
and had a fixed idea that he would not live
long.

lie consulted doctors and was informed
that his case was hopeless, and that he was
liable to drop dead from the heart affection.

HE WAS DESPONDENT.

Duiing the past week he was very de-
spondent and told friends that ifhe didnot
findrelief of some kind from his pain he
wouid end his life. .

On lust Thursday Chief Crowley was in-
formed of Mr. Fleming's feelings and he
had a conversation with him aud tried to
cheer him up. He did not succeed, how-
ever, and when the ex-Sergeant left the Chief
he was as gloomy as ever.

On Saturday evening Mr. Fleming sent
far Officer Blair, who sat up with him sll
night. Mr. Fleming's condition was piti-
able, He laid on nis bed aud gasped for
breath for hours.

'

lie apparently suffered intense pain, and
several times he told Blair that tbe agony
was more thau he could stand and that be
would rather end his life than suffer so.
Blair did his best to cheer him up.

Yesteiday morning early Mr. Fleming left
bis lodging-house, KiikiGolden Gale avenue,
and went lo the old City Hall. At tbe cor-
ner of Clay and Kearuy streets lie met
Sergeant of Police l.iudlieimer aud to tlie
latter said that be was feeling worse than
he had ever felt before.

When he reached the hall he asked Officer
Charles Reynolds to go with him over to A.
Gros' drug-store corner of Washington and
Kearny streets, where he wanted to get
some morphine to deaden his pain.

HE WAS BEFUSBI*! MOJtrill.NE.
At the drug-store tlio morphine was re-

fused him, as he had no prescription. Mr.
Fleming then met Dr. Soiners of the Receiv-
ing Hospital, and from him obtained a pre-
scription and got the drug. Itis known,
too, that prior to reaching the hallhe went
into Devine's drug-store, at tbe corner of
Clay and Kearny streets, and asked for
laudanum, which was refused him.

With tho morpbiuo in his possession he
went back to the police assembly-room, on
the Merchant-street side of tbe City Hall.
and after a few words of conversation with
Sergeant Houghtaling, went iuto a little
closet iva corner of the room to get a glass
of water.
Inanother moment a shot was fired, and

the ex-Sergeant's body was found lying on
the floor, with a pistol in his hand and
blood flowing from a ghastly wound in his
right temple.

Tliere is little doubt but that he contem-
plated suicide, aud on the spur of a moment
drew his pistol and fired the fatal bullet.
His body was removed to the Morgue and
soon after taken to Hamilton's undertaking
establishment, to be prepared for burial,

in:made ms WILL.

On Saturday night it is known that the
deceased made his will in anticipation of
death. He leaves an estate worthprobably
about 525,00 a

Ex-Sergeant Fleming was born on Grand
Island, Lake Champiain, September 11,
1834. He came out here in the early days,
and for a long time performed special police
duty on the water-front. He became a
member of the regular force May 1, 1878,
and in October, 1880, was promoted to the
position of Sergeant, aud served as such
until he was retired, last September.

He left no family, his wile having died
some years ago.
