Al-
though the average rate of wages is lower
in Mexico than in ‘the United States the
Chinese-will find it easier to supplant Mexi-
“can Jaborers than Americans.. The Mexi-
cans are an.easy “going people. They be-
lieve in getting a living with the least pos-
sibhle amount of work.- They are given to
Lkotidays, and are much inclined to -take a
vacation when they have accumulated a
little money. They are generous and lLos-
pitable, but hardly what Americans would
consider industrions. Such a people are ill
prepared to contend against such patient,
plodding workers as the Chinese. They
could not staud the long hours and continu-
ous labor to whjch the Chinese are accus-
tomed. Tnr CALL has never entertained -
a doubt of the ultimate eflect of an influx
of Chinese into Mexico, The Mexican peo-
ple will be less patient under such ruinous
competition than Californians have been.
They will protest-in. termis which will com-
"pel the Governwent to adopt some meas-
ures to shut the undesirable immigrants
out.. There will not probably be much-
difficuity in inducing the Mexican . Govern-
ment to adopt a policy similar to that origi-
nated in this_country. They will have lass
difficulty- m('nr&'.ng it out thar we have
had as U seir land borders will be safe.

If the Ameri-
c¢in farmer could not pay the duty, and
still- ‘make wheat-growing profitable, he
would soon cease to send wheat to the En-
glish markét, Butif the American farmer
is clearly required to pay the English duty
on wheat to get his product into the En-
giish- market, does it not follow that the
English manufacturer has to pay the
American_duty on English products to get
his goods into the Awerican market?. That
is what protectionists claim as the result
of their policy, On all articles which
may be produced in both countries the ex-
vorter has the duties to pay. Solongasa

nation imposes uniform duties on foreign
goods foreign maticns have . no cause of
complaint. But when a nation discrimi-
nates ‘against the uroduels of a friendly
country it invites reprisals. Let us suppose
that in responsé to the 20 cents a bushel
duty the British Government is supposed

. to place upon American wheat, the Ameri-
-~ ecan  Government should . diseriminate
against British 'gocds. Suppose we take
cloth from Germiany- or France at 50 per
cent duty, and put an 80 per cent duty on
British cloths. Would not the result be as
disastrous to the British woolen manu-
facturer as the DBritish duty of 20 cents a
bushel on American wheat would be to the
American wheat producer? - It is.hardly
worth- thile to -attémpt to frishten the
. American people by threats of wudt foreign
pations which want the run of-cur markets
will do.

PUBLIC AND FPRIVATE DESTS.

A recent work on political economy by
Dr. Denslow estimates the total debt of the
people of the United States, public and
private, at $27,069,247,048. The odd dollars
come from a computation of known debts,
incluaing national, State, county and muni-
cipal, to which are added estimates in round
numbers of corporation and individual
debts.

These figures leave one in doubt whether
there is any solid ground to stand upon
financially, The aggregate of indebtedness
is equal to more than <ne-half the property
reported in the country at the last census.
1t represents a per capita indebtedness of
8465, or more than the average income of an
American family. If the estimate is true,
or nearly so, there would not be much prop-
It is prob-
able, hcwever, that after the first five items,
for which there is a basis to estimate upon,
the compiler drew upon his imagination for
his facts. 1n the item of individual indebt-
edness debts are cumulative. A hundred

! dollars in the hands ot one debtor would be

CIVIL SERVICE l'L.\le\S.

Congressman Ilelxry (,.al»u[ Lodge has re-
plied to an anti-civil service reform speech
made in Boston by Assistant Postmaster-
General Clarkson. Mr. Clarkson took the
ground ‘that the offices should be held by
that the
scheme of civil service reform makes a
civil pension list .inevitable, and that the
true way to carry on the Government is
by having chiefs of departments select
their own subordinates. In reply Mr.
Lodge admits that some offices ought to
be and must be held by members of
in power. But in the routine
business offices of the Government which
form the great -mass of the civil service
politics are of no consequence. He thinks
also that the distribution of the mass of
offices is a source of weakness to the party
in power rather than of strength. But Mr.
Lodge evidently regards the references to
the civil service pension as the pith of Mr.
Clarkson’s argument against the life-tenure
scheme. He avers that this civil service
pension list is simply a bugbear held up by
the opponents of reform. He admits thata
few English-thinking persons, of twhom
President Eliot of Harvard College is one,
have advocated a civil service pension list,
but adds that “‘no one who discusses the
subject with a knowledge of American
theught, historv and conditions would
dream of such a thing.” DBut the dis-
claimer of Mr. Lodge does not carry con-
viction except that he has undoubtedly ex-
pressed his own opinions. Personally he is
not in favor of a civil service pension list,
and does not regard it as a consequence of
a life tenure of office. But it always hap-
pens that pensions are attached to offices
held on life tenure. To say nothing of the
army and navy, the Federal judges are pen-
sioned at a certain age or after a certain
The pension condition
seems to go with the life-tenure system.
No cfficers elected or appointed for a term
of years are so provided for. In this city
we pension policemen after a ceriain pe-
riod of service. The proposition has been
made that schocol-teachers who have de-
voted their best years to the schools should

GAINING GROUND.

There is abundant evidence that the pol-
icy of political union with the United
States is gaining ground in Canada. The
recent elections in Nova Scotia resulted in
the choice of a Legislature in favoer of an-
nexation. The members were unot elected
directly on that issue, but the leader of the
majority was known to be an annexation-
ist. The Newfoundland Legisiature has
moved in the same direction to the extent
of sending delegates to the Dominion Gov-
ernment asking for its co-operation in their
policy of resistauce to the measures of the
mother country. It is stated, also, that
several members of the Montreal Board of
Trade, in discussing the questicns pre-
sented by Newfoundland, intimated that
political union with the United States was
the inevitable result of a favorable re-
sponse. The drift of public opinion in this
direction would doubtless be much accel-
erated if the United States should adopt
toward Canadian railroads the policy that
is enforced against vessels of all other
naticnalities in respect to trading between
American towns and cities. The Deminion
Government would find the subsidized
Canadian Pacific a costly investment if the
United States Government should exclude
it from doing business on this side of the
line.

EDITORIAL NOTES.

FREE 5UGAR.

“The open .letter addressed by Henry A.

Brown of Massachusetts to the Senate
Finance Committee, showing the value of

the sugar industry, is an important contri-
bution to our steck of knowledge on that

subject. Loose statements have been made
to the effect that the home production of all
kinds of sugar was only about one-eighth
of the consumption aod that the home
preduct was not relatively increasing, and
on the strength of these statements the
House voted that the sugar iudustry was

not worth preserving. Mr. Brown has ex-
amined the subject exbaustively, and finds

the home product is 17 per ceut of the

whole and is rapidly increasing. It does

not appear. from the synopsis given of Mr,

Brown’s letter that he has paid especial

attention to the progress of the beet-sugar

industry in Califoruia and one -or two

Western States. This really is the most

-important phase of the sugar question, If
the experiments Claus Spreckels has made
at Watsonville can be repeated with like

success in other parts of the State—and

there is no known reason why they may

not be—the sugar industry is yet in its in-

fancy.. While there may be a limit to the

amount of cane sugar which can be grown

in this country, the only limit of the beet-

SUgAr

sugar. There is'much reason to hope that

. the Senate will restore the duties on sugar,

" with perhaps such reduction of rates as the

industry canstand.

WHAT AN OPPORTUNITY.
