Herman Oelrichs as an Athlete—The En-
gagement. ;

Mr. Herman Oelrichs, who was so fortunate as
to galn possession of one of the fairest tlowers 1n
tliebouquet of San Francisco society,is descended
from an old Baltimorean family who came over
with Lord Baltimore at the time of the grant to
that nobleman of Maryland by King Charles of
England. He s a cousin to the Mays, who mar-
ried the beautiful Coleman sisters, and is also
related to the time-honored family of De Cour-
ceys of Maryland.

Mr. Oelrichs was born thirty-nine y#ars ago,
and is to-day an excellent representative of
American manhood. He graduated trom Yale
College some years ago. Whila there he was

and genial disposition. As an instance of how
far he catried his entbusiasmm for sport several
years ago when the Yale crew defeated Harvard,
he took the champlons to Europe aud enter-
tained them most lavisily.

It 1s not many years sinee he was cliefly
known as 2 member of the Union Club and one
of the best amateur attiletes in the clty. Helsa
leader in boxing, wrestilng or swimming, and
has ever been ready to try odds with anyoue.
He is pearly six feet high ana well proportioned.

The *“set” of wnich he was the jolllest and
most atbletic orpameut was patronized by
August Belmont, the banker and politician,
much as the best set of the Loundon jeunesse
doree bas long been patronized by the Duke of
Beaufort. It inciuded James Gordon Beunnett,
the late Isaac Bell Jr., alterward United States
Minister to the Netberlands, Colonel Schuyler
Crosby, who was Governor ol Montana under
Fresident Arthur and baa some legal contio-
versy with Russeil Harrlson, Martin and Travis
C. Van Buren. grandsons of President Van
Buren and the late Wright Sanford, tbe most
liberal patron of sporting eveuts in the metiop-
olis.

Of late years Mr. Oelrichs has devoted himself
with assiduity to the business ol the North Ger-
man Lloyd Steamship Compauny, of which he 1s
the New York agent. In politics be has latterly
cut some figure. He was an earnest worker in
the Cleveland and Thurman camp, being a mem-
ber of the Democratic National Commitiee. Mr.
Qelrichs Is rich, greatly respected by the best of
both the society aud business people of New
York, and as creditable a representative Amerl-
can asany papaor mamma ueed wish to ackuowl-
edge in the relation of son-in-law. His name
was at one time mentioned Tor the Mayoralty
of New York, but without anything definite
coming of it.

He has given dinners famous in the gastro-
pomic bhistory of New York. A famous yachts-
man and owner of the fine yacht Hildegarde,
pamed alier his charmiug sister, Mrs. Heuder-
800, Mr, Oelrichs delighted In entertaining the men
who sailed uuder the penpast. Some time ago,
when a number of English yacht-owners were at
the metropolis, Le luvited them to dinver at Del-
monicos.

THE DECORATIONS.

A Most Elaborate Digplay of Artistic
1Taste.

The preparations for the wedding at the hand-
some Fair residence, on the corner of Yine and
Jones streets, were of a very elaborate character,
Owing (o the necessary disproportion between
the wish and the material capability of any
private family to entertain within {ts doors so
large a circle of friends as that possessed by the
Fairs, the resources of unlimited wealth were
called lnto requisition to meet the difficulty.

By a bappy thought a large eircular marquee
was erected on a leveled stage platform con-
nected with the east portico. This was Inter-
pally made one blaze of flowers and electric
light, providiug an ideal sceune for the wedding
supper.

But it was In the house Itself that Miss Bates,
the decorator, bad surpassed herself, and the
description of the fairy tent must wait for the
moment. Eatering the hallway under an im-
mense wreath of pink roses the guests found
themselves at once transported to another Isle of
Paphos. Against a background of dark foliage
—a regular hedge of upright posts covered with
ferns and grasses and white lilles—depended
perpendicularly a fair bridal wreath of orange
blossoms [rom which fell in every direction the
gossamer folds of silvery and rosy red bridal
veiling, enmeshed with a flight of Venus’ own
snowy doves. Miss Falr hersell had made Lhis
sole suggestion for the introduction of ber
favorite doves ana the idea was perfectly car-
rled ont. Behind the distant “hedge” lay perdu
the siring orchestra and a side niche had been
reserved for the vocal cholr of white-gowned
ladies. On one side hung a white satin banner
fnserived with the apothegm: ‘¢ Love, That Old
Song of Which the World Is Never Weary,” in
red, and over the hat-rack shot great branches
of white fox-gloves, caught up with musical ins-
struments made of red flowers.

