,Pl:il D. Armour of Chicago has con-
tributed his mite to the immigration contro-

v

ersy in the following words:
Healthy, Industrious and law-abiding immi-

grants coming among us to build and maintain
homes are desirable acquisitions) whether ihey
have money or not. In view of the fact, how-
ever, that the strongest and most enlightened na-
tions of the eaith are sop, milingslid improving
educational systems, Ibelieve there should be
an educational lest, aDd that every immigrant
above school yean should be able to read and
write In his own language.

Writers on this subject vary in their con-
clusions according to their various stand-
points. Mr. Armour, who is a citizen of
murk, in whose eyes the peopling of the
country with healthy, industrious, law-
abiding aud intelligent immigrants is para-
rii.nut to everything else, would exclude no
immigrant unless he were idle, fractious,
unhealthy or Ignorant, that is to say, un-
less be were manifestly unsuitable material

_to become a useful citizen. The labor
unions, for whom Mr. Powderly speaks,
think that the time has come to exclude all
foreign immigrants because they would
crowd the labor market, and Itfollows logi-
cally from bis premises that he would ex-
clude the very class which Mr. Armour
would admit, namely, the class which would
become the most formidable competitors of
the present generation of laboring men.
Mr. Powderly is looking to the present time

-"and considers the subject from the wages
standpoint. Mr. Armour is looking to the
future and would have the laws so adjusted
that the empty places in the country should
not only be filled, but be filledwith the right

• kind of people to become members of a
.great commonwealth; he looks at the sub-

ject from the standpoint of our fu ure na-_ tional development.. There is something to be said in favor of
each proposition. Itis manifestly wrong
to permit European powers to flood this
country with their refuse population— the

-'. ignorant, the criminal and the turbulent. Ifthere is any way in which this influx of
Inferior material can be checked without'
violating the broad principles of equity it
should be done. There will be no two

--\u25a0opinions about that Nor can ifbe denied
that the glutting of our labor markets to
such an extent that the normal standard of
wages falls to the mere cost of livingis

.calculated to lower the moral tone of the
working class and to make workmen less
useful and less contented than they are-
under the existing standard. Poverty al--
ways has been the mother of crime and dis-
order. Any migration which lends to pau-
perize the bulk of the community is an evil
which statesmanship should try to cure.
Itis evident, too, that Mr. Armour is un-

consciously paving the way for the more
•radical policy of Mr. Powderly. Ifwe
begin by shutting the door in tne face of
meu who cannot read or who have a cough
or who have been restive under arbitrary

-.'"government at home itwillnot take long to"
educate the public up to shutting the door
in everybody's face, on the ground that the• country is full and wants no more raw ma-. terial in human shape. The policy, so far
as we remember, would be without prece-
dent, unless the policy of China before 1844
may be regarded as a precedent. But It.d.oes not necessarily follow that a policy is
wrong because it lias never been tried.
There never was in past history an example
of a general migration of the people of one
continent into another continent.

Inpast times migrations cf peoples from
regions where life was hard to regions
where it was easy were common enough.
The movement went on until equilibrium

as restored, tao •.he:*, the cause ceasing

to act, the empty places being filledup, the
movement stopped. That willundoubtedly

occur here. A time will come in the dis-
tant future when Europeans may not better
themselves by emigrating to the United
States. There fireEuropean immigrants who
find it almost as hard to earn bread in the
Atlantic cities as they did at home, In the
meantime their advent is lowering the value
of labor and embittering the lot of the
workman who was here before they came.

OREGON.

Our Democratic friends profess to be
pleased with the result in Oregon. That
Mate is fortunate in being able to please
both parties while attending strictly to its
own business. The principal question be-
fore the American people at the present
time is, ifthe McKinley Tariff Bill'shall be-
come a law? Democratic journals and
speakers have denounced it in the broadest
and most comprehensive terms as imposing
an unnecessary tax on the necessaries of
life. Oregon was called upon fur its opin-
ion while the bill was pending between the
House and the Senate. Oregon declares
strongly for the bill. It returns Mr.Her-
mann, who supported it, by a majority
without precedent in the history of the
Stale, lv the face of this a Democratic
contemporary complacently declares that
the Oregon election will strengthen the

hands of those Republicans who have been
resisting the McKinley bill. The election
of a llrpublicau Legislature reaffirms the
political position of the State in respect to
Mr.Hermann. It might be said that Mr.
Hermann was returned on the ground of
personal efficiency. the election of sixty
Itepubllcana lv thirty Democrats to a Legis-

lature that viillhave the choice of a United
States Senator does not leave any ground lor
the assumption that Mr. Hermann's large
vote was a personal compliment rather than
a political indorsement ol his course inCon-
gress.

