SCHOOL CENSTUS.

A Net Gain of Five Hundred
Children Shown.

The work of figuring up the result of the school
canvass has kept Superintendent of Schools An-
derson, Depuly Suverintendent, Babcock and sev™
eral assistants busy day and night since Satur-
day night. Last evening the task was completed
and shows a total of 84,631 children under sev-
enteen years and 61,144 between five and seven-
teen. The lalter alone are entitied by law to
draw public money. The Increase In this class
of eblicren is 502 over last year.

Society feel very indignant at that portion
of the report of the Grand Jury, which was
published vesterday, which says in sub-
stance: *‘ The school of this institution is
located in this city, and youthful offenders
are breught to the society from other coun-
ties to be finally maintained at the expense
of the eity tax-payers.” In conversation
with a CALL reporter yesterday James C.
Kemp, visiting agent of the society, said,
referring to the report:

The boys’ and Girls’ Ald Soclety Is not strictly
an Institution.

As any eounty in the State can do the same, It
y bappeu that ouce ln awhiie a country boy
uns away from the scociely and getting arresied
might be sent to the Indusirfal Setool, but the
Grand Jury is decidedly wroog in assertiog that
it is a common thivg, for L am positive that for
every such case at least filiy city boys are saved
from goivg to the Industrial Sehool.

On the other haud it sometimes happens that
city boys, on being seni to country homes, com-
mit serious depredations, and on (h's aecount
niost bitterly Lave I, as Lhe agent, often been
assalled, In fact there is scarcely a mouth that
sueh 18 pot the case. 1he supe:intendent is
every day visited by pareats who have boys they
eannot contrel begging him to send them lnto
the country to some good raneh; and so te sum
the whole malier up this society has. since its
organizaiion, bren engaged priocipally In send-
ing to the people of the interior i1he homeless,
abandoned, deimquent, orphaw, and worse than
orphan, boys and zirls of San Francisco, instead
of Keeping them bhere as it certzinly would do
were 1L an mstitution 1n the ordisary sense of the
word.

In this connection I may say that just because
the aid soctety sticks to its privcicle of *“ Family
Lite” it is debarred from receiving to any appre-
ciable extent the State ald grauted for the sup-
port of orphan, balf-orpban and abandoned chil-
dren, who are uuder 14 years of age, while the
instituttous are getimg this grant right along
year alter year for the same children.

NO MURE HORSE CARS.

Tine North Beach and Misslion System to
Be n Cable Rond.

The North Beach and Mission street-car
line will soon be substituted by a cable road
at an estimated cost of $2,000,000 for
changes in equipment and construction of
road-bed.

The system extends from East street to
California avenue, at the extreme southerly
end of Folsom street, and the eross-town
route begius at Bay street and passes along
Mason to Montgemery avenue, to Broad-
way, to Dupont, to Pacifie, to Kearny, to
Geary, to Stockton and to Fourth street,
where it terminates at Townsend. The
other department of the road extends from
East and Market streets, up California to
Kearny, where it is to join the line from
North Beach. The present line fromn Mont-
gontery street, down California to Battery,
and along First to Folsom, will also be ope-
rated.

Michael Skelly, Superintendent of the
road, has stated that the work of construc-
tion will begin early in the fall, and once
begun will be completed as fast as possible.
The equipment will not be surpassed by
any other line in the city. The engine-
houses are to be located on the corper of
Fourth and Louisa streets and on the west
side of Folsom, between Army street and
California avenue.

In Indianapolis is a
physician in large practice, whio passes as an
Euvgiishman., He was born in & Yelholm gypsy
camp. One of the wealtbiest residents of Wash-
jogton is a gypsy. Certain busivess
Richmond and Baitimore lave the same origin.
Henry Staniey of St. Paul owns properly worth
over $40,000, The Cooper family of East Sum-
erville, Boston, are worth $250,000. Urtah |
Whaiton owns 3200,000 of real estale in New
York. InCanada the amount of proverty heid
by gypsies is very large. Half a miliion dollars’
worth of property In and near Dayton, Olio, Is
owned Ly gypsies. 1In Milwaukee Ellas Brewer
owns £50,000 worth of property, *“lIn shoit,”
says Mi. Wakeman, “1 make Il as a stalvment
of faet thai 1 eould fill columns with names and
addresses and propeirly estimaies of nearly a
thousand gypsies in this eountry whose combined
weallth would exceed $§40,000,000.”

Thus Is 1t that the gypsies have become an in-
teresting race to the student of sociology. Their
advancement and prosperily are not supposi-
titious. The gypsigs are becoming iu reality an
Important vart of the community. As Mr.
Wakeman hints, some day tbe busy polftician
wiil be scurrying about to catch the gypsy vote,

It Makes an Unsuceessful Effort
to Rejeet a Bid.
