control under the general Government. Of
course not, for tins would interfere with
pome of the patronage of that class of dep-

redators. The Examiner in noticing Mr.
Yanuever's billsays:

Tb- centralizing tendencies now dominant at
Washington are well Illustrated In Mr. Vande-
vet's hill enlarging tlie Yosemite gram and plac-
ing the whole reservation under national con-
tiol. The fact that Mr. Yaudever Is supposed to
represent tie State of dlilornla has no effect
upon bis actions. He would probably be glad to
sre Ibe Federal Government lake bold of our lo-
cal elections, manage our public schools and
regulate the pay of our policemen aud the li-
cence of our saloons.

There are many persons in this city who
t'io not believe in permitting the Buckley
crowd to run the city and State. These
desperadoes are doing more than is good
fur the well-being of the public. Indeed,
the people have seen how taxes are increas-
ing under this . regime, and they nre not
please. leven with judges and juries who
.are virtually controlled by Buckley's lambs.
-What can we expect from judges who are
nominated by such influences? And jurors
who are selected by the men placed in office
-through such a combination cannot be re-
lied on. The Examiner says further:

fact, become a byword because we permit a
lew in. to sell us outright. Our own.citizens are by no means ignorant in respect
to \u25a0 the disgraceful position . which San
Francisco occupies, for it is talked about*

vi- mi the corners of the streets. The
city cannot stand such a rule for much
length of time as that which we are having.
The miner says Mr. Vandever "would
probably be glad to see the Federal Gov-
.ernment take hold of our local elections,"
etc. Perhaps Sir. Vandever believes a
..change by which the election machinery in
this city and State could be taken out of the
hands of Buckley and his associates would
be of advantage to the people. We cer-
tainly believe under present conditions
that our citizens cannot have an honest

„ election, for the ba'.lot-boxes are placed
under the control of men in whom the pub-
lic,have little or no confidence. And the
polling-places are frequently located in
ro.pms where the counting of the ballots-
cannot be watched. .. The Call, however,
is in favor of searching for Californians
who can be trusted to manage oar city and
State affairs but we nre free to say that
the Yosemite Park had better be under the

\u25a0 control ofUnited States officials than uuder
the Buckley crowd.

THE 11EllKING SEA CASK.

Certain American papers have been at
considerable pains to show that the United
States has taken a position in respect to
Behring Sea which cannot be maintained

...on the recognized principles of inter-
national law. The claim of these papers is
that under the law of nations Behring Sea
is not a closed sea. It is understood that
the negotiation now pending is based upon
tiie-admission by Mr.Blame that the United
States lays no claim to absolute dominion
in the sea but claims to exercise the aegtee,
and extent ofdominion necessary to protect
the seal and regulate the annual catch. It

.is a recognized principle of international
law that a nation may appropriate to itself' things in and about its territory the -*om-
\u25a0raon.use of which would be detrimental to
its interests or a menace to its safety.
Vattel expresses this idea in the statement

"thatGovernments may extend their domin-
ion over the sea and along their coasts as
far as may be necessary to protect their in-
terests. Chancellor Kent has stated in
support of this principle that "the domin-

\u25a0 ion of the sovereign of the shore extends as
far as is requisite for his safety and for

\u25a0some lawful end." The "three-mile
limit,"or the distance a cannon-ball could
be. thrown with effect at the time this
opinion was written, grew out of this view
ofthe rights of the sovereign of the shore.
But the principle may extend the exclusive
jurisdiction of a nation as much further
than the three miles as may be requisite for
the attainment of some lawful end.

"
The

"lawfulend" in this case is the protection
of a herd of seals from which only about
100,000 can be taken annually except at the
risk of exterminating the herd. That it Is_ desirable to protect these seals is admitted.
Itis admitted also that protection can only
be made effective by an exercise on the
part of some power oi the right of patrol
to prevent a general and unregulated on-
slaught upon the seal-fishing grounds. As
the sovereign of the shore and the possessor

.of whatever title

Russia possessed in
Behring Sea, the United States is the only
Government which can properly exercise .
this ifecessary . right ;of control. * The

».*Bcd-sca proposition is another matter.

KOWIKG HIM OUT.

