PICTURESQUE.

A Dwelling the Exterior of Which
Is Quaint and Pleasing.

Cne That Has the Elements of Convenience and
Compactness of Arrancem:nt for

Personal Convenience.

HE principal el-
ement in a house
is of course con-
venience and
compactness ol
arrangement for
personal com-
fort. The second
1s picturesque-
ness of exterior
arrangements
for the henefit of
the world at
large, at well as
th e satisfaction
weshould derive
from It ourselves by being well housed.

The plans and designs offered here cover both
equirements, the plan is compaet and conven-

tion of hats, coats, shoes, elc., that are an un-
sightly addition at all times.

The parior and dining-room are joined by large
folding-doots, with plenty of light and ventila-
tion. The library or study is a small cosy room
tucked away by tisell In a corner of 1he bouse,
as it should be, for such a room suggsts privacy
and retiremeunt from the bustle of home. :

The kitchen is then off from the main house by
an ell, thoroughly shut off, yet weil connected
with the dining-room through the lirge and
roomy pauplry.

In ibe upper floor the rooms are large :_ln(}
aiy, as bed-iooms should be, with a handy bath-
room, ample closet room for each ehamber, and
a linen closet in the hall. In the family ehamber
this feature 18 somewhat remarKable, as the ex-
tension of the plazza-reof allows ihe closel Lo
1un back at least twenty-two feet, liguted by the
small square window, allowing ample room m_ﬁl
only for hauging but for the storage of trunks
and boxes. lu the altlc is ample space under
the roof for thiree rooms 1If desired.

Sbould some member of the family be pos-
sessed of artistie talent, as in these days of arl
culture 1s often the case, there is much about
the house that could be dope in the way of dec-
oratlon. Take the parlor for instance. Sup-
pose our walls to be covered to within three feet
of the ceiling by a rich peacock blue paper, with
a quiet pattern over it in a darker toue of the
same color.

Have the remaining space carefully me:ust_xred
and fitled to the reception of the frieze when
ready. The basis of these lsa vlch yellow felt
ing paper, over which may be scatteved in a full
and slighily econventional manner sprays of the
pretty wila dog roses, its flowers having gslenaer

petais are comparatively easy to draw, and in-
volves no complication.

ral manuer; the soft pink of the roses may be
reifeved at intervais with the finest resuits by
sprays of vellow roses, as these tones mingled

Haviog selected as the Keynote of decoration
in the pailor the rich peacoek blue, care must be
taken to accord and harmonize all other colors
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ient, offering at the same time several pleasing
and novel features, of which more will be said
later. *

The exterior 13 quaint and pleasing in its out-
lines, offering plenty of piazza room, a luxury no
country bome should be without; the lin-s are
well broKen, so that the element of stitiness, so
often found in small houses, is entirelv done
away with.

The exterior finish Is made up entirely of shin-
gles, and these may, in places, ke arranged in
irregular or waving lines as the taste of the own-
er may dictate; although too much of that sort of
thing Insu:es unpleasant results at times, as it
Lrings about a constant movement of lines.

Breadth of treatment and quiet colors are more
satisfying m the long run.

For exterior decorating be as simple and quiet
as possible if staln is used, give to the roof a soft
mossy green eflect, as uearly as possiblie to the

effect brought about by Fatber Time on old
houses, when no paint or stain has been used.

For the body of the Louse, stair trimmings,
piazza posts and shingles, a deep low toned red;
vot bright, as it would be too trying to the eye,
but bordering on the brownish shade., If paint
fs preferrcd, paint the body of the house and the
gable shingles a soft yellowish ollve greeu, and
all the trimmings a dark olive. Let the contrast
be marked.

Tue roof may be painted red, but a better

with it. Keep out greens In large masses, and
purples as the result would be oppressive and
“reeth-gritting”; orange and the various yellows
are good brightoness in a room of this key, as
they show to their full advantage.

If olls, the gold frames will look rich and
handsome against the dark walls,

The dining-room s=hould be on the west or
southwesterly side of thie house, and essentially
cheerful, for here the family gather at jeast turee
times dally, and the decorations should be of
such a pature as to in«pire cheerful thoughts.

