THE COMPANY CENSURED.

Froper Precautions Not Used at Fourth
and Townsend Streets.

Coroner Eaton held an inquest yesterday
in the case of John Munster, the unfortu-
nate teamster who was killed last Wednes-
day at Townsend and Fifth streets while
backing his team from a warehouse, when
it collided with the funeral train. ;

Testimony was given by Engineer D. C.
Cornwell and the conductor that the en-
gine-bell was ringing at the time of the
fatal accident, and that the railroad com-
pany did all it could to make the street
there as safe as possible. He admitted,
however, with some show of reluctance,
that the dangerous spot was not what iL
might be.

Thomas Cline, a laborer in the employ of
Christy & Wise, swore that an oil-truck on
the side track obstructed a view of the rail-
road on Townsend street to a person com-
ing from the warehouses. Neither was the
train-bell ringing, and consequently Mun-
ster could have had no warning of the ap-
proach of the train. No tlagmen are sta-
tioned along the line.

The following verdict was returned:

We find that the deceased failed to exercise
due caution in backing out his team [rom the
warehouse without first ascertaining if there
were any passing trains; and we further find that
the railroad company does not exercise proper
precautions to prevent similar accidents.

CONSIGNEE’S CLAIMS.

Freight Charges Paid in Advance Cul-
lectable on Goods.

In the case of William Harrison vs. A.
W. Bull, judgment was rendered for the
defendant yesterday by Judge Hoge.

The action was to recover $1000 damages
and possession of a lot of tarming imple-
ments consigned to George Bull & Co.
on commission, and prior to the plaintiftf’s
assignment for the benefit of his creditors.
The defendant refused to deliver up the
implements until the freight charges ad-

vanced by him_ had been paid. Tn bis
opinion Judge Hoge says:

Under the contract itsell the plaintiff had the
right at any time to put an end to the whole con-
tract for reasons satisfactory to himself, and of
whieh he was the exclusive juage, but he could
only do this upon payment of the freights and
charges already advaunced by the cousigne:
under the contract. Neither fnequity nor in law,
nor under any circumstances coula he thus end
the contract or dissolve the relatlons of prinei-
pal and factor, of consignor and cousignee,
without payment of freight and advances due
the cousignee; nor do I doubt that the defend-
ant, bolding under and representing the cou-
siguees for this purpose alone, stands n the
place of the consiguee and may avail himself of
nis 1ighis,

AFTER MANY YEARS,
