Sea Service of O«det»— Cautnlo Sampson's
Special Duty.

The Secretary of the Navy has issued a
circular to the effect that graduates of the
Naval Academy willnot be ordered io other
than sea duly until they shall have made at
least one cruise in a cruising vessel of war
after the couipleiiou of the six years'
course.

The orders deta-hing Captain William T.
.Sampson from duty as (superintendent of
the Naval Academy on the 30th inst. do not
contemplate au assignment to the com-
mand of the ban Francisco, but require him
to report for special duty in connection
with her preparation tor sea. service.

Receiving Urn Amnmnt Bishop.
A committee of fifty-one was appointed

In tbe Diocesan Convention and charged

with the reception of the Assistant Bishop
on bis arrival in the diocese. The commit-
tee has so far dealt with the matter of
transportation and temporary accommo-
dation and has secured, or willsecure, a
furnished house in some proper locality, to
be occupied by Ur.Nichols aud his family
pending a selection of a perm^aeut resi-
dence. There hat been sc:ua talk of meet-
ing Dr. Nichols at iome point on the Cen-
tral l'acilic Railroad between Sacramento
and Truckee.

A Sabstltnte f.r tlio I'eriiiclou* I>rug,

Chloral.
A new parcotic has recently made its ap-

pearance on tlie scene. Its composition is
the following: Chloral and anlipyriu, when
brought together, give rise to a third
substance, of which tho technical name ia
fur toe complicated to convey any idea
whatever to the mind of a person who is
not a chemist. To facilitate matters, how-
ever, it has been called hypnal, thereby iu-
dicuting the soothing and soporific proper-
ties with which -itUendowed.

Hypnal has the same notion as chloral,
but it lias neither its disagreeable taste nor
is it at all caustic.

When it reaches the stomach and is acted
on by the gastric juice itresolves itself into
Its two component parts, chloral and antl-
pyrin. It is therefore a very satisfactory
way of giving chloral, andnf avoiding some
of tho weak points ol this drug.
Itshould be furthermore remarked that

liypnal, of which one gramme contains 0.45
grammes of chloral and O.SS grammes of
antipyrin, produces at this dose an effect
that is quite ns soothing as if a much
larger dose of chloral alone bad been given.

'1 Ins is, perhaps, due to the fact that tlw
chloral is produced in the stomach itself.
Itia there at the moment when it is formed
as a substance— that is to say, when its
power of action is at its mnxiinitm.

This question of the increase of the thera-
peutical properties of druus, according to
whether they have just been formed as sub-
stances or not, seems to me one for which a
great future is instore, and Iwouldstrongly
recommend ell who are anzlona to maku
discoveries to follow up this subject, which
they willcertainly find a most satisfactory
oiih ifIcan judge from the unexpected re-
sult that Ihave myself obtained iva num-
ber of cases.— N. Y. Herald.

TAKING THE CENSUS.
The Work in th« City Will Not Be Ended

Until Next Week.
The census enumerators will not have

completed their work to-day, as was at first
expected. Supervisor Davis says that a
number of enumerators reported as having

finished their work, but, on investigation,
he has found a great deal leftunfinished.
Out of the 310 enumerators engaged ten
have tiuished their work, and most of these,
demonstrating their fitness, have been re-
einployed to fiuish the districts left uncan-
vassed by men wno resigned their posi-
tions.

Ivthe districts unaccounted for the work
is about half finished, although the returns
submitted do not show such proportion,
most of the enumerators having covered tho
entire district allotted in a general outline,
to be filled in Inter, thus submitting the
heavy returns inone mass. The progress
made, however, is to the satisfaction of the
Supervisor, who does not anticipate the
completion of the city canvass within ten
or twelve dnys. The verification of the out-
side work is alsa under way, but will, of
necessity, take three or lour days loujter
than the canvass proper.
In reward to obtaining the total of tha

population of this city as soon after tlie
enumeration as possible, Mr. Davis said he
would ascertain from Washington whether
the figures on the postal cards, which nre
sent in daily by the enumerators, could be
used. These would give, VPry nearly, the
population. Supervisor Davis has also
sv.oru out a warrant for the arrest of a
German grocer in the western part of the
city who positively refused to give any in-
formation as to his age, and delied the aa-
tboritj of the enumerator. Six or seven
cases of a similar nature have been re-
ported, but iv every case the parties have
reiiented.
