CHINESE METHODS.

A Mongolian in the Toils on a
Charge of Bigamy.

He Wants to Sell Hi» Firrt and L»eal Wife

and Takes Her From Her Bescuerj on
a Charge cf Grand Lirceny.

A case is brought to tbe attention of our
courts which willprobably determine for-
ever whether Chinamen are to be compelled
to respect our laws or whether the customs
of their own country willbe recognized by
the courts here.

Three years ago Huth May Yang, as she
is called in Christian dialect, or Toy Mai
Yung, according to her Chinese name, was
rescued from the clutches of the proprietor
of a vile den in Chinatown, and by order
of tlie court was placed in the custody of
Mis* Jessie Worley, who was appointed her
guardian. InJanuary last she learned that
one ol her sisters, named Kwan Die, w»s
held by a woman in Chinatown, and upon
appealing to the court she succeeded in
rescuing her from her owner and Miss Jes-
sie N. Worley was appointed her guardian.
There was still another sister, whose where-
abouts was at the time unknown, but who
has come to the surface rather unexpect-
edly.

A short time since the wife of the Key.

Mr. Condit of Los Angeles came up to this
city on a visit, and while here she called on
Mr. Worley's family and there saw Kuth.
Something peculiar in her appearance at-
tracted the attention of Mrs. Condit, and
she a^ked the girl If she had any relatives
in this country. Jiulh answered that she
lad and mentioned tha fact that she had a
sister living in or near Los Angeles, who
was married to a Chinaman named Kwan
Kwok Him. When Mrs. Cuudit returned
to Los Angeles she huuted up Ruth's sister,
whom she had frequently seen and whose
extraordinary likeness to Ruth had so
strongly attracted her attention, and hav-
ing fouud her she, in company with an-
other lad}', called upon Mrs. Him aud pre-
vailed upon Her to write to Kuth. Ivthe
letter sne said that she was not happy and
that her husband was not treating either
herself or their child kindly. Kuth asked
her guardian. Miss Worley, to assist her in
rescuing her sister from the ill-treatment of
her husband, and this resulted in opening
up a new chapter inChinese infamy.

Kuth told Mi3s Worley that she had gone
down to Bakersfield eight years ago and
had been present at the marriage of her sis-
ter to Kwan Kwok Him by means of the
Chinese ceremony. A further investigation
showed that about three mouths ago Mr.
Him bad paid a visit to San Francisco and
that while hers his eyes had fallen upon a
comely Chinese eirl connected with the
mission conducted by Mr. Masters on Wash-
ington street, near Stockton, and that with-
out going through the formality of a di-
vorce from ins lirst vrife he had married
this girl,Mr. Masters performing the cere-
mony. Ha touk wife No. 2to his home in
Los Angeles, and then tried to sell wife
No. 1for whatever lie cnuld get for her, but
holding on to the daughter, now in her
eighth year, who is at this time, according
to Chinese valuation, worth $!**>.but who
iv «ix years more willsell for $2200 at auc-
tion. This pretty kettle of fish it was tho
particular fortune of liis3 Florence Morley
to upeei. and she went down to Lo3 Ange-
les last Thursday for that purpose.

Arrivingthere on Friday, she soon found
Mrs. Him, and. taking her aud her child
and her mother, she started to return to
this city. As the party was boarding the
train, a warrant was served on Mrs. Him,
charging her with grand larceny in having
stolen a diamond ring, the property of
Kwau Kwok Him, together with a sum of
money. The warrant was directed against
AhGing Him, and was is3Ufcd by Justice
Lockwood. Lockwood says that he Issued
the warrant for the arrest of Quon AhGun,
and was under the impression that the de-
fendaut was a man. The District Attorney
says that the Chinaman did not apply to Him
for the warrant for the reastfn that he knew
fullwell that ha wonIdnot have issued it, and
furthermore, the complaint was not sworn
to by "Charley Ah"Him, as Kwau Kwok
is known as there, but by A. Ling,a bosom
friend of Kwan Kwok Him's, the com-
plaining witness being Ah Ging, and their
object being to keep the woman there for
immoral purposes. While the otueer was
endeavoring to make the arrr-t a mob of
Chinese attempted to take possession of tho
girl, and during the struggle which fol-
lowed Mis3Worley had her clothing nearly
torn off her body, while her dress was torn
to ribbons. The police, however, rallied
and drove the Chinese off,and the girl was
finally lodged in jail. Saturday morning
she was taken before Lockwood, who fixed
her bail at $1500, thereby arousing the in-
dignation of the Christian ladies and gentle-
men of Los Angele*. and also the officers of
the law familiar with the case.

