The gentlemen in Question lately
secured a lease of the New Park Theater at
Portland, Oregon, and announced, to the
expectant citizens that they proposed to
provide them with the very best quality ol
summer opera and summer drinks.

Dv Chatelet hied himself to New York
and there engaged several ambitious sing-
ers for the principal roles, while Cootes
dropped down upon breezy San Francisco
and Tit-re hired a full wardrobe from jahn

& Co., putting up good security therelor.
After he had secured the costumes he looked
around for somebody to wear them, with
the result that Musical Director Perkins.
Comedian Phillip Koy and about twi-uty-
five chorus singers, male and female, agreed
to co with him to sing to the webloolers.

Yesterday mornina the people engaged
assembled at the wharf ready to take the
Portland steamer. They were to hare met
Manager Cootes there, and Manager Cootes
whs to put up the necessary ducats where-
with to pay their passage.

The Board of Supervisors met last evon-
Ing after two weeks' recess. Supervisor
Boyii presiding in the absence of Mayor
Pond.

W. H. Bodfish and W. C. Bennett, acting
as the attorneys for Elizabeth Little and
W. J. Adams, presented a demand for
55491 33, that sum being the amount of a
judgment against the city. Referred.

Petitions were recoived as fallows and
referred to the proper committees for con-
sideration:

From property-owners, protesting against

the construction of a sewer on Mission
street from Cortland aveuue to Army

street.
From Archbishop Kiordan, submitting

deeds to certain lands on Dolores street,
near Sixteenth, and requesting that the
board pass an order requiring the removal
of bodies from the cemetery there.

From property-owners for the erection of
an electric light on the crossing of Fred-
erick and Curl streets.

From property-owners asking that Ilolly
Park be improved.

From property-owners, making a protest
against grading and macadamizing Church
street, from Twentieth to Twenty-first, a
private contract having been entered into
for the work.

THE LAGUSA BUKVIY.
Inregard to the resolution recently passed

by the board authorizing the Mayor to sell
a strip of laud running through the Lngnna
Survey, and to turn the proceeds Into the
General Fund, City and County Attorney
Flournoy expressed it as his opinion that
lire land was dedicated for a public street
in the time of the Alcaldes, and such dedi-
cation was complete before any adverse
claim existed, ana the Supervisors have no
right to authorize the Mayor to alienate the
land by the sale. Mayor I'oud in a com-
munication suggested that as the property
was claimed adversely by private parties
the City and County Attorney be Instructed
lo be^in suit to quiet the city's title.

THE COAL CONTRACTS.
The Joint Committee on Public Buildings

and Fire Department, together with the
Joint Committee on Hospital and Industrial
School, submitted a report regarding the
communication Irom Arthur M. Ebbets
preferring charges Unit the kind and quality
of coal reriuirnd by the contract to be fur-
nished the Fire Department and public
buildings had not been supplied and pro-
testing against awards of contracts being
made on the ground that the prices
bid were lower than those at
which importers and dealers in coal
sold the different kinds called for.
The report started that the testimony
showed that in except a very few iu.stauc.es
no complaints were made, either as to the
character orquality of the coal furnished, and
in those cases wherein there arose a ques-
tion as to the kinds of coal the matter m
satisfactorily adjusted. Allthe. testimony
was conclusive as in the fact that the coal
furnished under the present contracts was
as good, and in some instances claimed
to be better, than that furuished
under prior contracts, and that
the full weieht was received.

Your committee will, iv the nature of
tilings, take steps to satisfy the most eeii-

sarions that nothing but what is called for
willbe received. No matter what the price,
bidders must live op to their contracts. No
reason exists, except prooabl; in the mind
of the defeated contractor, why the awards
to the lowest bidder should not be made,
and to that end your committee recommend
Hi.! awards of coal supplies to the lowest
bidders for the Fire Department, public
buildings, Hospital, Almshouse and ludus-
drial School.

TO THE LOWEST liLDDKU.
A resolution was Introduced to the

effect that the cuntracts for supply-
ing coal be awarded to the lowest bid-
der. A brief discussion ensued between
Supervisors Bush, Eilert, Barry and
Wrigttt. The resolution was passed to
iriutby a vote of to to 1, Supervisor Eilert
voting in the negative.

The resolution declarirg Cedar avenue
from KrauUlin to Gough closed was passed
to print.

The resolution to open Post street from
Central avenue to Se> ond avuuue was
passed by a vote of 9 to 2.

