A belt of woodite 33 inches thick, in ecof-
ferdams extending 4 feet above and 4 feet
5 inches below the load water line, extends
the whole length of the vessel. Coal pro-
tection is afforded to the machinery by the
location of the bunkers along the side be-
low the protective deck and above the deck
for the length of the boiler and engine
space. The hull plating is iocreased in
thickuess in wake of all machine guns.

MACHINERY.

The machinery, as designed by the
Bureau of Steam Engineering, is intended
to develup 13,500 indicated horse-power
whén at 1ts waximum, which will propel
the ship about 20%; knots.

The engines are two in number, of the in-
verted vertical direct acting type, triple ex-
pansion, one on each shaft, the ship being
propelled by twin screws.

The dian:eters of the eylinders are 42, 59
and 92 inches by 42-inch strcke. They are
intended to be driven 128 revolutions per
minute. Each cylinder rests upon three
columns, giving easy access to the front of
the moving parts. Piston valves are used,
working parts, bed plates and
frames, are of steel. The shafting is of
iorgud steel, hollow.

THE BOILERS.

The boilers are six in number—two sin-
gle-ended and four double-ended— the
larger ones baving eight furnaces and the
smaller four. They are 15 feet, 3 inches in
diameter, cylindrical, and are intended to
carry 160 pounds pressure per square inch.
No boilers of this size and pressure have
hitherto been built in the United States.
The steel of the shells is 119-64 inches
thick.

With the full eoal supply, 1300 tons, at
20% knots speed and under forced draught,
the vessel will travel 2191.86 knots iu nearly
four and a half days. At a ten-knot eruis-
lug speed, under natural draught ana full
coal supply, ber radius of action would be
nearly 13,000 knots, with an endurauce of
about 55 days.

ARMAMENT.

The main battery consists of two 8inch
breech-loading rifles and ten 4-1ach breech-
loading rifles. The 8-inch rifles are mounted
on the center line in barbette turrets, four
inches thick, and one atthe forward and
one at the aiter end of the superstructure,
and train from directly aliead or asteru to
fifty degrees on each side, aba t or before
the beam, respectively. ‘I'ie ammunition
is supplied through armored tubes three
inches thick, which permit loading in any
position. The 4-inch guns are mounted on
improved central pivot mounts, and are
protected by fixed segmental shields four
inches thick; four of these guns [orward
have a fire from directly ahead to sixty-
three degrees abaft the beam; the four
after guns have a similar train before the
beam; the two 4-inch guns amidship have
a broadside train through 146 degrees. The
fire of all the forward aud after guns, re-
spectively, can be concentrated upon an
object the length of the vessel directly
ahead or astero.

e SECONDARY BATTERY.

The secondary battery consists of eight 6-
pounders, six 3-pounders and fourtesn ma-
chine-guns, mounted to be clear of the
smoke and fire of the wain battery and for
eflicient action against boat attacks. Wher-
ever practicable protection is afforded the
machine-guns by plating 24 inclies thick.
In each of the lower military-tops are
mounted a 37-millimeter Maxim and a 1-
pouud Hotehkiss.

An allowance of 150 rounds will be pro-
vided for each of the 8-inch and 4-inch
guns. An average of about 3600 rounds is
allowed for cacn of the guns in the second-
ary battery.

The torpedo outfit consists of six launch-
ing tubes for Howell automobile torpedoes
—one fixed at the stem, one at the stern and
two training-tubes on each broadside.

ROAD AGENTS' WORK.

A Passenger Train Ditched
and Robbed.

The Express-Car Rifled of All the Money
It Contained.

Messenger Neshitt Seriously Wounded by
the Desperadoes—An Unknown Man
Killed by the Wreck.

TEXARKANA (Ark.), June 10.—The West-
hound Cotton Belt train which left here at
midnight last night left the track in a spur
switch two 1ailes from town. An unknown
man who was stealing a ride on the bag-
gage-car was instantly killed, and the pas-
sengers and trainmen badly shaken up.
The engineer and fireman had scarcely re-
covered from the shock when six-shooters
and \Winchesters were rammed in their
faces, and they were ordered to lead the
van in a march upon the express-car.

