A Diiplay of th« Wonderfnl Powers ?o«»e»«ed
by Theie Unfortunata Foster Cbi;drea

of the State.

The anniversary exercises ot the griduating

class at the Instituiion for the Deaf aud Dumb

and Blind, at Berkeley, were veld yesterday af-
ternoon.

The entertainment was held In the main nail
of the building recently completed, and Known
as tne Kducattonal Building. On approaching

this liuildluir the visitor Is at once lrapnssed

with the severe plainness of Its architecture
In fact, plainness is a pronounced feature of all

of the buildings of the lustliuliou. Vet tue sim-
plicity of their structure, harmonious lv every

detail and arrangement, is calculated to produce

a pleasant Impression upon every carefnl ob-
server who passes within tlie gates.

Witliln the effect is that of quiet elegance,

whlcn Is produced in a large degree by the
preservation of flic natural color of the wood-
work, the latter being wulte cedar and varnished
to the best advautage.

shades and niripes. In the decorations, flowers,

acter, had not been loigotten, anil from floor to
cellingoneither side of the singe hung festoons
of fragrant blossoms. Gieat wreaths of oaK
leaves, interwoven wiin Mowers ol divers hues
and lianas, weie placed over the Mage-entrance
on enher side and set ol! to good advantage tlie
gay colors ot Hi nag* aud bunting.

The exercises unique and novel as they are
were opened wlili ids recital ol the Lord's
Prayer by m rosy cheeked youne maiden just
budding into boautiful womanhood— Miss Mabel
Gande of tin* city, The graceful motions or
her arms as they Interpreted this beautiful
prayer were poetry crystallized. It was a most
pathetic scene and appealed to Hie heart of
every si^ctator.

The juvenile class of deaf-mute* under the
Charge ol Professor Henry Frank did good wink
in composition on subjects given by their
teacher. They reduced to writing on the large
blackboard" which had been placed on the stage
for that purpose; various exercises In mathe-
matics, including higher algebra and ei-oinetiy.
Also exercises indescribing pictures which were
Riven them by tile professor, Ihe woi whs
highly satisfactory to the teachers and interest-
ing to the audience.

A DIFFICULT FEAT.
The most remarkable and difficult features of

the programme, however, was the competitive
readme in raKed letters by six blind pupils be-
longing to tin" juvenile class.

I'rofessor Wilkinson (.laced a book containing
a paragraph In raised letters upon the stage-
table, and each juvenile Wai led Iv turn to try
bis or her skill ivibis difficult feat.

The paragraph selected had never been read
liy the child ien before, and it seemed truly won-
derful to the 7IKIspectators assembled that the
reading could lie so rapidly and accurately ac-
complished.

Inthin contest Miss I.illifSmith was mont pro-
ficient, being able to read faster than the ordi-
nary person with perfect eyesight, and was put
to a more severe teat by J'rotessor Wilkinson.
The protestor folded his handkerchief In such a
manner as to make eight thicknesses, and plac-
ingItover the raised letters asked Hie inipll to
read. She placed her lingers over the letters and
lead a paragraph without apparent effort. It
was said by the teachers that her ettort had never
been equaled.

The senior class of deaf-mutes dl«cn«sed cur-
rent topics on the blackboard and translated
Cicero.

The compesitlonß of tills class on subjects
given toy the audience were remarkable, when
their youth and the brief period In which they
have been trained are taken Into consideration.
The bleb standard of literary excellence for
which this Institution lias been noted was still
maintained.

Mr.Seymour Redmond, a member of the grad-
ualory class, rendered symbolic illustrations In
the sign language of various phases or conditions
o[ Ilie heart and iiiiiml,such as love, anger, bun-
ger. hatred, ignorance. la pantomime be was
master of bis .an and bis performance called
fortb storms of applause.

ESSAY ON POLITICS.
An Interesting feature was the twn-miuiite

essays with the type-writer on subjects glvsn by
the audience. All sorts of subjects were given.
Miss Eastman was given Ilia subject "Politics"
by some one in the audience. Having only two
minutes to write, bet essay was necessarily very
brief, ks follows:

livingthis sutitect to a young lady, as our Govern-
ment lias nut yet been brought uuder pet-tlcoat con-
trol.

The regular meeting of the Regents of
the State University was liela yesteiday%t
the Mechanics' Library, Regent T. G.
Tiielps presiding, withReeenta J. L.Beard,
Columbus ISartlett, Louis Sloss Jr., A. S.
llalliuip, George T. Marye, J. F. Hough-
ton, Judge W. T. Wallace, Rev. J. H. C.
Bonte, Horace Davis, Arthur Rodgers,
Key. Uoratio Stebbins, Albert Miller, C.
F. Crocker and Mr. Howe present.

Keports of standing committees were
rearl, and a motion was carried to pay the
salaries of the instructors aud officers of
the University for tlie month of June in ad-
vance.

A resolution was passed allowingthe offi-
cers and instructors to leave ior their vaca-
tion without loss of salary.

The recommendation that the sum of
S:t;», representing the amount of 20 per
cent deposits on lanUs, be withdrawn from
the ban Francisco Savings Union, was
adopted.

The Secretary's bills to the amount of
$3509 45 for salaries and incidental expenses
wen) ordered paid.

The Special Committee reported that the
policies on tin* two frame buildings on
Mount Hamilton, amounting to $4300, were
about to expire, and a motion was carried
to reinsure the property at a total expendi-
ture of 54393. They also reported that A.
F. Lanjju had been appointed assistant
professor of English, and that Professor
Benjamin 11. Randolph bad been detailed as
military instructor at the University.

President Horace Davis recommended
first, that the week of vacation be a calen-
dar week; second, that the summer vaca-
tion lie one of twelve weeks and commence
on May Ist instead of June Ist, as hereto-
fore, and third, that the full term close on
the Saturday preceding Christmas, thereby
giving the students an opportunity to ap-
ply their vacations to a better advantage
than by the old course. The recommenda-
tion Win referred to the Committee on In-
ternal Administration.

Fiuley Cook was appointed Recorder,
James Sulton Recorder's Clerk, and John
C. Merriam Assistant in the Mineralogical
Laboratory. Merriaui's salary was lixed at
$20 per month.

The motion of President Davis that all
recommendations of qualifications of appli-
cants for positions in the University be
placed on file in his office was referred to
the Committee on Internal Administration.

Thirteen law students who graduated
from the Hastings Law College were grant-
ed degrees.

President Davis offered the following
resolution, which was adopted:

The request of Professor Etolden that the
sum of $30 be allowed for increasing the
library at the Lick Observatory was granted.

The Secretary reported that the title to
the University land inTehama County bad
not yet been received, and the matter was
placed in the hands of Attorney Mhoon.

The meeting then adjourned.
