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KALNOKY INDORSED.

Austrian Approve His Refer-
ences to William,

A Plea for the Universal Recognition ol

Prince Ferdinand.

Trial of the Countess Ton Luetzont at

Berlin for Allowing Disgraceful
Orgies in Her House.

Fk^th, Jnne 11.— During the sitting of
the Foreign Committee of the Hungarian
Delegation to-day Herr Falk declared that
the delegates! joyfully indorsed the respect-

ful references to the Emperor of German;
by Count Kalnoky, Minister of Foreign
Affairs, for the whole monarchy, in his re-

cent speech to the delegation. Falk spoke

in high terms of the position occupied by
Italy in the triple alHauce, which differed
from that of the other powers. He also
asked whether Count Kalnoky would en-
deavor to secure recognition by the various
powers of Prince Ferdinand as the
lawful ruler of Bulgaria. Count Kalaoky

said the recognition of Prince Ferdinand,
although of gre»l was yet of secondary im-
portance. Austria, lie said, sougnt to
strengthen and develop the independence
of the Balkan States as far as possible.

b!ie would not countenanoe sharped meas-
ures against Servia. He declared that Aus-
tria was completely in accord with En-
gland, especially in regard to affairs in the
East.

APItICAN TERBITOKY.

Probable Termi of Settlement Between Ei-
gland and Germany.

London, June 11.— The St. James Ga-
zette, in an article on the negotiations now
being carried on by England and Germany

relative to the territory in Africa, says a
probable settlement willbe reached, by the
terms of which the Germans will evacuate
and abandon their claims to the territory.
The Gazette further says a line will be
drawn across Victoria Xyanza one degree
south of the equator tothe eastern boundary
of the Congo State. Allthe disputed terri-
tory north of this line willbe British and all
south of it German. The action of Dr.
Peters and the treaties he has made with
the native chiefs, the Gazette says, willbe
exiiresslv disavowed at Berlin.

The Chronicle, commenting on thfl pro-
posed settlement of the East African
question, as announced by the
St James Gazette, says this
the most abject and ignominious surren-
der of British interests that has been
made since England abandoned her
American colonies. It adds: "Little
is left to surrender now excepi
Egypt. The restoration of Alsace-Lor-
raine to France, which would have given
Europe some hope of peace, would have
been a cheap price to demand from Ger-
many for such a concession."

The Daily News thinks the announce-
ment in the St. James Gazette is a feeler
to ascertain public opinion on the
question. "Germany," it say?, "con-
cedes two minor points lor one
main point. The British Government is
likely Co be in the ridiculous position of the
lady who, saying that she'd ne'er consent,

BALFOIKS ABUSE.

The Secretary Says the Liberal Party IsBeing
Dragged in the Hud.

London, June 11.

In a speech at a com-
plimentary banquet to-night Balfour said
that the Irish Secretaryship was a target
for Parnellite abuse. He complained of the
obstruction measures of Parliament, and
expressed rezret at what he called the deg-
radation of the once great Liberal party,
which, he said, was being dragged in the
mud at the heel of a sensationalist mob.

Balfour also said the clotore was a pow-
erful and, ha thought, dangerous remedy
upon the single government question, but
he was powerless to do anything with the
continued obstruction of long and compli-
cated measures.

BADLY DAMAGED.

Experts
who have examined the hull of the City of
Kun:e declare that the irouiplclosing of the
sliding door Inthe bulkhead separating the
forepeak frnm the adjacent compartment
p.loue. prevented the steamer from instantly
sinking. The prow is torn away for a dis-
tance of twenty feet.

A BEKLIN SCANDAL.

German Noblemen Implicated in Disgraceful

Berlin, June 11.

The trial of the
Countess yon Luetzour, who is charged
with making her fashionable residence in
Thiergsrteu the scene of outrageous con-
duct, inwhich many members of the German
nobility took part, Is proceeding behind
closed doors. The ease was made public
through the arrest of the Countess
for attempting to strangle a servant
girl who threatened to disclose to
trie police what went on within
the house. Although the public is ex-
cluded from the court-room, it is known
the Prince of Saxe-Altenberg, Count yon
Kotze, Frau Gmlinewaldt, the singer, and
man; meratiersof the nobilityof the capital,
are among the witnesses summoned.

