The wonderful boy soprano, sings to-night at
Metropolitan Hall, assisted by Master Harry
Dimond, a remarkable boy violinist and mando-
lin soloist. The bulk of critical opluion in
regard to this juvenile singer Isthat he has the
“*voice of an apgel with the soul of an artist,”
and his orgao is llke the clilmes of a silver
bell. Tbere 1s a freshness and a depth of
sweetness about it that Is lacking in the singing
of the most talented and highly tralned prima
donnas. Such volces are described by travelers

CITY HALL WALLS.

The Reports of the Experts Will
Be Presented To-Day.

Architectural Experts McCarthy and Wright,
with Mayor Pond, Auditor Strother, Contractor
McCann and others, made a further examination
yesterday morning of sueh portions of the new
Larkin-sireet wing of the new City Hall as are
pow in course of construction.

The party inspected all the holes that have
been bored iuto the walls, where scampiog work
is suspected to have been done. Shorthand Re-
porter Riley of Judge Van Reynegom’s departe
went was with the party, aud said that he had
seen the brick-layersstuff a gap in the wall
three fret long and a fool wide with old mortar
and loose bricks.

Riley pointed out the spot. as he supposed,
and it was at once closely examined, but only
good bricks and good woik were discovered., As
be thought he might bave mistakeu the locality,
otber holes were ordered bored in the east wing
of the wall, and it having been suggested that
there was crooked work inoane of ths main en-
trance plers a Lole at the pase of the pler was
mude Ly order of the Mayor, but nothing suspl-
clous was discovered.

Contractors McCann and McCarthy desired to
make further explorations on their own account,
but Mayor Pond told them it was unnecessary.
All that 1s fair and just will be done by the regu-
lar experis; "but,”” adaded his Honor, “I'll tell
you now, however, that 1 am sure some of your
walls will have 1o come down.”

After a biief conference the experts and the
City Hall Commissioners agieed to meet this
morning and reccive the written reports of the
experts. Mr. Wright was ready to report ver-
bally yesteirday, but Audiior Strother insisted
on a written report. It is believed the experts
wlill recommend that a large portion of the outer
Larkin-street wall above the secoud floor be torn
down.

FAIR’S MANAGER.
He ODbjects to the Indictments Found
Agninst Him.

The County Grand Jury recently found
eighteen indictments against H. J. Palmer,
ex-manager of James G. Fair’s ranch in
Yolo County, for forging the names of a
number of workmen to receipts for wages,
ete.

Yesterday, in Judge Van Reynegom’s de-
partment, the defendant’s attorneys moved
that the indictments be set aside on the
ground that the alleged forgeries were not
committed in this county; that the papers
in the case were not legally transmitted
from Yolo County, and that the grand ju-
rors, twelve in number, who found the in-
dictments did not hear the testimony in the
case: also that only eleven of the jurors
who found the indictments were properly
qualified to do so.

Judge Van Reynegom summoned the ju-
rors into court in accordance with the above
pleas, and a further objection to the indict-
ments was advanced that the names of the
witnesses who testified before the Grand
Jury did not appear on the indictments.

H. J. Hart, the Secretary of the Grand
Jury, was called and ordered to produce
his minutes, while O. F. Willey and T. P.
Riordan, grand jurors, testitied that when
considering the case a quorum was always
present. The Court took the matter under
adyvisement until Saturday next,

Beginning a Little Too Soon.

Frank Hawley, Fleming DBannister and
John McShea, youths of 10 or 12 years of
age, were arrested yesterday worniog on a
charge of attempt at burglary. They were
caught breaking into a fancy-goods store at
540 Third street, having cut the window
pane with an instrument purchased from a
peddler.

Litigation in the Burnham,
Standeford Company.

No Theater on Washington Street—Census of
School Children—Elizabeth M. Jessup's
Last Tostament Filed.

