The Directors of the Stockton Ball Club,
ever since the team has fallen into last
place in the league race, have been making
strenuous efforts to secure new talent, and
although on a hunt for several weeks have
still the old men on their list The manage-
ment is well aware of the fact that the town
willnot support a losing club, and above
all willnot patronize a tail-ender. The di-
rectory has no desire to wind up the year

at a loss, and announces the fact that within
a few weeks they willh.ive a team capable
of making the other clubs do some lively
ball-playing.

The release of Mike de Tanglier, the
catcher, has placed ths club in an awkward
position. Andy Smith has signed to fill
the vacancy, and lies proved that he is in
faster company ih.in he can travel with. A
few days ago the Stockton people offered to
purchase either JJunjian or Lohman and
Charley O'Neill of Oakland. Robinson de-
clined to sell cither of his catchers but was
willing to part with hia left iielderif a suit-
able price is offered.

ton people are still dissatisfied. It was
stated yesterday that the management had
resolved on a bold move, and one which has
uever been attempted since the existence of
the California League.

ON THE OCEAN WAVE.

Captain Storm's Graphic Log of

the Buteshire's Passage.

The British ship Buteshire, with general mer-
chandise for this pelt, left London, England, on
January 3d last and arrived here last ulgut alter
about as rough and stormy a passage as any of
which there is any recent lecord. Appioprlaiely
enough the name of the ship's master IsStorm.

By the ship's log It is shown that with
baldly any lutermisslon a succession of gales
and heavy head winds combated the ship's

progress from the time she leftuntil lie; arrival.
On January 4th she anchored in the downs for
the weather to moderate and did not weigh an-

chor until the Mb. Ou (he loth she had to an-
chor again oil Duugeuess and siai ten oil again
on the 12th.

On the 17th the steadily tempestuous weather
prompted the captain to anchor In Portland har-
bor, terrific southwestern gales blowing there.
The Buteshhe remained in Portland until the
20th, when another ellort to proceed was made.
The weather moderated slightly,and the ship
crossed the equator on February 20th. She
rounded (ape Hum on March 30th, and then a
series of lenllic gales was eucouuleied. a num-
ber of tails belug carried away. This gale in-
creased to a uuriic.me, and me only hope of
saving the ship was to keep her well out at sea.
Every sail set to steady tun ship was blown
away, and the sea was "something frightful"—
vide log.

Captain Storm at this point inhis logdevel-
oped powers of graphic description Ihat place
him only about SOU miles behind Captain
Marryatt as a descrtber of marine disasters.
Ills account could be elaborated most exten-
sively, aud then would fall far short of express-
ing the situation so clearly laid down in the log.
1o add to it would be to paint the Illyand gild

relined gold. Captain Storm's logis too vivida
dp- .-in;i,iifor a word to be added to It or sub-
tracted Irom It. It speaks tor itself. The fol-
lowingi3 h verbatim extract:

Our ouly hope was to keep the ship at the wind.
The reefed s|iinker being new, the first tiiae bent.
However, our hopes were relieved at 9 clock at
nl£ht, when the root outran! was carried away. All
hands were engaged for three hours trying to save
the sail,but all eiforts being a failure, had to give
Id. Get the brails pretty close In, but the clew
could not be masted, so the brails cut right through
the sail and blew to pieces, Bythis time the hurri-
cane was at its tiny and the sea was somotbbag
fearful—barometer U7.9O—malting a clean bridge
over Ilieship. Most of the time nothing could tie
seen from below the top, owing to spray and the
ship being buried alt the time tinder bare poles,
with the exception or a cloth inthe weather rig-
ging, the wind varying from northwest to west-
auuihwe&t.

Allhands lashed on tbe poop. The weight or the
hurricane lasted twelve hours; then a harder gale
aud terrific squall continued for thirty-six hours.
