THE WORLD'S FAIR.
The Exscutive Committee Discusses the Ques-
tion of Location.

CHICAGO, June 13.—The Executive Com-
mittee of the World’s Columbian Exposi-
tion assembled to-night to hear the report
of the Committee on Site. Excepting the
lake front, tlie committee criticized more or
less all of the half-dozen localities which
have been discussed in Chicazo for
weeks, The lake front, the committee
held, was an ideal site, Dbarring
certain legal technicalities which are
now in process of adjustment.

OIL ABLAZE.

The Pacific Oil and Lead Works
on King Street Gutted.

Tons of the Liquid and Linseed on Fire—Fall
of the South Wall-Firemen Injured.
Estimated Damage,

One of the most serious fires that has ever
been seen in this city took place last night on
King and Third streets, eventually resulting in
almost the entire destruction of the large build-
ing occupied by the Pacific Oil and Lead Works,
and owned by Kittle & Co., of 202 California
street.

Shortly after 8 eo’clock the watchman of the
works noticed a smell of smoke in the bulld ing,
and at once turned in an alarm from Box 53,
which is attached to the edifice. In the mean-
while a number of employes who are engaged In
night work in the mill, under the direction of
Foreman George Andres, plied a small stream of
water from the apparatus in the building on the
spol from whence the smoke issued.

Their efforts were unavailing. The volume of
smoke increased in density, and soon enveloped
the entire second floor of the building. The
flames broke out in the eentral part of the second
floor, and oneof the employes named Hugh Miles,
venturing too near the smoke, which was thick
and neavy, and rolling along in opaque masses,
was partially suftocated, and falnted. When
taken out, he was unconscious for fifteen min-
utes, but was revived by having the hose turned
on bim,

THE ENGINES RESPOND.

While the employes of the establishment were
valuly endeavoring to check the zavance of the
fire, the depariment in the district called out by
the alarm, quickly responded. Engines Nos. 2,
4, 6, 9, 10, 17 and Trucks 1 and 6 were
speedily on band, and under the supervision of
Chief Scanunell, at once endeavored to solve the
problem of the fire.

All through the building the flremen searched.
The struciure was composed of three parts, con-
necied by brick walls, the outer walls being also
of brick. The central portion was four stories
high,while the two side butldings were only three
stories. The smoke was confined to the central
structure, where the fire originated. Here vast
g uantities of cocoanut and linseed were stored,
which had eaught fire.

1t burned slowly and sent off great clonds of
smoke, which penetraled the entire building,
and baffled all attempts of the firemen to dis-
cover the prinelpal location of the flames. The
firemen were driven off time and again. It was
one of the strangest blind fires that the depart-
ment has bad to contend with. ** Teis 1S a tough
old tire,” is the way Chlef Scanpnell put it, after
the first half hour on the field.

LINSEED OIL BURNING.

The linseed oil kept burning, as it will, not-
withstanding that streams of water were plied
ou the central bullding through the open win-
dows.: Exteusion Hayes ladders were placed
against the front of the bullding, but the firemen
had hard work to direct the hose on acecount of
the heavy clouds of smoke whirling upward
into the air like black water-spouts.

A new Bangor ladder was also polaced against
he front of the building and Firemen Frank Ma-
gulre and James Frank, of Truck 1, mounted the
ladder for the top of the building. Maguire
reached the top and struck agaivst an electrie
wire, recelving a shock which caused bim to lose
his balance.

In falling he knocked over Frank. Both fell
against the telegiaph wires, wiiieh abound in the
vicinity, aud which greatly toterfered with the
firemen’s work. These ligntened thelr fall and
saved them from a fall to the grouud, and per-
haps from serious injury. As it was they es-
caped without hurts.

The firemen fought the blind fira for almost
two hours. Tben the smoke seemed to grow
less in volume, and this was taken as a slgn
that whatever flames existed had smoldered
and were going out. Butl those who thought so
were deceived.

A BRIGHT FLAME IS SEEN.

