ITEMS FROM
SEA AND SHORE.

A Death at Sea on Board the Ship
S. P. Hitcheock.

Sailing of the Steamer City cof Peking for
China—A Captain Stricken Biind at
Sea—The Steam:r Oceanic Due,

The ship H. P. Hitchcoek, Captain Carvaer, ar-
rived yesterday after a passage of 133 days from
New York with a cargo of general merchandise
for Sutton & Beebee, The captain reports that
he had a succession of southwest gales off the
River Plate; had heavy westerly gales from
Cape St. Jobn to latitude 40° south; was
nineteen days from 50° south in Atlantie to 50°
souih in Paelfiec. Ou March 1st in latitude 20°
26’ east, longitude 29° 19’ west, John Robla-
80N, a seaman, a vative of Fraunce, aged 33 years,
died of liver complaint and was buried at sea.

The weather was hazy at Point Lobos yester-
day. A calm prevailed up till noon, when a
light breeze sprang up fiom the northwest,
bilowing at 3 o’clock In the afternoon sixteen
miles an bour. The barometer read: At 8
o'cloek 1o the morning, 29.99; noon, 29.95;
b o'clock in the evening, 29.91.

The schooner Dashing Wave, Captain Gaff-
ney, will sail to-day for Sand Poiut, Alaska, car-
rylug supplies for Lynde & Hough's station
there.

The United States steamer Iroquols sailed yes-
terday afternoon for Samoa.

SAILING OF THE PEKING.

The steamer City of Peking, Captain Cavarly,
salled yesterday afternoon for Japan and China,
carrying a large list of frejght and a small pas-
senger list. Among the cabin passeugers were
Bishop Newman of the M. E. Cbureh, Rev. Y.
Honda, a Japanese misslonary, and W. Macon -
dray Jr. A large number of people interested in
church work assembled at the dock to see the
Bistiop off. Among them were Revs, Harcourt,
Crary, Masters, Fowler and Stewart.

‘1he steamer was delayed nearly one hour by
the late arrival of the mails. As she let go her
lines she had all her flags flying. At the fore-
mast was the “Blue FPeter’”; at the main, the
house flag; at the mizzen, the burgee, and at the
jigger the silk flag that was presented to Captain
Cavarly on his fast trip. The Peking will touch
at Honolulu on her way to the Orieat.

Tuere were 657 Chinese passeugers by the Pe-
klng registered on the wharf, besides one re-
manded man, 19 in traosit for Honolulu and 13
wlho came up from Panaia on the steamer San
Juan. The 15 Cninese who tried to cross the
border from Mexico into the United States and
were captured, and who have beean for some
weeks in the Almneda County Jail, were ex-
pecied 10 go, but owing to some redtapeism in
irregularity Collector Phelps held them over
until the next steamer.

Tue steamer Oceanic IS due to-day from China.
She bas on board 90 cabin aud 170 Chinese steer-
age passengers.

A COURSE FOR TRIAL TRIPS.

Captain Delahauty, U. S. N., commaunding the
Coast Survey steamer Hassler, will leave I% a
few days to mark out a cou:se of forty nautiCal
miles in length tu the Santa Barbara Chanoel, to
be used hereafter by the Governmeul for the
trial of steamships. One end of the course will
be abreast the point of the low cliff forming the
western side of the cove known as El Coro. On
this low cill & permaneut signal will be erected,
and behiod it, on the terrace a balf-mile back,
will be placed a second signal.

This end of the forty-mile course is on the sea-
ward raupge of these two signals, and the poiut
of starting must be such that tbe whole line of
forty miles must be 1u not less than tweuty fath-
oms of water, It IS supposed that vessels will
start or end about one mile off the point. The
other end of the line will be just east of the built-
up partof the town of S nta Barbara, where one
signal will be on the beach and the secoud one
fuside, aud on Lhis range the forty-mile line ends,
Tue best course will lie at one mile oft El Coro
Poiut, and ove mile outside the clifts of the Banta
Barvara Light-house,

The twin serew express steamer Columbia of
the Hamburg line arrived at New York on Iri-
day, baving made tbhe trip from Southampton in
6 days and 16 hiours, bieaklug all ocean records.
This is equal to & days aud 22 hours from
Queenstown.

Captain_ Fisher, late chief officer of the
sclhioouer Lizzie Vance, will take command of
the schooner-yachi Neva, which will leave to-
day or to-morrow for Papeete. He bas a bazard-
ous undertaking before him.

A CAPTAIN STRICKEN BLIND,
