MODELS ON
EXHIBITION.

Designs Made for the Proposed
Lick Statuary.

All Emblematic of the Histoiy and Growth of

the State of California, sa Provided
For in the Bequeit.

The models which have been submitted
by tbe various artists for tbe designs for
tbe historical group of statuary to be erect-
ed by the Trustees of the Lick Fuud in
front of tbe City Hall are now in position
at tbe Mechanics' Pavilion. They are four
In number and are all Intended to be em-

blemmic of the history and growth of Cali-
fornia from the earliust day to the commer-
cial period of 1874, which was the date
decided upon by Mr. Lick in his becim it
Representatives of the press vvereadinit'ed
to see them yesterday and on Monday,
Tuesday aud Wednesday next, from 9
o'clock in the morning until 5 o'clock in
the afternoon, the doors will be open to the
public. 'J he competing artists aro J. Hoch-
holzer, F. Seregni, Wright & Sanders and
Frank Ilappersberger, the latter of whom
was the designer of the Garfield monument
inGolden Gate Park. Tie models are con-
structed on a scale of oue and a half inches
to the foot.

HOCnHOI.ZEU'S DESIGN.

That presented by J. Hochholzer was de-
signed by Weinert, the sculptor, and is
simple anil direct instyle, and consists of a
square central pedestal of California marble,
from which rises a square shatt of bronze
surmounted by a sphere representing the
earth and sliowinc the continents in relief.

Surmounting the whole Is an allegorical
figure of California in the form of a semi-
nude Indian girl, one foot ou the shore of
the Pacific, the other resting on the Sierras,
from whose snow-capped peaks flows the
wealth of the State. Her right hand holds
a celestial globe belted with the zoiliacal
signs (emblematic of the great observatory
and t*le-.cope), and Inher lap are gathered
the cereals, fruits and flowers ntall climates.
Her hair is bound with a wreath ol pine-

cones, suggesting the redwood forests. Her
robe is to be embroidered with flowers in
relief and its bern embellished with sea-
shells.

Around the central pedestal are four of
\u25a0mailer size, each supporting a group of fig-
ures, and bearing on the face ofeach a bas-
relief, representing some historical event.

The front pedestal bears the inscription"1874," and the panel is designed to repre-
sent the industrial condition of the State at
that time, ft is shown by a view of the
Golden Gate, with steamers ana sailing
vessels coming and going through it,and by
representations of railroads, telegraph lines,

schools and factories. The sroup above con-
sists of four figures, the central one being an
architect standing erect, while around him
are, a builder with brick and trowel, a
blacksmith at work at his anvil aud a figure
of commerce.

LANDINGOF ADMIRALSLOAT.
On the reverse side, over the inscription

"17G9," four figures inbronze are intended
to represent the planting of the American
flag at Monterey by Admiral Sloat. At his
feet is an overturned Mexican cannon, aud
on either side of him is an American sailor,
one of whom is, by his position, evidently
remonstrating with a Mexican who sits
philosophically by In an attitude of com-
plete resignation.

The group to the right, marked "1848,"
shows Marshall, the discoverer of gold,
holding inhis left band the nugget which
thrilled the world, while with his right he
points toward the spot from whet)ce itwas
taken. Crouched beside him is a "digger"
Indian, holding in his hand a pan. The
other figures io the group are those of a
sailor wbo has a bundle slung over his
shoulder on a stick and n workman who is
gazing with evident surprise at the precious
metal as It lies in Marshall's hand. The
panel beneath represents Sutter'i Millas it

appeared in those days, with a group Of
miners at work in the foregruund.

CO.MMEKCIAL PKOSPEKITT.
To tlie left the bronze figure of a man

holding aloft a bunch of grapes and a little
girl with a sheep by her side are flanked on
either side by those of a farmer leaning
upou a rake while he wipes the perspira-
tion from hisbroiv and a fruit-grower, who
kneels beside a basket fullof various fruits.
The central shaft is an exact duplicate of
the pier supporting tlie great Lick telescope.
In tho panels are medallion portraits of men
noted in tlie history of the State— such as
\u25a0Innipero Sena, Fremont, Marshall and
Vallejo. The front medallion is a portrait
of James Lick. Above iia sketch ol Mt.
Hninilton Observatory; belnw, an insorip-
tioD commemorative of the donor's bequest.

HAFPERSHEIiGEK'S MODEL.
Cruciform in plan is the grouu designed

by F. llappersberger. A circular shaft nf
gramte rises from a pedestal of the same
material, and is surmounted by a figure era-
blemetical of California, while four bronze
figures, representing commerce, agricul-
ture and the trades, recline about her at her
feet. Forming frieze below the plinth are
clusters of fruits, flowers," cereals and
grapes, and still lower are four altu reliefs,
representing commerce, an emigrant train,
lssaoing cattle and a mining scene. Enclr-
cling the shaft near its base are medallion
portraits, In bronzn. of Lick, Slitter, Sloat,
Serra and Fremont, while immediately be-
low ore tlie names of Stockton, Alvarndo,
Portal" 1, Marshall, Yallejo, Castro,|Drake
and Cabrillo.

