Mrs. Ellen Hobson, wife of W. D. Hob-
son, proprietor of the Elsinore House, 22
Fifth street, ended her life on \qmrd'\)
pight by taking a dose of *“Rough on Rats.”

The direct causes whichled tc the suicide
are not known, but the husband and rela-
tives are of the opinion that her mind was
affected by sickness, and that it was while
laboring under temporary aberration she
committed the deed.

Mrs. Hobson was a young woman, good-
looking, and of a lively disposition natur-
ally. A little over a year ago she married
Mr. Hobson, who was her senior by several
Vears.

Friends say that the disparity in the ages
of the two rendered the union an unhappy
one, and that Mr, and Mrs, Hobson some-
times quarreled. Then, soon after the mar-
ringe, Mrs. Hobson’s health began to fail
and became melancholy. 7This mood
was intensified a short time ago by the re-
ceipt of the news of the death of an aunt to

whom Mrs. Hobson was much attached.

SWALLOWED POISON,

End of Louis D. J. Solscher, a
Book-Keeper.

A general weariness of everything per-
taining to life was what caused Louis D. J.
Solscher, a German, about 40 years of age,
to commit suicide on Saturday night at 602
Minna street by taking poison.

Solscher had worked in several wholesale
houses in this city during the past four
years and was looked upon as a most ex-
pert book-keeper. Lately he was out of
work and became disheartened because he
was unable to find employment.

1i+ went into interior towns, but was un-
successful in his search, and returned to
the citv. ‘I'wo weeks ago he took lodgings
at 602 Minna street, the home of Miciiael
at the Tivolil.
For several days afterward he was ill and
was nursed by Mrs. Voisin. He said he
was wmarried, and spoke of bringing his
wife to the house. He did not do so, how-
ever, nor did he talk about his wife aguin.

About a week ago he fell into a very mel-
ancholy mood, and took to drinking to ex-
cess, On Frigay he came home intoxicated
and retired to his room. That was the last
seen of him alive, A woman in the house
says that on Friday night dbnul 10 o’clock
she heard groans in Solscher’s room, and
supposed he was suffering from the effects
of drink.

As he did not appear on Saturday night
Mr. Voisin broke open the door of the
room and Solschier was found lyingin bed
dead. Omn a table near by was a four-ounce
vial containing some colorless liquid, which
smelled like chioroform or ether. There
were also some envelopes and sheets of

note-paper lying on the table. No letters
were found though, and If he wrote any
fareweil messages he must have posted
them. He bad removed all his clothing and
placed it away in neat crder, aud then,
after getting into bed, drawn the covers
tightly round bim and gone off in his final
sieep.

It was stated by Mr. Voisin that Solscher
had expected to get work in Tacoma and
was to have left for that place on Saturday.
His spree, however, prevented his depart-
ure.

Solscher left a large quantily of letters
end private papers, which were taken pos-

session of by the Coroner. The letters
were nearly all in German, and aré from
his wife and relatives in Germany., Many

are from Hamburg

Solscher was married in this city in 1881,
and as near as can be learned he and his
wife did not get on well together. fle did
not support her, and she was obliged to
leave him. She is now in Tulare, earning
her own living.

An autopsy will be made on the body
to-day, and the drug in the vial which was
found In the room will be analyzed in order
to determine \\"nt 1t is.

Scores Mads end Miitary Decorations Won.
A Spirited but G:oi-Natured Compe-
tition—Individual Prizes,

The shooting-range at Shell Mound Park
yesterday was a scene of busy activity, the
occasion being the preliminary State shoot
for military decorations of the Third Regi-
ment, N. G. C. The shooting commenced
promptly at 10:30 o’clock and from that
hour until nearly 6 o’clock nothing was
heard butthe constant cracking of the mus-
ket.

According to State regulations the arm
used was the Springfield rifle, with six
puunds pull on the trigger. Many of the
men of the different companies were not
accastomed to the heavy drag on the trigger
and were considerably disconcerted when
the gun was not discharged by a moderate
pressure.

