The track was faster even than last year
and records were lowered at nearly all the
distances, particulars of which were given
in last Mondaj's turf columns of The
Call.

FELL OFF A LITTLE.
To some extent the racing on tlie last

three days of the meeting was not quite up
to tbe standard ol the preceeding da«s'
sport, owing to heavy rains which caused
much scratchiug and consequently small
fields even in some of the richest stakes.

THE ECLII'SE KTAKIS.
On Saturday, the closing day, the richest

stake of tlie rmeting. the grnat Eclipse
stakes for two-year-olds, value $-0,000,
only brought out a field of six, although
thu original eutrk'3 numbered 223. The
llorris stable, that has taken all the two-
year-old stakes tliat were of tiny value,
M-nt out tlirt'u champions, the cracks of the
year, namely lUissell, believed to be as

good a two-year-old as ever looked through
a bridle, l)r. Hasbrook aud Keckon.
Against them Sallie McCiellnn, ISolero aud
Hoodlum went to the post, in the betting
Kussell was considered invincible and even
at 1 to 3 the book-makers hardly cared to
write a ticket. Dr. Jlasbrook was next in
favor at 1 to 1, with Beckon third choice at
Bto1. Bolero was priced at 10 io 1,aud the
two others at 20.

A lIACINUUrSET.
The result sUuaily proved how uncertain

racing is and how blind backers are, and
what au easy thing it is fur even good
judges tu iulluw the money and not closely
scrutinize each horse's chances. On a cool
comparison of form it was uot a certainty
for the Morris trio.

OVERLOOKING A GOOD ONE.

Sallie McClelland, who is bred as well as
anything now on the turf, whose ancestry
shows excellent wind powers, who was
known eariy in the spiing to be as fast as
any two-year-old in training; who, in par-
ticular, showed that she was, equal to any
crack, by winning the Debutante stakes,
with 115 pounds up. froma large field, in-

cluding several of Morris' cracks, in the
record lime of SI) seconds for five furlongs ;
and uho, later on, took up I^o pound?, and
giving weight to winners ran third iu six
furlongs, this high-class filly was allowed
to statt in a six-horse field at 20 to 1to win
aud S to 1 for the place.

Itwas
a close contest over the muddy track, and
after a desperate linish baliie woo by half
a length in 1:14.

VIOILAMJILIGEB.
During the past week a job Tvns at-

tempted in a iace between Wailersou,
Major Daly and Guard. A Btabie-boy was
:tl'.i. u Daly and liersten on Watterson.
WaUerson was made a red-hut favorite at
2to D, and the minor quickly spread that
the lider of Daly had been so selected to
make the race a certainty for Watterson.
The judges, when informed of the situa-
tion, look the boy iffDaly and put Hamil-
ton up. This changed tlie belting at once,
and fn in :;tu 1Daiy went to fiist favoiKe.
The race was wun handily by Dal}'. An
investigation into the circumstances is to
be made by the jtulces.

STABLE COMPANION'S.
On Friday Bravo and >\>w- or-Xever,

both in tl.e stable, were the only con-
testants in a race out of which all the
others had been scratched. Bravo whs a
hot favorite at Ito2. The stable won with
Now-or-Never and the nic« w:is called a
walk-over. The judges declared the bets

off, but how are tlie combinations to be eou-
sidered? Of course they are made out pay
or play, and arc so considered under the
circumstance-, but those extia-chance
takers, cum lunation-players, should also be
Biven a little protection as well as the di-
rect speculators. Itwould not have been
any injustice fur the judges to have ordered
that the combinations should be divided.

BUBT7BBAJI DAY.
To-morrow the Coney Island Jockey Club

commences a two weeks' meeting at Slieeps-
head Bay and some excellent sport isalready
assured. On the opening day the Suburban
handicap will be run. It is mure than
probable that the lield will be small and
that less than a dozen will start. Tenny is
DOW first favorite and even with 1-7 pounds
up ib thouuht to be a sure, winner. Race-
land, Prince Uoynl and Fides, Salvator and
Firenzi, representing respectively the B I-
niDiit and liaueius interests, are next in
favor.

