AT LIVE BIRDS,
Contest for a Championship Medal by
Some Crack Shots.

The first shooting contest for the Selby
live-bird medal, in which competition was
open to Pacific Coast sportsmen, took place
yesterday at the Oakland race-track. It
was a contest for the individual champion-
ship of the Coa:t, shot under the rules of
the American Shooting Association at
twenty-five single live pigeons. Three
well-known shooting clubs were repre-
sented in the contest—the Wing Clab, Ala-
meda and the Stockton clubs—but only four
picked shots entered, and all four came out
almost alike as to score.

Little interest seemed to be given the
game of killing pigeons, for the spectators
were mostly small boys, who found great
fun in chasing disabled birds and carrying
them back to the trap. It took three hours
to kill 100 pigeons, and that work done thie
contestants settled down to what was evi-
a more 1uteresting spurt of shooting birds
for sweepstakes. All told, there were not
more than a dozen sportsmen present.
About a fourth of the live birds escaped,
but most of them were caught beyond the

HALLUCINATIONS.

Novel Census to Be Taken In This
Country.

Professor William James of Harvard has
been appointed to superintend the census
of hallucination in America on behalf of
the International Congress of Experi-
mental Psychology at Paris.

The object of the iuquiry is twefold:
First, to get a mass of facts about hallu-
cinations which may serve as a basis fora
scientific study of these phenomena; and
second, to ascertain approximately the pro-
portion of persons who have had such ex-
periences. Until the average frequency of
hallucinations in the community is known
it can never be decided whether the so-
called “veridical’” hallucinations (visions or
other *‘warnings’’ of the death, etc., of pec-
ple at a distance) which are so frequently
reported are accidental coincidences or
something more.

Some 8000 or more persons in England,
France aud the United States have already
returned answers to the question which
heads the census sheets: ‘* Have you ever,
when completely aweke, had a vivid im-
pression of seeing or being touched by a
living being or inanimate object, or of hear-
ing a voice, which impression, so far as you
could discover, was not due to any external
physical cause?”’

The “*Congress” hopes that at its next
meeting, in England in 1592, as many as. 50,-
000 auswers may have been coliected.
