biraces the interest accounts and Sinking Funa
of 0 Issaes of the bounded debt, for which no
special provision is made, but are Included in
1he General Fund, to obviate any question as to
the board’s power in imposing a separale levy
for those purposes. The interest accounts and
Sinking Fund of the Pacific railroad bonds, also
uf Park improvement bonds of 1872-3, amount-
ing to 0209 cents, Is therefore added to and
Inakes the levy for the General Fuud 4471 cents
gu each $100 of iaxable property.

This levy requires the Imposition of 9914
ecenis on each £100 valuation of real and per-
sonal propeity, the valuation being on an estl-
wate of $290,000,000 of taxabie property.

A NEW JAIL WANTED.

Toe report refers to the rapid growth of the
cily aud the urgent pecessity for improvements
10 the vailous munielpal departments, especially
ithie School and Fire depariments. As recards
the dollar limit, the committee 1s in favor of it as
far as it fixes the limit at $§1 on each $100 of
taxable property whatever amount that may be.

1he commitiee reports in favor of a new
county jail in a suitable loeation, and no time
should be lost in purchasing a site and erectinga
buliding. The committee states that the House
of Correction is not the sort of an fostitution to
be perpeiuated, as it combines the functions of a
county jail and Siate prison, while its inmates
should ve lu one place or the other. The pres-
en1 bullding usead for a house of correction, it is
suggesied, couid be used as a county jall.

Jhe lutention of the committee was to provide
110,000 for the erection of a new High School
tor girls, but owing to the pledge no discretion-
ary power could be used. That being the case,
tiie commitiee reiterates the fact that the amount

2ported by the Auditor and lixed at §960,000 is
notl a suflicient appropriation. The board, how-
ever, stands pledged to appropriate $110,000 for
the purpose, and the difficulty ean only be satis-
factorily adjusted by a eertain specified amount
Leing allotied for the departimment. The elly
should, therefore, be authoiized Lo appropriate
and expend certain fixed sumns for the erection of
substantial school buildings, police stations and
couuty jails,

AN ADDITIONAL LEVY.

In an additicn o the report the committee
-states that since the preparation of the report it
is clalmed that the best interests of the com-
munity will be subserved by the appropriation of
whbatever surplus funds can be spaied at the end
of the year Lo purchase Lose, apparatus and other
needed appliances for the ire Deparument; that
additonal protection be afforded the 1 roperty of
citizens; also that the boaid in lieu of the appro-
priation of $110,000 ot the suiplus to erecta
uew High School, should provide an aaditional
levy to the extent of 3% ceuls on each $100
valuation of taxable property, and that such an
#adition shou!d be made to the School Depart-
ment Fund for said purpose.

The committee makes the recommendation
that the levy be In lleu of the appropriation of
the $110,000 of the surplus for erectfing a Girls’
Hign Sehool.  Avy that is left over shall go to the
Fire Department. This levy will net $101,500.
The following order regarding the levy was then
passed to print:

Under and in pursuance of acts of the Legislature
of the State ot Calliornia, and in couformity there-
to, and under and in pursuance of various munieipal
orders and ordinances, and in conformity thereto,
there is hereby levied a tax for city and county pur-
poses for the fiscal year ending June 30, 1891, on

INDIGNANT RELATIVES.

Carpenter Cashman’s Friends Complain
of His Burizal at Sea.

The steamer Newbern arrived in port
yesterday from Guaymas and way ports,
one day behind schedule time, bringing a
number of passengers and a large list of
freight. It was also stated yesterday, on
telegraphic information, that John Cash-
man, the carpenter of the steamer, had
died on the voyage and was buried at sea.

When the steamer arrived yesterday it

was learned that Cashman died at 4 o’clock
in the afternoon of June 9th, from the rup-
ture of a blood-vessel in the head, when
the vessel was thirty-five miles from Mazat-
lan. The body was taken to Mazatlan, but
the officials there for some reason refused
to permit it to be landed and so it was
buried at sea.
& The deceased left a widow and family in
this city, and his relatives feel very indig-
nant that the body was consigned to a
watery grave and not brought here for
decent burial. They stato that the steamer
had o doctor on board. If she had he
could have embalmed the body or at least
have coverea it with shellae, and so pre-
served it until the vessel arrived in port.
They say that the bLodies of all Chinese
who die at sea on the company’s boats are
always brought to port to be buried, and
they fail to see why the same was not done
with the body of Cashman, who ranked as
an officer of the steamer.

