Eventful Toyrge of the British Ship Drnmel-
tan—Trcnbla on the Ship Arabia— The

Steamer YonY angs Wrecked.

The Biltif-li ihip Dninieltan, Caplaln Cowell,
arrived ye<terd.iy. 138 days from Cardiff, nllh a
caigo of coal, coke, Iron and brick. The ship
had rattier an eventful passage, as ihe following
extracts from the captain's report will show :

"Sailed January 20tb; crossed equator Febru-
ary 21st, Id longllude 24' west; took southeast
trades In latitude 2 sou1h, and Carried them to
2'jc Goutb. Un March 13th had heavy thunder-
storms with lightning and much rain. A number
of waleispouls were seen, aud threo came quite
near to us astern.

RUIUED KASCUES.
tirent Damßge In Lower California by

Three Days' Flames.
The Lower Californian, which arrived

this morning, contains the following ac-
count of a verydestructive lire between Una
Diego anil Ensenada:

Thick banks of smoke covered tho north-
ern horizon for three days last week, which
preved to have their origin iu a creat lire
that started in the vicinity of .^anta I.'- -a,
about twelve milet>uorthof Ensuuada. The
crops, fences, hay aud timber along the can-
yons and valleys to Uie east of Santa Kosa
made food for tlie names, and they were uot
subdued till tliey reached Tlieron Flower's
ranch, on the Gundalupe, twenty-four miles
from tlie startiug-point. The Santa Rota
ranch is owned by Felipe Ciosthwaite,
who lost a valuable lot of hay aud grain,
l'roin there the lire extended to .Vatajanal,
occupied by Messrs. Bruce, Tetley mid
Hodgson, They lost hay aud crops. The
Chiciiiguas ranch of Marcus Crosthwaite
suffered quite severely. The fire was im-
possible to control here and swept swiftly
up the canyon to El Tigre, owned by the
Moreno family, resulting inheavy loss. San
Antonio Kanch was next visited by the ele-
ment and stripped of hay, gruiu, eighty
cords of wopd, a corral, etel, owned by the
Lopez family. The heaviest individual
loser was perhaps Samuel Green livingat
San l'edro, who was despoiled of liis house,
crop?, fences and haystacks. Mrs. Green
narrowly escaped with her life. The firo
was stopped at San Marcos, where Matias
Moroua and the Frenchman Debois have
ranches. They both lost heavily, tho latter
losing twenty-tive acres of grain, a number
of chickens and goats, besides hay and
timber.

Captain Pineda, at the head of a squad of
ruralea :md soldiers, left Sunday morning
for the lire, and after severe lighting con-
quered it before it could cross the arroyo
near tho Flower Kauch. Ifithail reached
the Guadalupe Valley many thousands of
dollars' worth of property would have bi-en
destroyed. As it is, the damage foots tip
at least 8-O.uoO, and perhaps S'J'i.OCO. Tho
origin of the lire Is unknown, out it Is
thought to have "been started by Indians
hunting for honey.— San Diego Sun, Juue
14th.
