WACEI IN MASSACHUSETTS. j

The report of Mr. Horace G. Wndlin, the

I
Chief of the Massachusetts Bureau of Sta-
tistics and Labor, shows the amount of
stages received by about 250,000 employes

encaged in manufacturing and mechanical
industries. Itappear: from this report that
less than one-half of the male employes, in-
cluding boys, receive a little less than £10 a
week, and more than half the females, "i-

--cluding minors also, receive less than $6 per
week. The abstract of tie report we have
received does not slate what proportion of
males or females is under age, a fast upon
which the value of the figures given much
depends. The report shows that about 20
cent of all the nia':t workers In the State re-
ceive mure than $15 per week, and about 1
cent of the female workers are in the same
class as to compensation. A calculation
was made on the basis of the last national
census, showing that if the entire popula-
tion of the country weredivided by families
into groups of five persons each the annual
production of wealth would be equal to an
earning of about £;.' 50 a day by the head of
each of these small family groups. Itap-
pears, therefore, that 20 per cent of the em-
ployes in the factories and mechanical in-
dustries of Massachusetts earn as much as~
an average American income. But tho rates
of wages now paid show amarked improve-
ment upon those prevailing in the early
part of the century. Agriculture was then
the principal occupation, and the propor-
tion of wane-workers was smaller. As
manufacturing industries have become es-
tablished the demand for labor has in-
creased, and with the greater demand labor
has secured better compensation. Itis a
matter of record that when New York and
Pennsylvania were constructing their

!
canals the established rates of wages were
$6 ici month from May to November and
£5 from November to May. The hours
wen Irotn sunrise to sunset. Laborers
could te had in abundance on all kinds of
public works fir $70 a year, including
board. But if the laborer had a family he
bad to support it out of his wages. It an-
pears from these figures that while the con-
dition of labor is not all that is desirable, it
is better than it was in the early part of the
century. The laborer earns more dollars
than lie could then earn, and each dollar
•willbuy more of the necessaries oflife.

AN IMIERBKIi£l:S' JIOVIv.

At a meeting hpld on Tuesday, whereat
Messrs. Charles R. Story, Isidore Gutte,
William Greer. Harrison. C. T. Taylor, D.
j. Staples, Colin Boyd, and other gentle-
men interested in fire insurance, met the
Mayor and other citizens to consider the
diiuyers to which the city is exposed from
lire, resolutions were passed calling for tlie
appointment of a committee to collect n
guarantee fund of $100,000 to be placed at
the disposal cf the Fire Department to im-
prove the machinery of that department (ot
the extinction of fires. To that resolution
no valid exception can be taken. The in-
ability of the department to cope with a
great lire from the want of adeijuate en-
gines and an adequate supply of water will
be denied by no one.
It would, however, please the public if

the insurance companies which tlie gentle-
men represent would come forward and
couple this suggestion with a proposition to
reduce the rates, for every one knows that
tlie charge* for insurance are higher inSan
Francisco than in any Eastern city, and the
profits of the business are correspondinaly
large. A considerable proportion of the
property in the Western Addition is unin-
sured, because people are unwilling to pay
twice the premiums which are exacted in
New York or Boston. Prudent people, how-
ever, do insure, and the money earned by
the insurance union is out of proportion to
the risks ittakes. The companies ask that
the public shall contribute guarantees to
improve the Fire Department, which is just
and proper, but there should be an assur-
ance given of a considerable reduction of
the rates of insurance hereafter by the com-
panies.

THE SAT! OF THE FCTPKE.

The New York Tribune begins an article
on the navy with the words: "San Fran-
cisco Is becoming the chief center of Amer-
ican naval industry." Itadds:

Tin' Union lion Works, which received con-
tracts for Me Charleston and Hie San Francisco,
now has a rivalInthe liisdon Works, but an un-
successful one so tar as the present proposals
are concerned, as Its bids for the armored cruiser
were the highest on the list. It is remarkable,
however, mat a linn which lias been making
loconoiivcs and has bad, at least mull leccntiy,
no liii'-Liiihiingplant, should have enteied Into
Hie competition. Itsenterprise is largely to be
attributed 10 Ilie success of tlie Union Iron
Works in undertaking Government work under
ecilous disadvantages and providing San Fran-
cisco wIUi one of tut- best-equipped ship-yards Id

the I'hii.'U. That lias been an achievement that
has excited emulation and competition.

