The falling off in 1389 ean be accounted
for on no other hypothesis but that during
that year a great quantity was smuggled in,
and also that the opening of the Canadian
acific Railroad on the uorth provided a
way for the smugglers to drop opium into
the United States from all along the border
line. The customs officials here say that no
opium of any consequence is now being
smuggled at this port. It is all brought in
over the Canadian border.
