Tlie quietness which peivaflcs business dtiritig
the summer months has already uudu its lmiii-
euce felt lv real estate elides. Usually Hie deal-
eis expect a dullmar: et duringJuly and August,
but everything is generally active up to the lit
ef July. This year, however, ibe dullness began
early. The activity winch inai kcilthe niuiitliof
May showed si^us ol deeiitiing early lvJune.
llieie have beeu seveial important auction

sales of pood property doling the pasl week, but
the bidding was nut as spirited as it should have
been, nor were Hie piicen ob.aimd for some piou-
eity up to the average.

Building also has not dropped off as yet. Lum-
ber has lucieased In puce .£2 per thousand on
Euiface ;.r.u 60 cents per thousand ou lough
lumber! The trouble with the Carpenters'
Iiii.ii!legaidlng the eight-hour proposition Is
-considered over. It baa 1 i;no lasting impres-
sion upon the trade. Daring the continuance ot
the trouble of course the contractors ana build-
ers were somewhat disturbed, but Itwas soon
settled, and things assumed their normal condi-
tion. As one contractor put It,the carpeuteis
were veiy sensible Intheir actions inrelation to

the trouble, and It wasowlu^to their politic
measures that a milke which wouldhave had
dlsaslious effects was averted.

MAUKETSTREET EXTENSION.
The action of the Boat d o[ Supeivisors Inde-

ciding inopeu MaiKit stieet from Seventeenth
and Iastio to the ocean will occasion a gieat
activity In real estate in that direction. The
project Is one of cieat niaKnllude and willcost
n great deal of money. It is fortunate that a
large number ol them are wealthy anil well able
lv bear ttielr shaie of tr.e buideu.

CHEESE ON IHK UOKDEK.

The ruptured 1wenty-f.mr at Tucson
Will liulialilyBe Item mil

Collector of tlie Port Plielpi yesterday re-
ceived a letter from Carlton Kickards, the
interpreter of Chiuese, «ho went to Tuc-
son, Arizona, to act as interpreter during
the trial of the twenty-four Chinese that
were arrested whi le trying to cross from
Mexico into the United States.
Itwillhe remeni iiered that these were the

tweniy-foiir coolies who wero captured in
the dei-crt of Arizona by Special Agent .Mc-
Coy. They had started north from the vi-
cinity of Mapd .leva with a lour-nuile team,

and were trailed and overtaken by Jlel'oy
and a son of Marshal Paul.

Tbere is no chance of these Chinamen
escaping the judgment of remand. They
were part of tlie crowd that went south iv
the steamer Newbern, nnd who were con-
sorted with by the mysterious agent de-
scribed in The Call by the name of
"Nemo." They willbe positively idcutilied
by bpecial Agent Irving, who is now iv
Tui'sun for that ptirtioae. "Nemo" willnot
testify at the trial, iiecau9e the Government
does not want him to become known.

'Ihe Chinese have retained counsel to de-
feiid tlient. Their cases move, on slowly,
only four having been disposed of mi far.
Interpreter Kickards wants to return to.Sau
Francisco, as the heat iv Tucson is greater
than is agreeable, the thermometer standing
at 100° in tlie shade.

The other Chinamen, waiting patiently
over the border for a chance to sneak in,
are still waitingthere, but the vigilance of
the Federal officials does not give them a
chance.

Tin- Way! Hint Are Dark.
Sergeant Hook and posse raided a dis-

reputable bouse in Chinatown early tliis
morning and arrested seven men and four
women. Tlie house, as are all othttra of its
kind, whs locked with padlocks on tbe nut-

hiilc and seemed deserted, but the Chinese
have devised a scheme whereOy they can
enter tlie upper stories nnd drop down
through a temporary trapdoor into tbe
dens beneath.

Tne price of meat is very much the same,"

said a butcher in oue or the markets' to the writer
of Thk Call's niaiket article, "excepting that
b'llh mutton and lamb have goue up a cent a
pouud, and what la more, they are likely to keep
on advancing. £Mali veal is quite scarce, selling
from 8 to <J cents a pound. But after all, the
inaiket price of a piece of meat cuts a very small
figure lvibe actual cost of a meal. The trouble
wilbmost housekeepers is that they do not know
how to buy, and after liaviugbought, they douot
kuuw how to gel the full amount of mil:uncut
out ot what they have bought."

"What becomes of all the tilminlngs?" asked
tbe leponer, as be watched the man of meat
cutting oil a loug Elrlp of bone fiom tbe side of
a roast.

'•This piece of backbone," replied tbe butcher,
"Is tlie veiy tliiiiß for toup. Tlie boarding"
houses buy all these trlmmiugs, and the soap-fat
man gels the rest, liy the wny, did you ever try
a piece of skirt-steak? It's lo cents a pound,
and believe me, even at that price it's oue of the

choicest cuts uf the annual. 1 would just as
liof eai ll as a piece of poilerhouse. Itcouies

fiom the liningof the ribs, near the lungs."

"This has been the best fish day of the week,"
snld the fisb-deater, whuse slabs weio entirely

covered with a goodly{arfay of finny beauties.
"It's been pretty windy outside, and It's still
blowiug. Salmon is growing veiy scaice,
and it brings 20 cents a pound.
Ii always runs poor lv tlie month
of June, and this year the leanness Is moie
piououiiccd than ii-ual. Barracuda is SO cents
a puuud. That's one of llie fish that you can
bake, boil or hioil, and it's always nice. Ity the
Way, some of mycustomers will buy four or live
nsh at a lime, each one lepresentlng a different
son, anil these they stew with a tish liver oi Iwu
to give the mass a flavor.

Soft-shell crabs aie tio cents a duzeu,
aim terrapin fiir.o a doien. tea, they will live
in a garden; here's one now thai I'm going lo
give a customer who thiuks that she can ma. c a
pet of him,-' and the cabman took tina little fel-
low half Hie size ol his hand.
