Asliby testified that ho did not know
that Mrs. Rhodes was a married
woman and that she had made all the
advances, representing herself as a single
woman. His attorney argued that no
one, not absolutely a fool, would deliber
att-ly marry a woman he already knew to be
married when there was nothing to be
gained by it.

The jury found Asliby guilty after beluc
out ten minutes and sentence willbepas.-ed
on Tuesday next.

A3 AMENDED UUiirLAINT.

Davitt JlntiHton'H (ltun to the City nml
County of Situ Fr.-inciscu.

An amended complaint In the case of
David HillHouston vs. the City and County
of .Sim Francisco was Died in the United
States Circuit Court yesterday. The original
was filed about oue year ago, the plaintiff
modestly laying claim to a greater part of
the city Of San Francisco under au old
Mexican gr.uit.

Houston's claim is that on August 14,
1844, Governor, Manuel Micheltoreuo, for
military services rendered, granted. Fer-
nando Marchina, for a pastoral lot, tlie land
bow occupied by the city of ban Francisco,
and that in May, 1848, after the war with
Mexico the Territory of California was
ceded to the United States with the "ex-
press stipulation and covenant, and as a
condition of transfer, that the United .stains
Government should uphold, protect, ratify
and confirm every right of property created
by the Mexican Republic and its author-
ities."

The complaint describes at length the
land claimed by Houston through the heirs
of Marchiua, practically including every-
thing within the city limits. The prayer is
thiit Houston lit- adjudged the lawful owner
of the land and that the city and county of
San Francisco be declared the trustee of
the estate, and that it acted as such trustee
in granting deeds of the same; also that
the defendants be compelled to convey the
land to Houston and pay him lor the rents
and profits which is estimated at a million
dollars per year.

The amended complaint makes nearly
every property-owner in San Francisco a
defendant in the suit. Snbpenas have been
issued and their wholesale service willsoon
be begun.
