fiXEof the pleasing jaunts within
Ieasy reach of San Francisco, where
Ione may have a quiet day of recrea-

tion and sightseeing, provided one is a good

pedestrian, is ft stroll along the bay shore
In Marin Couuty.

This shore line, which looks so plain and
uninviting from the San Francisco side of
the bay, abounds in pleasing surprises at

almost every turn. To the unpractical eye
the character of the bluff gives no indica-

lion of fortifications, but at three points in
its irregular line there are to be found large

excavations and huge breastworks, ready

for the mounting of guns, and a mini of
magazines capable of storing thousands of
tons of ammunition.

Leaving the ferry nt Sausaiito the sight-

seer takes the well-wornroad which leads
to the southward at the base of the bluff
that skirts the Sausaiito Bay on the west-
passing the cosy cottages of the San Fran-
cisco Yacht Club, and the familiar boat-
houses, with their ragged wharves, where
one may secure a boat f.r a row on the
placid bay or purchase fishing-tackle, etc.,

for a day's sport with the rod and line. A
little farther on and a turn in the road
brings him insight of a most picturesque
little cove, backed by a green valley, on the
shore line of which a little settlement of a
dozen or more houses has sprung up.
There are ways on which yachts
and other small craft are drawn up

for scraping, painting and tarring. There
may be seen a most unique dwelling, con-
verted out of an old scow. Here, also, are
a number of picturesque wharves. After
lingering awhile in this pretty cove, the

right-seer again takes to the road, which
winds around to the left. The shore-line is
too abrupt to permit of a roadway along
the water, edge, so he is obliged to climb a
steep ascent to the topof the ridge, where
he Can rest under the shade of some friendly
trees and enjoy the splendid view of .Sausa-
iito and the bay. lie then passes through
an old-fash ic'iied turnstile and enters the
Government Reservation, which comprises
a large tract of land extending from this
point on the hill clear around the bay shore
beyond Lime Point. After passing the stile
he leaves the roadway an.l enters upon a
well-worn footpath, which winds around
the hills, now amid scrub oak, wild shrub
and vine, and again beneath the overarch-
ing branches of alder, uiadrona and the
lordlier oak, etching" an occasional vista of
the bay through rifts in the foliage. Atin-
tervals be emerges from these shady walks
and traverses long stretches having infull
•view the bay and surrounding bills.

A short distan. c from the stile the path
leads into a small ravine dark with shade,
down which a little stream of fresh and
delightfully cool spring water flows—an <••_;-
cellent spot in which to rest and lighten
the lunch-basket £Hg

On the cliff just overhanging tbe water, a
fsw hundred feet below the trail at this point
is a lonely grave. Surrounded by a plain
board fence is a rude mound, over which is
erected a marble slab, bearing the following
Inscription:

Taking again to the trail the sight-seer
continues his journey, resting at intervals
nnder friendly branches of some oak which
throws its shade athwart the path and
affords a temporary iespite from the scorch-
ing sun.

At length he reaches a strip of ground,
graded iff into a perfect level, into which
the trail merges. This gives the first indi-
cation of the fortification. He has reached
a point where the shore line turns and
runs almost due west, where be
obtains a grand view of Oak-
land, Berkeley, Alameda, the bay of
San Francisco with its several islands and
the prt_d city on the opposite shore with
its hills crowned with towers and turrets.
Just before him are a number of mounds
which suggest the presence of the fortifica-
tion, although he can see but little yet of
the skillfullyplanned proportions. Ashort
walk brings him to a gate which hangs by
broken hinges. Entering he finds himself
in a singular inclosure with huge embank-
ments on either side, o'er which wild
oats grow from a foot and a half
to two feet high. At regular intervals an
arched passage leads into the embank-
ment for several feet, • terminating in a
strong door which opens into a small square
room, withplain, whitewashed brick walls,
and floor of the same material. Hack of
this room and connected with itby a low

archway is a long, dark chamber, into which
tbe sunlight never enters. It is about
thirty feet in length by ten in width.
There is a magazine. About midway of
the fortification an embankment extends
north and south, through which there is a
lame tunnel or archway of mason-work.

