Elack-Bass Fishing in the Lakes—Points
in Angling.

This is the season of the year when camps are
pliclied on the bauks of many trout streams.
Huudieds of people, fond of an outing in the
country In the summer months, always prefer to
locate their tents in localities where fishing and
sbooting ez be enjoyved. Of the latter there is

a 1ltue to be bad, but complalnts of the killing of -

many quail for camp stews and the like have
veen numerous this year. The Dbirds are now
nesting, aud campers should remember that the
law protects the qualls until next September,
when they can legaily be sbhot. There are really
no oflicials who will arrest offenders, and it lies
altogether with the sportsmen of the various
counties to look aller the game that lzhabit
tLelr sections of the country.

The Game and Fish Commissioners meet in
this city generally ouce a month, but they are of
very little accouut to the State. They see that
tbe Italilan and Chinese fishermen pay their ii-
censes regularly, but other than that the Com-
missloners give but very little attention to the
unlawful kitliug of game or the destruction of
fish. Some of the deputies enjoy themselves, it
is presumed at the State’'s expense, by period-
jcul excursions to the interior for the purpose of
having a week’s tishing or shooting. 1t is quite &
pleasant position, as the deputles have been sel-
dom knowu to make an arrest outside of the city
Himits.

Anglers who have been favored wlih permits
to iish 1he San Andreas Lake enjoyed firsi-class
bass fishing, as the lake is well supplied with
fish of this deseription this year. Fly-fishing for
blaek bass is a recognized mode of avgilng, and
stands bigh in the esiimation of fishermen, as
well it may, for a small-mouth bass, when fast
to afly, Is a very lively customer aud not to be
despised by the veleran angler,

He Is as quick as a flash, aud if near a boat he
wiil endeavor to dive under it, or if a sunken log
or tree-top I8 eonvenient he will struggle hard to
get the line entangled fu It. It takes a coul and
experienced hand to Kill a bass of over Lwo
pounds with an 8-ounce fiy-rod. Anglers are in-
cliued 10 use rods too hight for this style of fish-
fug. A rather stiff rod, 10 feet 6 inches loug Lo
11 jeel, and weighing 8 Lo 9 ounces, is the proper
too), In some waters bass will only take the fly
early in the worning or late iu the evening,
while on others they take best jo Lbe middie of
the day. This the avgler must find out by ex-
peiiment.

It is very important when fishing for black
bass, that the fly should be allowed to slnk well
under water, for they do uotl ilke to take it on the
surface; and it Is far better to fish with two flies
than three, and if the aungler is ambitious Lo Kill
big tish hie will do better yet with only one. Bass
as a rule prefer large flies, but the size should be
in proportion to the depth of the water.

The following list of files has been carelully
selecled and thoroughly tried by good anzlers on
many waters:  Dark montreal, siiver-doctor,
Lottle, Hoiberton, sil%ar fairy, Dunning, post,
Miartuin, grizzly king, professor, scarlet ibis,
royal coachman, orange "miiler, Lord Baltlimore,
Governor Alvord, Setl Greeps, Rube Wood,
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Brandreth, black prince, Imbrie, Ferguson, bass
miller, orange docior and soidier, sometimes
wrongly called Lake George.

Many anglers have a babit, after having fin-
jshed with fishing, of placiug their tackle in
thetr fly-books without taking the precaution of
using some preventive to keep their LOOKs
free from rust. Wuen laying them away for the
season, obtain a few ceats’ worth of tine.
tolu; dip them in it, shake them to get rid of
auy supeifluous moisiure, and haog up to dry.
In half ap bour they may be put away uunul
wanted again, when they will be fouud to be in
as good condliion as ever,

An English exchange says: A remarkable
proof of the lnsensibiiity to pain In salmon is
afforded by one which, after a gallant tight, was
duly gaffed in the watars of the Upver Dee. It
appears, however, there was a mark of a pre-
vious gafl. The wound was quite red fresh, and
by probiug was found to have penetrated to the
backbone, on strikiug which the previous gaff
penetrated no farther, and so the fish must have
bounced off; but the adventure appeared not (o
have impaired his appeiite,

1HE GUN.

Pigeon-Shoot at Oakland—A Poor Game
Law.

