W<i¥f_EW TORK, Juno IG, 1800.— The
weather lias behaved so badly

The
__ weather has behaved so badly that
.^everybody is talking about it. It

has "lost its reputation" and the general
verdict is, "Itdeserved to." The intensely

warm days of the first weeks of this month
beat allprevious records that have noted
the rise and fall of the thermometer in the
rosy month of June. Then, like Uncle
Cattermolo in "The Private Secretary,"
when his resentful passion against his
saintly looking and acting nephew reached
its highest heat he could do nothing but
sputter, roar and howl; so forsooth did
this same New York weather, after pros-
trating eight or ten people during the day
the heat exploded in a terrific thunder-
storm at night. The thunder roared and
the lightning Hashed for three days, inter-
mittiugly, of course, getting louder and
fiercer every time, until at last itsubsided
ln a crash of noise and fury not unlike the
combination of the battles of Hull Hun,
and Waterloo and Chinese gongs. The
New Yorker said, "It is unusual
to have such a storm in New
York," and drew invidious comparisons
between New York thunder-storms and
San Francisco earthquakes, of course, bal-
ancing iv favor of the thunder-storms,
which cause less destruction and misery of
body and spirit, according to his inference;
but a Caiifornian who had experienced
both, could testify that a Sau Francisco
earthquake is not unlike swaying in a ham-
mock for a few brief moments, and scarcely
wakened by the motion, falling fast asleep
again, hardly realizing that itis notadream
after all. Hut a New York thunder-storm—
ye gods! It is an army of howling dogs
with tin cans tied to their tails fullof pop-
ping lire-crackers; itis the roaring deafen-
ing noises of innumerable steam-engines;
itis as if every little globule of vapor has
become a torpedo; every cloud a bomb-shell
and every sunbeam forked lightning—and
—and, but Fred Emerson Brooks, the Cali-
fornia poet, is a pleasanter subject to talk
about than earthquakes or thunder-storms,
lie lias come to reside permanently in New
York. He gave a recital the other evening
before a select audience, who enjoyed his
unique poems and his rendition of them ex-
ceedingly. Everybody is familiar with his
quaint humor and sprightly wit. He will
go to Newport very soon to give recitals
there.
