SEA AND SHORE.

The Steamer Sardonyx Wrecked
in Northern Waters,

No Du'y Levied on the Cargo of the Ship New
York—A Fight on a Ferry-Boat—Move-
ments of Ships,

A dispatch received at the Merchants’ Ex-
change yesterday from Victoria, B. C., says:

A ship’s boat has arrived at Departure Bay with
news that the Canadian Pacific Navigation Com-
pany’s steamer Sardonyx is a complete wreck off
Queen Charlotte Island. Only most meager detalls
are obtaluable, but it is said no lives were lost. It
is supposed the steamer went to the bottom in the
storm of last Tuesday,

The Sardonyx flew the British flag, and for
awbhile, about a year ago, salied out of this port.
Lately she has been running from Victoria to
Alert Bay and other places on the northern
coast.

GLITTERING MILLIONS.

The Connling of the Money at
the Sub-Treasury.

John P. Jackson assumed the office of
Assistant Treasurer at the Sub-Treasury
and S. H. Brooks retired to private life

shortly after 9 o’clock yesterday morning.

The new Assistant Treasurer annouunces
the following appointments: Thomas B.
Burns, reappointed cashier, a deserved tri-
bute to one whe, being a Democrat, was re-
appointed solely because of his special fit-
ness for the place; W. C. Marston, Assistant
Cashier, in place of George E. Hyatt, who
will go to Washington; John P. Couch, ap-
pointed head book-keeper, vice S. de Gree-
ger; John P, Jackson Jr., appointed head
cierk in the place of Julhian Smith, and L.
A. Boynton appointed receiving teller in
the place of A. D. Jones, in turn appointed
as clerk.

Counting of the coin commenced promptly.

Sub-
Treasurer Jackson’s man is O. D, Cushiman,
These men will have to count nearly
2,000,000, Of this §45,000,000 is in gold
25,000,000 in silver coin, .md the rest in
cuneu'y The men are shut in by them-
selves. A bag of coin is brought to them,
which they count and weigh. lhe bags of
gold each contain $20,000 and the bags of
silver $1000 each, The weight of the first
bag is taken as a standard, and the rest are
merely weighed until one is reached that is
lighter than the first. This 1s at once
counted, and if fouud to be correct it is
taken as a standard and the rest are
weighed again, Eight laborers are em-
ployed in carrying the bags to and from the
counters. These porters are mostly from
the Mint,

During the count, which will last about
two weeks, $25,000 is counted out and kept
op one side for the d.uly use by the clerks.
