Captain Thomas of the steam schooner
Rosie Olsen recently purchased the wreck
of the steamship Iaaho, which was given
to Messrs. Griffiths, Stetson & Co. by the
Pacific Coast Steamship Company as a
claim of salvage, the company not caring
to pay the amount demanded by Griffiths &

The wrecked steamship has been lying on
the beach near Port iladlock for some
months past. Captain Thomas purchased
the old concern for about $500 and pro-
ceeded to investigate his purchase. He
discovered that there was enough cargo in
the wreck to warrant his investing in a
diver’s cutfit, which costs nearly $600.

Having obtained the rig, he set to work
himself in his new suit of clothes and went
down to the bottom of the hole in the
laaho. Up to date he has dug outabout
5000 worth of cargo and not yet worked
out the lead. The cargo so far obtained
consists of about 200 barrels of salmon and
150 or 200 barreis of oil aud other merchan-
dise. There is a zood deal of water in the
vessel and the Captain thinks he has got
along well.—Port Townsend Call, June

CRUSHED TO DEATH.

A Child Horribly Mangled by Heavy
Truck Wheels.

Jacob Bunges, a lad of 3 years, was at
play yesterday afternoon with his brother,
on Vallejo and East streets, when a large
truck, driven by John Palmer of 182 Perry
street, ran over his body and crushed out
his young life instantly.

The sad accident happened unseen and
no one can say how little Jaceb was killed.
His brother, who is two or three years his
senior, saw the truck passing slowly by and
followed it for a ride. Then little Jacob
joined in the innocent play and fell before
the great, grinding wheels, only to Be taken
up a mangled corpse, bleeding and horribly
disfigured. His body was removed to the
Morgue by William Williams of the Iar-
bor Commission.

At the Morgue Williams told all that is
likely to be known of the fatal accident.
He was driving behind the truck, when the
sight of the little fellow’s body lying in a
pool of Llood on the street startled him.
The truck had just passed over the child.
He called on the driver to stop. Palmer
looked back and was more surprised than
Williams. He bad never seen the dead boy
near his vehicle, nor could he account for
the accident. 1The small, yielding body did
not cause the big, heayy truck to jolt, and
s0 he knew nothing of the killing.

Palmer surrendered himself immediately
to the police, who charged him with man-
slaughter, but he was released on his own
recoguizance.

Jacob’s brother ran home terrified to his
mother, crying that Jacob was dead upon
the street. The poor woman was driven
frantic by the startling words of her eldest
boy, which she could scarcely believe at
first. She rushed away to the Morgue,
bare-headed, wild with griet and ecrying
loudly for her child. When the Deputy
Coroner allowed her to enter the room
whete the little corpse lay on a slab she
shrieked wildly in a most piteous strain,
that was heartrending. Beside the body
her grief became uncontrollable and fierce
in its intense abandonment, She caught the
bleeding body in her shawl to take it home
from the strangers, and when told that she
could not gain possession of her dead boy
in that way the stricken mother was vio-
lent with the deputies. The door was
closed betweeu her and the child and she
went away as she had come, uncomforted
and screaming painfully. Iler great an-
guish was witnessed by crowds of people,
wlio, hearing her screams, ran to the
Morgue to learn what was taking place.

The dead child was a chubby, pretty boy
in bounding health and winsome as young-
sters are at J years, bright, promising and
good humored, and bad evidently been well
cared for by parents who loved him well.
They washed the blood and dust from his
innocent face and fair eurls at the Morgue
and there was no trace of death on the
laughiong features, Evidently he bad died
unconsecious of his fate,

His father is employed at the sugar re-
finery on Sansome street and lives at 308 on
that thoroughfare.
