
MAKING AN ISSUE.

There is an evident purpose on the part
of tlie Democrats to make political capital

out of lhe refusal of the Republican House
to puss a free coinage bill. A record of the
ayes ami noes willshow that a large ma-
jorityof the Democratic members voted to
concur in the Senate free-coinage amend-
ment. This record willbe used to convince
the voters that the Democratic party is the
real friend of silver. The Call has al-
ready explained the evident motive of the
Democrats in voting for free coinage.
They thought if they succeeded inpassing
the bill it would probably encounter a
Presidential veto. They could then appeal
to the country on the issues thus created.
The Democratic party would be represented
as the friend of silver and the Republican
as its enemy. The fact that during the four
years of Mr. Cleveland's administration
the I.epublican6 had hard work to prevent

the suspension of the Coinage Act, which
requires the coinage of at least 5i.000,000
worth of silver each mouth, would not be
dwelt upon. The other fact, that either
Mr. Cleveland, Mr.Hillor Mr. Whitney,
all .New Yoikgeld men, Is pretty certain to
be the next Democratic candidate for the
Presidency, will not be considered good
Democratic campaign material. The real
friends of sliver may be classed under two
beads— the free-coinage men and the advo-
cates of an increased coinage, which will
restore silver to its old relation to gold.
The Call has explained the inevitable
consequence of free coinage whilesilver is
,-it a discount. Silver willbe the money of
trade, but gold the money in which future
obligations must be met. If any man
hn? light a homestead ora lot on whichbe
intends tomake a homestead on partial credit
lie willfind by looking at his contract that

.he has agreed to make all future payments
in gold. There are practically no excep-
tions tothis rule. Allnotes and promises
to pay of any kind or description specify
gold as the medium of payment. The effect
of this agreement will be that the parties
who have signed these evidences of in-
debtedness will have to buy gold to make
payments with. Wages willbo paid in
silver, and itwould be hard on the wage-
worker to have to pay 20 per cent, more or
lest, for all the gold needed to keep his
promises. Money-lenders who have Issued
these gold contracts would profit by free
coinage, but the debtor class would be
loser.. If.however, the Republican policy
of restoring silver to its old ratio to gold as
a preliminary to free coinage prevails there
willbe no loss on either debtor orcreditor
side.

FALSE ritOI'HKTS.

Intelligence from Egypt indicates that the
followers of El Mahdi are beginning to
question his inspiration as a prophet. The
reasons given for this decline In faith are

. such us would appeal to the average Cau-
casian understanding. One is that the
Mahdi lias iermitted a famine to spread
itself over the land. Another is the cruel

» methods by which he seeks to hold his un-
lwillingfollowers true to his cause. Ifhe

was a true prophet he would have foretold
the famine and provided against It. Andif
he possessed any attribute of divine power
he would inspire his followers with a will-
ingness to die for him. Out of Egypt peo-
ple never have had much confidence in this
particular prophet. Ifhe was in any es-
pecial sense the coming man he was slow
about coming. liehas been knocked about
by adverse fortune very much like other
men. Ithas been with him a little success
one day and disaster the next He has
never gained ground and held it In this
age people are becoming a little skeptical as
to prophets. Every person who claims to
possess divine powers does not succeed in
making the claim pay. There is a small
percentage of almost any population who
prick up their long ears at any suggestion

of the marvelous, but the great body of the
people let prophets severely alone. Itis
not exactly true that a prophet is not with-
out honor except in his own country.
'Ihose who call themselves prophets are
without honor athome and elsewhere. They
arc legarded as more or less clever and un-
scrupulous persons who play upon tbe
credulity of the more ignorant part of the
people. Where is the mighty power which
thirty years ago held the community of Salt
Lake in willing obedience? In a little
more than a quarter of a century it lias
been to broken that now itis but a feeble

-superstition. There was, perhaps, a time
when the assumptions of superior men to
be especially favored by the Divine Ruler
worked a good to the people. The un-
tutored mind was caught and held by its
superstitions as Itnever would have been
by its reason. Teachings valuable in them-
selves derived especial authority from the
belief that they bad been received by the. teacher from a dirino source. But the day

. for prophets, even in Egypt, is past Peo-
* *pie expect so much of these prophets that
.the failures incident to human effort*cause
distrust. \u25a0 ,:*.

