
STREET COMMITTEE.
Contracts for Work', Let—{sprink-

ling Van Ness Avenue.

The Street Committee of the Board of
Supervisors met yesterday morning, with
Supervisor Bingham lv the chair. Present,
Supervisors Barry, Tilsler, Bingham,
Kingwell and Deputy Street Superintend-
ent Owens.

Nicholas Lunlng's appeal from an assess-
ment for paving Fine stieel, near Powell,
was set for bearing on July llth.

The Superintendent of Streets was in-
structed to remove the obstruction on
Hampshire street, between El Dorado and
Sixteenth, caused by the fencing in of the
street and the erection of two houses onthe
ground.

The committee awarded the following
contracts for street work:

California Construction Cuinpany, $2032; paving
wiih bituminous lock the crossing of Elmaveuue and Frauklin stieet, to U. M.Ferine at
31 cents a square foot; also the eros-lug of
Webster and Halght streets to the Santa Cruz

Itock i'aveiuent Company at 31 cents a square
foot; also .McAllister street, ftom Flee lo Scull, lo
li.M.Ferine at 3o'/i cents; to reconstruct the
pavement and put a bituminous rock sidewalk
on Mlnua slieet, fiuin New Montgomery to
Second, to J. J. llowilug,aggregate cost $1132;
a 10-inch pipe-sewer inCarl sireet. from Wlllard
loiSiauyaii. to C. B. Williams, $715; a 14-inch
pipe In Wl.lard street, Hum Sullivan to Carl, to
VV. C. ltalscli, $400; a buck and pipe sewer in
the crossing of Cmi and Wlllard streets to L.
Fitzgerald, $700; to macadamize and sewer
Twenty-fifth slieet, iioui Douglass" tv Ellen, to
C. 1). Vincent. $2250; grading Jones stieet, from
Chestnut to Montgomery avenue, to C. D. Viu-
ceut, at -J'.'iVz cents per cubic tout.

The Superintendent was instructed to
make a separate roadway on or contiguous
to Seventh avenue, from Golden Gate Part
to the Almshouse, at a cost of not over
$250, the present route being impassable.

Dr. Peter liitrns appeared before the
committee to ask that Grove street be
opened through Alamo Square, lie stated
Hint all the property-owners in the vicinity
desired the street opened, and while the
Supervisors had no authority to make a
public street through any public park,
still, ifnobody objected, a right of way
like Turk street through Jefferson Park
could bo obtained, which would meet the
desires of the petitioners. Iineeded, the
property-owners would contribute toward
the expense of opening the street.

The committee decided that no money
available fur the work, which would hi
quite expensive, is now in the fund, but
took the matter under advisement for one
week.

A large number of property-owners ap-
peared before the committee withreference
to establishing the grade of Seventeenth
street, between Douglas and Corbett
roads. There being no unanimity be-
tween the applicants as to what grade
would suit all, the committee decided to
leave the grade as ItIs.

Fixing the grades on Seventeenth street
was referred to the Surveyor for a report.

The protest of property-owners against
constructing a sewer on York street, from
Twenty-iifin to Twenty-sixth, was sus-
tained.

The Surveyor presented an adverse-re-
port to a petition fur the establishment of
an intermediate grade on Dauvers street,
near Eighteenth.

Hie committee reported in favor of
sprinkling Van Ness avenue, between
broadway aud Vallejo street, the same hav-
ing been teceutly macadamized; but the
petition of property-owners to have this
portion of the avenue. accepted was de-
nied, there being no power in the board
now to accept a macadamized road.

An adjournment was then taken until
Monday morning next. ,

EIGHTEEN DEFOKTED.

Ad Unpleasant Alternative Presented to
the <!•-. ii-'a tliliii'ie.

The steamer Oceanic sailed yesterday for
China, bearing the eighteen Chinese who
were captured by the customs authorities
at San Diego while trying to cross the bor-
der from Mexico.

Some time prior to the sailing, the attor-
ney of tbo Chinese six companies called,
informally, upon Collector of the Port
Phelps, and discussed the possibility of se-
curing the release of some of them. The
attorney said that lie believed some of the
Chinese belonged in California and had a
right to stay here.

Collector Phelps informed him that if
what he said were true lie was sorry for
those Chinese, because, instead of being
sent to China, they would be sent to San
Quentin under the act of the United States,
making ita penal offense to engage in the
smuggling of Chinese into this country.
These men had either gone to Mexico for
the purpose of helping their countrymen
over the border or else they came from
China. The attorney, not liking either
horn of the dilemma, smiled a sickly smile
and took his leave.

The remainder of tho Oceanie's Chinese
wore yesterday taken from her decks on
writs of habeas corpus.'' Of course, they
were all described as having been born
here.

REV. DR. BARROWS.
ALetter Relaliyo to His Recent

Resignation.

Inrelation tothe recent resignation ofRev.
Dr. C. D. Barrows from the pastorate of the
First Congregational Church, and itsaccept-

ance by the council of the church, the follow-
ing letter, received by a friend from Dr.
Barrows, dated May 30th, is of interest:

Ifmy removal will save
that, iheu 1must act. 1did so. (This refers lo
the forwarding of his leslgoatiou.) As true as Is
tne fact of a (md Inheaven, Ihad uo Informa-
tion, no charges slated ;nothing but the peril oi
lire church was befoie me. Fui her Igave my-
self without a quaver. Ido not turn to discus*,
the vilecharges and misrepresentations. When
lam thus guiltylam the lirst one lo conies*
llieiii. J know that such things hivs not
stained my hands. The simple, quick, vivid
fact, the only tact Ihad, was Ihat <my
church was indanger and that 1must sacrifice
myself fur her. Tothis end 1did uot demur. 1
did it. oilier men have clung and fought aim
divided aud scandalized. 1laid down my armor
without a question, Hod is a witness Ural 1did
Itlur ber sake aud for her sake alone. Icannot
explain by pen, but there ls a gross misappre-
hension.
