The Shooting Case Continued
Until Next Tuesday.

Friends Visit, the Imprisoned Foundryman.

A Jury Impaneled for the Inqusst.

Holders Express Sympathy.

When the caso of James W. Kerr was
called yesterday for a preliminary hearing

inPolice Judge Rix's court a continuance
was asked for by Prosecuting Attorney

Dunne until next Tuesday. This was nec-
essary as the inquest willnot be held until
Monday.

Attorney Darwin for the defense stated
that although he desired a speedy hearing

he could not object to the continuance, but
he would oppose unnecessary delay.

The defense will rely on three witnesses,
whose names aro not known to the court
officials at present. A private detective is
at work on the case. He says that the bulk
of testimony will be Introduced by the
prosecution and many witnesses will be ex-
amined.

KERB WILL NOT SPEAK.

The prisoner was visited yesterday by

numerous friends, among Whom were many
prominent men. lie was not lorgot'.en by

the proprietors of foundries and machine-
shops, for they were at the City Prison all

\u25a0 day long to see him. Uis wife remained in
his company for hours. He does not dis-
play any sign of worry over his position,
and takes everything quite philosophically.
The freedom of the Prison Hospital isgiven
him nd lie has bis meals supplied Irom a
restaurant, lie still refuses to make a
statement regarding tlio shooting, accord-
ing to his attorney's advice.

The Economists held a public meeting
hist night at Metropolitan Hall, to discuss
the subject of good government for this
city and State. Captain Thompson occu-
pied the chair and J. W. Peters acted as
Secretary pro tern.
•S. ledgers was the first speaker. He
gave a picture of the wage-earners, and
said tliat labor would never obtain redress
from its wrongs by strikes, and that an im-
proved ballot was the only means to uproot
the evils of which they now complain. He
spoke strongly against boss rule, both in
politics and business. He gave an outline
of tbe thorough manner in which the
Economists bad mapped and organized the
:tty tor effective work, and gave an en-
tirely new and effective plan for selecting
the representatives of the laboring people.

Mr. P.odgers was followed by other
'speakers, and after tbe closing speech by
Colonel Doyle the following resolution
was unanimously adopted:

resolved. Tint President Rodgers be and Is
empowered to appoint Executive, Finance,
Nominating and such other committees deemed
necessary to cany out tue principles of the plat-
form of the Economists.

The different committees will be selected
and made known at the executive meeting
called for the evening of July sth.

WHALES A.NB HOW THEY FEED.
They Hare Small Throats Despite Their

J'rndiglong Months.
The great Greenland whale has no teeth,

its baleen plates, or whalebone, taking
their place. Along the center of the palate
ruiis*a strong ridge, and on each side of this
there is a wide depression along which the
plates are inserted. These are long and
flat, hanging free, and are placed traversely,
that is. across tbe mouth, with their sides
parallel and near each other.... The base and outer edge of the plates are
of solid whalebone, but the inner edges are
fringed, tillingup the interior of the mouth
and acting as a strainer for the food, which
consists of the small swimming mollusks
and medusae or jelly fishes.

This whale rarely if ever swallows any
thing larger than a herring, shoals of these
small-creatures being entangled in the
fibers of the baleen, the water which does
not escape from the mouth being expelled
by the blow holes.

Though the cavity of this whale's mouth
Is big enough to contain a ship's long-boat,
the gullet is not larger than a man fist.
The lower jaw has neither baleen nor teeth,
but has large, fleshy lips, within which the
upper is received when tbe mouth Is closed.

While the Greenland whale has no teeth,
the sperm-whale lias them in great quanti-
ties in the lower jaw, and uses them, too.

when occasion requires. On the other
hand, the narwhal very seldom develops

more than one, the leftupper canine.
Itmakes up for the lack of numbers by

the extraordinary growth attained by this
one tooth. Itgrows out and right forward,
on a line with the body, untilitbecomes a
veritable tusk, sometimes reaching the
length of ten feet. ....

Apropos of tusks the elephant s are its
unduly developed upper incisors; those of
the walrus are its upper canines, and so are
those of the wildhog.

Some fishes are absolutely toothless, like
the sucker and lamnrey; others again have
hundreds and hundreds of teeth, sometimes
so many that they cover all parts of the
mouth.— Boston Budget.

adopted by Hade organizations to protect the
products of the members of tire trade.

Another communication was received from
tbe mine and mlue-workeis of Victoria, B.C,
asking Ural llie council endeavor to come to
terms of settlement with the firm of Dunsmulr &
Sons and its product ol Wellington coal upon
the foliowiih:terms: That tlie miners be allowed
to work lot the same length of tune as miners
employed in the mines adjoining, which Is eicht
hours, and that Hie firm and council confer with
a Committee of Arbitration.

A COLORED BANTAM.

George Dixon Makes Nunc Wal-
lace Cry

"
Enough."