Before approaching the “sanctum sanctorum’
of the decorator’s art—the bridal scene—it might
be well to take a peep Into the library which bad
been left au naturel, “deople must have some-
where to sit down,” so the luxurious sleepy-
bollow chafrs beld out their friendly arms on all
sldes, the little space allowed flowers being oc-
cupled by masses of pink-white Multifiora roses.
The rear hall leading to the supper-room was
chiefly diessed in gieen, with fox-giove orna-
meuts.

THE DINING-ROOM.

The regular dining-room was a mine of pretty
features. Faclng the door stretched an expanse
of Oriental m.-tnu% whereon In artistie lettering
was Inseiibed the burden of a favorite English
ballad: *Drink to the Lass! I'll Warrant She’ll
Prove an Excuse for the Glass!” Across the
window, which was filled In with exotics, bung
an irregular line ot Chlanti flasks, with their
qualnt, narrow, wickered mrnecks fillea ;wilh

rasses. The maln mirror was studded with

uckles made of FParis daisles arranged with
crepe scarfs., The celllng itsell was one mass of
Wilbham Alien Richardson (ye'low) roses ana at
every coign of vantage stood or swung pretiy
basketls of yellow columbine, for which some
400 stalks had veen needed.

But at last, still leaving the garden pavillon for
the nonce, the scene of the wedding itself draws
the eager guests to lnspect its wonaers. There
are two doors leading from the Paphiau hallway
into the spacious drawing-room, and it is in the
window-embrasure, opposite the door which
faces oo the dove-enchicled organ, that is found
the bridal bower. Itis an ideal bridal bower—
the conception of a true artist. Quite bheavy
beams, we are toid, bave been let iuto the walls
Lo susiain those fourteen massive brass bells
which depend from among Lhat glorious cloud of
sweel peds runving riot even over the bell-ropes
of thick white silk cord. Sweet peas In loveiy
tralling vagrancy everywhere—* seventy-five
dozn bunches of pluk and white varieties,” the
decorator inforned a reporter. The ceutral bell
alone weighs thirty-five pounds, and- the others
are very nearly as large. A background Is
formed of Yuceca palms from Soledad avd India
flax, so that the general effeet of the bower re-
malns at ouce rich in beauty aud sim. le in de-
sign—simplex munditus—uudiverted by any ex-
aggerated side eff cts. And everywhere around,
the light, pure airiness of design (which is somne-
bow not diminished by the pretty chased bells) is
seen (0 be carried out by the accessories. Haug-
ing down from the ¢ py and from the arch-
partition floats a mys®ous white, transuelent
fringe, which, on exuwination, proves to be com-
posed of the fumous volcano giass of the Sand-
wieh Islands, whence it has been specially pro-
cured. Its ribbed silveiy tissues wave at the
lightest breath, and impart an Indescribable
beauty, like shifting "aoonlight, to the scene.

A TEMPLE OF HYMEN.

Of the other features In this sweet temple of
Hymen, which seemeda to have been decorated
by the joint handas of Endymion, Phceebe and
Fiora herseif, there must be mentioned the two
main mirrors. That facing the secoud door was
trunmed with lovely pink and white orchids and
groupings of uwbrella grass, coutrasting charm-
ingly with the twisted gold frame. Over anoiber
fell a bolting bauner “richly dight” with
cupids and buttertlies and bearing the refrain in
Burus’ native tongue, ‘O, my luve’s like a red,
red rose, ihals newly sprung In June,”
caught up In an artistic tangie of rose thorns. 1o
the doors and at the dividing arch huug down
great baskets of hydrangea aud sweel peas, kept
In place by delicate scarfs. Tune tloor of this and
every room was canvased; and lu dainty sweet-
vess the fittest tigure to type the eharacter of
the whole scene would seem to be oune of the
richest baskets of freshest pink and white
sweel peas, which exhaled an intoxlcating per-
fume from their lightly swayiug censers.

Tue elrcular pavilion in the grounds presented
a complete contrast In its iuterlor coloring.
Here, as befils the hall of gay reveiry, all was
bold, vivid, light and deeply marked shadows.
The tent was 180 feet in circumterence, and con-
tained eighteen paneled svaces. Each space
was bordered wiih palms and bamboos, some
100 stalks of growing bamboo, fifty palms and
thirty-five date palms beiug necessary for this
purpose. Swinging beltween Lhese spaces were
immense rose wreaths, three feet apart, consum-
Ing 1500 roses in their composition. Above,
from the central boss, radiated numberless
strips of parti-colored cotton erepe, divided by
coraons or cypress, making an extraordinarily
eflective and, as it were, prismatic ceillng. The
wondrously brilliant effect was fully Dbrought
out by the 1560 incandescent lights suspended al
intervals.

IN THE PAVILION.