If an American journal incommenting
upon the policy of a British statesman
should attribute unworthy motives to him
tho London Times would probably feel
called upon to administer punishment in
the form of a lecture upon the courtesies of
discussion. Itwould probably remind its
American contemporary that the policy
complained of was rather tho subject for
comment man the motives which prompted
that policy. It would he entirely in har-
mony with the ethics of journalism for the
Times to -how that the American claim to
exclusive jurisdiction iv ilehriug Sea is in
violation oi International law, but the
Times does no*, prove the opposite position
by an iunuendo that Mr. Blame is subject to
the dictation of any class of American
voters. The method of argument the Times
adopts as the most effective within its range
of ability is not peculiar to that journal,
but itis one th.it iv itsbetter days it usually
waived aside as beneath its dignity. The
change only shows the direction iv which
the Iintes has moved in recent years and
the level it has reached. So far as tho
bluster of the Times has any effect, it will
bo to confirm the American Stale Depart-
ment in a purpose to

'
enforce whatever

jurisdiction in JJehring Sea may be neces-
sary to protect the seal fisheries. Inter-
national law is what a combination of pow-
erful nations declare itto be, and iv the
11*-bring Sea case the construction of law
will prevail which can be enforced. Ifthe
British Government can drive the Ameri-
cans out of the sea the anti-American view
will be sustained. If,on the otlier hand,
the Americans can keep the British out,
Retiring will be a closed sea, whether so
in accordance with previously established
international law or not The innuendo of
the Times will not help to a settlement of
the question. Tire American people will
be much more sensitive to any lack of firm-
ness in conducting negotiations in the
future than in the past. An administration
that shows a too conciliatory spirit in the
face "i such sluts as the British organ has
seeu tit to cast will have to make a clear
case against the American position to save
itself when itcurries to answer to the people.

1 ltnMl-l'-. SHOfJLB BE KEPT.

A bill is pending before the Committee on
Military Affairs providing for certain med-
als which were promised inGeneral D.inks'
order calling for volunteers for a storming

column at Port Hudson. There seems to
be no dcubt of tbe promise having been
made, but as the contemplated assault was
not ordered, some opposition has manifested
itself to the proposed reward for services
that were not actually rendered. But the
soldiers may be -aid to have performed their
part when they offered themselves for a
duty which was certain to bring death to
more than one-half of those engaged in the
performance. For three weeks they held
themselves in readiness, expecting at each
moment to receive the order. If there is
such a thing as fear or a sensibility to
danger in the composition of men who offer
themselves as a sacrifice on such occasions,
they were tried more severely than they
would have been had the order to march
immediately followed one to hold them-
selves in readiness to march. There were
three weeks \u25a0 f such as a brave man experi-

ences when looking almost certain death in

the face. There may be a question whether
commanding Generals should be allowed to
promise rewards that can only be given by
the action of Congress, but there should be
none as to the fulfillment of a promise a
commanding General made in good faith,
Which the soldier supposed he had a right to
make. Tbe fact that apowerful nation can-
not be compelled to keep its promises or to
pay just claims against it is no reason why
all real obligations should not be liquidated.

THE 11i.X.0 MIEt, STATE.

The report that England had purchased
the King of Belgium's title to a region in
Africa as large as any two European na-
tions except Russia is now denied. The
purchase is not represented as falling
through for lack of title, but because the
King had agreed to give France the first
chance to put in a bid. To some minds,
however, the idea of selling a section
in a foreign country, to which no title
had been acquired, appears as a trans-
action of doubtful morality. The King
of Belgium proposes, it is understood,
to give a kind of quit-claim to the Congo
State which will be valid only if It is
maintained by a sufficient force. The 'M,-

--000,000 people in the Congo State do not ap-
pear to have been consulted. When the
state of involuntary servitude was recog-

nized as legal in the United States, owners
of black men. intending to sell a few of
them, often consulted them as to their pur-

chaser. But we do not know that the peo-
ple of the Free State of Congo have been
asked whether they waut an owner or not,

and if they do which of the two proposed
purchasers they prefer.

v ......iiiiii UANIED,

New York has evidently despaired of
raisins the money necessary for the con-
struction of the proposed Grant monument
at Riverside Park. Abill has been intro-
duced into Congress asking- for au appro-
prialion of {5200,000 for thai purpose, it is
quite right that lire nation should build a
monument to General^Grant, but tire Gov-
ernment can hardly be expected to appro-
priate money for monuments within States.
Washington is the place for the monuments
erected by aid of the Federal Government.
When New York claimed the right to inter
the remains of the great General in one of
its parks, it assumed an obligation to erect
a fitting monument to His memory. It Is
true {>250,t!00 is a large sum for New York
to raise for a public purpose. The Monu-
ment Committee has been collecting 10-
--cent pieces for that purpose for years, but
the accumulation has only been about suffi-
cient to pay expenses. The comparative
poverty of New York should be considered
in estimating the public spirit of its citi-
zens, but not to the extent of appropriating
from the National Treasury money for local
purposes.