The Examiner has at last heard that a
man named White has announced himself
as an aspirant for the Democratic nomina-
tion lor the seat in the Senate now occupied

by Senator Stanford. Nothing neater in a
lilerary way lias appeared in the Examiner
in recent years than the manner in which it
welcomes Mr. White to the listof Demo-

crats who may properly aspire to the honor
of a scat in tin* Senate. Chief anions; his
good qualities Is the frankness with which
he admits his desire to be Senator. Itis
admitted that Mr. White need not be
ashamed of the ambition he has avowed.
JJut Mr. White is reminded in a fatherly

sort of way that he must not expect to
have the held to himself. There are other
Democrats who would like to be Senator.
A pretty strong intimation is thrown out
that Mr.White is not conspicuous in the

crowd of aspirants; that he is simply per-
mitted to run in the race because he can—if
he can. But the sting in the Examiner.
recognition of Mr. White's right to be a

Senatorial candidate is in the comparison

made between him and the preseut repre-
sentative of the Fifth Congressional Dis-
trict. "There," says the Examiner, "is
Mr. Clunie, for instance." Mr. Cluuie is
described as a rising young man, who has
no conscientious scruples against risine
higher. In view of the fact that Democratic
party leaders begged Mr. White to accept a
nomination for Governor, this comparison
is not of a character to inflame whatever
element of vanity there may be in Mr.
White's mental composition. We do not

think that this announcement of Mr.
White's Senatorial aspirations can be con-

sidered as a fracture of the compact which
is reported to exist between the Examiner
aud the Chronicle. The Examiner claims
to be a newspaper, and as such itcould not

well defer mention of an important political

movement more than a couple of weeks
after knowledge of it became public. Mr.
White has got his "notice," but is probably

\u25a0no more assured than before that his name
is on the Buckley-Hearst slate for Senator.

OVTKAI'J'S ON MISSIONARIES.

The late news from the Orient indicates
a revival of the anti-foreign furor which
has been quiescent lor nearly aquarter of
a century. In Japan the Key. Mr. Som-
mers, a well-known missionary, was as-
saulted in the street by a trooper in the
suite of the Dowager Empress, and received
certain domiciliary visits which so terrified
him that lie left forthwith by the hist
steamer for Europe. Two other mission-
aries, the Revs. W. Inibrie and Or. Amer-
uian, were assaulted by a party of students,
severely beaten, and Dr. Inibrie was cut with
a knife. The Rev. F. Ohlinger of Corea was
attacked by banditti, robbed and stabbed in
the leg. In China the walls of the town of
Shing llitig have been placarded with in-
flammatory appeals against foreigners.

There appears to be an organized move-
ment to incite the natives' to fury against the
Christians, and the authorities express ap-
prehensions regarding the result. It is
clear that the position of missionaries inall
the Asiatic countries is precarious.

The event should cieate no surprise.
Though a large proportion of the people of
both Japan and China are educated the
masses are uot, and like all barbarians they

hate foreigners. Whenever hard times be-
fall them they delude themselves into the
idea that the foieigner is the cause of their
tribulations and tiny persecute him if they

can. The missionaries, who have thus far
been the chief sufferers by the rcceut out-
burst of savagery, took 'the chances when
they undertook to convert the heathen.
Persecution was what they had to expect.
But their submission to the decrees of fate
does not relieve their Government from the
duty of protecting American citizens wher-
ever they may be. The United States can-
not allow their citizens to be maltreated.

We have no doubt that Colonel Denby at
'
Peking and Mr..swift at Tokio willfilecom-
plaints anil demand reparation from the re-
spective Governments to which they are ac-
credited. Nor is there any reason to ques-

tion but their hands will be strengthened
by dispatches from the State .Department.
Mr. Blame is not the man to let an Ameri-
can be wronged by a foreign nob without
speaking out. Itis possible, too, that the
Pacific squadron will be ordered to Yoko-
hama, or the nearest port in Japan to the
scene of the recent outrages, while the naval
force at Hong-Kong is likelyto be strength-

ened.
The normal Oriental is impervious to

argument unless it is backed up by force.
The respect which the English command
throughout the East has been largely due to
the fact that in dealing with Orientals it
has always been with them a word and a
blow, and not uiifrequently the blow has
preceded the word.

ANSWEII TUB LE-NSttS-TAKEK.