A soft yellowlish ollve, with woodwork a warm-
ish red brown, a scft red—cut red—fiieze with
cheerful tracery, a buff sunny ceilieg, the
hard plee floor not staiped, but filled and pol-
ished and a large rug over it.

The walis may hold a few simple engravings
of a cheerful nature, & large mirror over the
mantel-shell will give added brighiness. aud the
furniture would be best of darkeoed oak If buy-
ing newly, the added cost over walnut would be
but litle, the wear wlill equal if not exceea it,
and It is mwany times more cheerful and agreea-
bie to look upon.

The ehambers shounld all be papered quietly
and cheerfully and the ceilings tinted to barmon-

scheme would be to give this two good solid
coats of black; not jet blaek, but toned down
con siderably to a softer shade, by mixing with it
the lighter olive used in the body of the house.

This will give a quiet nestling effeet, and at all
times agreeable to the eye,

The plan is wortby of some attention; the
hallway occupies the center of the bouse, sera-
rated from the ptazza by a small vestibule, this
is a good feature as the ball is iutended to be
used to some exteng as a living room or sitting
room.

Ascending two broad steps, we find ourselves
in a cosy littie nook, with the stairs in frout of
us and a large roomy seat filling the corner;
curtains may be hunyg here if desired, to entirely
close this **snug nook” frem the hall proper.
The hall is roomy, central, as all the rooms open
directly from it, and shut off as it is from the
plazza by the vesitibuie doors, should be free
from draughts avd comfortable in the wiuler,
and in the wa:m season this inner door can be
removed and replaced by a screen door.

As a cenlral siiting room it should be made as
pretty anda attractive as possible. 7The wood-
work thes (and in all the house) is white wooa;
paint a cool gray green, in oue tone, for ali the
wood-work 1ben, jueluding a five-foot dado; as
there are a good many doors, consequently con-
siderable wood-work sbowing here, the walls
should be painted a good contrasting color, so as
to make the best of them; a soft, quiet terra
cotta, with a narrow frieze of peacock biue, over
which should bLe a delicate gold pattern; these
may be elther paint (water colors) or paper.

The cetiing stould be simply tinted In water
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color, avery subdued buff with a few lines in
peacock blue and gold running around it for re-
lief. The furniture should be of a mixed char-
acter as this room serves a dual purpose of hall-
way and sitting-room; a large center table, large
comfortable and roomy chairs, and a book-ease
if space will allow.

The niche may have a table and one or two
light chairs and a pretty rug on the floor. Grow-
fug plants on the platform would b a great ad-
dition from an artistic standpoint; nothing deli-
cate, but bardy ferns, roses, or better stiil, the
shewy and beautiful hyderanges In varied colors,
What could be beiter ?

Do not carpet the floor; a good bard floor when
the bouse is first bullt will cost buit little more
than a common ¢ne; if economy is necessary, It
peed not be finely lald 1o patterns of rieh woods.
Selected stock In parrow strips carefullv laid,
filled, stained a dark cherry color ana well pol-
ished, wiil be far better than carpets, as dust and
molLbs, the bane of Lhe housewife, can find no
hold here.

A large brocking rug in quiet colors can be
bought to cover the entire center al far less cost
than the carpet, and cau be removed at will fora
thorough shaking,

The small sketeh glves a suggestion of the
snug nook and stairway finish.

In the vestibule there Is space for a hail-stand,
and by glancing at the large interior skeich a
suggestion will be found as to a pretty and art-
fstic metbod of finishing this. This plece 1s not
ineluded in the onginal estimate, but 1t is sug-
gested as auo addition that can be made if de-
sired.

Although the hall-stand hat-rack f{s, as a rule,
a thing 10 be despiséd, always in the way, and
its at best but a clumsy piece of furuiture v a
house, however useful it may be, when arrange-
meut is made for its reception, as in this in-
stance, there is no serlous objection to it. If the
ambition of the house-holder does uot aspire to
so fine a feature In this vestibule the ailotted
space may be filled with a simple bouglten oue
in such style as his fguey may dictate.

Better still would be to fill the space with