Meanwhile Miss Florence telegraphed to
a sister in Fresno to go down to her assist-
ance aud she arrived there Sunday morn-
ing. Little Ruth in this city was not idle,
nnd on Saturday she went before Judge
Van Iteyuegoiu and swore out a warrant
for the arrest of Kwan Kwok Him on a
charge of bigamy, and this was telegraphed
to Los Angeles and the Chinaman arrested.
Sunday Miss Florence Worley and her sis-
ter succeeded in having Mrs. Him released
on bail, aud taking a carriage, they drove
nine miles out of the city, where they took a,
train coining to San Francisco, and tho
three came here together. Meanwhile the
usual serenity of the City of Angels was
disturbed by a war of words between the
District Attorney aud the Justice who had
issued the warrant for Mrs. Him's arrest,
aud some language the reverse of compli-
mentary was used. Last night Detective
( irx, armed with the necessary papers, went
down to Los Angeles for the purpose of
bringing Him to this city. What transpired
in Los Angeles yesterday with reference to
the disposition of Him is told in the follow-
ingdispatch, received here last night:

Los Anoi.i.ks, June i).—Application was
male before Judge Shaw iv the Superior
Court this afternoon for the release on bail
of Kwan Kwok, alias Ah Him, who
nak arrested in this city last Sat-
urday on a warrant for bigamy, is-
sued in San Francisco. Judge Shaw au-
prored the Chinaman's bond in the sum of
54000, but Chief of Police Glass declined to
release the prisoner, although tho District
Attorney warned him that his failure to do
so would make him liable for contempt of
court. Anangry dispute occurred between
Chief Glass aud tie defendant's attorney,
but the Chief remained firm, declaring that
the prisoner must give bonds in the county
where the offense is alleged to have been
committed. Later in the day Chief Glass
received a telegram from Chief Crowley of
San FraucUcu, stating that Detective Cox
is en route for this city to take charge of
him, and urging the Chief not to let the
man go, even ilbe gave bonds.

Her Dr. Lsthrop Has Withdrawn His Hesiena-
tion—Stretcainff of a Cable-Line-Fatal

Injuriei Bccaived by aBither.

A writof habeas corpus was issued yes-
terday afternoou returnable to-day before
Judge Greene on behalf of William G.
Xicbolson, commanding Mrs. Emily C.
Woolley, widow, and ¥. A. Wilder, propri-

etor of the Windsor House, mid his wife, to
appear and show cause why Louisa K.
Nicholson is by them restrained of her
liberty. Miss Woolley, who is an heiress
in her own right and is the heir of
her mother, who is also possessed
of considerable property, met Xiebol-
son some months ago on the Panama
steamer from New York for San Francisco,
and again in the latter city,and on April

21st last, against her mother's wishes, she

went withhim to San l'.afael and was mar-
ried, lltr mother came to Oakland and

has since lived here. About two weeks
ago young Mrs. Nicholson tiring, as she
says, of Nicholson's profligacy and intem-
perance, left him and went to her mother
at the Windsor. She told him plainly a week
ago tliat she bad left him and proposed
never to live with him again, and further-
more, that she had instituted proceedings
against Him for divorce on the ground of in-
temperance and failure to provide. ItIs
said that Nicholson claims to be a lialti-
more banker's son, but it is averred that
the banks that he is best acquainted with
have neither doors nor locks. Tne young
woman seems to be thoroughly so;:y of her
previous infatuation. When Deputy Sheriff
Jamieson served the writ on Mrs. Woolley

he expected to be shown a child. The
niother, pointing to Mrs. Nicholson, said:
"There she is. the is at liberty to go at
nny time. 1 am not detaining her." Mrs.
Nicholson said: "Idon't want to gu to
Nicholson or with him, aud Ido not intend
to." They told the Sheriff they would be in
court this morning inanswer to the writ.

ALONG THE RAIL.
Exaggerated Accounts of the Col-

lision on the Donahne Line.

The officials of the Donahue road were
busy yesterday investigating tbe cause of
the collision at Reeds Station on Sunday
evening. Of this accident General Manager
Whiting said yesterday :

The accounts published in some of the
morning papers regarding this mishap were
greatly exaggerated. When the trains came
together both were running slowly, and the
shock was so slight that none of the passen-
gers knew that a collision had taken place.
Neither of the engineers or firemen were
injured, and this talk of the passengers be-
ing badly shaken is all rot, and emanated
from the brain of some reporter who did
not know bis business, but who evidently
knew that it was his duty to make as uiucti
of a sensation as possible, even at the ex-
pense of disregarding facts.

The damage to the engines was very
slight. As far as we know the facts of the
case are as follows: The engineer of the
excursion train had orders to side track at

Keeds Station, which is about three and a
half miles from Tiburon Ferry, and there
meet the regular train from San Francisco,
which leaves the ferry at 6:15. As he re-

ceived and signed lliu order he must have
forgotten all about meeting a train untilhe
had passed the switch, or for some reason
could not stop his train at this point. How-
ever, he passed the switch only a short dis-
tance and had brought his train to almost a
standstill when the trains met.