Flllmore-Street Wharf was leased to the
California Adamant and Wall Company for
8400 a year, notwithstanding Supervisor
Eilert's suggestion that the matter be re-
ferred to the Street Committee inorder
that bids for renting the Wharf might be
advertised for.

A resolution was passed to print declar-
ing Poison) street open from itfpley place
to California avenue.

Supervisor Eilert's order regarding the
inspection of gas fixtures was linallypassed.
Itwas decided that the board meet as a

Board of Equalization, from time, to time,
until the 23d of June, at l-o'clock noon.

IMPKOVIXO THE PARK.
A resolution was introduced that the

board providn in the tax levy for the next
fiscal year the full amount allowed by law
for improving Golden Gate Park. The
amount is (icents on the $100.

Park Commissioner E. P. Hammond ap-
peared before the board, and made a strong
appeal on behalf of the resolution. He
said itwas an absolute necessity that more
money bo given to the Park Fund, Infact,
he was sure that $12U,0U0, the amount al-
lowed a year, was none too much fur the
park, which should not now be allowed to
go backward. There is no greater trust in
the hands of the Supervisors than the care
of the park. The matter was relerred to
the Finance Committee,

A resolution was passed authorizing the
Superintendent of Streets to cause the ar-
rest of «ny parlies caught dumping rubbish
on Eiineralda avenue, near California.

Supervisor Uinghum introduced a reso-
lution that all bids for furnishing beef
and mutton to the City and County Hos-
pital, AluiNliouse and Industrial .School be
rejected, and the clerk of the board re-
advertise for bids to furnish these supplies
from July 1, 1800, to June 30, 1891. The
resolution was passed.

Tiie board then adjourned for one week.

J. Flannigan moved that the sorrow felt
by the members of the club over the death
of Mrs. Bryan O'Connor, Martin Kelly and
Thomas Keaue be shown by preparing
resolutions of respect and esteem for the
memory of the departed ones. lie said that
since the las: meeting of the club they had
lost oue of their best briend?, one of their
oldest associates and one of their most

active members. He then spoke of the late
Mrs. O'Connor as one who was always a
friend to the club, and who had become a
patroness after the death of her husband.

J. Keating, in seconding the motion, said
that in the death of the parties mentioned
not only the club, but also the Irish cause,
had sustained a loss of three most devoted
advocates. He had not known Mr. Kelly
very intimately, but had always regarded
him as an Irishman of the old and true
class.

The land question is the main point
upon which tho political issue turns. For
the purchase of the land S:so,00O,000 has
already been appropriated, and that sum
may yet be increased to an amount suffi-
cient to buy all the Irish landlords out, or
kick them out." The bill is compul-
sory, he believed, aud that being
so it was plain that the tenants
would also be forced away from
their native laud, for they are too poor to
buy. In ten or lifteen years the number of
landlords willbe doubled, and a ciiange for
the worse in their character may be ex-
pected. Under these circumstances, he
asserted, the club should express disap-
proval of the bill. Ifall the Irish organiza-
tion! In this couutry would take similar
measures against the bill the English Gov-
ernment would not dare pass it. Ifthe bill
is enforced Ireland will not require home
rule, for the people will become paupers.
According to an eminent authority three-
liltn- of the island will not pay for rent
when under cultivation. Farm property
there is now held at too high prices, and its
value willdepreciate for many years. [Ap-
plause.J

tO.MPI.KTE RELIANCE OX I'AKNELL.
The motion was seconded by T. li. iian-

nernian.
J. llannignn opened discussion on the

resohitiun. lie said It could not be enter-
tained or supported by the club, because
entire reliance is placed en the wisdom of
the Irish Parliamentary party in the En-
glish House of Commons. I'amell has
sought every opportunity to publicly re-
pudiate the obnoxious bill, liecould not
couceivo how Balfour or any other man
Could in:ilit- Irishmen buy what they do not
want.

It may be impracti-
cable to meet the enemy, steel to steel, but
they can be routed with eloquence and per-
sistent obstruction, lie considered a por-
tion of the Irish tenantry would be benefited
by the passage of the billin question and
that under its enforcement the Irishpeople
would not become paupers.

T. li. JJaniionuau drew attention to the
fact that Irishmen in America had been
contributing thousands of dollars to me
Irish cause, and not as unthinking serfs.
This action entitled an exhibition of Inter-
est In the labors of the Irish Parliamentary
party. Allthe brains are not confined to
that party, and Intellect equally great can
be found in San Francisco. He favored
modifying the resolution so that itwould
not call upon the party tor more emphatic
repudiation of the bill,but that it