Robbers had turned the switch and
caused the wreck. They entered the ex-
press-car, and after a short resistance from
Messenger Nesbitt, went through the safe,
securing, it is claimed, less than $§200.
After they had gone through this car, the
robbers marched the engineer and fireman
and messenger about 500 yards from the
track, seated them on a log and told them
to stay there with their eyes shut for one
hour.

When the banaits had gone a distance of
about fifty yards they turned and fired a
volley at the men on the log. The messen-
ger was shot through the left hand and an-
other bullet pierced his ear. The robbers
then disappeared.

It required but a short time to notify the
officers here, who aré now in pursuit of the
bandits. One party has been arrested, but
not fully identified.

Yesterday afternoon $10,000 was taken
from the Southern Express office to the
depot and sent North. It is supposed the
robbers thought the money was going
South. Great excitement prevailed on ac-
count of the robbery, for within the last
few years several robberies have been
perpetrated within 100 miles of here.

The people heie are exasperated, and if the
guilty parties are caught judge lynch will save
courl expenses,

Bismarck Talks About the
Peace of Europe.

Germany on Fairly Good Terms With All
the Powers,

The Czar's Dislike of Physical Exertion
an Important Factor in the
Pacific Feeling.

Special Dispatches to Txe MORNING CALL.

LoxpoN, Juce 10.—The Telegraph to-
day confinues its report of an interview
with Bismarck. Nobody, he said, was
more earnest for peace than Emperor
William, who was bent upon internal re-
forms, and had no idea of aggression.
When asked whether it was possible to ex-
tinguish the French grievances by the ree-
toration of their provinces to the French,
he declared that restoration was wtterly

impossible, aud that it must be
left to time to remove their
resentment. Their relations with Russia,

he said, were equally good, and she cer-
.talnly would not attack Germany. The
Czar Is averse to conquest and dislikes
physical exertion, a point that is not with-
out importance to the peace of Europe.

The triple allinnce, Bismarck said, was
certain to endure. Only the most unfore-
seen accident could distnrb European peace.
He thought it Impossible that England
and Germany should ever go to war.

If they guarrel it might lead to a conti
nental conflict, even if England abstained
from fighting. This, however, was a wildly
improbable contingency. The African dis-
pute, said Bismarck, is a trifiing matter,
and he believed Lord Salisbury’s temporate
words are more to England’s taste than
Stanley’s fierce ones.

In conclusion Bismarck spoke in the
highest praise the late Emporor Fred-
erlck, saying that had he lived he would

have astonished the world by the vigor of
Lis personality and rule.

AUSTRIAN WAR BUDGET.

The Minister of War Says the Army Must Be
Incrzased,

PestH, June 10.—The Minister of War
has addressed the Austro-Hungarian dele-
gations on the subject of the credits asked
by the Government for military purposes.
He sald he regretted to be compelled to de-
clare that the military credits submitted
could not be reduced. The budget demands
only represented the foundations on which
the building must be continued during the
next few years. Important augmentations
of the military forces of the empire were
becoming unavoidable. The question of
making peace effective would have to be
considered. The other States increased
their military strengtin, and Austria-Hun-
gary could not remain inactive, although
the Government is not able to strain its re-
sources to such an extent as is being done
by Germany. The demands contained in
the budget were the extreme minimum to
which the Government could go.

Australia Provides for ths Building of Sev-
eral War-Ships.

LoNpoN, June 10.—The Colonial Government
of Austialia has passed the necessary acts pro-
viding funds for the construction by the British
Government of scveral ships of war to
be devoted exclusively to the defense
ol the Australian colonies. It is also proposed
to establish inter-colonial free trade throughout
Australia, whether Imperial federation,
as advocated by Rosebery, comes or not.
All signa point to a certainty of Australian union
that will piesent the opposite side of the
worild a copy of the United States
of America. The Australlans were dis-
satisfled with the course of the British
Government in permitung other European na-
tions to gain a foothold In Polynesia, and with
a fleet at their command their remonstrances
may take a vigorous lorm.

A FRENCH PROTEST.

Ribot Disiikes Eng and’s Interference in
Egyptian Affuirs.