Riotous Striker
Vienna, June 11.— Strikers at Bennish,

Silesia, attacked the factories yesterday,
and with clubs and stones smashed the win-
dows in sixteen of them. A number of
strikers weie arrested, and their comrades
assaulted the police in tlieir attempts to
rescue them. The military was called out
nud soon quelled the rlotiuc.

Vikxxa, June 11.— Dispatches from Ben-
nisch say the rioting there lasted nine
hours and that KSO arrests have been made.

Washington, June 11.—The Dependent
Pension Bill as agreed upon hy the con-
ferees and reported to the House to-day,
after. providing for pensioning dependent

parents, says that all persons who served
three months or more In the military or
naval service of the United States during

the war of the Rebellion, and who have been
honorably discharged therefrom, and who
are now or who may hereafter be suffering

from mental or physical disability of a

permanent character, not the result of their
own vicious habits, which incapacitates

them from the performance of manual
labor in such a degree as to rendor them
unablo to earn their support, shall
be placed upon the list of invalid pension-
ers of the United States, to be entitled to
receive pensions not to exceed Sl2 per
month and not less than SO per mouth, pro-
portioned to their inability to earn their
support, such pension to continue during
the existence of such disability. Rank in
the service shall not be considered in the
applications filed under this act. Provis-
ion is made for pensioning, at the rate of £8
per mouth, the widows of men who served
ninety days, without proving that death
was the result of such army service, and
likewise granting £2 a month to each child
under lo' years of ate.

THE SENATE.

Btanfrrd's Mortgage BUI Adversely Reported
by the Finance Committee.

Washi.ni.to.v, June 11.— To-day Stan-
ford's billproviding for loans by the Gov-
ernment and securing the same by liens
upon lan-l was reported adversely and in-
definitely postponed by the Committee on
Finance.

Evarts introduced a bill to increase the
pay of letter-carriers.

Sherman reported favorably a billestab-
lishing the Pan-American Bank.

Morrill from the Finance Committee re-
ported, with amendments. House Bill Xo.
5381, popularly known as "the Wlndom
bill, which passed the House on Saturday
last. Morrillgave notice, that at the proper
time he would support this bill instead of
the billnow pending before the Senate.

An adverse report was made from the
Finance Committee on the bill to abolish
metal money. The bill was indefinitely
postponed.

EiutU addressed the Senate on the Silver
Bill. Ho spoke in favor of unrestricted
coinage. He was followed by Turpie on the
same side.

The bill then went over until to-morrow.
The Semite bill to prohibit a monopoly

of transportation of cattle to foreign coun-
tries was passed with nn amendment that
it shall not apply to vessel room already
contracted.

The Senate joint resolution in regard to
the export trade in cattle then passed. It
requests the President of the United States
to cause correspondence and negotiation to
be had with the authorities of Great Britain
for the purpose of securing the abrogation
or modification of the regulations now un-
forced, which require cattle imported into
Great Britain from the United states to be
slaughtered at the port of entry, and pro-
hibiting the same from being carried alive
to other places insaid kingdom.

Senate bill to provido for the inspection
of livecattle and beef products intended for
export to foreign countries was then

'
taken

up and passed. Itrequires the Secretary ol
Agriculture to cause to be made a careful
inspection of all live cattle and beef prod-
ucts intended for export to foreign coun-
tries from tin1United States, with a view to
ascertain whether such tattle and beef prod-
ucts are free from disease; and for this
purpose he may appoint inspectors, who
shall be authorized to give an official certifi-
cate clearly stating the condition in which
such animals and beef products were found,
and no clearance shall be given any vessel
having on board cattle or beef products for
exportation to any foreign country milts*
the owner or shipper of such cattle has a
certificate of inspection stating that said
cattle or beef products are sound and free
from disease.