O. H. Burnham yesterday had a tempo-
rary injunction issued restraining the mem-
bers of the Burnham, Standeford Company
from deposing him from the presidency of
the company, to which position he was
elected last January for the period of one
year. His petition to make the order per-
manent will be heard by Judge Greene next
Monday. For a number of years Mr. Burn-
ham, D. W. Standeford and L. G. Cole con-
ducted the Oakland Planing Mill, at First
and Washington streets, each owning one-
third. About six months ago Mr. Cole sold
his interest to A. F. Buswell and E. R.
Hundley, and a company was formed with
the four gentlemen named and J. C. Martin
as stockholders and Directors. Mr. Burn-
bam was made President, Mr. Stande-
ford, Vice- President, and Hundley and Bus-
well, Treasurer and Secretary, Mr. Martin
being the legal adviser of the owner. At
present he is in the Kast with J. C. S,
Stubbs on Southern Pacific business. Ex-
ceptions have been taken to Mr. Burnham’s
management by the new members, and
some unpleasant eriticisms have been made
by them. At a meeting of the Direciors, on
Tuesday, Mr. Burnham’s resignation was
suggested by them. He asked that the
meeting ba adjourned for one day, and by
advice commenced the proceeding above
mentioned.

GUILTY AS CHARGED,

After having been out all night, the jjury
in the case of George and Maria King, hus-
band aud wile, tried on a charge of grand
larceny for enticing Gian Maschi into their
house on Second street while intoxicated,
and robbing bim while asleep of $23, brought
in a verdict of guilty as charged yesterday
morning. Judge Greene announced sen-
tence for Monday next, and from his re-
marks to the jury in councurring in the ver-
dict it is pretty certain he will give them the
benefit of the law. He discharged the jury
for the remainder of the term.

Judge Greene yesterday made an order
permitting the trustees cof the estate of
Isaac Lohman to sell three unimproved and
unproductive lows for §15,000, so that the
money from the sale may be invested in
productive property or placed at interest.

ALAMEDA’S SCHOOL CHILDREN.

There are, apcording to the reports of the
school census, 23,004 children in Alameda
County between the agesof 5and 17. Un-
der the age of d there are 9167. 'The cor-
responding figures of last year were 21,994
and 8419, This makes a toial gain of 1758
under the age of17. The largest gains were
mude in DBerkeley, Alameda, Oaklaud,
Lorrin, San Leandro and Alvarado. Many
of the other districts showed small losses.

Frank Kirsch yesterday sued J. S. Derby,
as the executor of the estate of his deceased
wife, Julia, to recover $§3725, which he al-
leges Derby drew {from the German Savings
and Loan Society on the 31st of May as ¢x-
ecutor, and has since refused to pay over to
him as the legatee.

Rev. Dr. C. C. Stratton has been elected
Chancellor of the Willamette University at
Salem, Oregon, and will accept the position.

NO THEATER WILL BE BUILT.

The twenty non-interfering boxes which
conslitute a portion of the new telegraphic
fire-alarm system will be placed throughout
the city at cenvenient corners, and will be
ready for use in about four months. The
total cost of the sy *tem will be $6830.

The Board of L.ducation has decided to
recommend to the City Trustees the pur-
chase of the lot, 280x150 feet, at the north-
west corner of Everett street aud Eagle
avenue, for the site of a school-house to be
erected in the northeastern portion of the
city.

The laying of the corner-stone of the new
Masonic Temple, now in course of erection
at the corner of Park street and Alameda
avenue, will take place on Tuesday, June
24th, Many of the grand officers will be
present, including Grand Master M. M.
Estee, who will deliver an address.

The people of Alameda do not like the
idea of having the appropriation by Con-

ress for the improvement of Oakland
farbor divided, so that one-balf will be
used in deepening the entrance to the nar-
bor.