After the decrease in the volume of the smoke
a bright tlame was seen in the central building.
The linseed cakes now had become thoroughly
Ignited and were beginning to show how steagily
they could burn.  The fire-boat Governor Irvin
did good work at this time. but with the assist-
tance of all the other companies the combination
of streams was ineffectual, and the fire-boat's
hose burst to mase maiters worse.

Very few people had been attracted to the fire,
as there had been but one alarm, aud there was
no “lurid glare” in the sky. ‘The fire could not
be discovered a bloek away, hut after the smoke
bad partially subsided the small crowd unmedi-
ately dispersed. It had not gone two blocks
when a second alarm, at 10:45 o’clock, was
turned in.}

Within five minutes the linseed-oll cakes had
worked a transformation. The whole building
was now ablaze., Cocoanut oil and linseed are
very luflammable materials, and the flames
thrown out were far-reaching aud destructive in
their work.

The department, after two hours’ work, Instead
of having the fire under control, as for a time
imagined, was surprised to find that it bad the
mastery as far as the fate of the buildiug was
conceined.

“A BURNING FURNACE."”

“Ie the fire out 2" a police officer asked Assist-
ant Chief Sullivan just belore the first biaze
started.

“I have three streams here, and the Inside is a
burning furnace,” was the answer from a secoud-
story window.

This will give some fdea of how sudden was
the chaoge from a few clouds of smoke issuing
from the strueturs Into one mass of roaring
flames, agalnst which the water used by the de-
partment had no appreciable efi-et.

In the basement of the building were stored
8000 gallons oil. ‘This was held after bolling In
large open tanks, and by these tanks ruuns a
sewer to carry off the refuse after boiling. The
streams of water plied on the building splasbed
into the basement, and In the tanks.

‘The oll fioated, of course, and was forced over
into the sewer and carried away. Much of it
escaped into the street, and with the water from
bursting bose formed pools 1a some places over a
foot deep. The firemen were compelled to wade
fn this water duriag the latter part of the fire.

SOUTH SEA AROMAS.

After the second alarm, and when that entire
section of the city was iiluminated by the alinost
Instantaneous up-leapiog of the flames, vast
crowds of people Jiuriled to the locality and
1!mmeu a dense mass around the burning build-
ng.

The cocoanut ofl, which burned so brightly,
also emitied a very pleasant fragrancs, aond the
crowd coula very well imagine themselves in-
haling the cnoicest aroma of the South Pacific
Islands. A very enrious acid was also generated
by the flames of the burning oil, which was de-
posiied upon the faces of Lthe firsmen and spec-
tators, aud burned the skin quite sharply.

When the tire first obiained a footing in the
central building the firemen’s first object was to
endeavor to contine it to that portion of the
structure; but it spread and took In the other
buildings, finally getting the eatire structure.
The flames became also very fiarce when the oll
in the basement was Ignited, enveloping the en-
tire building.

GAS-TANKS IN THE LINE OF FIRE.

Right back of the oil works1s atank of the
Pucific Gas lmprovement Company, and to the
eastward is another owned by the San Fran-
cisco Gaslight Compauny. So wide-spreading
were the flames that it was thought that they
would become hieated to such a degree that an
exvlosion would take place.

Tle crowd edeged away from the localities
where the gas reservolrs were, Jut thiere was
uo danger, as the officers of the companies im-
mediately on being aprriced of the fire had the
gas let out in order to avoid auy possibie danger
from such a cau-e.

The cause of the fire is supposed to have been
spontaneous combustion. Linseed oil, when
placed in a box of snavings, will ignite the chips
and when souked In a sack It s also daugerous,
The employes of the firm had been instructed to
be very careful !n tuis respect, and have been
1epeatedly cautloned,

‘There was no fire in the building when the fire
started, with the exception of an eleetrie light.

Ouly once Dbefore bas a ftire occurred in
the Dbuilding, and that was ten years
age, when the engiue- room was par-
tlally destioyed. The Dbuilding has been

In existéence for twentiy-six years, and was a
landmark in the viclnl'y, The present firm of
RKitile & Co. has occupied it for almost the same
period.