AtHip ends and sides of the cruciform
base are four smaller pedestals, the front
one of which bears a group of figures in
bronze of miners, one of whom stnnds erect
looking down at a companion who is wash-
In^ gold from the bed ot a stream. The
third miner is engaged looking at a nugget
of gold which he holds iv his extended
hands. Across the pedestal in raised letters
is the legend "In'49."

The group at the back is emblematic of
"tarly Days," consisting of a Spanish
missionary preaching the gospel to an In-
dian who sits on the ground before him.
Beside him ii the figure ot a Mexican

vaquero on foot In the act of throwing a
lasso. The pedestal to the leftuoholds the
figure of a grizzly bear and that on the right
a stag, with head erect and branching ant-
lers.

\u25a0WUIGHT & SANDERS.
The largest of the four models Is that

presented by Wright &Sanders, and which
was modeled by Marion Wells. The plat-
form is seventy-five feet in diameter, and
from base to summit measures in all sixty
feet. Infront and at the base of the main
pedestal is the figure of a huge grizzly in a
crouching posture, with his huge head rest-
ing quietly upon his extended paws.
Springing from the main pedestal Is a cir-
cular granite shaft of huge circumference,
sloping gently inward from its base, and
crowning whichis a large celestial globe.
Surmounting this, and withher feet resting

on a passing cloud, holding in her right
hand a wreath of flowers and pointing with
her left to a vine growing at her feet, is an
ideal bronze figure in neroic size of Cali-
fornia.

GROUTS OF STATUARY.
Around the summit of the shaft are three

huge eagle* with outspread wings, bearing
in their talons the shields of the United
States, California aud Mexico. Extending
outward from the base of the shaft are
three projections, on each of which rests a
group of three figures.

Those at the right are of a Mexican gran-
dee and a vaquero, each arrayed In the
typical costume of his class. Attheir feet
is the half-nude fieure of au Indian woman
grinding corn with natone mortar and pes-
tle and with a pappoose strapped to her
back.

The group at the back depicts three min-
ers at work, while that to the left is de-
signed to represent commerce, agriculture
and industry. The latter Is represented by
a blacksmith at work at his anvil, while
near him is a farmer, whip in hand, in tbe
act of selling wheat to a merchant who
stands at his side with note-book and pencil
ivband. Kncircling tho base is a series of
panels in bass-relief, showing in:detail the
most important events in the history of the
State. •«•.-

AS APPROPRIATE MOTTO.
Girding the middle of the shaft are the

words,
"

Therefore God gave them of the
dew (if heaven and the fatnes* of the earth,
aud plenty of corn and wine."

The three gronps are representative of:"
From the establishment of the early mis-

sions, A. D. 17(i6, to the conquest of Califor-
nia by the United States"; "From the oc-
cupation of California by the United States
until agriculture became its leading indus-
try," and "From tho era of agricultural
predominance until the foundation of the
commercial epoch." la front of the whole
is a bust of James Lick.

PRESENTED BY BEBEGN!
The remaining design was modeled by

Sculptor Scbmid, and is presented by F.
Seregni. There are fonr separate round
pedestals, from the central one of which
rises a granite shaft bearing aloft an ideal
figure inbronze of California. At her feet
crouches a bear. Near the 9ummit of the
shaft and in the front is the coat-of-arms of
the State. Below are inscribed the dates of

tbe treaty of peace with Mexico, the signing
of the State Constitution and the admission
of the State to the Federal Union. On the
reverse side is the American eagle, and be-
low tiie names of the early missions in Alta
California ivtho chronological order of their
founding. The three groups mouuted upon
the flanking pedestals are emblematic of the
growth of the State.

That it the front is of a hunter, leaning
on his gun, and gazing at a miner who
kneels a: nis feet with a rocker by his side.
The one to the right shows the semi-nude
form of an ludiau woman reclining on tho
ground, witn a missionary by her side hold-
ing her hand as if in the act of raising her
to her feet. The third group idealizes ag-
riculture and industry, the figures of a man
and woman, the latter of whom leans
upon a scythe with a goblet in her
hand. Around her are lruits, flowers and
cereals.

FIVE BAS-RELIEFS.
The pedestals are adorned with fivebas-

reliefs, as follows: One at central back,
showing Sutter's Mill; left back. Sutter's
Fort, with emigrants arriving; right back,
dwellings of the mission fathers, and on
either side in front representations of the
raising of the Bear flag by Ide and his fol-
lowers, and the planting of ti.e American
banner by Sloat at Monterey.

Running entirely around the base U a
series of medallion portraits of the various
Governors of the State ud tn and including
Xewton Booth. That of Lick is in the
center.