Much satisfaction was exvressed by the
staff officers at the number of men some of
the different companies placed before the
butts. Company G, Captain Driscoll,
marched over with forty-eight men, com-
posing nearly the full strength of his roll.

Colonel Barry was busy all day lending
encouragement to his men and officers, and
by offering different prizes for marksman-
ship stirred up a spirit of good-natured
competition.

According to the regulations laid do wn by
the State, it {3 necessary that all n.embers
of the National Guard shall, ia order to
qualify for State decorations, participate at
two semi-annual shoots. Guardsmen who,
at both contests, make an average of 50 per
cent will receive a bronze bar; those mak-
ing 80 per cent receive a silver bar, and
those making %0 per cent receive a gold bar.
It is also necessary, in addition o good
marksmanship that all members in order to
be eligible for decorations shall have at-
tended at least 50 per cent of company drills

To Be Seen at Hampton Court.

A new Tuador room, which will no doubt
prove of much interest to archeological vis-
itors to Hampton Court Palace, has just
been cleared of its modern ﬁmngs and
added to the pnhhc suite of apartments, It
is known as \\ oolsey’s Private Chapel”
or *Oratory,”” The interior presents a
quaint and interesting appearance, the walls
to a height of about seven feet being paneled
with oak drapery panels, corresponding in
character and deqign with other wainscoted
rooms and the Tudor portion of the palace
On the wall space above the paneling und
extending round three sides of the room
are a series of pictures in oil, painted on
oak panel, illustrating ** The Last Supper,”’
*“The !ietrnyal 7% 'The I’rocesslon to Cal-
vary,” and *‘The Resurrection.” These
have recently been restored and replaced,

under the superintendence of Sir J. C. Rob-
inson, ber Majesty’s Surveyor of Pic-
tures. The ceiling 13 of an exquisite
gecometrical design, richly ornamented
with  Tudor emblems and in the
frieze appears tne Cardinal’s motto,

“Dominus Michi Adjutor.” Among other
emblems in the ceiling may be noted the
Tudor Rose and the Prince of Wales’
Feather, with the motto, *“Ich Dien,” which
leads to the belief that it was designed dur-
ing the period when Edward VI was the
bearer of that title. The room is npm‘oached
from the Mantemna Gallery, or “Gallery of
Communication.” [t was for many years
annaxed to a suite of private apartments,
and is said to have Dbeen used as a butler’s
pantry or bed-room.

MORE MOLDERS.

Thirteen Arrive Last Night From
the East.

The headquarters of the striking molders
on Second street was unusually quite all
day yesterday. The conversation was di-
vided in interest between the recent action
looking toward arbitration with the En-
gineers’ and Iron Founders’ Association
and the prospective arrival of a dozen non-
union molders from the East.

The Eastern men, who arrived last night,
were gathered up in Rochesier, Philadel-
phia, Reading, Detroit and Chicago. One
of the molders said, * they must have
raked the whole East with a fine comb to
find themn.”

They were reported from point to point
as they crossed the continent, and prepara-
tions on a larga scale were made to receive
them,and their movements closely watched.

At Sacramento several of the union men
interested in the strike jumped the train,
and everything went along serenely until
about half way to Port Costa, when the
train was cut into two sections a.nd the part
on which the molders were aboard was left
on the track.

Advance pickets from the striking mold-
ers went to Benicia and boarded the train.
At Selby the whole party was transferred
to a tng and brought across the bay, where
they landed at 11:30 o’clock last night and
were taken directly to the Union Iron
Works.

They were met by the union strikers in
small boats, but no effort was made to stop
the tug, as it was rumored that they would.

The announcement that they had arrived
was made by telephone at the headquarters
of the unionists near midnight, A large
pumber of strikers were present, but did
not appear in the least disheartened by the
nows,

A donation of $50 was received by the