OTHKIiS IIAVKA CHANCE.
Although Tenny has won three, races tin's

spring in easy style, he will meet a much
higher class of company on Tuesday than
he has yet done this year. Itis quite possi-
ble that despite all the talk of the certainty
of Tenny's starting that he may not do so.
Pulsifer, Tenny's owner, is not racing
simply for l)i<health, lie is closely affili-
ated with some leading book-makers who
have laid heavily against the colt. Yester-
day's dispatches state that Tenny did not
go quite as well as he. dil before, although
he beat Sorrento, his only opponent, by teu
lengths.

UK MAT BE SCRATCHED.
Pulsifer is said to have backed the colt

himself, but if his book-making liieml.-j
placed him on velveton condition olBCratcb-
ingTenny so that the money they have laid
against him goes without any bother into
their pocket?, would Pulsifer do it? That
remains to be seeu. iiut even il Tenny
starts, with Kaceland sent to the post with
Mr.Belmont's < onlidence, there is not much
need to look further fur the winner.

FUTURE IJOOKS.
While on the subject ol winter books, anerrnr hns been made by a local turf reporter

about them. He states that ina $s<Xiu book
that siiriia sum is invested by the backers
of'each respective horse, aud states that as
eight horses are marked lull in thu local

bouk, S-10,000 has already been paid in to
tin! W'kimtkers on these eight chalices
alone, This is entirely incorrect.

MOW ITIS SIAUE.
The way n future book is made is as fol-

lows: Supposing that a book-maker de-
cides to open a SSOOCO book on a future event
as soon as the weights are published, gen-
erally several months before the race comes
off. This means lhat after considering the
chances of the respective entries, he marks
up what odds ho estimates each horse s
chances at and ou which he will tako
enough money to lose just £5000. For ex-
ample, if be marks up a horse at 100 to 1 he
willonly accept SSO ou that horse aud writ-
ing a ticket of SSOOO to SSO, mark such horse
•' full." Ou a horse that he has marked up,
say 5 to 1, he will accept $1000, and lay
$.-»i:oo to 81000. On a horse at 10 to Ihe will
take *."('(', and iflie has one at 500 to 1he
willonly take $10.

ALL ARE I>AY OB PLAY.
As the bets lire all pay or play, the book-

maker wins all the money on horses that
do not start. But under no circumstances,
ifhe makes his book correctly, will h«
stand to lose more than ££OCO, let the result
be what ilmay. In most instances the
book-maker does not till his book on any
one wiiin\u25a0til.ir horte the moment be puts
up the odds, and be governs himself by the
state of the market, the information tie re-
ceivei aud his own judgment, iu varying the
odds.

KEKPS HIS KAKS OrEN.
Often on a horse that opens at 100 to 1he

only takes 510. Information as to it»
chances reaches himand he reduces perhapi
tbe odds to 10. Standing already to lose a
thousand on the horse he will only accept
$-100 moro at 10 to 1 on this particular
chance, making $410 that he takes in to
pay out 5-5000 winnings, whereas If the
horso had been lilled on the first bet he
would only bave received $00 to olfset the
5500U wiuuiuß he must pay 11 the horse
wins.

WANTS THEM ALLBACKED.
Ifall the horses iu the race are backed

to the limit, or, of course, if an unbacked
outsider wins, or one out uf a dozen or so
strong favorites, the book-maker wins.
There are too many niceties in tbe art of
making a successful book to be described
iu the present space at command, but tbe
general principle is that ifthe book-maker
dies not exceed his original limit and has
all or nearly all of tiiuentries backed to the
limit, he must win. The same process
applies to the ilace betting for the race il
tlie buok-mnker also gives place odds.