THEY WEAR OLD HATS.

Many Men Will Not Wear a Good Tile to
a Base-Ball Game.

A State-street hat merchant: * Most
people who buy hats here leave their old
ones, What becomous 0f these old hats?
1f the body of the hat is very old it is sold
to the old hat man, who strips it of the
band, the sweat-band, and may be the lin-
ing, if it is not too much worn.

BEAUTY OF
THE ARM.

Women Who Exhibit Graceful
Curves and Soft Dimples.

Fortuneg in Teacups — Where a Novelist
Finds His Inspiration — 0dd
Fancies in Gems.

We are going to have an era of arms. Ina
general way arms are things we have with us al-
ways, but the ehances are we shall see more of
them. The long glove has moaerated its ambi-
tion; it stops as soon as it has turned the coruer
of the elbow. One woman in twenty basa

prettily modeled elbow and she, you
may be sure, goes not cover its dim*
ples with either glove or sleeve. Glove

etiquette seems to be a little more liberal than it
was before we wore the Greek gown. There are
daring spirits who regard its classie folds as
warrant for baring the arm from finger-tip to
shoulder. There are even those who maintain
that by wearing the Recamier diess the same
dispensation from gloves may be obtajned. Elia
Wheeler Wilcox, for example, when she puts on
a short-waisted white stik is never sby about ex-
posing her long, rounded arms.

The smoke of the fight about the decollete
bodice bhas never enveloped the arm. Anule
Jenness Miller says that if a woman’s arm Is
pretty she should give its shapeliness frankly to
the world; it it is not pretly sue should study
sleeves, The ideal arm has a beauty of a whole-
some, almost of a‘pastoral order; it bears show-
ing. 1tis clear-skinued and rounded, and there
is a graclous dimple just at the side of the elbow.
The skin 1s soft, but the flesh is firm. Beneath
118 smooth contour itis instinet with the streogth
that supports a tired child. It 1s a blemish if
the lines are so full ay to suggest the seraglio
rather than the green fields.

Women who kuow anything about arms have
thrown their bracelets away. 1t IS mistaken
policy to call attention to a poor arm, aud a
good one is never so beautiful as when naked.
Oue often sees the value of a wrist absolutely
destroyed by a baugle.

Gloved or ungloveo, sleeved or unsleeved,
braceleted or without jewels, the arm grows in
importance every day. Genevieve Stebbins
Thompson aod Mme. Albertl aud Henrletta
Crane lusseil and Mabel Jenness and the rest
of the esthetes and pbysical culturists and Del-
sarteans have been teacuing us all winter to
pose, and the pity Is we begin to *‘make’ our
arms before we have taken our degrees. The
resuits are commonly ridiculous or harassing.

The arms of the woman who I8 not naturally
graceful always look stiff and harsh as they lie
in ber lap motionless. 1f she Is not bitlen with
auy of the artitsic fads she makes an awkward
hoop of them, with fingers iuterlaced. If she has
been doing a little amateurish studying ol clas-
sical collections she extends them or lets them
bang at full length, unfiexed In hard, straight
lines. ‘I'he tirst piece of advice which a well-wisher
would give such a woman would be that she al-
low both aimms to fall In free, easy positions,
slightly relaxed at the elbows or with the band
drooping a little at the wrist, but that she should
not allow her left arm to know what her 1ight
arm is doing. One ought usually to take a some-
what different position from the other, else you
overdo the bilateral symmetry and look like a
jointed doll.