Itis indeed a matter of general congratu-
lation that this city should have won so
large a share in the work of rebuilding the
American navy. Iti*a gain as material as
it was unexpected. That California should
supply the Union with fruitand raisins and
wine and with the best flour in the world
was no matter of wonder; but that, with-
out iron and without coal, it should become
the seal of a great ship-building industry
reflects infinite credit on the genius of the
men who accomplished such a triumph.
After all. it is brains which build up great
communities, net raw materials; it was
brains which created the industry on which
the Clyde lives. Brains willdo as much for
San Francisco.

To us, looking at the question from onr
own standpoint, it seems unfair that the
Union iron Works did not get the contracts
for both of the heavy war-ships, as they
were the lowest bidders. Wo must be con-
tent, however, will]what wehave, and trust
that the ships built here willmake such a
record that the East will want us to build
tlie steamers of the future.
It is on the Pacific that the American

navy of the future willfind its best held of
usefulness. On the Atlantic the- Navy De-
partment has to compute with foreign na-
tions which have equal resources and skill
and more experience than we have inbuild-
ing ships of war. Fur every great battle-
ship that can be launched from Eastern
ship-yards, England, France, Germany, Rus-
sia and Italy can build two, perhaps more
formidable instruments of war. On the Pa-
cific the United States have no competitors.
If,as the Tribune says, San Francisco be-
comes the chief scat of American naval in-
dustry, this nation willdominate the great
sea of the world from Sun Diego to Hong-
Kong and from Australia to the Aleutian
chain. Following in the wake of war-ships
fleets of merchant steamers bearing the
American flag will appropriate the future
exchange of commodities between Asia and
America, and will roll in wealth upon the
seaport which must be the chief entrepot of
that traffic

HOW STATtS KAMK.

The near approach of the announcement
of the results of the census of IS9O causes
con Mderable speculation inEastern papers
as to the rank of States for the next ten
years. It is not considered probable that
the position of either of the first live is in
danger. New York willcontinue the first,
Pennsylvania the second, Ohio tie third,

I Illinois the fourth and Missouri the fifth.
There willbe but little difference between
Ohio and Illinois. In ISSO the former had
3,iag,oti2 inhabitants mid the latter 3,077,871.
For the preceding decade the growth of
Illinois bad been 21.18 per cent, an<l of Ohio
19.99 per cent. If this ratio of gains has
been maintained during the last ten year",
Illinois will follow close after Ohio. In
Missouri the rale of increase for the ten
years between 1870 and 18! Iwas 25.97; but
as there was '.•<'\u25a0. difference in popula-
tion between Missouri and Illinois, there is
no expectation that Missouri willcain the
fifth T>!ace. After Missouri conies Indiana
and Massachusetts in the order named. It
is possible that Kentucky, which was eighth
in 1880, willcrowd Massachusetts, and it is
just possible that Michigan, which was
ninth, will take precedence of either. Of
course in respect to population California
is in the rear of the States mentioned. The
Chinese have kept a great many white
people from settling in this State. They
have driven out a smaller number, who hail
come to stay. We have probably not one-
half the population of the lowest of the
first five States, but the importance of our
industries is out of proportion to cur rank
as determined by the census figures. While
California will not figure largely in upset-
ting the order in which States will rank
this year, itmay have something to say when
the time comes to take the next census.
It is not possible that a State with the
natural advantages of California willmuch
longer miss the tide nl immigration. The
influence the character of population exerts
in the growth of States is illustrated in the
histories of New Yorkand Virginia. When
the Union was formed New York was fifth
and Virginia was first. But New York
with its free population moved rapidly up
and in 1830 won first place, which ithas
since maintained. Itis not easy to find any
controlling cause but slavery which held
Virginia back. The Chinese have undoubt-
edly held California back in the same way,
but not to the same extent.