After exploring this interesting spot, the
sight-seer climbs to the top of the embank-
ment en the west, where he commands a
fine view of the Golden Gate, Lime Point,
and Horseshoe Bend. Back of the latter
extends a pretty valley of considerable
size, bright with green foliage and sugges-
tive of cool retreats and running water.

Descending a rather steep hillside, he
reaches a sandy beach, strewn with an
assortment of spars and boxes, barrels,
casks and broken oars. The beach, which
is smooth and sandy at the water's edge
and gravelly farther shoreward, skirts hat
ls known locally as "Horseshoe Bay."
After reaching the . western cud of the
beach he discovers a well-graded roadway.
Which runs back through the lower part

of the little valley and ends at the
gate of the fortification. Taking this road
he follows it on westward, nnd soon comes
insight of the Government station, with its
seven or eight houses glaring in the bright
sunlight with their profuse coat of white-
wash. There, too, is a picturesque little
wharf, at which the station's supplies and
those of the fog-horn station at Lime
Point are landed.

Just tn the west of the wharf and near
the old cable crossing is Pyramid Rock, a
picturesque pile, rising about seventy-five
feet above the levelof the water.

Atthis point the sight-seer again leaves
the road and takes to a well-worn footpath.
This he follows along a narrow ledge with
almost perpendicular walla of rock rising
on the right. The wall is so perpendicular
as nut to permit of even a footpath and
necessitated tho building of a bridge from

Poo-horn Station, Lime Point,

one ledge to another. Turning one of the
numerous sharp poiuts in the cliff the
pedestrian finally comes in sight of Lime
Point aud the fog-horn station. There, too,
is a profusion of whitewash, even the
rocks having received a liberal coating and
rendered all painfully glaring to the eye
while the strong sunlight falls upon them.

Here the sight-seer can slake his thirst at
a fount of cool water and view the machin-
ery by which the whistles are blown at reg-
ular intervals during the times of fog.
Steam is kept up in the boilers all the time
and an engineer is in constant attendance
and readiness for the possible emergency
of a sudden and stealthy creeping in of the
fog, which may suddenly fillihe whole bay-
region, rendering navigation particularly
hazardous ifit were not fur these familiar
deep-toned notes of warning-

The engine-room of the station extends
to the very edge of the rocky point aud the
view from its windows commands an unin-
terrupted sweep of the bay and entrauce to
the harbor.

Taken all in all, the trip is one of the
pleasantest and most inexpensive to be
found anywhere within as short a distance
of San Francisco. Fremont Wood.

The death rate in the city for the week

was 132. an increase of 19 over the previous
seven days. There were three casualties.
five suicides and twelve deaths In public
institutions. Ten died from diphtheria
and an equal number from cholera infan-
tum; thirteen from phthisis, eight from
pneumonia, nine from heart disease and
seven from inanition. By classification the
diseases were: Zymotic, twenty-eight;
constitutional, seventeen; local, sixty-
eight; developmental, eleven; by violence,
eight.

MOBILIZATION
OF TROOPS.

Presidio and Angel Island Will

lie Almost Empty.

Ten Comjanies of Infantry, Two of Cavalry

and Two Batteries of Artillery Prepar-

ing fcr Camp at M-nterey.

Atthe Presidio all la activity, every room Is
being ransacked, equipments for field service are
lelng ought to lightIrom the places tbey were
stored a year since, when me boys returned
fiom camp-, guns and other arms are undergoing
a iborougb overhauling and lvevery part of tne
reservation may be seen signs of mobilization.

"To be sure," said oue of the Lieutenants,

"Ibis movement of troops Is different from tbe
forced mobilization where the pressure of an
enemy makes the call Imperative; (or were that
the case tbe boys would not have the time and
Inclination to untie, shake out the folds and then
retold every tent broii.i.t to view, and there
would be less anxiety on their part that eveiy
piece. ot ordnance should be so well washed, aud
even dusted, liut all caie would be to mate
everyintug as comfortable as possible lor tbe
trip Inprospect, without regard to the uioie ele-
gaut displays."