At the next session of the Leglslature many
changes In the game law wiil in all probabliity
be made. As it now stands ducks can be shot
at any time of the year, and the result is the
almost extinetion of the mallard, which is un-
doubted!ly the finest of the game birds mndigenous
to California. Several letiers have been received
at this office descriptive of the slaughter ol hun-
dreds of mallard ducks In (he marstes which
margin the Sacramento and San Joaquin rivers,
and particularly In the vicinity of Suisun.

From Alviso and Alvarado reports are that
the parent birds, wh ich are nesting at this season
of tue year, are flushed by huunting-dogs and shot
dowu by men who complain In the winter
seasen of the scarcity of game, The dove i3
another game bitd which needs protection until
the mouth of August. The game law gives bunt-
ers the right to shoot these biids aiter the 1st
of June, and It is a well-known fact that wilh
few exceptions doves are nesting until July,
after which time the young birds ate able to
take care of t 1selves.,

course, would not hesitate a moment in shooting
down a bird from 1ts nest, but then there is
another class of men recogunized as sporisinen
who might use better judgment and not molest
any game fowl at this season, which should be
rightiully closed against all elasses of men who
onjoy outings with gun and dog.
Ilie State Sportsmen’s Association has issued
an address to the sportsmen of the State in which
the question of game preserve is treated at
length, The address is iutroduced by the follow-
ing terse paragrapli:

SEA AND SHORE.

Arrival of tbe Barkentine Tropic
Bird From Tahiti.

The Steamer Santa Crvz Has Her Propeller
Damaged—Vessels Spoken at Sea—Com-
modore Theodore H, Allen,

Thebarkentine Tropic Bird arrived yesterday
36 days from Tabiti, bringing 13 passengers and
alarge Iist of freight. Among the passengers
was Captaln Thibauit of the French Navy, aud
among the freight 62 bales of cotton, 20 crates
aud 130 tins of desiccated coccanuts, 316,280
oranges, 4 sacks fungus and 43,470 cocoanuls.

The following is Captain Burns' report of the
passage: Salled May 15th from Papeare, had
light breeze from east northeast for three daays,
then the wind bauled into north northwest, and
we had a very heavy squall, during which we
lost three sails. Crossed the equator 10 days
out in longitude 149° 10’ west, and had moder-
ate northeast trades to 27° 30’ north, then had
two days calms. Latterly had light north n orth-
west aud nort h northeast winds.

The weather was hazy at Polut Lobos yester-
day and the wind all day bght, veering from
west to northwest. The baron.etcr jeadat 8
o’clock In the morning, 30.02; nouvy, 20.99; 0
¢'clock in the evenlng, 29.96.

from New York. Up to 1834 young Allen at-
tended school. Tnen he saiied on his flrst

vovage from New York to New Orieans In the
ship Huntsville. Afterward he was for twelve
vears in the packet ship Shefiield, which his
father commanded, runoing to Liverpool. Then
he was first oflicer ot the packet George Wasl-
ington, of which his uncle was captain.

n 1845 Willlam H. Webb, the ship-bullder,
built a gunboat for the Spanish Government and
Captain Allen salled her 1o Havana and deliv-
ered hier to the purchasers. He afterward made
numergus voyages as master and mate of the
Rapid, Morthmer, Liviogstone and other well-
kuown old-time packets.

When gold was discovered In California, Cap-
tain Allen shipped as saillng-master on the bark
Sarah McFarland and came here, and has sluce
made this place bis home. Wheu he came here
he commencea lightering and built the first light-
er ever constiucted in San Francisco. He light-
ered goods to and from vessels at what is now
the corner of Montgomery and Washington
streets and the corner ot LeidesdoifT and Sacra-
mento streets. The pilot-boat,T. H. Allen of this
port Is named after hin, as I8 also the splendid
clipver slnp Commoaore T. H. Allen, 2271 tous,
which is now at Port Costa loading wheat for
Europe. The Commodore is known all over the
world by old shipmasters, Despite his age, he is
still a8 aerive as most young men. His geuial
and hearty manners have won him a kuge cirele
of friends who admire him 1or uis probity, iate g-
rity and general good-nature,

A New Light at San Luls Obispo—Ngatik
Islands.