\u25a0 THE NEW CORK MOVEMENT.

confidence the main business will be to see
that there is a fair vote and a fair count.
There are enough voters in any city who
prefer an honest and economical municipal
government to a corrupt and extravagant
one to vote down the cliques that find a pro-

lit insuch practices as have made the New
York movement necessary.

THE AUTEsIAN WELL SIIKVEI.

The report of Chief Engineer Nettleton
of the Artesian Bureau of the Irrigation

Department contains some interesting facts.
Itappears that the Dakota artesian basin is
the largest in the world. Water may be
found over an area covering several thou-
sand square miles, and spreading from
Western Montana nearly to the Missouri.
Several hundred wells have been sunk and
are flowingfreely. Tlie basins of Kansas,
Nebraska and Colorado are scarcely less
important) and throughout Western Texas
artesian wells are being sunk with success.
The Government spent 820,000 last year in
surveys for the work and the engineers ask
for 5200,000 more for this year and thenext.

The artesian well system rests on the
proposition that wherever an arid area ex-
ists itis underlaid by a body of water. The
water which was once un the surface has
percolated through the earth until itreached
an impermeable rock, where it lies under
heavy pressure. When this body is reached
by a pipe Itrushes up by hydraulic pressure
and overspreads the MirIace. Itis on the
same principle that oil wells and gas wells
are dug. Tho bowels of the earth are
searched for their contents and vomit them
forth when an exit is supplied.

The drawback to the extensive use of
the artesian system is the small area which
a well willwater. In the southern part of
this State, where the artesian bench ol
water lies from 75 to 600 feet below the sur-
face, itcosts anywhere from £250 to $3300 to
sink an artesian well, and when water is
struck it often turns out that the flow is
insufficient to irrigate more than a few-
acres. Land must be very productive to
afford such an outlay for irrigation, and
when it reaches a value which warrants
such an expense transfers .arc slow. In the
San Luis alley in Colorado there aro some
5000 flowingartesian wells, and land is held
at values corresponding to their cost. But
the real estate market is not active.

Of course as the system develops and the
depth at which au available bench ol water
is to be found is better known, the expense
of well-digging will be reduced, and every
farm will have one or more wells of its
own. But their area of usefulness will be
limited by the quantity of laud which cau
be flooded by each well, and when it is

necessary to irrigate whole sections at a
time, the number 01 wells required will be
considerable. On the lines of railroad in
Southern California and Arizona, artesian
wells are to be seen at a large number of
the stations, and small patches of verdure
surround the wells. But the arid desert
conies very nearly up to the edge of the iu-
closure.

Science may hereafter develop some plan
for a wholesale appropriation of subterra-
nean waters. But until it does, schemes of
irrigation on a large scale willhave to de-
pend on surface waters for their supply
of the fertilizing element. Whether the
rivers of the world are or are not diminish-
ing in volume, they carry water enough
now to irrigate vast tracts of barren
country. The water which goes to waste
at the mouth of the Mississippi and the
Colorado and the Columbia would fertilize
an agricultural area capable of sustaining
a population of millions. So long as this
is the iase, practical engineers will gener-
ally concentrate their efforts on projects to
tap these rivers and their affluents, in pref-
erence to seeking the desired fluid uuder
gravel.

HOOK TH'..Ul.j.

Publishers who reprint foreign books
without payment of royalty are by incon-
siderate persous designated book pirates.