Billy Murphy and His Championship Belt Go

to Australia— Olympic Athletes—Sprint-

in;—Lawn Tennis.

The news of the International contest between
the bantam pugilists George Dixon(colored) of
America and Nunc Wallace, England's pride,
was awaited withmuch Interest by the sporting
men of tills city last evening.

When the wire brought the tidings of Dixon's
victory, which by the way was expected, the
lovers of fistic sport felt much elated.

The contest was the sole topic ol conversation
Inthe athletic clubs and the general opinion was
tbat Dixon would make it very warm for Billy
Murphy, the famous Australian pug-splder.

O'Kourke, Dixon's manager and trainer, who
came to this Coast last year with Jack llavlln,
sent a special cable to his New York friends,
which was telegraphed to a prominent sporting
man of this city last night. It staled that Wal-
lace was not in the fight from the tap of the bell
to the finish.

In lhe early rounds Wallace tried hard to

land bis right on Dixon's jaw,but the Ameri-
can was too clever and jabbed his left repeat-

edly Into the Englishman's face. Wallace bad
his eyes closed, and his face was badly disfigured
when he quit lightingin the nineteenth round.

Dixon used both light and left freely, and
warmed Nuuc's body wilh smashing right-hand-
ers. The members of the Pelican Club acknowl-
edge Dixon as being a great filthier and the bet
in ins class. The American's extraordinary
reach stood lilm well, as be stopped Wallace
every time the latter tiled to close lv and make
a short-range fight.

'1he betting just before the pugilists began the
battle was even, although Wallace was favorite
prior to that lime.

DIXON'S XI.CORD.
Dixon has a first-class cord. He was born In

Halifax. N. S., in 1871. He first donned the
gloves with Young Johnson in Ins own town in
188G, and defeated his opponent Intinea rounds.
lie then went 10 Boston and accepted Ilia chal-
lenge of San. mv Cohen, but after pulling up his
forfeit Cohen flunked. September 21, 1887, lie
deleated Ellas Hamilton (colored) lv eight
rounds, and followed this victory up by whipping
Young Mack Inthree rounds, Jack Lyman inlive
rounds ami Charley Barton of England In six
rounds for only a $75 purse, Harney F'luneean
In seven rounds, Nix Mortis In four
rounds. He then fought a ten-round draw
Williliaiii,Mct.uire. a fifteen-round draw with
Faddy Kelly of Cambridge, and another with
Tommy Doherty of East Boston. Then he de-
feated Jimmy Bracket in four rounds, after
which lie 991-ln a nine-round draw with Tom
Kelly,lilt- Harlem Spider, foitrteen-round draw
with Hank Biennan, and two weeks after an-
other diaw of fifieen rounds. Defeated Paddy
Kelly at a second meeting In len rounds, and
Billy James la two rouuds. He louglit Hank
Breunau a twenty-seven round draw (it was a
job not to let Dixon win), and on December 27,
1887, be beat i-ugeii'. Hornbaclier In one and a
half rounds lor (500 a side. On February 7,

1890. he won another battle for a purse ol $1000
aud $500 a side.

Are the People seined by Onr

Statesmen in Congress?
By a fine stroke of irony we call our

legislators the rei reseutativesof the people,
says the Illustrated American.' Are the
people in any just sense represented by the
men who gather in our Stale assemblies and
in our balls of Congress— are tliey truly
represented, indeed, by any of the men
who make politics their trade? As a
nation we are honest, thrifty, patriotic,
intelligent, broad-minded and progressive.
Can any of these adjectives be truly ap-
plied to the bulk of the men who figure as
our statesmen? Are we proud of the
speeches made in our legislative halls or on
the stump— the principles and the measures
advocated by the men to whom we have
intrusted the government of our country?
Are tbo Kepublican leaders, the Demo-
cratic leaders, true exponents of the
heart ana brain of the country? It
were an insult to American man-
hood to allow this. We sit down in
calm acquiescence, and let the saloon
and the primaries dictate our candidates
and our politics. We say that polities is a
dirty business. We refrain from meddling
with it or attempting to purifyit; we con-
tent ourselves with the thought that the
country is too great to be ruined even by
demagogues or incompetents, and we
placidly suffer ourselves to be lashed Into
obedience by the party whip, glad, at
least, to have left us at the polls a poor
choice between two evils. Yet even this
choice is won away from us by bribery and
corruption. The highest offices in the na-
tion are bartered and sold before our very
eyes. We are threatened with an oligarchy
of wealth

—
wealth that has been prostituted

to the basest uses. Itis time for a revolt.
The American people are patient and long-
suffering, but the proverb tells us to beware
of the wrath of the patient man. The
Grand Old I'arties must reform—they must
get a new set of principles, a new set of
candidates— or an entirely new party will
arise and sweep them out of existence.