It was calculated to seat 450 guests at one
time, ten guests belng accommodated at each of
the forty-five tables. The bride’s table, which
wis obloug In shape, was limited strictly to the
bridal party of twelve. It was dalntily decorated
with white Pride of the West roses and clouds of
silver gauze in which were entangled rich sprays
of orange-blossoms.

The name-cards were chef d’ceuvres of the art
and are the first of their kind every seen In San
Francisco. Those for the ladles were about nine
inches in length and exhibited fine bronzed etch- |
Ings on a german silver ground. Above was a
ralsed monogram O. and F., and the names of
the respeerive guests appeared across the cor-
ner. ‘Lhese aaluty affairs were prettily finished
with white silk coids and balls. The gentle-
men’s cards were the same in design but smaller.

Heniusberger; silver berry-disi; a curious paper-
cutter, made from the tusk of a walrus and
mounted with a heavy handle of oxidizea sliver;
silver fish-kuife and fork; pair of silver bonbon-
disbes, from Mrs. O'Connor; a large wall-,
cloek with a painted cbina face and gold band
interlacing frame-work, the gift of Mr. and Mrs.
de Young; palr of Crown d’Arby vases; a som-
plete set of maguificent cut-giass table ware,
with a lamp of the same material 80 arranged as
to take off the satin canopy aud substitute
therefor a cut-glass giobe having a cup, which,
when the lamp 18 not lighted, cian be placed in
the opening al the top to receive flowers, all of
the crystal being the gift of Mr. and Mys. John
Gillig; a set of onyx vases mounted with blue
and gold enamel; a triple dressing mirror set, in
framey of .repougse oxidized siiver, from Miss
Rutherferd; 1he bronze siggpeita of Joan of Arc
from Edgar Mills; a lai, prcsented by Kiug Kala-
kaua of the Sandwich Islands, This gift 1s 10 a
superb casket, and_ is regarded as one of the
most magnificent gifts in the collection, Origm-
ally intended as a preseut for tise Prince of
Wales, for some rgason it was not given to him,
and 1t was reseived for one of San Francisco's
fairest daughiers. Itis In the form of a circlet,
and is made of the feathers of a bird whose
species 1s now extinet. The feathers are of a
bright yellow color, and they are well ecalled
“royal feathers.” being priceless in value.

Resuming the plate, next comes an exquisite
after-dinner coffee set in royal Sevres; a bronze
of Judith mounted on a pedestal of onyx, fromn
Eagar Mills; a handsome murror in a repousse
frame of bronze; an exquisite case of manicure
lustruments, all siiver mounted; a card-case and
pocket-book combined, covered with lizard skin;
a similar case, the skin being white, and two call-
books for the names of visitors, mounted with
the same material; two Doulton vases; a large
silver loving cup; a casket, containing five very
rare and magniticently earved camros; a set of
rare Dreden plate; French mantel clock and can-
delabra to maten; six magnificent Doulton vases;
a palr of Hungarian chiuna pedestal tables, pre-
sented by E. C. McFarlane; 1wenty solld gold
dishes of different designs and workmanship; a
pair of gold antique vases, by Fied Gebhard;
four solid gold candiesticks; four solid gold salt
frames, with Bohemian giass bowls to fit; one
dozen gold oysier forks, sent by Mr. and Mrs. A.
N. Towne; » goid toilet set, compiete In every
detail. Most of the articles have the bride's
monogram or the single word ** Tessie” en-
graved upon them.

In the center of the room, on & stand, Is a
cabinet coutaining twenty volumes of Rolfe’s
edition of Shakespeare. Un another table isa
goid dish, a tea-set of oxidized siiver, a mag-
nificent feather fan and another of delicate lace.
A number of vatuable paiutings and eugravings
complete the list. But no adequalte idea or con-
ception of the extreme beauty, magniticence aud
value of the collection can Lo entertained from
tbis description. It is the realization of Alad-
din’s palace, except that a Fair-y queen presides
over 1ts destinies, This list dees not include
hupdieds of small remembrances.

THE MENU.

Delicacles That Were Offered the Guests
in the Pavillon. .

At 11 o'clock thestraying feet or the delighted
promenaders were arrested by the opening bars
of the maich to supper, rendered by the large
orchestra in its screened position at the rear of
the main hall. From all siaes wanderers were
rapldly collected and marshaled to the fatry
pavilion without, which has been already de-
scribed above, with its joyous iridescent lights
of all hues, glowlng refulgently in the white
gleamns of the mduetive current.

THE TROUSSEAU.

A Description of the Bride's Weddiag
Robe—Exquisite Cowns.