The McKinley Tariff Billwithdraws one
of the inducements that have been held out
to rich Americans to make a ,tour of Eu-
rope each summer In preference to a visit
to localities of especial :interest in their
own country. Under tho present tariff all
baggage comes in free which the owner
will swear it lor personal use. Ithas been
broadly hinted that the wants of _ friends
were sometimes supplied at the expense of
the Government by the slight mental reser-

vat ion of "personal uso or the use of
friends." The McKinley bill limits the
amount of wearing apparel that may be
passed free to 5500. Of course, this is

'
a

hardship, hut the McKinley bill is full of
similar devices to increase the cost of the
necessaries of life. Itwillhardly be worth
whileto go to Europe to do shopping when
only $500 worth of goods can be brought in
without the payment of the duty exacted

of importers in the trade. But the duty on
S 2000 or S3OOO worth of goods, which is not
an excessive outfit for a fashionable lady,
would about cover the expense of a round
trip to Paris.

EDITORIAL MOTES.

The commander of tlie French war-ship
Indre, which kicked up such a rumpus on
the Newfoundland coast by orderering the

native fishermen to make way for the
Frenchmen, declares that not more than
a dozen seines were removed from the Bay
of St. Georges, and styles the outcry "a
political hullaballoo." When, In 1888, an
effort was made to settle the question, Sir
John Glover, the British Commissioner,
practically conceded the sovereignty over
this shore to the French, for the instrument
he signed conferred police powers upon tha
officers of the republic along the coast, and
extended to the French salmon fishing
rights for miles up the river. Since the
rejection of the treaty by the Newfound-
land Legislature the French have enforced
their claim to import withoutpaying cus-
toms duties, mid propose closing down the
lobster-canning establishments owned by
British subjects aud operated on British
soil.

___
The recent term of the United States Su-

preme Court was conspicuously marked by
the large number of cases involving the
construction of the interstate commerce
clause of the Federal Constitution. Another
notable leature was the Increasing number
of habeas corpus cases. Among the lead-
ing cases disposed of were the lowa original
package, Granger Bailroad Commission,
dressed beef. Mormon Church, Virginia
coupon, North Carolina and Louisiana
bond cases.

An effort is being made by enlightened
natives to establish a national confedera-
tion in India fashioned after the Canadian
model. While the native press strongly in-
dorse the plan the Rajahs and English offi-
cials look upon itwithdisfavor. The Brit-
ish would be apt to find India with a na-
tional Congress molding the popular will
less submissive thau in its present condi-
tion, disunited and swayed by the jealousies
ni ihe provinces.

In taking the census special provision
was made for ascertaining the names of the
surviving soldier", sailors and marines who
served during the last war and the widows
ol those who have since died. Tlie veterans
must give the names of the organizations or
vessels in which they served, the number of
enlistments, etc. This depaitment of the
census willbe of material advantage in the
consideration of future pension legislation.

The pension deadlock between the House
and Senate continues unbroken. The Con-
feience Committee of the House yesterday
reported a disagreement on the Senate He-
pendent Pension Bill,and the lower branch
of Congress Insisted on its amendment pro-
viding lor a service pension. The Confer-
ence Committee will therefore renew the
joint consideration of the measures.

The Fortification Bill was yesterday
amended by the Senate, particularly in ref-
erence to machinery for the manufacture of
guns of large caliber at the Watervliet
Arsenal, and passed.

GRAND JURY VIEWS.

The Industrial School Considered
a Failure.

i

Grading of the Inmates Reccmmended—Re-
pairs Required— The Magdalen Asy-

lum Speaks for Itself.

The County Grand Jury yesterday filed
with Superior Judge Murphy the following
report on the condition of the Industrial
School and of the Magdalen Asylum.