The action of the census-takers at the
East is leading to breaches of the peace.
Several census-takers have been roughly
handled by citizens who resented what
they regarded as impertinent curiosity. It
is believed that nothing of tho kind will
occur here. Mr. Porter, while trying to
justify his Inquiries into the extent to
which chronic and constitutional disease
prevails, lets it be known that he abandons
his purpose of prosecuting persons who
refuse to answer questions. Thus, the
chief source of irritation is removed, and
the indignation which his method provoked
willsubside. There is no reason why any
reasonable person should refuse to furnish
the census man with the information he
seeks, so long as that information does not
touch upon personal delicacy or disclose to
public view the family skeleton.
it is unpleasant of course for a man to

confess that he is suffering from a disease
which nukes his life a burden, and which
willprobably prevent his reaching old age.
Itis only becoming that his feelings should
be considered. But, on the other hand, it
is extremely important that we should
know what proportion of the general popu-
lation is disabled by disease. Ifwe have
38,000,000 of adults, and 5,000,000 of them
are crippled by maladies which prevent
them, ifmales, from bearing arms or doing
work, the potential energy of the nation is
reduced by just so much. The diseased
contingent is just so much dead stock,
which the rest of the people must carry,
and which cannot make additions to the
annual increase of products. Itis essen-
tial, in ever so many aspects, that we should
be able to reckon up the quantity of this
dead stock, and we cannot do so unless, in
some way, we can count and classify it.

Every invasion of private life by Govern-
ment officials is displeasing to the people.
Americans are born with the notion that
their private affairs shall not be subject to
public inquisition. Thus, in circles not
well informed, the registration of births
provokes opposition, and there are people
who would like to see marriage licenses
abolished.' When we bad an income tax
the revenue collector was regarded as an
impudent spy, who asked unjustifiable
questions. People who object to these in-
trusions upon private life lorget that they
are members ofa community as well as pri-
vate persons, that the community has
rights as well as they, and that where the
two rights conflict those of the individual
must give way. It is the constitutional
right of an American citizen as such to
store petroleum in his cellar, to boll bones
in his front yard and to throw his house-
hold slops out of his window, but if he at-
tempts any of these tilings in a city he will
speedily collide with th 3police, and will
find that he has to surrender part of bis
natural rights for tbe public good. In like
manner, he willshow his sense iflie waives
his reluctance to answer the census man.

ARE SUICIDES INCKEASING?

New Yorkers are alarmed by the an-
nouncement that the suicides for the first
quarter of 1890 are nearly double in number
what they were in the first quarter of 1889.
No adequate explanation of the fact has
been given. Some wiseacre lately figured
that the ratio of suicide to population is in
proportion to the number of periodicals to
population; in otlier words, that news-
papers lead - people to cut their throats.
That this may be true as to certain news-
papers which may exasperate readers to
the point of suicide is perhaps possible, but
as a rule the proposition is obviously a par-
adox, based on a coincidence, and deriving
plausibility from the well-Known fact that
the habitual perusal of stories of crime leads
to an increase of crime. _•\u25a0
Itis only within the past forty years that

statistics of suicide have been kept, and the
period covered is too short for the discovery

ofa formula governing the disease. InEn-
rope it is pretty well ascertained that of all
workers soldiers commit suicide oftener
than other people; this is partly because
they are involuntary conscripts, and partly

because they have the means of self-de-
rstruction at hand. This .latter reason ac-
counts for the large proportion of suicides
among doctors and druggists. IIIs pretty
well ascertained that more suicides take

place in June and July than any other
months ;that three men commit suicide to
one woman; that whereas the prevailing
age for suicides among women is under 20
itis over 50 among men.

We have been in the habit in this coun-
try generally, and in this State inparticu-

lar, of connecting suicides with the condi-
tion of business. It is generally supposed
that in times of commercial depression
more men take their lives than in times
when business is brisk, profits large and
wages high. But this is as yet a mere
hypothesis resting on the probabilities of
the" case. We have in the United States no
statistics to guide us on the subject. In
this cily a record of suicides is kept, which
is probably approximately correct. Itcon-
veys no information. Neither crops, nor
railroad traffic, nor imports and exports,

nor even the current rate of wages appear
to exercise any influence on the proportion
of suicides to population. In times of
plenty as in times of scarcity, in seasons
when labor is indemand as iv seasons
when the supply is inexcess of the demand.
some sixty to seventy persons take their
lives every year in ban- Francisco; and
though it is generally believed .that the
number was greater in the dark days when
the Comstock petered, as in the wilddays
of the stock boom, it is not absolutely cer-
tain that that was the case.

Suicide appears to be a disease, like in-
sanity. It belongs to the class of nervous
disorders of which nervous prostration is
the mild form. Unlike nervous prostra-
tion and insanity, it has no primary stage
in which itcan be treated, and a fatal re-
sult averted. It ends where it begins. It
may be that scientific progress may enable
physicians to detect a suicidal tendency be-
fore it has developed into the stage of the
overt act, Aud it may be that this age,
whichhas witnessed so astonishing a de-
velopment of nervous disease, is destined to
witness an increased proportion of sui-
cides. No one can tell, and till the facts
arouse public attention itis idle to indulge
in apprehension.