PARts, June 10,—In the Chamber of Deputles
to-day Ribot, the Minister of Foreign Affalrs,
read France's note to Egypt. Frauce contends
that the time has arrived when En-
gland, in accordance with the many decla-
rations and self-congratulations of her Ministers,
and for the prosperity and security of Egypt,
ought to evacuate the country. Tne note ex-
presses surprise that the powers do not agree in
recognizing that the profits of conversion ought
10 be applied to increasing Egypt's military
forces In order to enable her to dispense with
British troops. Believing, however, that all the
jmru»s interested are disposed togive the sub-
ect frank cooslderation, France assents to the
conversion scheme, reserving the gquestion of
evacuation for future negotiations.

BOHEMIAN PARTIES. !

Emperor Francis Joseph Acts as Mediator Be-
tween the Czechs and Germans.

VIENNA, June 9.—Strong efforts are be-
ing made to reconcile the differences be-
tween the Czechs and the Germans in the
Bohemian Diet. Emperor Francis Joseph
to-day gave audience to the leaders of the
two parties., His Majesty declared the ar-
rangements looking to the settlement of
the difficulties, adopted by the recent Ger-
man-Czech conference at Vienna, would
certainly be effected. This utterance was
a departure from the Emperor’s customary
reserve, and it is expected to have a deci-
sive influence in settling the long-standing
troubles between the two political parties.

THE SENATE.

Debate on the Silver Bill to Be Limited After
Next Friday.

WASHINGTON, June 10.—Among the petitions
presented In the Senate to-day and referred was
one from the New Orleans Chamber of Com-
merce asking an appropriation of $500,000 for
the establishment of a steamboat line between
New Orleans and the west coast of Africa.

Tue House Siiver Bill was referred to the Fl-
nance Committee.

Blalr introduced, by request, a bill to prohibit
the sale of Intoxicating llquors on the grouuds
of expositlons for which appropriations are ex-
pended by the United States. Referred.

Dolph Intioduced a bill granting the right of
way to the Tacoma and Seattle Air Line Rall-
road through the State of Oregon. Dolph also
Introduced a bill for the survey of public lands
in Oregon,

The Silver Bill was then taken up by unani-
mous consent, and at the request of Jones of Ne-
vada it was agreed that alter 3 o’clock Friday
next the debate be limited to five minutes by auy
Senator on the main question.

The question belng on Plumb’s amendment
that no other funds available for the payment
of the public debt, incluaing such as Kept for
the redemption of United states notes, sball be
retained in the Treasury in excess of $110,-
000,000,

On motlon of Harrls this amendment was
amended by adding the words “provided that
gold and sllver coiu and gola bullion in the
Treasury on which gold and silver certificates
have beeun issued shall vot be considered davalla-
ble for any purpose except the redemption of
such certificates.”

Sherman expressed hiis opposition to Plumb’s
amendment, as its effect wouid be really to leave
only & workliug balauce of $10,000,000 In the
Treasury. Besides, he thougit the sllver ques-
tion important enough to be cousidered by iiself,
without lugging in other compiications as 10
balances in the Treasury and such matters.
Some tLimes on guarter days the Secretary had to
pay out $40,000,000, and sometimes he had to
pay $20,000,000 a day for peusions,

Heagan was of the oplnion that a reserve of
$50,000,000 would be all-sufticient, and he In-
tended to offér an amendwent carrying out that
idea. He thought the policy of punishing the
peopie for the beunefit of monomeiallists and
contraclionists had been carrvied on long enough.
The reteution of that §100,000,000 of gold had
wiready cost the “Govertameuat §40,000,000 m-
terest. v

Teller said it had cost §46,000,000. He went
on (o question aud deny Lhe accuracy of some
of the stautements In Sherman’s last speech on
the bill. One of the poiuts was that the gold
dollar had always been the unit of value.

“That is pot true,” said Teller, “whether it
comes from the ex-Secretary of the Treasury or
anybody else.”

Another point in Sherman’s speech which
Teller disputed and denied was, that the lo-
crease of chiculation had Kept pace with the .in-
crease of population. Teller argued that It
would require an annual increase of $44,000,000
of currency to meet the annual increase of popu-
lation. As to the statement by Sherman aund
others that the supporters of the bill wauted a
cheap dollar, Teller soid it was a species of
demagoguery, which was & disgrace to the
Seuvate., They wanted an honest dollar restored
—a dollar that had been stricken down without
the will of the people and without their knowl-
edge. The man wno stood before the Senate
argulng for a single standaid was either dis-
houest or ignorant, and had no right to represent
the interests of the American people .