The Senate then proceeded to the consid-
eration of the Individual pension bills on
the calendar, and passed seventy-live cf
them. After an executive session the Sen-
ate adjourned.

The other two armored vessel? now un-
der process of construction, lie Maine and
Texas, are also ivexcess of the estimate of
S;S7O, the former being £3SO a ton and the
latter $:VM a ton. These figures are bused
on the estimated cost of the two vessels
which the Government is building.

The reports of the bureaus willprobably
be inabout this vein, and the Secretary
willbe at a loss to know what to do. There
is no doubt that there willbe considerable
study on the part of the department as to
whether itwould be better to adhere to the
Secretary's Diana or to adopt one or the
other of those submitted yesterday, and in
the latter eveut it will be a grave question
between two great firms, the Scotts and
(.'ramps.
It is understood that Charles Cramp,

The House Silvsr Bill Amended— San Dieeo
Poitcffiea Bill. .

Washington-, June 11. —The Senate Com-
mittee on Finance to-day considered and
amended the House Silver Bill. The pro-
vision making certificate*, issue.! in pay-

ment for bullion, legal tender for public
and private debts, was struck out, loaving
them receivable for customs taxes and pub-
lic dues. The customs redemption clause
was stricken out; also the section providing
for free coinage of silver whenever the
market price is 81 for 371.25 grains of pure
silver. The act is made to take effect in
thirty days after its passage, and shall ter-
niina c at the expiration of ten years there-
from. This action of the committee is not
unanimous, but the minority will make no
report, reserving the right to offer amend-
ments on the lluar of the Senate. The strik-
ing out of the redemption bullion clause whs
practically unanimous.

The Senate Judiciary Committee lias
favorably reported a billfor the suspension
of Section 557-1, Hevisrd Statutes, for a
period of ten years. This section of the
Kevised Statutes reads as follows:

Warren was the individualoperator using
the tit in name, lie is said to have owned
oue-third of tlie cash wheat in Chicago, as
he has bought all along in the recent drop
ivprices. The Bank of Montreal, which is
holding the wheat as security lor money
advanced, is reported to have shut down
on him. Warren, when interviewed this
aiteiii.. :,, made light of the matter. "Ihe
whole thing is offset," said he. "Our assets
cover our liabilities. Through au oversight
the deposit of a check was neglected this
morning. The matter has been balanced,
and our business will go ou."

We do not en-
teitain the smallest intention ot allowing
ourselves to fall under tbe yoke of the
Sugar Trust The stories circulated as to
our loving money and orennizing a stock
company is not correct We are entirely
satisfied with our profits.

ILLINOIS CYCLONE.

Dwellings and Trees Demolished and Per-
sons Killed and Injiired.

Bloomixgton (Ills.), June 11.— A special
dispatch tv the Fautagraph gives the particu-
lars of a cyclone which swept Dewitt
County about noon 10-day. Aschool-house
near Birkbeck was demolished and five
children injured, all of whom itis thought
willdie. The Wapella Central Dapot and
the Methodist Church were wrecked. A
man named House living near that town
was fatally hurt. In all directions trees
and telegraph poles were demolished.

Chicago, June 11.— Dispatches from nu-
merous poiuts of Indiana, Illinois and
Southwestern Ohio show that to-day's
storm was one of the most severe of the
season, but fortunately there were fe\» Na-
talities and no great damage to property.
One of tbe most serious accidents was
at Jacksonville, 111., where a great crowd
of people were gathered in a large tent list-
ening to a concert The toruado-like storm
scooped down aud dashed them to the
ground. A scene of mad confusion
prevailed, and a number of people
were injured painfully, but only
two fatally. The storm did considerable
damage in the city of MoOerly, Mo. Light-
ning struck a church where funeral services
were in progress, and several people were
stunned but not injured severely.

Joliet (111.), June 11.—The dam ace by
cyclone to the town of Channaliou last uiglit
turns out to be oaly a small loss. Two
houses were blown down, the occupants
escaping uninjured. Many buildiugs were
moved from tueir foundations and trees
were leveled. Tbe lightning and thunder
were terrific.