In Rome the
pariy will be under the instruction of a skilled
archaologist, and 1n Palestine Rollo Floyd, a
frater of Jerusalem Lodge, No. 1, Palestine, and
an honorary member of St. John’s Commandery,
No. 4, stationed at Philadelphia, and who has re-
sided in Palestine for twenty-tour ycars, will
take personal charge of the party. lo the
boly lavd the programme has been conscien-
tiously arranged to follow the footsteps of the
Crusaders 1n their efforts to wrest the tomb of
the Savior from Islam’s power, culminating iu
Jerusalem, the ever memorable site of King Solo-
mon’s temple, of lasting interest to every kFree-
mason. Speclal interest will also center around
the grand tower of tbe Crusader Cathedral at
Ramlelh, the magnlificent remains of tbe church
of St. John in Jerusalem, the 1 ower of David, as
perfect as when first erected, the stabl-s of King
Solowon, where are still secn the rings in the
columuns placed there to hold the Crusaders’
horses, and the foundations of the temple, those
huge stoves rlaced by the fellow crafts without
sound of bammer, chisel or any tool of irou. The
corner-stone of the temple has lately been dis-

the subterranean quarries of the temple. As ap-
propriate to the signal importance of this occa-
sion it Is expected that the three principal sta-
tions will be tilled by present Grand Masters of
the party. Tulese quarries are lmmense in size
and remalin as they were left by the builders of
the temple. The “rough’ and ‘“‘perfect ashlers’
lie side by side, the marks of the workmeun stili
clearly alscernable, There, iu the most interest-
ing spot 1o the whole world to Masons of every
degree, a lawful emergent communication will be
held.

The Supreme Lodgze Worsted in the
Hamilton Couun'y (Ohio) Case.

The Hon. 8. N. Maxwell, Judge of the Court of
Common Pleas of Hamiiton County, Onio, bas
reversed a decision in the case of Henry Stenve
vs, the Grand Lodge of Ohio, A. O.U. W,, sus-
taining the plalnti’s action and making the
temporary Injunction granted against the Grand
Lodge perpetual. The facis of the case are as
follows: The Supreme Lodge Relief Board sub-
divided the grand jurisdiciion of Ohio into two
districts, No. 1 o cousist of the lodges and
members of Hamilton County, Oulo, and No. 2
of the remalinder of the jurisaiction of the State
of Onto. The maximum of the rate of assess-
ments for District No. 1 was fixed at fifty-five
fora year and No. 2 at twenty-eignt. Thus, ifa
persol was a member of the order in Obhio and
belonged to a lodge in Distriet No. 1,
there were enough los«es to warrant it, fifty-five
assessments could be called for payment lu one
year before the Supreme Lodge would come to
their reseue by paying all additional assessments
required over fifiy-five, and In District No. 2
twenty-eight asscssments would be called be-
fore the same relief would be extended by the
Supreme Lodge.

In other
words, as to all matiers relatiug 1o admission of
members, diseipline or expulsion the courts will
leave these organizations to goveirn Lbemselves,
provided that tbeir regulations be faitly reasoun-
able, and will deciipe to interfere witn them or
with the control of their governing officers or
their members. The rule with reference to what
a court will take jurisdiction of is different
where property rights are involved, and It 18
held generally thai whenever property rights are
fuvolved courts will interfere 10’ protect members
of voluntary assoclations and preveutl auy in-
tringement of their 1ights, that 18 to say Lheir
properiy rights. As to all questions of policy,
disciplive apd internal governmmnent, they must
be submitted to the decision of tue rsguiar con-
stituttonal jurisaiction of the fraterunity. But
tue jule is different when a propeity right 1s iu-
volved. In such cases courts are strict in as-
serLiug their powers. * * Oue of the prineipal
objects of the aefendant association I3 to provide
for the paymeut of a fund to the designated bene-
ficiaries of deceased members, which is neither
more uor less thau a species of life Insurance,
and as such luvolves a consiruction of contract
relations and the determination of the rights of
property. It cannot be disputed that there may
be and is in the order & clear distluction In its
objects as between what might be called benev-
olent or fra'ernal objects and what migbt be
called business objects, that is to say the pro-
vision of a iile insuranes fund, and if the consid-
eration 13 simply coufined to what the court will
do with refeience (o that life lusurance fund, it
is eaually elear that the same prineiples are to be
appiled to them as would be applied to any case
ol life lusurance, for the ruies goveruing mutual
insutance compauntes do not differ from thuse
governing life insurance companies which are
organizea for the profit of stockholders. I do
not undertake to say that the A. O. U. W. had
no fraternal objects or that If it had 1t has
abandoned them. I belleve it was orgaunized for
beuvevolent and fraternal purposes and that it is
still carrying out these purposes; but I am
equally well satisfied that thes so-called benefi-
clary or insurance fratures Is an important
feature of the association and that It can be
dealt with eseparately and apart from the other
purposes of the assoclation, and 1 am equally
salisfied that the courts should and wiil apply to
the beneficiary featurs of this organization the
same rules as it would apply to the business of
ordinary life Insurance, for the luterest which a
member bas 1o 18 beneficiary feature is as much
property as his iuterest in an ordinary life in-
suranee policy. 1 bave no doubt those in the
Supreme Lodge who were active iu devising
aud carrying out the legisiation in reference L0
the division of this State Inlo two jurlsdictions
constdered it expedient; in other words, it was,
to use a common phrase, the greatest good for
the greatest number. The rate of mortailty ls
changiug all the time in different districts. It 18