THE SOUTH WALL GIVES AWAY.

At midnignt the word was given (hat the south
wall on King street was beginning to give way,
and the firemen hastened to remove their ladders
and to remove their lines of hose back from it.
A lfew moments later a loud report was heard,
the huge iron doors in the south wall flew out-
ward, and a tremendous volume of flame burst
out, leaping across the street and almost touch-
fug the lumber piles opposite.

Theie was a great amount of shouting and
rushing to and fro, but after the excile-
ment calmed down measurably It was
Jearned  that no one was hurt and
that the lumber piles bad not Ignited,
The bursting open of the doors saved the south
wall from falling and helped to place the fire
uuder covtrol. It let in a strong draft of air at
the bottom of the wall, which drove the flames
back into the buliding aod kept it from the bar-
rels of oil in the front.

Afier that the firemen kept the fire confined to
the center of the building, and up to the time of
going 1o press the walls were still standing and
all danger to the lumber-yard had ceased. The
fire will probably still burn for hours to-day and
until the oil within has buined out.

ESTIMATES OF THE LOSS.

The amount of stock in the building could not
be accurately estimated last uight., Mr. Kiitle
was out of town, and the books of the company
were, of course, locked up. Superinten-,
dent Cotton stated that the stock was
very valuable. The oil was worth from 50 cents
to 75 cents per gallon, while the cocoanut meal
briugs $§30 a lon, and the pressed linseed sells
for 314 cents a pound.

According to estimates made last njzht, the
probable loss was from $75,000 to £100,000.
‘The buillding and stock were both stated to
be fully insured, but for what amount could
not be ase-rtained. 1t was reporteda that an in-
surance fnspector was around the building oniy
last week.

Captain White of the Fire Patrol was early on
hand, and did bis utmost to save what goods he
could In the bulldimg which has 125 teet [ront-
age on King street and extends for the same dis-
tance toward Townsend street, divided into three
sections by fire-walls ruuning longitudioally.

THE WAREHOUSE WAS SAVED.

Avout 100 men were employed in the works,
where day and night shilis were maiutained 8o
as to carry on operations the entlie twenly-four
hours. Tt is stated also that there was uo one at
work in the rcom where the fire started. The
priocipal work carried on on the premises was
tl:le n}nnullaftll:rc of cocoanut, huseed and castor
oils, for which purpose a plant sald to be worth
about £2,000,000 was in use,

1 he warehouse of {he firin, which is separated
from the factory by a narrow alley and 1s located
back of it, extends to Townsend street and covers
an area of the same dimensions as the factory. It
escaved damage by the fire. A number of ooen
tanks contaiuing oil exploded aurlng the pro-
gress of the fire, and tended Lo make even more

difficult and dangerous the work of the Fire De-
partment.

Mrs. Fernandez the First Woman
Dramatic Agent.

The Difficulty S8he Had in Securing Recogni-
tion by the Prof:ssion—Her Pratiy
Home at New Rochelle.

Special to THE MORNING CALL.

The papers have been making some little
stir lately over the aunouncement that two
ladies have gone into business as dramatic
agents 1n London. In point of fact, the
first woman scout to reconnoiter this novel
business and capture its outposts is not a
subject of Queen Victoria but an every-day
American, who opened her office three
years ago, and is dolng to-day a highly suc-
cessful business as a dramaticagent in New
York City.

She is an interesting person on whom to
call just at this season when all the plaver
folk are returning to the *“Rialto.” Her
walls are covered with photographs of
actors and actresses, and one makes an ex-
haustive study of poses and simpers more
or less successful and attractive, while a
“star,”” who wants an ingenue for the sum-
mer season, completes his negotiations,
Heo is pockmarked and mild mannered and
would hardly capture a maiden’s fancy on
close view.

He is talking with 2 woman who sits at a
desk whereon are more photographs. There
is a pug dog at her feet aud files of dran:atic
papers lie around. There is a waste-basket,
but it is small and lined with somethiug
soft in pink and blue. The waste-basket
and & rocking-chair are the only touches
distinctively feminine.