•rWO-YKAB-OIJ) FOItM.
The two-year-olds thi3 year are of lii^li

class, and generally eq'ial ifnot better thuu
those of the past few years, but this ap-
plies only to tlie Eastern youuesters. In
thu West the daily furm is most iucousist-
i-nt and mediocre.

OM.Y O.NE, BUIiLIXGTOX.
Only one first-class three-year old has

shown up yet, and this is Burlington, one
Ol the best that bus ever been saddled,
ilis iviu in tho IJelmont on Tuesday last
with 127 pounds up, one and a quarter
miles, in2:07%, stamps him the champion.
lie gave lots of weight away to his com-
petitor;, and with luck has allthe big thtee-
year-fjld stakes lor which he is entered at
Illsmercy.

STILLINTHE HEAR.

have not made a win during the past week.

To say tlm least,
it looks very queer to ascertain (hat tele-
grams come pouring in on certain races
staling that the favorite was "still" and to
play such aud such a horse

which wins.

The Wurkuiatc-Cecil li race at St. Louis is
a case in point Cecil B, the favorite, was
announced in the dispittches to be. "still,"
and Workmato Riven as the winner. It
turned out so. 'Cecil B was third.

GOOD TI'.OTTIXGSTOCK.
Allwere in tlie pink of health and, the

condition of the collection reflects much
credit on Griffin's ability as a trainer. Tho
first one of the lot off whom tbe blankets
were stiipped was a medium-sized brown
pacer who has been christened McGinty.
Mao has no record, but has shown easv
miles in 23. Waliey. a Koud-lonUmg brown
six-year-old, can go in 21% whenever called
on. Next enme a very handsome dark-
brown, Sol Wilbe*, full brother to Lilian
Wilki'S, record 2:17%. Sol Is 5 years old
and comparatively green, but can trot
handily in 2:25. With a little more hand-
liiigthis good-looker willmake his mark
aud get his full share of tho money.

THE STABLE'S CISACK.
The crack of tho striug is about as at-

tractive a specimen of trotting horsefle>h
as any one could wish to see. He is l'A
Fay by Wliiteman's llambletonian, out of a
mare by Georgo 11. Patehen, 5 years old.
Ofa light-brown color, with black points,
Kd Kay shows remarkably good biood-liues.
Better shoulders, back and quarters could
not be desired, and when the iiand is passed
over him the great solidity of all the mus-
cles is immediately noted.

CAB OO A FASI MII.E.

This colt has no public record, but ever
sinfo Cnflin bought him tlin'pmonths ago
for 12500 from A. 11. Alleis of Los Angeles,
he has shown faster and faster clips. Un-
der Grifliu's careful handling Fay has de-
veloped great speed and can now go out any

day and reel off miles iu-y2l'/i aud handy
halves in 1:07%. This colt looks as if Ie• would be first under tho wirein all ho starts
for. lie is owned entirely by Griftin, who
is also solely interested in Waliey. lie was
named after the well-known horseman and
viing shot, Ed Fay of the Grand Hotel.
Alfred I',1 ', a noted sire, is also in the siring.

They all
have u good chance to win.

SEA AND SHORE.

Au Accident Delays tho Sailing

of the L. Schepp.

Chinese Passengers by the Oceanic— The Ep-
piager loies Fart of Her Deck-Load.

Ihe F.yer Micronesia.

The wheat-laden American ship L. Schcpp
was scheduled to sail yesterday for Queens-
town for orders. The tug Active, Captain
Marshall, took hold of her as she lay in tho
stream, the anchor was raised and tlie tug
started down the stream with her tow. As
soon as the anchor was at the hawse-pipe
aud tlie vessel got under way the mate
started to cat tho anchor, using the fish-
tackle from the foretnpmast-head for the
purpose. When the fish-hook was hooked,
on the chain-compressor was raised to
allow some slack chain to pay out.