But it 1s when a woman moves that real qifi-
culties arise. Mauy a girl who makes capital out
of handsome arms when she throws them into
reiief on the tennis ground tlaps like a seal If she
shakes hapds in a drawing-room. The difference
is partly in the enviroument; partly, sometimes,
in the gown. There is no getting a graceful
motion if your dress has a French fit at the
shoulder-seams, Most wonien think there Isa
fine 1eserve in restrained gesticulation, and it is
true that the woman does potl exist who can
attitudinize in private life without considerable
danger of making herself ridiculous. It
Is commonly assumed that the eil-ct bas
been calculated it a prelly girl in-
dulges in a movement as charming and natural
as that of raising her arms to adjust ber hair.
But because a woman’s arms must be kept well
within the picture and backed agaiust the per-
son, it does not follow that she should move her
arms, as most women do, only from ithe elbows.
No gesture could be worse possibly. It expresses

the nittle, the petty, thie uuagracious, the over-
anxtous to enter Lthe tamp of the 400, It stamps
a4 wolnun at once a8 nervous and awkward, an
overgrown schioolgirl, Every dignitied arm mo-
tion starts from the shoulder. In thls way only
caun oue get curve or swing. Elbow motion Is
mechauical, all augles.

You can tell much about a woman by the way
in which she shakes hauds. The pump-handie
motion, fasbionable this past wluler, was dis-
tinetly vulgar, almost as much so as the preseutl

squaiing of the shoulders, extension of the
elbows and swaggering clutch of the pocket

whieh Is sold to one girl in every four with her
spring jacket. Mupy a woman who I8 grace-
fully cordlal with an iotimate falls back on a
marioneite-like wagging from the elbow if called
upon to say “How do youdo?” to an important
person of whom she stauds somewbal n awe.
The giviog of the band must be a whole-arm
motion, but the arm shoula not be extended at
full length. except in impulsive welcome; it may
be kept rather near the body and the hand ai-
lowed to fall low.

I'te harp, the zither, the violln are so many
chances for arms. 1 a girl 1s round-limbed
It Is getling almost fmpossible for her to look at
tiie pictu:es of the FPompelan pipe-players and
Greek girls playing the tubar without going
straightiway to join a ladies’ orchestra. Mrs.
Eila Dietz Clymer owes much of her reputation
as the “beautifui” FPresldent of Sorosis to her
use of ber arms. She never forces them. 1f she
disposes herself statuesquely against the high
back of ber carved cbalr she 1s couteut with so
much of pieturesqueness as is compatible with
the calin poise of a good presiding officer. 1f oe-
casion arises for her o throw aun active exvres-
sion into ber posture she gets just the permis-
sible eflcet, ne mo: e, no less, out of her graceful
arms. But vo woman off the sluge has the act-
resses’ opportunity.

Lillan Russell has splendid, ripe, full-colored
arms; a littie beavy, perbaps, and suggesting
the Turkish bath rather than the sunshine, but
strong throughout and fiim; sueh arms as speak
of the fullness of recognition before the coming
of the marks of time’s iuvasion,

Julla Marlowe has a litbe, graceful, young
arin. It reminds one of Margaiet Matber's be-
fore that young woman quarieied with her man-
ager and began (o grow fleshy. And yet Miss
Marlowe's arm was always toe long. Miss Mar-
lowe is exquisitely proportioned and clearly,
daiutily modeied. 1tisa Diana arm, or rather
tuat of one of Diana’s uymphs more youthful
than tbe huntress. It bas about it no imark of
passion.

Mrs. Kendal’s arm when she is on the stage is
like her face as oue sees 1t off the stage, serenely
and bealthfuily matronly. He upper armn is pe-
cultarly muscular. Her skin has a creamy tint
and tue elbow is irreproachable; but there is a
celrtiln exaciness, not amounting to precision,
about bher arm motions which cootradicts the
youthfulness of some of her characters and re-
miuds oue of her children and her many virtues,

Carmencita could not have become the rage
she Is but for her soft, olive-linted, expressive
arms that dance quite as much as her feei, but
are even more graceful as they lie heavily on her
Knees alter the lmpassioned performance that
during their music-quickened life as they wave
and circle above her piquant, dark-eyed face.