WAGES AND DUTIES.-

Our free-trade lriends frequently make
(nita plausible argument for their cause by
assuming that there is 110 labor cost on raw
mateiinl. Fur example, the iron manufac-
turer who converts iron ore into pig iron is
creJited with the cost of the labor employed
in that process. It is claimed that he is
protected by a duty nearly double the
whole amount paid by him as wago3. But
this duty covers the iron ore as well as the
labor of converting that ore into pigIron.
The Inner is only one singe higher in tbe
general work of making fine steel from iron
ore. To the maker of watch springs the
steel is the raw material. Itis just as rea-
sonable to leave out of account the labor in
the manufacture of steel as to leave cut the
labor in the production of iron ore. Why
protect the skilled workman who labors in
the later processes and leave unprotected
the miner who digs the ere out of the earth
and puts it where transportation trains can
reach itto take itto market? The labor on
what is described in commerce the raw ma-
terial amounts to more than twice as much
as the labor in converting raw material to
the finished article.

BIIWKEB THIS IWO !li>l-.1 s.

The action of the Bouse in refusing to
rise when sitting as Committee of the
Whole to receive the SilverHillas it passed
the Senate does not indicate an agreement
of the House with the Senate amendments.
The principal objection probably lies with
the Plumb amendment, providing for free
coinage. On Tuesday the Senate had made
two or three amendments to the House bill
making the bill mere favorable to silver
when Plumb offered his free-coinage
amendment, which was passed by 43 ayes
to 34 noes. Precisely in what shape the
bill went back to the House is not known,
but the comments of the New York papers
indicate that the free-coinage clause hud
superseded the amendment previously
adopted. There la some ground for the be-
lief that certain Democratic Senators voted
for free coinage to pot the Republicans In
antagonism with Hie Administration on the
free-coinage question. The House will
probably reject the free-coinage amend-
ment and itis not unlikely that tiio differ-
ences will be settled by conference comm-
ittees. Some kind of a silver billwillbe
passed, but probably not a free-coinage
bill.

Canß'lian legislators are cognizant of the
fact that sooner or later the ties that bind
the Dominion to the British empire willbe
snapped asunder. The Premier of Ontario.
Hon. Oliver Mowatt, who is perhaps a little
more conservative than some of his Kelorm !

chester declared

come it will be independence from Great
Britain, not annexation to tl;e United I
States." InHpite of his declarations, how- j
ever, the recent elections in the lower proT-
inces resulted in some remarkable victories
for advocates of annexation.

Judge Holman of Indiann, whose peculiar
tactics inCongress have gained for him the
sobriquet of

"
Watch-dog of the Treasury,"

has just received his seventeenth numina-
'

tion—more than any other man has had
since the First Concress. He was thrice i

defeated and successful in thirteen cam-
paigns. Though there are several who out-
rank him in continuous service, ne lias
•erved a greater number of years than any
other member. The people of San Fran-
cisco, however, cannot help recalling the
fact that his "watch-dog" tactics have re-
peatedly blocked their attempts to secure a
suitable building for a Fostoflice.

There are not many places on the globe
where the wild flowers are as plentiful and
beautiful as in California. A sample of
what this State can boast is the display
aiTurded by tbe schools of Santa Cruz
Count}-, one of which ina short time gath-
ered 348 species, found on the rupgetf moun-
tains, beneath lufty redwoods aud in beau-
tiful valleys. There are many of these
richly tinted, fragrant wild flowers that
would provo iattractive ornaments to our
gardens and repay a hundredfold the care
betuwed upon them.

The roll-calls of Congress show that
there are about a hundred representatives
absent from the capital looXiag after their
Dolitical fences. Unlike Hermauu of
Orcgiiu who remained in Washington dur-
ing the election to look after the approuria-
tions for his State, mauy of these Congress-
men hold seats for close districts in which
poiitiral competitors manifest a vt^ry lively
disposition and cannot afford to lose a
point or two. Personal interests therefore
prove foremost to those of their constitu-
encies.

The President of C'o3ta liica has condi-
tionally declared his v.Uhesion to the Cen-
tral American Union, but insists on several
additional guarantees providing for tbe
liberty of the press, the regular succession
of the Executive, and the sanctity of human
life. Nicnragua will soon have to declare
her position, the other republics having al-
ready accepted the terms of union.

The Senate has under consideration the
Legislative, Executive and Judicial Appro-
priation Bill, which as reported by Senator
Allison carries a total of $51,115,917. Tho