Allday yesterday half of the enlistment of 500
men at the I'iesldio was keel busy on ibis woik
of preparation, most of which was the unearth-
ing of ropes, tents, stakiug-poles, flags, stand-
ards and a thousand other tilings peculiar to
militaryaffairs. At the headquarters ll.e non-
commissioned officers weio kept busy in pre-
paring blank forms, arranging reports prior to
the Inspection to be held at Monterey, and in
readiness for distribution forms of revised or-
ders. The Sergeauls were all ugaged Inseeing
that the baggage was put abuaid the boats and
trains, aud a large part ol llwas shipped before
eveulug.

THE MARCHING TIU.OPS.
Of the 512 enlisted men at the Presidio, 250

Captain A. K. Wood willhave charge
of the cavalry battalion of two troops of the
Fourth lietli... in, aud the next lv rank will be
Lieutenant Drown.

Infantry to the encampment at Monterey
will embrace ten companies ot the First Regi-
ment- Six of them are at present stationed at
Angel Island, two al Benlcla aud two a.c at the
Presidio. Of those at Angel Island, Lieutenant
Yogdes willhave command of Company I),Lieu-
tenant Carriugton of li. Lieutenant lerrlsof A,
Lieutenant Mausof F, Lieutenant I'hlster of ii,
and Captain Armstrong of Company 11. Tliese
six companies willnumber about .00 men. The
two at Benlcla (Companies c and I}, will bo
under command of Capialu Trlsdale and Lleu-
tenaut Benjamin, and Companies I)and X,now
at the I'iesidto, willmake up tbe leu ordeied iuto
camp.

Tbe whole willne commanded byColonel Will-
iam IL"shatter, I'list Infantry, ot Angel island.
The Adjutant will be Lieutenant Strother and
the (.Darter master Lieutenant Starr. besides
the Infantry, cavalry and arllllery troops there
willalso be a legmiental band go to Monterey.

A JUNCTION AT SAN JOSE.
The cavalry and artillery will leave the Presi-

dio early on Tuesday morulug by the wav of the
county road aud willmarch all day, camping on
Tuesday night at San Mat. and at Mountain
View on Wednesday night. On Thursday inoru-
iug tbe troops will reach San Jose, where they
willmeet ibe Infantry, which will bave gone 10
AM-o by steamer on Wednesday aud inarched
to Sail Jose to meet them.

From Ban Jose the wholecommand willmarch,
and camp as it nuns most convenient, as no
place has so far been laid out for the move-
ments. The cavalry and aitllleiy, being
mounted, can make twenty-two miles per diem,
while me loot soldiers do welt to make leu to
twelve miles.

Lieutenant Starr In an Interview yester-
day said: "We expect to arrive at
Monterey on July 2d, and we shall
slay as long as we can. We shall carry out the
programme as outlined in orders by department
headquaiteis. At Monterey we shall camp on
grounds belonging to the Pacific Improvement.
Company and David Jacks. We are taking tendays' rations and expect to use them all. This
time ol tlie year and ibis event are the most en-
joyable of a soldiers life. Then be is takenaway from the barracks, where he has grown
tired wlib the monotony, ami Is shown hi mac-
lice the field service be lias studied ln theory
during the other eleven mouths."

AN UNUSUAL PETITION.

Mrs. Bush Auks the Supreme Court's Alii
In 11. Sou's Pardon.