California—On or about June 30. 1890, a light
of the fourth order will be exhibited from a light-
house erected on Point San Luis, San Luis Obvls-
po Bay, Callforn!a,

San Luis Obispo light is a flashing lght, show-
ing red and white flashes alternately, with inter-
vals of thirty seconds between the flashes. It
illuminates an arc of about 240° between the
approximate bearings south 67° east, true (east
&% soulh, mag.), and south 52° west, true (south-
west %4 souih, mag.). Itis shown at an eleva-
tion of 129 feel above mean high water, and
should be visible, in clear weather, from a dis-
tance of 17%2 miles.

The light-house Isa square frame tower at-
tached to the southwest corner of a frame dwell-
ing (one and one-half stories), painted white;
trimmings lead color, bliuds green, roof brown.
About fiflly yards to the eastward stands a daouble
dwelling (one and one-half storles), painted in a
similar nanner. Belween the two dwellings, and
about fifty yaras to the southward, stands the
fog-signal bullding, with its two black smoke-
stacks, and painted like the dwellings. Posi-
tion— Latitude, 35° 09’ 32/ north; longitude,
120° 45" 42" wesl.

Due notice will be given of its establish-
ment.

Paolfic Ocean—Mr. George F. Garland, master
of the misslonary steamer Moroing Star, reports
that there 1s a passage ifuto the lagoou of the
Ngatlk Isiands, Caroline Group, through which
sieamers of mederate length cun readily pass at
slack water. The entrauce to this passage is on
the south side, one mile from east end of the
reef, just west of the small island. The ebannel
runs 1o a northerly direction aund Is very deep
and parrow, with no bottom to be seen, At ils
uorth end the passage narrows, where it enters
the lagoon, to a width of about twenly yards,
with a depth of five futhoms; and about two-
thiras the distance [rom the souih end to the
north end of the passage there Is a lateral chau-
nel to the eastward into the lagoon, with a depth
of 5 fatboms and a.width of thirly yards.

With southerly winds, f[rom souiheast to west,
small sailing vessels can enter the lagoon through
the north entrance. Vessels should only attempt
the passage at slack water. The center and
south side of the lagoon are quite free from
shoals. ‘There Is good anchorage near the west
end of the lagoon, In from five to ten fathoms.
Ihere are about 130 uatives on the island, and
many of them speak English. A misslonary
teacher is also located there. Great quantities
of driftwood are picked up on these islands, par-
ticularly at the eastern end of the lagoon. Ob-
servations taken in the lagoon, February 13th
and 14, 1890, placed the eastern islet in latitude
5° 48’ porth, longitude 157° 29/ east.

Beautiful Bois de Boulogne—St.
Cloud on the Seine.

k7§HIS ‘picturesque spot was .once a
o forest abounding with game, the re-
A¥C\ sort of duellists, persons suicidally
disposed and robbers, and is now a beau-
tiful park, covering an area of 2250 acres.
When the Prussians and Russians were
encamped here in 1814 and 1815 a great

Under Louis Philippe little was done for
the Bois de Boulogne, although it belonged
to the crown domain. In 1832 it was
presented to the municipality on condition
that a sum of 2,000,000 francs should be ex-
pended on it within four years, and that it
should be maintained in future at the
municipal expense. The authorities ac-
cordingly converted it into a park, and it
has become a favorite promenade of the
Paristans,

In 1870 a considerable part of the wood
adjacent to the fortifications was cut down
by the engineers as a preparation for the
impending Prussian siege. The trees sur-
rounding the lakes were fortunately spared,
but many of them were much injured dur-
ing the bombardments. New trees have

grandson of Clovis, consequently very an-
cient. Owing to its situation near Paris
the place soon acquired importance, and
for the same reason it was much exposed to
danger during the medieval wars. Thus in
1346 it was burned by the English, and
again in 1411 by the Armaguacs. Henry
111, when besieging Paris in 1589, pitched
his camp at St. Cloud, and was assassinated
by Jaques Clement.

During the Prussian siege of Paris the
town of St. Cloud, which had been almost
eutirelY deserted by its inhabitants, was
partially occupied by the Germans and re-
peatedly bombarded from Fort Valerien.
The Chatean, the rpacious barracks near it,
and wany of the houses in the town were
completely burned down in October, 1870.
No town in the environs of Paris suffered
so severely during the war, or presented so
melancholy an appearance after its termin-