There are, however, side issues growing
out of the international copyright propo-
sition which it may be well to consider.
The bills which have been before Congress
were not bills to enable an author to collect
a royalty on his work, but bills to enable
tublishers to obtain exclusive rights to
print foreign works. The opponents of in-
ternational copyright proposed an amend-
ment or substitute fur the bill recently de-
feated In the House to the effect that
publishers iv cither country should acquire
the right to publish a book by payment to
the author or his legal representatives of a
certain percentage of sales. Only sucn re-
prints would be legal as bore the stamp of
the author. For example, an American
publisher desiring to reprint an English
work would buy of the author stamps equal
in number to the copies of the book he pro-
posed to publish. The value of the stamp

would be made to correspond with the prico
to be charged for the book. Ifthe publisher
proposed a cheap repiiut, say to be sold at 50
cents, be wouldbuy 5-ceut stamps. Iflie pro-
posed to issue a more expensive edition the
denomination of the stamp would be raised
correspondingly. Dut the publishers did
not meet this proposition with any degree
of favor. The only kind of copyright they
were interested Inwas one that would give
the foreign publisher an exclusive right to
the work he might desire to reprint. The
effect of such a copyright law would be to
increase the cost of books out of proportion
to the royallypaid the author. There could

be no more competition in the republica-
tion of foreign works than there now is in
the publication of an American work pro-
tected by copyright. We often see an
American work sold at book-stores at five
times the price that would be asked for a
foreign book of like size and general de-
scription. The public must not suppose
that the author gets this difference. In
most cases be gets 5 or 7 cents on the dollar.
His book, Ifa reprint, would sell for per-
haps 30 cents; being protected by copy-
right it sells for Sl 50. Of this Sl 50 the
author gets perhaps 7J4 cents and perhaps
10 cents. Ifhe is an author of note and
corresponding popularity he may get alittle
more. Now if the international copyright
craze should take the form of a bill requir-
ingpublishers in a foreign country desiring
to reprint abook copyrighted in the coun-
try of original publication to buy of the
author 5 or 10 cent stamps, according to the
selling price of the proposed publications,
corresponding with the number of the
edition the publishers proposed to issue,
the principal objection to copyright would
disappear. The native author would then
stand on the same terms as the foreign, the
publisher in both cases being required to
pay the author royalty. But this plan does

Inot meet the views of the men who are
making the life of a Congressman a bur-
den on account of the International copy-
right scheme.

I'AUMING IN OEUHGIA.

The Atlanta Constitution has made an
examination of official records which show
that two- thirds of the fanners gained
ground handsomely in the last five years
while one-third lost a little. The gainers
gained on an average 30 per cent, while the
losers only lost IG per cent. Of a list of
1991 farmers, the gain was $1,290,313, the
losses £381,G01, leaving a net gain of
$903,712. There are in round numbers
100,000 white farmers in Georgia, and if
the ratio of gains and losses holds good
throughout the State, two-thirds of the
whole have gained 904,000,000 and one-
third have lost about $20,000,000, leaving a
net gain of $14,000,000. Assuming that this
calculation is correct, the average gain of
Georgia farmers for the five years is $410
for each farmer. The Constitution winds
up its showing with the conclusion that
the lot of the Georgia farmer is not so bad
after all. Infive years, with a capital of
about $3000 for each farmer, they have
added 8440 to the average wealth of each.
The showing can hardly be called brilliant,
but as itcovers the whole State and quite a
period of time, it is respectable. Steady
profits, if small, produce better average
results than the ups and downs of trade
and speculation.

The Cincinnati Commercial Gazette says
that the evils to which the modern system
of electing United States Senators has led
have inspired many good citizens with the
thought that the country might be the bet-
ter were the Senate of the United States
abolished. The proposed remedy would
come under the head of ,heroic treatment, ,
but the patient isnot yet lowenough to war-

rant recourse to such methods. The people

are as competent to elect United States
Senators as to elect Representatives to the
lower liouse of Congress. The trouble is
that the people have no voice in the mat-
ter. In this State they elect 120 men to the
Legislature, and these 120 men elect the
Senator. The Senatorial elector is not
bound by the action of a convention as is
the case with Presidential electors, but is at
liberty to vote for any Senatorial aspirant
who maintains a nominal connection with
his party. The 61 members—more, possi-
bly, but not less— who really elect the Sen-
ator hold a valuable franchise, which has
more often been used for their individual
profit than for the good of the State. Let
us try electing Senators by the people, and
ifit<loes not work we can thou proceed to
abolish the Senate.

Kill1OKIAI. NOIKS.