There is no-doubt but that Miss Falr's wedding
trousseau Is the most costly and complete ever
owned by any bride in Lhis country. - The dress
was made by Gliormley of East Nineteenth
street, New York, and I1s of the fipest quality of
ivory-white satin and the costliest lace. The
train is three and a half yards long and falls in
deep plaits from a poiuted yoke at the waist.
Rare old point d’Alencon lace covers the

front, and is caught - lengthwise at the
right slde with three bunches .of orange
blossoms. On the left side the lace Is caucght up

by thiree more buuches and heid close to the side,
as it was around tie skirt. The eutire breadth
of the front is lild in two very deep folds, also
covered with lace and left loose., -.

Tne corsage has a high V-shaped neck, back
and front, being finished 1o front with two hall-
moon standing lace collars, and at the back a
poluted oue turned dewn. From Ihe shoulders
the lace lies over the bust. and thea falig
in two barbed ends on the skirt. The
bottom of the corsage is  cut In
front in a very sharp point. The .back of the
corsage IS long from the hips and has a deep
flounce of lace shirred on in a pointed shape,
falitng over the train, The sleeves ire of point
d’Alencon over wiite satin, and.ace full from
the shoulder to the elbow.

The
foot-wide Valenciennes lace on this cost §£3000,
is arranged diagonally, and between each flounes
of lace is one of silk, all terminating high on the
right side o a bunch of ostrich tips.

Aun alternoon toilet ¢f wilte moire is covered
with silk net anad relleved by any number of
rows of moss trimming.

A tartan of Eonglish chevlot in different shades
of brown, made up for lravelluxi, i1as the skire
made In plaio wide plaits. ‘The one-butten
jacket will be worn with a skirt,

A Russian violet velvet is trimmed with real
siiver wire, arranged In ieaves ana flowers, the
tront of lilac satin belng brocaded with wisteria;
the neck Is cut round,

Miss Falr's brunette beauty will be set off to
great advantage in oue of the lovely eveuing
gowns of the popular shade of cucumber-yellow,
brocaded. It is made with a train, and has ea
the front skirt a arapery of the same shade of
silk muil, embroldered a fool deep wilh leaves.
Tue low corsage is bordered with this work.

For an afternoon tea there is a Chinese pink
siik, the brocaded design showing pistache
feathers through a filmy network of lace. Tue
front of pale rose erepe ae chine bas on it diag-
onally a fringe fourteen inches wide, :

The Ex-President Addresses a Gathering of
Stage People. :

NEW YORRK, June 3.—The piuth angual meet
IDg of the Actors’ Fund of America was hela to-
day in Palmer’'s Theater. Ex-President Cleve-

land addressed the actors., He sald at ths
outset: *“If my appearance -here to-day
serves no other purpose, I hope I ay

say without offense to any one that it illustrates
ihe progress of our time in tolerance and llber-
ality of sentiment.” I was reared and taught
In  the strictest  school of Presbyteri-
aunism. e ail reason why our ministers should
constantly quote Shakespeare from their pulpits,
aud we be prohibited from seeing and tearing
his works better interpreted ou. the stage. We
see less consjstency in permitting the perusal of
books of iiction, which ouly sowmetlmes teach
wholesome moral lessous.

“You will not, I trust, deem Ir-amiss if, in con-
clusion, 1 preseut a thought which Is apt to be
prominent in my mind on occasions Iike this:
Cousidering as I do, the dramatle profession
as furnishing favorable conditions for the de-
velopment of thoughtful men, I am not fully
satisfied that (8 members appreciate as soverly
as they ought their duly (o eur coubtry.
You nwust yourselves coufess (hat the téa-
dency of your occupation I8 jsomewhat in
the direction of isolation and separation
from fawlliar contict with the ordlnary
affairs of lfe. Tnese lead not ouly
to your being misunderstood by many of your
fellow-clitizens, but to the loss of advantage
which your Intelligence might contribute to tue
common welfare.

“* You are patrioti¢c in sentiment, but you are

too apt Lo think you_ petform your
full duty when you do your profes-
sional WOrk and when .you Kkeep the
Yeace and obey the laws. Pardon m?2 if

say to you that all these things and
all your readily acknowliedged charitable

undertaxkings wiil not
negiect to discharge your

atone for your
duty as it

isrelated to the affairs of your . country.
This Governmeut of ours -i1s constructed
upon the theory that every thoaghtful,

intelligent and honest citizen will Interest him-
sell in its operation; and unless this is forth-
comlng its best ocbjects and purposes will not be
accomplished. :

““As the welfare of your country Is as dear to
you as . the desire for the bLounest and
wise administration of.- your Government,
and as your interests aud prosperity In
common with those of your fellows
citizens are bouund up in the mazintenance of our
free institutions, do not forger that these things
can only be secured LY cousclentious political
thought aud careful political action.”