The Industrial School.
The last annual appropriation for the main-

tenance ol tills institution was $38,000, allow-
ing a monthly expenditure ot 1816868. This
amount Includes the maintenance of girls* who
wben committed to the Industrial School are
sent to the Magdalen Asylum, and maintained
Inthat institution at aSixed charge of 50 cents
a day, paid out ot the Industrial School appro-
priation. The number of boys In the Industrial
School varies from time to time, but the aver-
age now is about 115, and the average number
of girls lv the Magdalen Asylum Isabout 82.
The pay-roll of the lusiliulloo for salaries is
$1200, the amount paid 10 the Magdalen Asylum
for the maintenance ol girls sent to that Institu-
tion has tor some months been not less than
51204, leaving about $072 as the total amount
lo be expended for lire food and clothingof up-
ward ot IISboys Inthe Industrial school, and the
feeding of the 'stock, comprising 10 horses and
Scows, f-:-'

A FAILURE.

As a reformatory institution tbe Industrial
School has thus far proved a failure. 1c Is not
surmising that this should be so. An Industrial
School should be what lis name implies, It
should contain plant aDd appliances lor leaching
useful trades, aua thereby encouraging habits of
Industry inyouths who have Inherited criminal
instincts. or been allowed to diilt luto cilme
ilroii__.il parental neglect or Iron:otber causes.
'1lie piesent Superintendent does as well as can
be expected with the means and appliances at
Ins command, but they aie altogether 100 lim-
ited. What can be expected, when the appro-
priation for the support of the Institution Is bare-
lysufficient lor Uie payment of salaries and the
cost ol feeding and clothing the Inmates?

SHOULD BE REORGANIZED.
Tire buildings aie so constructed iii.it It is

almost impossible to grade the Inmates, who
should be separated in classes, not only as re-
gards ages, but with refereuce to lire mines for
which they are committed. Under the present
airangenieiil of the buildings me only means
of separating the boys is to grade them in two
divisions, according to age, leaving the youthful
buiglar to associate with ami contaminate the
child committed for violation of tho "8 o'clock
ordinance." The records show that in a large
pioportlon of cases boys teleased from lite Insti-
tution return to 11, and, 100 frequently, lads
who come there in lite lirst instance
as the result of some childish freak re-
turn under commitments for higher grades
of clime. The Industrial School Is only a
stone's 11110*7 in distance from ihe House of
Correction, and it would seem that the In-
stitution is inertly a graduating school lor ihe
oilier. The whole school need* reorgaiiizlug. I!
should either be mode an Industrial School Id
(act as well as inname, or it should lie abolished
altogether. Tlie present Superintendent Is do-
ing what he can to remedy some ol iho defects
above referred to. As many of the boys as can
be employed he keeps at worst, some In (be
talloi-shop, 111 which all file clothing used hi the
school Is made, mid others Inmaking shoes lor
lite use of the Inmates. Hut tire nuiiibr em-
ployed ID this work Is necessarily very small. A
few boys hud employment in the bakery, iv
which the bread Used 111 Hie institution is made,
and others are employed about the grouuds.

PROM OTHER COUNTIES.*
'Ihe ("rand Jury desires to call attention 10 the

fact that many boys are sent to tins institution,
snd the burden ol their maintenance Imposed on
this cily, who ought never to be sent there.
There are boys iv lire Institution who come Irom
Australia. China, oilier Mares Inthe Union and
nearly eveiy county lv IbisStale. One cause ot
this is lo he found 111 tlie workings of the institu-
tion, supported partly by private charity and
partly by state aid, known as the Hoys' and
(Jills' AidSociety. Tire school of this last-named
Institution Is liicapd In tins city. Parents, not
only In [his city, but in other counties this
Slate, who are unwilling or unable 10 accept the
responsibility for lie management 01 llieir own
irliaciuiychildren, turn tuem over voluntarily
to the control of the Boys' and Girls' Aid So-
ciety. Ifthey '.....' from that institution, or
attempt repeatedly lo do so. or prove otherwise
lefractory or unmanageable. it Is a common
practice 10 cause complalut 10 be made 10 oue of
our local Police Judges, and ou that complaint
the oltt-ui'er Is, almost as a mailer ot course,
committed to IliaIndustrial School. In this way
youthful olleiidejis arc brought I.i this city from
other count! aud eveu fromother stales, to be
finally charged on tire tax-payers of ibis city.
This practice is wholly without excuse. If tlie
i'...y*'aua Girls' AidSociety brings youths here
fromother parts of the stale it should accept its
own responsibilities and nut try to sblfl Ihem mi
10 our citizens. If11 brings a child from another
section ol the country it should be compelled to
late care ol that child or return it to us own
home.

REPAIRS NEEDED.
Returning to lilt affairs of tire Industrial