I'MTY FOB CHIME.

A San Francisco newspaper has published
the following paragraph, which should in-
culcate a lesson to be heeded:
Itwould seem that ihe way for a poor snd

friendless boy to get himself on bis feet ann gain
Influential friends Is to commit a felony. Let
him merely go around limning work and taking
snubs, and be may continue bis rounds unheeded
and wilbout success; but let him snatch a bag of
gold liom Hie shoulder of an aged collector or
forge a name and gamble away ibe proceeds
among the cigarette and opium fiends of the
pool-ioom", and leading citizens will at once in-
terest themselves lv his case and even conde-
scend lo commit a felony themselves so as to
save him fiom tire dire consequences of his
crime. The felony they commit Is compounding
a felony. Itis one of the most prevalent crimes
of the day aud one of ibe most demoralizing;

but as long as our law-officers find It to their ad-
vantage to wink at it, It will continue to be
pievalent. Of course the practice of allowing:
criminals and their Mends tobuy off complaining
witnesses saves a great deal of trouble, and gives
the gentlemen who would otherwise have to
draw up complaints, indictments, etc., and
prosecute the canes Incourt moie lime to attend
to politics.

Ithas been often said when a man steals
a large sum of money that his acts are
looked upon in a lenient light, but if be
steals a small sum he is punished. Our
contemporary, however, goes so far as to
suggest that "our law-officers sometimes
find itto their advantage to wink" at crime,
which we hope is not true.

jEDITOItIAL NOIES.

Three recent events in Japan show the re-
markable progress made by the natives.
The exhibition during the firstmonth itwas
open was visited by 400,000 persons, prov-
ing an agreeable surprise to many. The
exhibitors, however, failed to realize the
value of the exhibition as a means of ex-
tending the demand for tneir goods. The
second striking event was the inauguration
concert of the new buildings of the Impe-
rial Institute of Music at Tokio, the hall of
which is able of seating ..'(XO persons.
Among the leading features of the concert
were the "Festival Overture" by a native
band, selections on Japanese instruments,
a nocturne by the female, violin students
and the grand old "Hallelujah Chorus"
from the "Messiah." The third event was
the first annual exhibition of the Photo-
graphic Society at Tokio, the display being
a creditable one.

Owing to the increasing importance of
the Philippine Islands the Spanish Gov-
ernment intends to station a strong fleet in
the surrounding waters. The squadron
makes quite a respectable appearance on
paper, being divided into heavy and light
vessels, the former numbering seven and
four torpedo-boats and the latter five and
three transports. The islands, 400 ln num-
ber, have an area of 114,326 square miles
and an estimated population of 7,til'J,ii6s.
The chief articles of produce are sugar,
hemp and tobacco. Of hemp Great Britain
alone took £1,228.305 worth in 1888. The
Chinese, in spite of massacres and admin-
istrative restrictions, form a powerful ele-

. ment, petty trade and banking having
fallen into their hands.

-
Great distress prevails in sections of

Japan and China, In the former country
the high price of rice and continued bad
weather have brought about widespread
distress among the poor. AtTottori there
has been a rice riot, and at Nogo-Machi
many people have been driven to the neces-
sity of eating rice husks, and many are now
subsisting on weeds and flowers, mixed
with a littlewheat and rice. Advices from
Woochang give doleful accounts of the pov-
erty of the Chinese of the surrounding
country. The people cannot afford to bury
the dead, and it has not been an unusual
sight to see whole districts strewn with tin-

interred coffins. _____ *

Two French Catholic missionaries in
Corea, who were recently captured by a
band of brigands about forty miles from
Seoul, had a very narrow escape from being
put t-j death by their bloodthirsty captors.
They were slightly wounded by sword cuts
and relieved of all their possessions and
clothes except one small solitary garment
apiece. The French have demanded satis-
faction for the outrage.

The example of the boys and girls of
Woodland who organized a co-operative
fruit canning and dryiug union may be ad-
vantageously followed in other ftuit dis-
tricts. A faithful performance of their
contracts will go far toward making the
movement popular among fruit-growers in-
clined todispense withChinese labor.

The onslaught on tobacco in the United
Presbyterian Assembly developed a vigor-
ous assault on the slaves ofchewing gum.
Some even asserted that the habit was more
objectionable than the use of tobacco.