Teller wenut on to speak of the stlver plank in
the Republican national platform, and sald thag
if ne bad supposed it a mere claptrap the Re-
publican ticket would not have had such
support from him and would not unave got the
great majority it did In Colorado.

He said the bimetaillic principle had had its
worst enemy, its most effective foe, 1n the Treas-
wy Deparument. It bad been within the power
of the administration to relieve the people, so
that what the people suffered was ‘‘at the door
of the administration.” But there was no feel-
jog favorable to bimetallism in high places, and
would aot be while Wall stieet could influence

he political parties. Each party had been met
by the declaration that Cougress must legislate
80 as to gain the good will of the business 1n-
terests of the country, That meant Wall street,
He remembvered the case of a President (Cleve-
land) addressing a crowd of people in Wall
street  and saying he saw before him
the represeantatlves of the great inter-
ests of the couutry, but the fact was,
Teller sald, he did not see Dbefore
bim a single man who bad ever done an bonest
day’s work, ever produced an article of com-
merce, or ever promoted the ijndustrial pursuits
of the country. In conclusion, Teller declared
that no matter where the Republican paaty or
himself should be left, his vote s hould be given
for that measure which would unloose the bur-
den put upon the debtors of the couuntry, and do
it without detriment to the creditors.

Call spoke in favor of [ree coinage, and then
the silver bill went over till to-morrow.

After an executive session the-sSenate ad-
journed.

THE HOUSE.

Postoffice Apprepriation Bill Passed—Internal
Revenue Laows.

WasHINGTON, June 10.—Thue Speaker lald be-
fore the House the Senate bill amendatory of the
internal revenue laws and it was passed. It
authorizes the Commissioner of Internal Revenue
to formulate rules and regulations by which beer
may be carried direct from the vats to the bot-
tling department without passing through the
intermodiate process of being drawn into kegs.
Tue Senate Lill as passed exchanges the present
system of drawbacks on exported beer and fer-
meunted liquors, permitling the exportation in
bond 1o the same mauner as distilled spirits are
now handaied.

The House then went into Comnitiee of the
Whole on the Postoffice Appropriation Bill
There was no opposition, and the comimittee
haviog speedily considered the bili repoited 1t to
the House, when it passed. Adajourned.

A SENSATION SPOILED.

Statement in Relati-n to the Alleged Burial
Alivs of Gustave Cantor.

CHICAGO, June 10.—An evening paper pub-
lishes a lengtby and sensational account of the
death and nllegca;, interment alive of Gustave
Cantor, which, wiilen brought down to a stale-
ment of facts, seems me:ely a suspicious case,
The story was first told by a workman named
Johin Stier, who said that on February 2510 last,
when passing Rld’;e Lawn cemetery, Super-
intendent Mliler called him in. Miller was fill-
ing in a new grave and told Stier that he
believed the man in the coflin was alive, They
lisiened and heard sounds, which Stelr ¢laims
appeared as if made by some one rapping on the
inside of the coffin. Mliller, however, continued
to fill in the grave, and water also rau in, ecover-
ing the coflin, and the sounds ceased. Steir says
that Miller subsequentiy opeued the grave and
found the body distorted, aud every evidence
that death occurred after intermenl. Superin-
tendent Miller, when questioued by a reporter,
sald that when burying Cantor he certainly did
hear nolses, bur on taking off the iid of the coffin
foudd the man was unmistakably dead. After
replacing the coflin-lid he saw Stiers passing
and thought it would be a gboa joke to sare him,
which he did. He subsequently clinehed the story
by telling of the alleged exuumation, The noises in
the grave, he now thinks, were caused by water
runping in around the coflin. At the hospital
to-day it was stated that Cautor died of leart
disease, and the physicians scout the Idea that
Lie subsequently revived.

House Republicans Order a Combination of
the Two Bills.

WASHINGTON, June 10.—For the fourth time
the Republican Representatives were in caucus
upon the subject of a natioval eleciion law, the
Lodge and Rowell bills being up. The prefer-
ence of the Southern Repubiicans was for the
Lodge plan. Finally Speaker Reed pointed out
how the differences between the adherents of the
two bills could be adjusted by a combination of
the features or principles of each which were
unobjected to. His proposition was unanimous-
ly aceepted and Rowell and Lodge were ine
structed 1o formulate a compromise bilk

THE GAME BLOCKED.