IMPROVEMENT CLUBS.

A Wrangle Over Politics—Instal-
Iation of Officers.

The Fedeoratlon of San Fraucisco Improvement
Clubs assembled in Justice [ebbard’s eourt-
room last evening, many outllying viciniiies of
the city being represented at the meeting.

The following-named oificers for the ensuing
term were installed: T. G. Parker, President;
Joseph Figel, First Vice-President; Martin
O'Brien, Second Vice-President; N. Winans,
Secietaiy; Donald Biuce, Financlal Secretary;
Adolph Grautz, Treasurer,

T. G. Parker, the newly elected President, ad-
diessed the meeling, thanking it for hounoring
Iiim with the oflice aud advising the delegates o
work In harmony and energetically during the
coming year lor the accomplishment of the work
in hand.

The Execullye Committee reported that it had
waited vn Superiutendent of Streets Ashworth
and bad learned from him that the residents of
Cortland avenue had recelvea no permit to im-
prove the aveoue, but should a permit be desired
no one would object 1o giviug one,

The report also recommended the appointment
of a comuuittes to divide Lhe city into at least
200 mprovemeunt districts, with power to ap-
point three representative property-owners from
each distriet, who shall have fuli power to or-
ganize clubs if necessary; to examine and report
on the manner in which all public woik is done
fn each district; to appeint a committee Lo solleit
subsciiptions for a fund to be used in enforcing
the performance of all public and street work by
contractors and others according to law, and for
the furtherauce of all property interests and the
protection of all water-rate payers from extor-
tions of all kinds, as the committee was credit-
ably Informed that the present rates collected by
the Spring Valiey Water Company In very many
cases are greatly Iu excess of the amouut duly
allowed by law.

The following Executlve Committee was
elected from the various clubs to serve for the
pext three months: P. A. Dolan, South Side
Club; L. A. Hayward, San Bruno Club; J. H.
Richards, Polut Lobos Ciub; M. O’Brlen, Golden
Gate Club; R. E. Doran, Howard-street Exten-
sion Club; D. MceDevitt, Cortland-avenue Club;
J. H. Barulett, Markel-street Exteasion Club;
P. L. Barrtogton, Folsom-stre=t Club.

A discussion about districtizg the elty and
supervising public work created a heated argu-
ment, io which Dolan stated that nothing 13 so
fmportant®r 80 necessary as committees to in-
spect public improvments, as even pow the
buiiding ingwhich the meeting was held is found
to be rotten in mauy places, and the structure,
which as the speaker stated, **we thought would
cast only a miilion, will not be bullt for fifteen
millions.”

A motion was made to district the city accord-
ing to political precincts, with an improvement
club in each. Another member arose excitedly
and exclaimed that he could foresee troubls for
the federation, as pollties was croppiug up too
often and this seemed a poitical move.

This idea was poob-poshed by the meeting,
but the matter was Jaid on the table, and the
original suggestion to appoint committees to di
vide the city into 200 districts was acted on, and
the President will appolut sub-committees for
the work.