The woman who owns the waste-basket
has a very pleasant face and manners that
are direct and straightforward. She is in-
clined to be stout and, if you are at all
given to slang, you set her down in your
mind as a ‘‘good fellow.”

“Well,” concludes the star, *‘the girle
both say they can do the part and you say
they can, so I guess I'll take the first one,
she’s the best looking.”

There is a woman who is anxious to know
if she is going to secure an engagement and
who is comforted by being told that the
manager has set his heart on an actress
whom he can’t getand that he will prob-
ably come back for her, There is a char-
acter actor who asks if there is anything in
his line and laughs when told quite en
famille that the agent is not in the menag-
erie way. There are all sorts and conditlons
of people, and one has added a good deal to
one’s knowledge of human nature by the
time Mrs. Fernandez is ready to answer a
question as to how she came to enter a
business followed by no other woman in the
country.

Mis. Fernandez is the mother of Bijou
Fernandez, one of the best known of the
child actresses and a member of the Daly
Company. She was berself formerly an
actress of some prominence, and atter her
murriage and retirement from the stage
traveled for a year or two with the com-
panies in which her little daughter was
playing, and finally undertook the task of
training children for the stage, relieving
managers of the sometimes difficult task of
dealing with a horde of mothers, each con-
fident of the gifts of her own particular
prodigy. The little Leslie and the too rap-
idly growing Russell boy and Gertie Ho-
nan and the rest of the sometime popular
but now scoffed-at Fauntleroys had her for
their dramatic godmother.

From managing ehildren Mrs. Fernandez
passed to the regular business ot a dramatic
agent about three years ago, not without
considerable opposition. “Everybody,” she
says, “laughed at me, even wmy own hus-
band; it is so haid to believe in the pos-
sibility of success for a woman in anything
absolutely new.

“Mapagers wouldn’t deal with me, for
they had no faith in the executive ability ot
a wowman, One manager who was my per-
sonal friend said he hoved 1 might succeed,
but be would never give me his business,
for he didn’t consider it a proper oceupation.
Actors wouldn’t register with me, for they
sald: ‘Fernandez? She handles kids, doesn’t
she?” Even when a manager came to me
1 had no peeple of any consequence to offer
bhim, and when I kuew a good actor or
actress likely to suit him was disengaged I
nad to write in the most humble sort of
way, fairly apologizing for offering to con-
tract with a person not on my books. In
this way I worked under every sort of dis-
advantage,~and many times was on the
oint of giving up the struggle. Daniel
‘rohman was the only mavr who stood by
me. After he took the Lyceum Theater, if
a man applled to him for a part he’d say: ‘L
don’t want anybody at present, but are you
registered with Mrs. Fernandez? No?
Well, you give her your name and if I need
you I'll send there for you. 1 always get
my people through her.” He gave me all
his business, and the fact that he did so
became known. ‘Then actors always ask a
man who’s got an engagement how he got
iy, and after I had negotiated a few good
contracts they vegan to say: ‘Ah! Fernan-
dez; she must amount to something.’

‘1t was a hard fight, and I wouidn’t ad-
vise another woman to undertake it. If I
had been wholly dependent on my own ex-
ertions I must have succumbed, but 1 won,
and now I am doing, 1 think, the largest
business of any New York agency.”

“How do you account for your final suc-
cess 2"’

*“My stage experience counted. I was
courteous to actors. I could remember in
my own days in the profession going up an
agent’s staircase with my heart in my
wouth, and feeling like a dog about to be
whipped at thought of the treatment I was
sure to receive. The man wouldn’t put
down his newspaper nor pay you the slight-
est attention. He kept you on the footing
of a menial.” —

“And how did you conciliate the man-
agers?”

“That was my second point. I had no
favorites. Some agents send a manager the
actor or actress they like, not the one who
is best suited to the pari or the company.
Now, I have some very dear friends whom
1 should like of all things to see in good
positions, but I have taughit myself not to
recognize friendship in business.”