As soon as the weight came on the fish-
tackle the mast-head lashings carried away
and the pennant and tackle came down by
the run. Two of tho sailors, who stood on
the forecastle-head at the time, were in-
jured, one being badly bruised on the head
and the other receiving internal injuries.
They were treated on board the ship.

When the fish-tackle carried away, the
fish-hnok was lost and the anchor fell

into the mud, the compressor being open.
As it would take some time to hoist it and
the tide would not serve at the expiration
of the time. Captain Gate3 determined to
stay in port until to-day.

CHI.NESK UV THE OCEANIC.
The total number ot Chinese who arrived

on the Oceanic from China on Saturday
evening was lot. Of the number 121 (115'
males and (ifemales) are for this city', 3 for
Honolulu, ilfor Panama and 1!) for Hava-
na. Nine having proper certificates were
landed yesterday afternoon.

Of the six females on the Oceanic 4 are
reported in the ollicial passenger list as on
the way tu join their husbands, one is a girl
with her mother and one is a woman with
her husband. Of the 115 males for thia
port, all with the exception uf one, who is
designated as a druggist, are called grocers,
and all thuse for Honolulu, i' •lama and
Havana are similarly designated.

The weather was hazy at Point Lobos
yesterday and the wind moderate ali day.
veering from south to west. The barometer
read: 8 o'clock iu the morning 29 B'J, noon
2D.SS, 5 o'clock in the evening U9.57.

LOST PART OF HEU DECK-LOAD.
The schooner J. Epplnger arrived yoster-

dny 11hours from Fort Bragg, with a cargo
of lumber and posts for the Fort Bragg Bed-
wood Company, Captain Lundqnlst reports
that en Saturday night, during a northwest
wind, he lost part uf his de k-load over-
board.

Julm Sloan &.Snn, thn ship-store dealers,
moved their quarters a few days agu to ;il(i
Battery street, l'estenlay afternoon when
John Slunn, the senior partner, visited the
store to get some, papers for a ship that was
going away, hn fell down a hatchway that
had been carelessly left open and had the
tendons of his left ankle severely strained.

The steamer Corona, Captain Hannah,
arrived at Q o'clock yesterday morning,
niueteen hours from Eureka, bringing iorty-
hve cabin and seven steerage passengers
and a large list of freight.

BAB INTO THK WIIAHF.
The ship Arabia came down from Port

Costa on Saturday afteruuun laden with
wheat fur Liverpool direct aud dropped
anchor iu the struatn. As the tug whs tow-
ing her out from the dock at Port Costa the
vessel took a shear and ran into the duck
shed carrying a portion of it away. Tho
damage to the ship was very slight, but the
dock aud shed were dnmaged about 5000.

The shipping arrivals yesterday up to
dark comprised six coasting steamers, two
barks and three schooners.

The Hawaiian bark Alicia, Captain
Bioadhur.st, which put into this port in
distress June Ist, while bound from Cham-
perico fur tbe Sound, has been chartered to
luad hero in the Australian Dispatch Lino
for Sydney, her previous charter having
been cancelled. The vessel has been sur-
veyed and found perfectly souud. unly her
copper beinsj chafed a little. Tbe captain
whs in distress, nut the ship.

AIiKIVALSOF COAL.
Two coal-laden vessels arrived yesterday

with cargoes (ggvegatlng -Slit) tons. The
Nioaragnan steamer .Monlserrat brought
1300 tons from NanaJmo for Jonn Kosen-
feld's Sons, and the Lark Templar IDUO tons
from Seattle fur P. li. Cornwall.

The British ship Wisconsin, Captain
Gteig, which is now discbarelng her cargo
of coal from Australia at Howard No. -', is
a llyer. Sh« left here last year wheat.
laden for the United Kingdom. She was
ordered lo Hull, where she stayed four
weeks discharging. From there she went
to London, where she remained five weeks
loading for isydnoy. She made the passage
to Sydney ineighty-two days. From thero
she went tu Newcastle, N. S. \Y\, making
the trip in fourteen days. At Newcastle
sho loaded _-ir.(i tons of coal lor this port,
and arrived hero after a passage of sixty-
eight days, making the trip around tlie
world, including detentions, in exactly onu
year and ten days.