Lili Lehmaun has extremely bandsomne arms.
A sculptor might model them. You never ap-
preciate their beaoty when she is on the stage
vecause your attention is distracted by bher
orauge-colored wig aud the yards on yards of
cashisere with which she curiously disfigures
the goddesses of Walballa. If she would only
give them half a ehauce her arms are splendidly
warme-skinned, majestically strong —the very
arws of Brunhilde or Isolde,

Patt’s arms are like pearl satin in eolor and
texture. Mrs. Hodgson Burnetit treats her arms
about the least skilfully, and Genevieve Stebbins
has avoutl the best arms of contemporaneous
femininity. Mrs. Burnett’s arm is short and too
beavy,aud yeL she will sleeve it in large-patterned
brocades and even allow a big round puff to
shorter it still more at the elbow. Genevieve
Stebbins, the Delsartean, is a big, lovely woman,
and she bas a big, lovely arm, like Judic’s, but
beiter finished .nd more delicately modeled,
The skin is transparent and ruday, aud there is
more foree In it than is sometimes sbhown in
sturdy rolls and knots of muscle,

Or1 soclety belles, Mabel Wright, now Mrs.
Yzunaga, had perhaps the widest spread reputa-
toun for arms.

Miss Elizabeth Bisland has the prettiest arms
of any writing woman, with a young and virginal
delicacy of rounding.

The prettiest wrist I ever saw belonged to a
mite of a school-teacher less than five feet high,
who was buili baud and foot like an intagllo
Venus. The commounest fault in a woman’s arm
18 too large an elbow. There Is petulunce and
not strength in such an articulation. Everybody
remembers the struggle of Mrs. James Brown
Potter’s teachers with her irrepressibles,

The dream we long for is of pots of
Jelly, for long tife and gdod fortune, or of picking
vioiets, for happiness in love,

tell fortunes by tea grounds, She was very black
and she bad a most llveiy and mischievous pick-
aninny whom she called Alphonso.

THE ASHMAN,

An Honorable Calling That Has
Paid Well in Times Past.

There is a class of contractors which is

a as indispensable to the bousekeeper with
any pretension to neatness as the butcher,
the grocer and the vegetable man, That

class coines under the bead of the ashiman—by
many called the swillman. He must be em-
ployed at every residence where cleanliness preg
vails, for accumulations of ashes and refuse
trom cooking, ete., are unheard of things in these
places. Whether he comes once a week or once
a fortnight, he gets there just the same. After a
fashion the ashman is a sort of autocrat, because
if you deal uukindly with him you generally have
an amount of debris on your premises and you
will find 1t bard to get a substitute, for his breth-
ren wapl (o know who the last conveyor of
refuse was, why he was discharged ana the why
and wherefor of a dozen difierent things. They
are very clannisb and protect their own as well
as their eolleague’s interests.

“Well, I should say that I oughtto know some-
thing of the ashman in generalin this city,” said
a thrifty grocer to the writer, “‘for it was in his
live of busiuess that I made ihe first money
which started me on the road to a comfortable
fortune. 1 was an ashman in early days and
I'm not ashamed of it, because it was an nonest
way to lay aslde a smali fortune. But then
money was more plentiful, the followers of that
line of vusivess fewer and the facilities for
dumping debris much better. Itell you that in
early days the caiting of swill and ashes was not
our ouly compensation, for many a valuable ar-
ticle we found iu the ash barrel and many a dol-
lar we galped from the trinkets, Even lo-day
there are many valuable articles found by the
ashmaop.

*“ Although for many years out of the business,
I still take great interest in conversing with my
former associates 1 honeslly take delight o rid-
ing down to the foot of Seveuth street, where the
debris 1Is now dumped, and jolv In thelr chat.

Probably sometimes 8iXx or eight of these
people meet at ouce, and geuerally when
they have ot rid of their load, they sit

down In a circle and discuss thelr business af-
fairs over a fat demijohin of claret ana French
bread and cheese. Most of them are Iltalians
and hola aloof from other nationalities. Of
course the compensations of to-day are not as
large by far as what they used to pe.”

** How do you account for that ?”” inquired the
writer.

One Is com-
petitiou, resulting from the increasing number
of ashmen reduciug the amount paid frowm a dol-
lar to a hall and finaily to twenty-five cents.

“Numerous and various. If you could only
take a trip up to tbe Itallan quarter you would
think =0.