Eliza Bush, mother of George Bush, who
was convicted on December 4, 1886, of the
crime of assault to murder, and sentenced
in the Superior Court to seven years' im-
prisonment in the State Prison, lias peti-
tioned the Supreme Court for a recom-
mendation for the pardon of her son. The
Supreme Court has set the 7th day of July
for the hearing, with ten days' notice to
the Attorney-General and the District At-
torney, The petition sets foith that the
conduct of George Bush inprison has been
exemplary; that he has earned lG'^ months'
good conduct allowance; that he is suffering
from acute consumption and Is liable to die
any day, and cannot possibly live until the
end of his term. Airs. Bush asks that be
be allowed to die at his home. The applica-
tion is one not usually resorted to. Itis
allowed by the statutes, and its only pur-
rose is to secure the recommendation of
the court that the pardon be granted by the
Governor. •

THE UNDERGROUND
RAILROAD.

How Runaway Slaves Were
si-ted to Liberty.

Philanthropic Quakers Who E.ffi.d

Slave-Hunters
—

Soms Historic

Written for The Sunday Call.

•HIfS^HE phrase, The Underground Rail-

«_•__' tom n was -n general use for a num-
jlif-iber of years before the war. Itis
frequently met within books and papers of
that period, and is understood to mean that
secret process by which runaway slaves
were helped along to Canada or other for-
eign countries. But just what that secret
was, or where tho underground railroad
was, long remained a mystery to the outside
world. Nov, any one who takes the trouble
to inquire may readily learn all about it. If
he really wants to know, bis best plan
would be to come to Chester County, Pa.,
and make himself familiar with the beauti-
ful Chester Valley and vicinity.

The famous valley extends northeast from
the neighborhood ofthe Susquehanna River
to the Schuylkill, striking the latter at Val-
ley Forge. The whole region is rich in
Kevolutionaiy history— St. Peter's Church,
the Warren tavern and the Paoll are not
far away from the Forge. The valley Is
inclosed by long, blue-veiled ridges gen-
erally known as North and South Valley
Hills, which are In reality the lirst ranges
of the Alleghany .Mountain system inPenn-
sylvania. This valley, stretching so many,
miles to the northeast, seemed a route
marked out by nature for an easy passage
from Maryland to New England.

ONE OF TIIE STATION'S.
Phcenixville is on the Schuylkill River,

twenty-eight miles from Philadelphia and
three miles from Valley Forge. About half-
waybetween Valley Forge and I'liceiiixville
still stands a picturesque old farm-house,
which was long one ol the ".stations" on
the Underground Railroad. This was in-
habited for many years by Elijah Penny-
packer, a philanthropic Quaker and ardent
abolitionist liedied but a short time ago
at the age of80.

This "station" is one of the best known,
as the wealth and social standing of Elijah
Pennypacker, as well as his genuine vir-
tues and beautiful old age, long rendered
him an object of interest to all classes. But
the whole valley, as well as the neighbor-
ing hills, was dulled with similar stations,
man} of which, necessarily from the secret
nature of the trafficover tho "road," escaped
similar fame.

The phrase "underground railroad"
originated in this way: Runaway slaves
from Maryland, Virginia and elsewhere
would make tlieir way to Columbia, Pa.
Many were tracked so far but never any
further. Slave-banters invariably found
themselves battled at this point. At last
one exclaimed indespair, "

There must be
an underground railroad somewhere!

"
nnd

as wo would say in these days, the ex-
pression "took." Near Columbia is a little
patch of woodland filled with rocks and
running streams. A fugitive negro was led
backward and forward, around tliese
rocks and over these streams, so that if
dogs were used to track bim the scent
wouldbe broken.

BLACKS OF REFUGE.
The "underground railroad" was really a

series of "stations." These were mostly
farm-house.- ,inhabited chiefly by Quakers,
who believed in resisting evil by peaceable
means. The fugitive bad before his attempt
to escape been quietly told by his friends
that he would be helped if be could reach
one of certain houses in Columbia. Ar-
rived at Columbia he always found a safe
place. Here be was bidden until under
cover of nightfall lie could be conveyed to
the next station, and so on. From Colum-
bia the next important point was Kimber-
ton, in the upper part of Chester County,
about five miles from Phcenixville. From
Phcenixville thu road proceeded to Norris-
town and Consbohocken, and thence some-
times tvPhiladelphia, but more commonly
northeast to Bristol or Trenton.