The controversy over the Newfoundland
fisheries, from preseut appearances, is not
likely to result in a collision, as itis now
said France is willingto entertain a propo-
sal to exchange her fishery rights in return
for the privilege of assuming absolute con.
trolover Siam and Madagascar. Wain has
an area of 250.550 square miles, a population
of from 4,000,000 to 6,000,000 and a revenue
of £..,000,000. Its contiguity to Tonquln
may increase its value in the eyes of France.
Madagascar, tlie third largest island in the
world, contains an area nearly double that
of Great Britain and Ireland, and has a
population of between 3,0(0,000 and 4,000,000.
Ithas been au object of French desire, but
attempts at conquest have not been success-
ful. Tne islets of St. Marie aud Nosibe
have been in the possession of France since
1821 and 1840, respectively, and by the treaty

of 1885, which terminated her latest attempt
at conquest, she obtained the port of Diego
Suarez as a naval station. A war indem-
nity of £400,000 was paid by the Malagasy
Government, but they refused to admit the
claims of France to a protectorate.

The Australian confederation scheme, in-
cluding the continent of Australia, New
Zealand, New Guinea and the Fijis. is
likely to soon become an accomplished fact.
The colonists are of the opinion that their
Influence should be more pronounced in the
Southern Facific, and partially with this
object in view a navy exclusively for
colonial purposes is to be constructed in
Britain with money furnished by the peo-
ple interested. With a respectable squad-
ron at its command it is claimed that
Australia could forcibly object to encroach-
ments in Polynesia, just as this country
successfullyiprotested to Germany's occu-
pation of the Samoan Islands.

The Gentlemen's Driving Club of Cincin-
nati recently proposed to give a benefit to
the Humane Society, which is in debt; but
after receiving liberal subscriptions was
surprised by the rejection of the offer on
the ground that horse-racing came under
the head of cruelty to animals, and conse-
quently it would not be right to accept
money derived from that source. The mem-
bers of the club dispute the correctness of
this conclusion, claiming that turf favorites
are the best fed and most kindly treated of
any of the animals.

Stage robbery since the capture and in-
carceration of Dla> Bart has generally
proved, so far as California is concerned,
an unprofitable occupation, increased tele-
graph and telephone facilities making such
enterprises extra hazardous. Two of the
men who robbed the Harbor Springs stage
are already incustody and the third Is likely
lo soon keep their company.

An experimental shipment of brick as
ballast is about to be made from San Diego
to Valparaiso, Chile, encouraging assur-
ances having been received that a steady
market could be secured. As considerable
building is going on in the metropolis of
the South American republic the trade Is
likely to extend to respectable proportions

Elko is Inclined to deal summarily with
incendiaries, the well-known Committee of
601 having issued a significant warning to
firebugs. Suspicious characters are likely
to give the community a wide berth tillthe
feeling of indignation subsides.

BY THE BAY ROUTE.
Another Unfortunate Ends liis

Life by Drowning.—
Between 3 and 4 o'clock yesterday after-

noon a man, whose identity is at present
unknown, committed suicide by jumping
into the bay at Section 3 of the sea-wall.

Atthe time mentioned a number of dock-
sweepers employed by the Harbor Commis-
sioners and some teamsters in the employ
of Charles Warren were working on Sec-
tion 3, when a well-drossed young man
walked down, stepped on the stringer,
raised his hands, shouted out "Good-by,
boys!" and immediately jumped Into the
bay. The men at once raised a cry and ran
to the bulkhead, but could see nothing of
the man. His hat, however, was seen float-
ing In the water.

When the cry was raised a boat was put
out from the steamer Maggie Roes, lying
close by, containing Captain Miller and
Steward Doolan. They pulled around, but
saw no signs of the suicide. They picked
up the floating hat, which is of stiff black
fell, with a band of crape. The brow
leather band is gone, but inside is a blue
silK lining bearing the vender's initials,
"L.K. &C0.," and a trade-mark.

Teamster Waterbury states that the sui-
cide was well dressed in a suit of black
clothes, with a stiff hat, and seemed to be
about 35 years of age. He walked quickly
down the wbaif from Lombard street, aud
said nothing until on the stringer to make
his final plunge.