A Victoria Steamer Seized for
Smuggling,

Chinese Run HAcross to Washington at
Profitable Rates.

Return Cargoes of Dutiable American Goods,
The Human Freight Sold in
Bondage.

Special Dispatches to THE MOBRNING CALL,

Vicroria, June 10.—The little steamer
North Star, which is generally to be found
any time between sunrise and sunset, tied
up at a slip above the railway bridge,

sbifted yesterday to the Custom-
house Wharf, where she now re-
mains. Her change of quarters was

not voluntarily, but resulted from her siez-
ure by Inspector Young on charges of vio-
lating Sections 27, 28, 29 and 193 of the Cus-
toms Act of Canada. Captain Angel Eif-
fel, more commonly known as “Frenchy,”
and Fred Jones are the recognized owners
of the North Star.

Particulars of the charges against her
were yesterday forwarded to Ottawa for
investigation and decision., The steamer,
which was formerly a sailing sloop,
owned and used by hard-working

fishermen, registers only about four tons
and was provided with her steering gear
only about six months ago. Since then, it
is alleged, she has been almost constantly en-
gaged in conveying Chinamen from British
Columbia into Washington at a highly re-
munerative tariff. Her carrying capacity
is stated at about thirty, and her speed
about seven miles an hour.

The programme has been to run out of
Victoria at night, land lLer contraband
cargo at some quiet place previously
picked out on the American shore, and
at once shoot back into her own less
dangerous waters. The Chinese smuggled
out are, according to the Port Town-
send Leader, disposed of to Mon-
golian contractors, who pay from §20
to 825 apiece for them. Buyers
have agents at hand wherever the landing
is, who secrete the human freight for a day
or two and then ship them to Seattle, Port-
land or California points.

Not content with violating the American
revenue, for which she would be in no way
amenable to the Canadian law, the North
Star is now accused of working
a double trick, by brioging back
American goods and landing thein at points
along the coast of Vietoria. It is also al-
leged that she has neglected to clear at the
Custom-house before leaving on her noc-
turnal trips.

On Sunday morning a run was made into
Oak Bay, and before the landing was
reaclied trouble arose on board, one of the
men_ saying that it arose from Joe, the
leading guide, quarreling with Captain
Coffee over the danger they were running.
Coffee said there was nothing to fear
on the Cauvadian side and he would run in
contrary to Joe’s wishes. On reaching the
shore a fight ensued, which terminated by
a Chinaman firing at the captain with a
revolver. The captain took to his heels.

This internal dissension hastenea the
trouble with the custowns officials, Itis al-
leged by the owners of the boat that
they have never brought goods to
Victoria, and that the seizure was
made to prevent the steamer from
runniag Chinese into the United States.
Most Victorians consider this practice
a good one, as it rids the ecity
of Chinese. It is thought very
strange that the Victoria customs officials
should aid the United States officers, as the
compliment is never reciprocated.

- TERRIFIC TEMPEST,

Lives Lost and Property Destroyed in an
Iilinois Town.

JoLieT (IlL), June 10.—A [funupel-shaped
cloud passed through the village of Chan-
panon at 9 o'clock last night, dolng Immeuse
damage and Killlng and injuriog, it
is understood, quite a opumber of peo-
ple. Chapnanon is a town of about 10,000 per-
sons, nine miles south of Joliet, with no
rarlroad or telegraph facilitles. A large strip of
country was devastated. Reports indicate that
the list of Killed and wounded is large. Surgeons
have been sent from bhere to relieve their
sufferiugs. From tne meager information at
band it seems that the most damage was in
the country around Channanon and that the ma-
jority of casualties occurred outside of the town.

Although the place is not far from here, there
is very littie hope of getting apything definite
from there owing to the bad condition of the
roads, While It Is belleved the reporis so far re-
ceived are exaggerated, the beliel is prevalent
that a great aisaster has occurred. At 2 o’clock
this morning uothing bhad been heard from
parties who left here for Chanuaunon,.

are in preparation for next year, of which one 18
the *“State diteh,” having its source In tlte
famous Grand Canyon of the Arkansas. After
leaving the river it will pass through a limestone
ridge by means of a tunnel 500 feet long. Itlis
situated near the State Pevitentlary, and the
convicts are making the tunnel. Tue new
ditebes are adding several thousands to the pop-
ulation ot Southern Colorado.