The British snip Queen Victoria has ar-
rived at Victoria, 17."> days from Cardiff,
thus relieving anxiety that has been felt ou
her behalf.

The bark Newman "lias arrived at San
Diego, bt) days from Australia, with coal.
The Majestic is 74 days out on a similar
voyage, and tho Charles B. Kenny and
Iton,each tii diiys. Allthree are liable to
arrive at any day.

MOVEMEXTS OP VESSELS.
The steamer Australia came down to Fol-

sotn street from the retmory yesterday.
The shipS. P. Hitchcock docked at Union

street to discharge.
The British steamer Sussex went to the

sugar refinery. /The Dashing Wave sailed for Lynde &
nongb'M station, Sand I'oint, Alaska.

DOES DEATH END ALL?

A Sermon bv Krr. Knhrrt A. Infit of
KllzibMh, N. J.

Rev. Robert A. Tufftof Elizabeth, N. J.,
preached iu the Ureen-street Congregational
Church yesterday morning from the text,
"Ifa man die shall he live again?" Tbe
following willgive an idea of his stylo aud
trend of thought, Pie sniil :"

Over the roofs of this world the angel
of death lias spread his wines of gloom.
The shadow falls upon every face and
tones the sunlight in every life. Every
nerve that thrills, every muscle that
tw iches, even ltie merry motion of rippling
laughter, beckons death nearer and nearer.
He Hi-ai- almiK tlie dim and silentcorridors
of sleep, lie dashes at uoond»y into the
busy marts of trade, lie lies in wait in the
tanpled mosaic of grass and tluners tliat
billows in uUernxte sun aud shadow, he
dwells where the steel-blue Iceberg of the
North, burled uluiig iu the maelstrom ol tho

deep, crush grimlingly together, and he
bide3 in the South, where a million jeweled
waves play like little children at Mother
Nature's luxuriant knees.

"There is no corner pavilioned by the il-
luminate azure that knoweth not his pres-
ence; there is no day that his sword hath
not severed the thread which subtly bound
some soul in body-thrall; there is no mo-
ment when he walketti not

—
he is the angel

of the sleepless inevitable. Men weep,
women wail, the cheeks of the bravest
blanche, the hearts of the cowards are
gnawed with fear, but that Angel Death
steppctu surely, leaving no track unmarked
by blood.

"The resurrection of Christ Is like the
news of victory brought from soldiers who
have gone out to do battle; news that near
ones and dear ones are safe; that, though
scarred and wounded and sorely smitten,
they yet live. From every house these sol-
diers have gone, the conscription has spared
neither palace or cot, but nf the vast army,
though many bear honorable scars, nut one
is slain. Since the resurrection of our
blessed Lord, there are mauy who sleep,
but no in.-tc dead.

"Ifthere is anything that the Bible makes
plain and iositfve it is the future life be-
yond the grave. If,to use the language of
professor Tyndiill Inhis famous Belfast ad-
dles?, 'you and Iare destined, like streaks
of the morning cloud, to melt into
the infinite uzure of the past,'
then life is a golden and glorious
promise, never to be fulfilled. Ifman
is not immortal, nature 'has imposed upon
her sons, and made, them a lie.' \\ e have
been created to be baffled, to be thwarted,
to be mocked, to be tojed with by the great
blind, pitiless forces of nature, and then to
bo dissolved into nothingness forever.

'•Christianity teaches that man shall live
again after death. It sings no funeral
hyms, it wails no requiems, it chants no
dirges. Distinctly mid eloquently and sol-
emnly dues it proclaim the truth of our
great immortality. Itadopts and makes
its own the sentiment of the poet:

The sun Is but a spark of fire,
A transient meteor in tho sky;

Tlie soul Immortal as us Mm
Shall never die.