Kimberton is one of the stations that
have become famous. Itis a romantic vil-
lage, situated among the lovely bills of
Pikeland, near Chester Springs which, as
a place of summer resort, once rivaled Sara-
toga. Kimberton was named from "Friend
Kiinher," who was one of the first to intro-
duce into Pennsylvania that startling inno-
vation,

"
higher education for women,"

The building which he erected as a girls'
boarding school still stands. Xear by is
his old-time residence, the "underground
station." Friend lumber's daughter Ger-
trude married the noted abolitionist and
vegetarian, Charles C. Burleigh.

Another station near Kimberton, which
also became famous, was the homestead of
the Lewis family. A survivor of this fam-
ilyis Miss Grace Anna Lewis, ono of the
must distinguished of American naturalists
and the leading authority on American
birds. Miss Lewis did not take up scientific
studies until late in life, She could tell us
that her early days were spent Inpractical
philanthropy. Thousands of 1oor wander-
ers found in her father's hospitable man-
sion every possible solace for wearied body
and mind, Butall this never became known
to the general public until recent years.
Un one occasion a neighbor remarked in
Miss Grace's hearing that "there usod
to be a great deal of hiding niggers about
here, but it isn't much done now." Atthe
same time Miss Lewis knew that there
were no less than eleven colored persons
concealed in and about her own home.

BXOOBDXO IN* HISTORY".
When Elijah Pennypacker received his

living consignment from Kiinberl..n, he
generally drove to Conshnlmckeii the follow-
ingnight. The people of the neighborhood
were used to seeing his big, covered Dear-
born wagon frequently crossing and re-
crossing the. Schuylkill bridge at Pawling,
just above Valley Forge. So used, indeed,
that tbey thought nothing about it. But
now ithas become recorded in histoty that
that big wagou carried thousands of dis-
tressed human beings on their way to lib-
erty.

.Sear Conshohocken was the home of the
Corson family, a race noted alike for philan-
thropy and culture. Dr. Hiram Corson of
Cornell University is known wherever the

English language is spoken, as one of the
ablest of American critics. Ills uucle, the
elder Dr. Hiram Corson, was the flrst
physician in the United States to take
a woman as a student, that woman
being his niece, Miss Sarah Adam-
son, now known as Dr. Sarah Dulley,
mother of Professor Dolloy of the Univer-
sity ofPennsylvania. Dozens of the family
have attained distinction invarious ways,
but all were in advance of their time in
their righteous passion for human liberty.
The Corsons erected a hall for holding
abolition meetings at a time when they had
reason to expect that their windows would
be broken, even if their houses were not
burned over their beads. This ball is now
usod as a studio by the famous painter,
Thomas . Ilovenden, Who married Miss
Helen Corson. It seems singularly appro-
priate that Ilovendeu's great picture, "The
Execution of Jol(ii Brown," should have
been painted here with younger Corsons as
models for soldiers.

From the Susquehanna to the Schuykill—
this imaginary line was the

"
underground

railroad," now no more. The necessity or
the occasion for it has long since passed
away. We are accustomed to say that the
Civil War destroyed it all. So itdid. of
course, but these majestic, sapphire-robed
hills, this jade-tinted, lake-like valley, this
glittering, wood-fringed river— might
give us many interesting chapters of that
mighty moral struggle, extending far back
years before any open blows were struck.
The history of the underground railroad is
as much a partof the history ofour country
as the history of any colony or settlement—'
and this celebrated revolutionary locality is
none the less a part of the battle-ground of
our last great conflict. M. B. 11.

Dr.Bell affirms that the crest Is a
rebus of Queen Philippa's hereditary title,
viz.,Countess ofostre vaut (ostrich feather).
Bandall Holmes claims an oldBritish origin,
and the Key. H. Longueville asserts that
.the arms of Khoderick Mauve, prior to the
division of Wales into principalities, was
thus blazoned : Argent, three lions passant
regardant, with their tails passing between
their legs and curling over tlieir backs in a
feathery form.—Dry Goods Chronicle.
